Ozet

Dijital teknolojilerin ve sosyal medya kullaniminin hizla yayginlagmasiyla birlikte, bireylerin ¢evrimigi
ortamlarda farkinda olmadan biraktiklar1 "Dijital Ayak Izleri", kotii niyetli saldirganlar tarafindan toplandiginda
ciddi giivenlik zafiyetleri ve mahremiyet ihlalleri olusturmaktadir. Agik Kaynak Istihbarati (OSINT) yontemleri
bu verilerin analizinde gii¢lii bir perspektif sunsa da, mevcut endiistriyel araglarin sahip oldugu karmasik yapilar,
son kullanicilarin kendi kisisel veri risklerini 6lgmelerini oldukga zorlastirmaktadir. Bu ¢alismada, piyasadaki
mevcut karmasik OSINT araglarindan farkli olarak; acgik kaynakli veriyi sadece toplamakla kalmayan, ayni
zamanda bu verileri isleyerek bireyler i¢in otomatik ve anlasilir bir risk skoru iireten kullanici dostu bir sistem
gelistirilmistir. Sistemin temel metodolojisi, Playwright kiitliphanesi kullanilarak asenkron bir web kazima
yapisinda tasarlanmis ve anti-bot mekanizmalarin1 asabilmek amaciyla insan davranig simiilasyonu
algoritmalartyla gliglendirilmistir. Profesyonel siber giivenlik uzmanlarina odakli araglarin aksine, bu yazilim
dogrudan Instagram, X ve LinkedIn gibi popiiler sosyal aglardaki yalnizca "alenilestirilmis" verilere odaklanarak
son kullanici farkindaligini artirmay1 hedeflemektedir. Toplanan yapilandirilmamis metin verileri, 6zgiin Diizenli
Ifadeler (Regex) algoritmalar1 ve finansal veri dogrulamalari i¢in Luhn algoritmasi ile analiz edilmektedir.
Uygulanan web kazima teknikleri, oturum siirekliligi ve islem hizi bakimindan optimize edilmistir.
Gergeklestirilen performans testleri sonucunda sistemin; T.C. Kimlik Numarasi, konum bilgileri ve iletisim
verilerini %90'n tizerinde yiiksek bir dogruluk oraniyla tespit ettigi ve analiz siireglerini 15-20 saniye gibi ¢ok
kisa bir siirede tamamladig1 gozlemlenmistir. Bu degerler, genis kapsamli tarama yapan geleneksel scriptlere gore
cok daha yiiksek bir verimlilik sunmaktadir. 6698 sayili KVKK prensipleriyle tam uyumlu olan bu proje, siber

giivenlik literatiiriine pratik bir ¢6zlim sunmaktadir.

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OSINT-BASED DIGITAL FOOTPRINT ANALYSIS SYSTEM FOR PERSONAL DATA SECURITY
AWARENESS: A REGEX, WEB SCRAPING, AND AUTOMATED RISK SCORING APPROACH

Abstract

With the rapid expansion of digital technologies and social media usage, the "Digital Footprints" that
individuals inadvertently leave in online environments create significant security vulnerabilities and privacy
breaches when collected by malicious attackers. Although Open Source Intelligence (OSINT) methods offer a
powerful perspective in the analysis of this data, the complex structures of existing industrial tools make it highly
difficult for average end-users to measure their own personal data risks. In this study, a user-friendly system has
been developed that differs from existing complex OSINT tools in the market by not only collecting open-source
data but also processing this data to generate an automated and comprehensible risk score for individuals. The
fundamental methodology of the system is designed with an asynchronous web scraping structure using the
Playwright library and is enhanced with human behavior simulation algorithms to successfully bypass anti-bot
mechanisms. Unlike tools aimed primarily at professional cybersecurity experts, this software directly focuses on
only "publicized" data across popular social networks such as Instagram, X, and LinkedIn, aiming to increase
end-user awareness. The collected unstructured text data is analyzed using original Regular Expressions (Regex)
algorithms and the Luhn algorithm for financial data validations. The applied web scraping techniques are
optimized in terms of session continuity and processing speed. As a result of the performance tests conducted, it
was observed that the system detects sensitive information such as National Identity Numbers, location data, and
communication details with a high accuracy rate of over 90%, completing the analysis processes in a very short
time of 15-20 seconds. These values offer significantly higher efficiency compared to traditional scripts that
perform broad-scope scanning. Fully compliant with the principles of the Personal Data Protection Law (KVKK),

this project provides a practical and effective solution to the cybersecurity literature.

Dijital teknolojilerin gelismesi, sosyal medyay1 bireylerin gilinlitk yasaminin, bilgi edinme sureglerinin ve tiketim
aliskanliklarinin merkezi bir pargasi haline getirmistir. Bu calismanin temel amaci Instagram, YouTube ve
TikTok gibi yogun kullanimli platformlarda igletilen algoritmik 6neri sistemlerinin, tuketicilerin tercihlerini ve
satin alma davranislarini nasil sekillendirdigini incelemektir. Arastirmada giincel akademik literatiir taranmais,
acik kaynakli etkilesim verileri analiz edilmis ve aktif sosyal medya kullanicilarina yoénelik bir 6n ¢alisma

gergeklestirilmistir.

Arastirma bulgulari, algoritmalarin tiiketiciler tizerinde derinlemesine ve ¢ok boyutlu bir etkiye sahip oldugunu
ortaya koymaktadir. Arastirma sonuglari, algoritmik onerilerin kullanicilarin igerik tiiketim tercihlerini dogrudan
ve guclu bir sekilde yonlendirdigini ancak satin alma davranisi lizerindeki etkisinin daha karmagik ve dolayl
oldugunu gostermektedir. Katilimcilar, algoritmalarin sundugu siirekli akisin, gercek ihtiyag ile yonlendirilmis
ilgi arasindaki sinir1 bulaniklagtirdigini ve kullanicilarda yapay bir ihtiyag algis1 yarattigini ifade etmistir. Ayrica,
platformlar arasi veri paylasimi1 ve yeniden hedefleme stratejilerinin, tiiketicilerde bir dijital hatirlatict islevi
gorerek, ertelenmis veya unutulmus satin alma kararlarini eyleme doniistiirdiigii tespit edilmistir. Calismadan
hareketle algoritmalarin modern pazarlamada yalnizca bir icerik Oneri araci olmadigi, ayn1 zamanda tiiketici

tercihlerini yonlendiren stratejik bir mekanizma oldugu diistiniilmektedir.

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THE IMPACT OF ALGORITHMIC RECOMMENDATIONS ON CONSUMER PREFERENCES IN

SOCIAL MEDIA
Abstract

The advancement of digital technologies has made social media a central part of individuals' daily lives,
information acquisition processes, and consumption habits. The primary objective of this study is to examine how
algorithmic recommendation systems operating on heavily used platforms such as Instagram, YouTube, and
TikTok shape consumers' preferences and purchasing behavior. The research involved reviewing the current
academic literature, analyzing open-source interaction data, and conducting a preliminary study targeting active

social media users.

Research findings reveal that algorithms have a profound and multidimensional impact on consumers. The results
show that algorithmic recommendations directly and strongly influence users' content consumption preferences,
but their effect on purchasing behavior is more complex and indirect. Participants stated that the continuous flow
provided by algorithms blurs the line between real needs and directed interest, creating an artificial sense of need
among users. Furthermore, it was found that cross-platform data sharing and retargeting strategies act as digital
reminders for consumers, converting delayed or forgotten purchase decisions into action. Based on this study;, it
is thought that algorithms are not merely a content recommendation tool in modern marketing, but also a strategic

mechanism that guides consumer preferences.

Ozet

Iklim degisikligi ve silahli catismalar arasindaki iliski, uluslararasi giivenlik ve hukuk alanlarinda énemli
tartismalara yol agmaktadir. Mevcut aragtirmalar, iklim degisikliginin silahli ¢atigmalar iizerindeki dogrudan
etkisi hakkinda kesin bir sonuca ulasamamis olsa da uzmanlar, mevcut ¢atismalar1 siddetlendirebilecegi
konusunda hemfikirdir. Ozellikle dogal kaynaklara erisim ve bu kaynaklar iizerindeki rekabet, iklim degisikligi
ile baglantili ¢atismalarin baslica sebeplerindendir. Ancak catismalarin temelinde ¢ogunlukla diisiik sosyo-

ekonomik gelismislik, zayif devlet yapilar1 ve siyasi istikrarsizlik yer almaktadir.

Uluslararas1 hukuk, iklim degisikliginin giivenlik {izerindeki etkilerini ele alirken devletlerin ¢evreyi
koruma yiikiimliiliiklerini ve uyum gerekliligini vurgulamaktadir. 2007 yilinda Hiikiimetleraras: iklim Degisikligi
Paneli’nin iklim degisikligini ciddi bir giivenlik tehdidi olarak tanimlamasi, bu konunun 6nemini ortaya
koymaktadir. Bu durum, iklim degisikliginin yalnizca ¢evresel degil, ayn1 zamanda uluslararasi giivenlik ve
hukuk agisindan da degerlendirilmesi gerektigini gostermektedir. Ayrica iklim degisikligine bagli ¢atismalarin

gelecekte artacagi ongoriilmekte, bu da uluslararasi is birligini zorunlu kilmaktadir.

Uluslararasi hukukta ¢evrenin korunmasi, dogal kaynaklarin sinirsiz kullaniminin engellenmesi ve insan
haklarin gozetilmesi amaciyla cesitli andlasmalar mevcuttur. Paris Iklim Andlasmasi, devletlere iklim
degisikligini azaltma taahhiidii getirirken, kirillgan devletlere uyum konusunda destek saglanmasini da
ongormektedir. Ancak ¢atigma durumlarinda ekosistemlerin zarar gormesi ve kaynaklarin kontrol altina alinmasi
giivenlik tehditlerine yol acabilmektedir. Bu nedenle uluslararasi hukukun ¢atisma 6ncesi ve sonrasi dayaniklilik

stratejileri gelistirmesi ve ortak hareketi tesvik etmesi gerekmektedir.

Sonug olarak, iklim degisikligi ve silahli gatismalar arasindaki iliski, yalnizca gevresel ve sosyo-ekonomik
bir mesele degil, ayn1 zamanda uluslararas1 hukuk baglaminda ele alinmasi gereken Onemli bir sorundur.
Uluslararasi toplulugun iklim degisikliginin giivenlik iizerindeki olumsuz etkilerine kars1 daha giiclii bir hukuki
ve diplomatik strateji gelistirmesi gereklidir. Sunumda, iklim degisikliginin ¢atigsmalar tizerindeki etkileri daha
ayrintili bir sekilde incelenecek ve bu etkilerin uluslararas1 hukuk g¢ercevesinde nasil yonetilebilecegine dair
onerilerde bulunulacaktir. Bu stratejiler, iklim degisikligi kaynakli ¢atismalarin dnlenmesi ve c¢atisma sonrasi

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THE IMPACT OF CLIMATE CHANGE ON ARMED CONFLICTS

Abstract

The relationship between climate change and armed conflicts has led to significant debates in the fields of
international security and law. Although existing research has not reached a definitive conclusion regarding the
direct impact of climate change on armed conflicts, experts agree that it can exacerbate existing conflicts. In
particular, access to natural resources and competition over these resources are among the main causes of climate-
related conflicts. However, the underlying drivers of conflicts are more often associated with low levels of socio-

economic development, weak state structures, and political instability.

International law addresses the security implications of climate change by emphasizing states’ obligations
to protect the environment and the necessity of adaptation. The Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change’s
2007 designation of climate change as a serious security threat highlights the importance of this issue. This
demonstrates that climate change should be considered not only as an environmental matter but also as a key issue
in terms of international security and law. Furthermore, the anticipated increase in climate-related conflicts in the

future makes international cooperation essential.

In international law, various treaties aim to protect the environment, prevent the unlimited exploitation of
natural resources, and safeguard human rights. The Paris Agreement imposes commitments on states to mitigate
climate change while also providing support to vulnerable states in adapting to its adverse effects. However, in
situations of conflict, damage to ecosystems and the control of resources can lead to security threats. Therefore,

international law should develop resilience strategies before and after conflicts and promote collective action.

In conclusion, the relationship between climate change and armed conflicts is not only an environmental
and socio-economic issue but also an important problem that must be addressed within the framework of
international law. The international community needs to develop stronger legal and diplomatic strategies to
counter the negative effects of climate change on security. The presentation will examine in more detail the
impacts of climate change on conflicts and offer recommendations on how these effects can be managed within
the framework of international law. These strategies will emphasize the importance of international cooperation

in preventing climate change-induced conflicts and supporting post-conflict reconstruction processes.

Bu c¢alismanin amaci, 6grencilerin iiniversite tercihlerinde etkili olan faktdrleri belirlemek ve bu
faktorlerin demografik degiskenlere gore farklilagip farklilasmadigini incelemektir. Arastirmada nicel yontem
kullanilmis, veriler anket aracilifiyla toplanmis ve SPSS programu ile analiz edilmistir (N=521).

AN EXAMINATION OF THE FACTORS INFLUENCING STUDENTS' UNIVERSITY CHOICES:
THE CASE OF KASTAMONU UNIVERSITY

Abstract

The aim of this study is to identify the factors influencing students' university choices and to examine
whether these factors differ according to demographic variables. A quantitative method was used in the research;
data were collected through a questionnaire and analyzed using the SPSS program (N=521). The findings show
that department image and program focus are particularly decisive in students' choice process. Furthermore, it
was determined that these factors differ according to students' academic backgrounds. The results reveal that
students consider not only program content but also institutional image and academic opportunities when

choosing a university.

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1. GIRIS

Universite tercih siireci, bir egitim kurumunun secilmesinin yani sira bireyin mesleki yonelimlerini,
kariyer firsatlarin1 ve yasam standartlarini etkileyebilecek uzun vadeli kararlar1 da icermektedir. Meslek se¢imi
ve tiniversite tercihi siirecinde bireyler bir¢ok farkli faktérden etkilenmektedir. Literatiirde 6grencilerin tniversite
tercihlerinde etkili olan faktorler arasinda kariyer beklentisi, aile ve yakin ¢evrenin yonlendirmesi, liniversitenin
akademik itibari, programin igerigi ve sunulan sosyal olanaklar gibi ¢esitli unsurlarin bulundugu ifade
edilmektedir. Bununla birlikte 6grencilerin tiniversite tercihlerinin yalnizca akademik igerikle sinirli olmadigi
tiniversitenin kurumsal imaji, akademik kadrosu, fiziki imkanlar1 ve mezunlarin isttihdam olanaklar1 gibi
unsurlarin da tercih siirecinde 6nemli rol oynadig1 belirtilmektedir. Ancak literatiirde 6grencilerin iiniversite
tercihlerini etkileyen faktorlerin farkli degiskenler agisindan nasil degistigini inceleyen ¢aligmalarin sinirl oldugu
goriilmektedir. Ayrica 6grencilerin akademik ge¢mislerinin (6rnegin mezun olduklari lise alani) iiniversite tercih

kriterleri lizerindeki etkisini ortaya koyan ¢alismalarin da artirilmasi gerektigi ifade edilmektedir.

Calismanin temel amaci, Ogrencilerin iiniversite tercihlerini etkileyen faktorleri belirlemek ve bu
faktorlerin 6grencilerin mezun olduklari lise alan1 gibi demografik degiskenlere gore farklilasip farklilasmadigini
ortaya koymaktir. Arastirma kapsaminda Kastamonu Universitesi 6grencilerinin {iniversite ve béliim tercihlerini
etkileyen temel faktorler incelenmistir. Calismada nicel arastirma yontemi kullanilmis ve veriler anket teknigi

araciligiyla toplanmaistir.
1.1. Kuramsal Cerceve

Universite tercihi, bireyin egitimini yiiksekdgretimle gelistirme arzusunun bir sonucu olarak belirli bir kuruma
katilma karar1 vermesi seklinde tanimlanan, karmasik ve ¢cok asamali bir siirectir (Cat1 vd., 2016). Ogrencilerin
yiiksekogretim kurumlari arasindaki se¢im kriterleri, egitim-6gretim kalitesi, mezuniyet sonrasi is ve istthdam
imkanlari, liniversitenin akademik sayginlig1 ve bulundugu sehrin sundugu ekonomik ve sosyal sartlar iizerinde
yogunlagsmaktadir (Dogan & Tiirkmen, 2019). Bunlarin yan1 sira kampiisiin fiziksel donanimi, ulagim ve barinma
olanaklari, burs imkanlar1 ve merkezi sinavdan alinan puanin ilgili programa yetmesi gibi unsurlar da adaylarin
tercih davranislarini dogrudan sekillendiren kritik se¢im kriterleri arasinda yer almaktadir (Cat1 vd., 2016; Ozcan,

2016).

Universite tercih siirecini etkileyen bir diger dnemli unsur ise yiiksekdgretim kurumlarinin sahip oldugu kurumsal
imajdir. Universitelerin giderek artan rekabet ortaminda kurumsal imaj, potansiyel adaylarm tercih kararlarini
etkileyen en stratejik unsurlardan biri haline gelmistir (Cerik & Erkmen, 2014; Ulugay, 2018). Akademik literatiir
ve saha arastirmalari, iiniversitelerin kurumsal imaj algilama diizeyinin potansiyel adaylar i¢in tercih edilme

oranini dogrudan etkiledigini ve kaliteli bir imaja sahip olmanin kurumu "tercih edilen bir {iniversite" haline
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getirdigini ortaya koymaktadir (Aydin & Ilhan, 2023). Ozellikle akademik ortamn niteligi, fiziksel altyapi

kapasitesi ve mezunlarin ig bulma olanaklari gibi faktorler, 6grenci zihnindeki olumlu imaji besleyerek
tiniversitenin tercih edilebilirligini artirmaktadir (Avct & Erding, 2025). Bu dogrultuda kaliteli ve giivenilir bir
kurumsal imaj insasi, tiniversiteler i¢in nitelikli 6grenci ¢ekmede siirdiiriilebilir bir stratejik avantaj saglarken;
imaj yonetimine dnem vermeyen kurumlarin rekabet giiciiniin zayifladigi goriilmektedir (Cerik & Erkmen, 2014;

Ulucay, 2018).
2. YONTEM

Bu ¢alismada nicel arastirma yontemi kullanilmis olup veri toplama yontemi olarak anket formu tercih edilmistir.
Anket formu iki boliimden olusmaktadir. Birinci boliimde katilimcilarin demografik bilgilerine iliskin sorular yer
almakta, ikinci bdliimde ise Ozcan (2015)’de kullanilan 5°1i likert dlgegi yer almaktadir. Arastirmanin kapsamini
Kastamonu Universitesi ogrencileri olusturmaktadir. Arastirma kapsaminda Kastamonu Universitesi’nde
ogrenim goren On lisans ve lisans 6grencileri 6rnekleme dahil edilmistir. Veri toplama siirecinde toplam 521
katilimciya anket uygulanmistir.

Welch ANOVA
sonuglarma gore Ozellikle bolim imaji ve program odagma iliskin maddelerde anlamli farkliliklar tespit

edilmistir.

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4. SONUC, TARTISMA VE ONERILER

Bu aragtirmada 6grencilerin iiniversite tercihlerini etkileyen faktorlerin belirlenmesi amaglanmistir. Kastamonu
Universitesi dgrencilerinden elde edilen veriler dogrultusunda, grencilerin iiniversite ve bdliim tercihlerinde bazi
faktdrlerde anlamli farkliliklar bulundugu tespit edilmistir. Ozellikle béliim imaj1, programim akademik odagi,
iiniversitenin sundugu imkanlar ve kurumun akademik gec¢misinin tercih siirecinde Onemli rol oynadigi
goriilmiistiir. Elde edilen bulgular, 6grencilerin {iniversite tercihlerinde yalnizca program icerigini degil, ayni
zamanda kurumun algilanan imajm1 ve sundugu akademik olanaklar1 da dikkate aldiklarini1 géstermektedir. Bu

Ozet

Dijitallesen egitim 6gretim ortamlarinda yapay zeka temelli uygulamalarin, dil 6gretiminde yeni bir arag
olarak kullanildig1 goriilmektedir. Bu gelismelere paralel olarak dijital hikayeler, dil becerilerinin
gelistirilmesinde etkili bir 6gretim araci olarak one ¢ikmaktadir. Bu aragtirmada, dijital hikéyeler araciligiyla
sunulan yapay zeka ve insan seslendirmelerinin &grencilerin dinledigini anlama becerisi lizerindeki etkisi
incelenmektedir. Arastirmanin amaci, yapay zeka temelli seslendirme ile insan temelli seslendirme kullanilarak
olusturulan dijital hikayeler araciligiyla 6grencilerin dinledigini anlama becerisi iizerindeki seslendirme etkisini
belirlemektir. Arastirmanin galisma grubunu Istanbul ili, Umraniye ilgesindeki bir devlet ortaokulundaki 6. sinif
ogrencileri olusturmaktadir. Arastirmada Ontest sontest, deney — kontrol gruplu yar1 deneysel desen kullanilmistir.
Arastirmada veri toplama araci olarak dinledigini anlama basar1 testi, 5’li likert form ve gozlem formu
kullanilmistir. Veri toplama araglari arastirmaci tarafindan gelistirilmistir. Uygulama toplam 8 hafta slirmiistiir.
Arastirmanin uygulama siirecinde birinci hafta, deney ve kontrol gruplarina éntest uygulanmistir. ikinci, iigiincii,
dordiincii, besinci ve altinct haftalarda yapay zeka ve insan seslendirmeleri ile hazirlanmis dijital hikayeler
dinletilmis ve dinledigini anlama etkinlikleri yapilmistir. Yedinci haftada deney ve kontrol gruplarindaki
ogrencilere sontest uygulanmistir. Sekizinci haftada ise 6grencilerin dinledikleri seslendirme deneyimlerine
yonelik goriislerini alabilmek amaciyla 5’11 likert form uygulanmistir. Arastirma bulgular1 sonucunda, 6grenciler
tarafindan yapay zeka seslerinin de insan sesleri gibi seslendirme konusunda basarili bulundugu belirlenmistir.
Arastirmacinin yapmis oldugu gozlemler sonucunda, 6grencilerin yapay zeka seslendirmelerini dikkatle dinledigi
ve dinledigini anlama becerilerinin gelistirilmesi baglaminda etkili oldugu goriilmistiir. Bu ¢alisma, yapay zeka
temelli seslendirme araglarinin siklikla kullanildigi giinimuzde, yapay zek& ve insan seslerinin, ana dilde
dinledigini anlama becerisi lizerindeki etkisinin karsilastirmali incelenmesi bakimindan literatiire nemli bir katk1

sunmay1 hedeflemektedir.

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THE EFFECT OF Al- AND HUMAN-VOICED DIGITAL STORIES ON THE LISTENING

COMPREHENSION SKILLS OF 6TH GRADE STUDENTS
Abstract

In increasingly digitalized educational environments, artificial intelligence (Al)-based applications are
emerging as innovative tools in language teaching. In paralel with these developments, digital stories have become
prominent as effective instructional tools for enhancing language skills. This study investigates the effects of Al-
generated and human-voiced narrations, presented through digital stories, on students’ listening comprehension
skills. The aim of the study is to determine the impact of narration type—AIl-based versus human voice—on
students’ listening comprehension through digitally delivered stories. The study group consist of 6th grade
students enrolled in a public secondary school in the Umraniye district of Istanbul. A quasi-experimental design
with pre-test and post-test control groups was employed. Data were collected through a listening comprehension
achievement test, likert scale, and an observation form, all developed by the researcher. The implementation lasted
for eight weeks. In the first week, a pre-test was administered to both experimental and control groups. During
the second, third, fourth, fifth, and sixth weeks, students listened to digital stories narrated with Al and human
voices, followed by listening comprehension activities. In the seventh week, a post-test was administered to both
groups. In the eighth week, a likert scale was conducted to gather students’ opinions regarding their narration
experiences. The findings revealed that students perceived Al-generated voices to be as effective as human voices
in narration. Observations conducted by the researcher also indicated that students listened attentively to Al-based
narrations and that these narrations contributed positively to the development of their listening comprehension
skills. This study aims to contribute to the literatiire by providing a comprative analysis of the effects of Al and
human voices on listening comprehension in the mother tongue, particularly in an era where Al-based narration

tools are increasingly prevalent.

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GEBELIKTE UYKU PROBLEMLERINDE YOGA: KANITLAR VE EBELIK YAKLASIMI

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Ozet

Gebelik donemi, kadinin fiziksel, biyokimyasal, psikolojik ve sosyal agidan ¢ok boyutlu degisimlere uyum
sagladig1 dinamik bir siiregtir. Bu siirecte ortaya ¢ikan uyku problemleri hem maternal hem de fetal saglik
iizerinde onemli etkiler olusturabilmektedir. Gebelikte goriilen uyku bozukluklarinin, gebelik komplikasyonlart,
dogum sonuglar1 ve annenin psikolojik iyilik hali ile iliskili oldugu bildirilmektedir. Bu nedenle, gebelikte uyku
problemlerinin etkin yonetimi biiylik dnem tagimaktadir. Bu calismanin amaci, gebelikte uyku problemleri
yasayan bireylerde non-farmakolojik yontemlerden biri olan yoga uygulamalarinin roliinii ve ebelik
yaklagimlarini giincel literatiir dogrultusunda incelemektir. Bu dogrultuda ¢aligsma, literatiir taramasina dayal1 bir
derleme olarak yliriitilmiistiir. Literatiir taramasinda PubMed ve Google Scholar veri tabanlar1 kullanilmistir.
Literatiir bulgulari, gebelikte uyku problemlerinin trimesterlere gore farklilik gosterdigini ortaya koymaktadir.
Ozellikle birinci ve iigiincii trimesterde uyku problemlerinde artis gdzlenirken, ikinci trimesterde gérece bir denge
donemi oldugu bildirilmektedir. Gebelikte uyku problemlerinin anne ve bebek sagligi izerinde 6nemli sonuglar
dogurabilecegi ve bu nedenle g6z ardi edilmemesi gerektigi vurgulanmaktadir. Farmakolojik tedavi
seceneklerinin gebelikte sinirli olmasi, non-farmakolojik yaklagimlarin 6nemini artirmaktadir. Bu kapsamda yoga
uygulamalarinin; uyku siiresi, uyku kalitesi ve uykuya dalma siiresi lizerinde olumlu etkiler sagladigi, ayni
zamanda anksiyete ve stres diizeylerini azaltarak psikolojik 1yilik halini destekledigi belirlenmistir. Sonug olarak,
yoga uygulamalarinin gebelikte uyku problemlerinin yonetiminde etkili ve giivenli bir non-farmakolojik yontem
oldugu degerlendirilmektedir. Ebelerin bu siirece aktif katilim1 ve yoga temelli yaklagimlar: bakim siireclerine

entegre etmesi, maternal ve fetal sagligin desteklenmesine katki saglayacaktir.

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YOGA FOR SLEEP PROBLEMS DURING PREGNANCY: EVIDENCE AND A MIDWIFERY

APPROACH
Abstract

Pregnancy is a dynamic period in which women adapt to multidimensional physical, biochemical,
psychological, and social changes. Sleep problems that occur during this period may have significant effects on
both maternal and fetal health. It has been reported that sleep disturbances during pregnancy are associated with
pregnancy complications, birth outcomes, and maternal psychological well-being. Therefore, effective
management of sleep problems during pregnancy is of great importance. The aim of this study is to examine the
role of yoga practices, as a non-pharmacological method, in pregnant individuals experiencing sleep problems
and to evaluate midwifery approaches in light of current literature. This study was conducted as a review based
on a literature search. PubMed and, Google Scholar databases were used for the literature search. The findings
indicate that sleep problems during pregnancy vary across trimesters. Sleep disturbances tend to increase
particularly in the first and third trimesters, while a relatively stable period is observed during the second trimester.
It is emphasized that sleep problems during pregnancy may have significant consequences for both mother and
baby and should not be overlooked. The limitations on the use of pharmacological treatments during pregnancy
increase the importance of non-pharmacological approaches. In this context, yoga practices have been found to
improve sleep duration, sleep quality, and sleep onset, as well as reduce anxiety and stress levels, thereby
supporting psychological well-being. In conclusion, yoga practices are considered an effective and safe non-
pharmacological method for managing sleep problems during pregnancy. The active involvement of midwives
and the integration of yoga-based approaches into care processes may contribute to the improvement of maternal
and fetal health.

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1. GIRIS

Gebelik, kadinin fizyolojik, biyokimyasal, psikolojik ve sosyal agidan kapsamli degisimlere maruz kaldigi ve bu
degisimlere uyum saglamaya calistigi dinamik bir siirectir. Bu donemde ortaya ¢ikan semptomlar, gebelige 6zgu
anatomik, fizyolojik ve hormonal degisimlerin dogal bir sonucu olarak degerlendirilmektedir. Fetlstn blylimesi
ve hareketlerinin artmasi ile birlikte gebeler, hormonal dalgalanmalar, kilo artisi, meme hassasiyeti, bulanti-
kusma, mide yanmasi, refli, yorgunluk, bel ve pelvik agrilar ile sik idrara ¢ikma gibi ¢esitli semptomlarla karsi
karsiya kalmaktadir. Bu ¢ok yonli degisimler, gebelerin uyku diizenini olumsuz yénde etkileyebilmektedir.
Ayrica blylyen uterusun diyafram zerine baskis1 sonucu gelisebilen solunum giigliigii, fetal hareketlerin artisi,
uygun uyku pozisyonu bulmada yasanan zorluklar, kas kramplari ve gebelige bagl anksiyete gibi psikolojik
faktorler de uyku problemlerinin ortaya ¢ikmasina katki saglamaktadir (Celik & Kose, 2017; Koybast & Oskay,
2017; Guven Santur & Ozsahin, 2021).

Gebelikte uyku problemleri ile psikolojik durum arasinda c¢ift yonlu bir iliski bulunmaktadir. Ruhsal sikintilar
uyku kalitesini olumsuz etkileyebildigi gibi, yetersiz uyku da anksiyete ve stres diizeylerinin artmasina yol
acabilmektedir. Bu karsilikli etkilesim, gebelikte uyku sorunlarinin ¢ok boyutlu bir yaklagimla ele alinmasi
gerektigini gostermektedir. Nitekim yoga uygulamalarinin hem psikolojik iyilik halini destekledigi hem de uyku

kalitesini iyilestirdigi bildirilmektedir (Visvanathan vd., 2025).

Uyku, gebelik doneminde yalnizca fizyolojik bir gereksinim degil, ayn1 zamanda psikolojik ve sosyal iyilik
halinin sirdurilebilmesi agisindan kritik bir bilesendir. Yetersiz ve Kkalitesiz uyku, gebelerin gunlik yasam
aktivitelerini, sosyal iligkilerini ve islevselligini olumsuz etkileyebilmekte; aile ici iliskilerden is yasamina kadar
genis bir yelpazede sorunlara yol acabilmektedir. Bu nedenle gebelikte uyku problemlerinin tek boyutlu degil,
biyopsikososyal bir cercevede degerlendirilmesi gerekmektedir (Azward vd., 2021; Kiziltas & Canbay, 2024;
Koybasi & Oskay, 2017).

Gebelik streci trimesterler halinde incelendiginde, uyku problemlerinin 6zellikle birinci ve tglnci trimesterde
daha belirgin oldugu, ikinci trimesterde ise goreceli bir iyilesme gozlendigi bildirilmektedir (Celik & Kdse, 2017).
Bu donemde sik karsilasilan uyku bozukluklari arasinda insomnia, solunumla iliskili uyku bozukluklari, huzursuz
bacak sendromu, noktiri, uyku apnesi, kas-iskelet sistemi kaynakli rahatsizliklar, gastrointestinal semptomlar,
fetal hareketlere bagli uyanmalar ve kabuslar yer almaktadir (Kéybas1 & Oskay, 2017; Glndiz & Yildiz, 2021;
Guiven Santur & Ozsahin, 2021; Tang vd., 2022).

Gebelikte yetersiz uyku stresi ve kalitesi, yalnizca maternal sagligi degil ayn1 zamanda fetal ve neonatal sagligi
da olumsuz yonde etkileyebilen 6nemli bir risk faktoriidir. Literaturde, gebelikte uyku problemlerinin

gestasyonel diyabet, gestasyonel hipertansiyon ve preeklampsi gibi obstetrik komplikasyonlarla iligkili oldugu
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bildirilmektedir (Aksoy & Gursoy, 2021). Ayrica kronik uyku yoksunlugu yasayan gebelerde dogum suresinin

uzadigi, agri algisinin arttigi ve sezaryen dogum oranlarinin yiikseldigi ifade edilmektedir. Fetal ve neonatal
sonuclar agisindan ise diisik dogum agirligi, diisiik Apgar skoru ve intrauterin gelisme geriligi gibi olumsuz
sonuclarla iliski gosterdigi belirtilmektedir (Celik & Kdse, 2017; Glinduz & Yildiz, 2021; Li vd., 2024; Turkmen
vd., 2024; Zhang vd., 2025). Bu dogrultuda, gebelikte uyku problemlerinin erken dénemde belirlenmesi, uygun
mudahalelerin planlanmasi ve danigmanlik hizmetlerinin sunulmasi buyik 6nem tasimaktadir. Non-farmakolojik
yaklasimlar arasinda yer alan yoga uygulamalari, bu siirecte etkili ve giivenli bir secenek olarak 6ne ¢ikmaktadir.
Yoga; bireyin beden, zihin ve ruh bitiinligiinii destekleyen; fiziksel duruslar (asana), nefes egzersizleri
(pranayama) ve meditasyon (dhyana) tekniklerini igeren bituncul bir uygulamadir (Aksoy & Giirsoy, 2021; Kaya
Bayiroglu vd., 2023; Erdogan & Meryem, 2023; Kiziltas & Canbay, 2024).

Yoga uygulamalarinin, otonom sinir sistemi Uzerinde diizenleyici etkiler olusturarak parasempatik aktiviteyi
artirdigt; buna bagli olarak kalp atim hizi, kan basinci ve solunum hizinda azalma sagladigi bildirilmektedir. Bu
fizyolojik gevseme yanit1 ile birlikte serotonin dizeylerinde artis meydana gelmekte ve bireyin rahatlama diizeyi
artarak uykuya gecis kolaylasmaktadir. Ayrica yoga, stres ve anksiyete diizeylerini azaltarak psikolojik iyilik
halini desteklemekte ve uyku kalitesinin iyilestirilmesine katki saglamaktadir. Gebelikte uyku problemlerinin
yonetiminde yoga uygulamalarinin kolay uygulanabilir olmasi, maliyet gerektirmemesi ve farmakolojik yan
etkiler tasimamasi, bu yontemi hem gebeler hem de saglik profesyonelleri agisindan giivenli ve erisilebilir bir
mudahale haline getirmektedir. Bu baglamda, ebelik bakiminda gebelerin uyku sorunlarinin rutin olarak
degerlendirilmesi ve bakim planlarina yoga gibi non-farmakolojik gevseme temelli yaklasimlarin entegre
edilmesi, maternal ve fetal saglik sonuglarinin iyilestirilmesine katki saglayabilecek Onemli bir strateji olarak
degerlendirilmektedir (Giindiiz & Yildiz, 2021; Azward vd., 2021; Giiven Santur & Ozsahin, 2021; Agapiar
Sahin & Bekar, 2023; Rajagopalan vd., 2023; Kiziltas & Canbay, 2024).

2. YONTEM

Bu ¢alisma, gebelik doneminde gorulen uyku problemlerinin yonetiminde non-farmakolojik yaklasimlar arasinda
yer alan yoga uygulamalarmin rolini ve ebelik yaklagimlarini incelemek amaciyla yiritulen bir literatir
derlemesidir. Arastirmada, mevcut bilimsel kanitlarin bitinctl bir bakis agisiyla degerlendirilmesi hedeflenmis
olup, kanit degeri yiksek g¢alismalarin sentezlenmesine odaklanilmistir. Bu kapsamda, literatir taramasinda
PubMed ve Google Scholar veri tabanlar1 kullanilmistir. Tarama strecinde “yoga”, “midwifery (ebelik)”, “sleep
(uyku)”, “pregnancy (gebelik)” ve “sleep problems (uyku problemleri)” anahtar kelimeleri ile bu terimlerin farkl

kombinasyonlar1 Boolean operatorleri (AND, OR) kullanilarak bir araya getirilmistir.
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Calismaya dahil edilen aragtirmalar; randomize kontrollii calismalar (RKC), meta-analizler, sistematik derlemeler

ile kesitsel ve tanimlayici ¢alismalarla sinirlandirilmistir. Elde edilen veriler, gebelikte uyku problemleri, yoga
uygulamalarinin etkileri ve ebelik yaklasimlar1 agisindan degerlendirilmis ve bulgular nitel (deskriptif) analiz

yontemi ile sentezlenmistir.
3. BULGULAR

Gebelik doneminde yoga uygulamalarinin uyku yapisi Uzerindeki etkilerini inceleyen calismalar, bu ydntemin
uyku sdresi ve kalitesi Uzerinde olumlu etkiler sagladigin1 gostermektedir. Azward ve arkadaslar1 (2021)
tarafindan ylritilen c¢alismada, iki hafta boyunca haftada iki kez uygulanan yoga midahalesinin, kontrol
grubunda 5 saatin altinda olan gece uyku suresini miidahale grubunda 7 saatin Uzerine ¢ikardig: bildirilmistir. Bu
bulgu, yoga uygulamalarinin gebelikte uyku slresi Uzerinde belirgin bir iyilestirici etkiye sahip oldugunu
goOstermektedir. Gebelik streci trimesterlere gore degerlendirildiginde, uyku problemlerinin sikligi ve niteligi
farklilik gostermektedir. Birinci trimesterde progesteron dizeylerindeki artisin sedatif etkisine bagli olarak uyku
ihtiyacinda artis, guindiiz uyku hali ve yorgunluk hissi on plana ¢ikmaktadir (Glven Santur & Ozsahin, 2021).
Bununla birlikte bulanti, kusma ve yorgunluk gibi semptomlarin uyku siirekliligini bozarak yasam Kalitesini
olumsuz etkiledigi belirtilmektedir (Effati-Daryani vd., 2021; Fan vd., 2025; Gete & Ayele, 2025).

Gebeligin ikinci trimesteri, genellikle semptomlarin hafifledigi ve hormonal diizeylerin gorece dengelendigi bir
donem olarak tanimlanmakla birlikte, bu donemde de uyku sorunlari devam edebilmektedir. Artan Gstrojen
diizeylerine bagli nazal ddemin solunumu etkilemesi, sirt agrilart ve horlama gibi semptomlar uyku kalitesini
bozabilmektedir (Kéybas: & Oskay, 2017; Giiven Santur & Ozsahin, 2021). Rakhshani ve arkadaslari tarafindan
gergeklestirilen randomize kontrolllii ¢alismada, haftada ¢ kez 60 dakika uygulanan yoga programinin
gestasyonel hipertansiyon, gestasyonel diyabet, preeklampsi ve intrauterin gelisme geriligi riskini anlaml
diizeyde azalttigi bildirilmistir (Aksoy & Glrsoy, 2021). Ayrica ebelik bakimina entegre edilen yoga
uygulamalarinin sezaryen dogum oranlarini azaltabilecegi de ifade edilmektedir (Corrigan vd., 2022; Kuder vd.,
2025).

Uciincli trimesterde ise fiziksel rahatsizliklarm artmasiyla birlikte uyku problemleri daha belirgin hale
gelmektedir. Gece uyanmalari, uykusuzluk ve giindiiz uyku hali bu dénemde sik gérilmektedir (Gundiz & Yildiz,
2021; Polo-Kantola, 2022). Yapilan calismalarda, gebelik haftas: ilerledikge Pittsburgh Uyku Kalitesi Indeksi
(PUKI) puanlarmin arttigr ve gebelerin blyik cogunlugunun kétii uyku kalitesine sahip oldugu saptanmistir.
Yorgunluk, nokturi ve gastrodzofageal refli, tgtncl trimesterde uyku problemlerinin en giclt belirleyicileri

arasinda yer almaktadir (Kdybasi, 2013; Koybas1 & Oskay, 2017). Yoga uygulamalar1 kapsaminda 6zellikle Yoga
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Nidra tekniklerinin, derin gevseme saglayarak uyku Kkalitesini artirdigi ve maternal yorgunlugu azalttig
bildirilmektedir (Rajagopalan vd., 2023; Kiziltas & Canbay, 2024).

Gebelikte uyku problemleri yalnizca fiziksel faktorlerle sinirli olmayip, psikolojik durum ile ¢ift yonlu bir iliski
gostermektedir (Visvanathan vd., 2025). Depresif semptomlarin uyku siresini kisalttigi ve insomnia gelisimine
katki sagladigi; buna karsilik yetersiz uykunun depresyon ve anksiyete duzeylerini artirdigr bildirilmektedir.
Ozellikle Gglincti trimesterde uyku béliinmelerinin artmasiyla birlikte stres, anksiyete ve duygu durum
bozukluklarinin kroniklesebilecegi ifade edilmektedir (Aukia vd., 2024; Mislu vd., 2024). Bu baglamda, meta-

analiz bulgular1 gebelikte yoga uygulamalarimin maternal anksiyete dizeylerini azaltmada etkili bir non-

farmakolojik yontem oldugunu desteklemektedir (Cuvadar vd., 2025).

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4. SONUC, TARTISMA VE ONERILER

Literattirden elde edilen glincel ve kanita dayali bulgular dogrultusunda, gebelik doneminde goérulen uyku
problemlerinin yonetiminde yoga uygulamalarinin etkili ve givenli bir non-farmakolojik yaklasim oldugu
gortlmektedir. Yoga uygulamalarinin, yalnizca uyku siresi ve uykuya dalma suresi gibi fizyolojik parametreleri
degil, ayn1 zamanda uyku konforunu ve genel uyku kalitesini de olumlu yonde etkiledigi belirlenmistir. Bununla
birlikte, yoga uygulamalarinin etkilerinin yalnizca fiziksel boyutla sinirli kalmadigi; anksiyete, stres ve depresyon
gibi psikolojik semptomlarin azaltilmasinda da 6nemli katkilar sagladigi ortaya konulmustur. Bu durum, gebelikte
uyku problemlerinin biyopsikososyal yapisini destekler nitelikte olup, bdtincll yaklasimlarin gerekliligini

vurgulamaktadir.

Gebelik doneminde farmakolojik tedavi segeneklerinin smirli olmasi ve olas1 fetal riskler nedeniyle non-
farmakolojik yontemlere olan gereksinim artmaktadir. Bu baglamda yoga, kolay uygulanabilir, diisiik maliyetli
ve yan etkisi bulunmayan bir midahale yontemi olarak 6ne ¢ikmaktadir. Elde edilen bulgular, yoga
uygulamalarinin maternal saghigin yam sira fetal ve neonatal sonuglar Uzerinde de olumlu etkiler
saglayabilecegini gostermektedir. Bu yoniyle yoga, gebelik strecinde hem koruyucu hem de destekleyici bir

yaklagim olarak degerlendirilmektedir.

Ebelik bakimi, kadin sagliginin korunmasi ve gelistirilmesinde butlincil yaklagimi benimseyen bir disiplin olarak,
gebelikte uyku problemlerinin yonetiminde 6nemli bir rol Ustlenmektedir. Bu dogrultuda, yoga uygulamalarinin
ebelik bakimina entegrasyonu, gebelere sunulan bakimin niteligini artirabilecek énemli bir girisimdir. Ebelerin
yoga uygulamalar1 konusunda teorik ve uygulamali egitimler alarak profesyonel yetkinlik kazanmalari, gebelere
guvenli, erisilebilir ve birey merkezli bakim sunulmasina katki saglayacaktir. Ayrica ebelerin, gebelik izlemleri
sirasinda uyku problemlerini sistematik olarak degerlendirmeleri ve uygun non-farmakolojik miidahaleleri bakim

planlarina dahil etmeleri 6nerilmektedir.

Gelecekte yapilacak arastirmalarda, gebelikte yoga uygulamalarmin farkli trimesterlerdeki etkilerinin
karsilagtirmali olarak incelenmesi, uzun dénem maternal ve neonatal sonuglarinin degerlendirilmesi ve farkli yoga
protokollerinin etkinliginin belirlenmesi 0nem tagimaktadir. Ayrica, ebe liderliginde yuritilen midahale

caligmalarinin artirilmasi, ebelik bakiminda kanita dayali uygulamalarin glclendirilmesine katki saglayacaktir.

Sonug olarak, gebelikte uyku problemlerinin yonetiminde yoga uygulamalarinin etkinligi yadsinamaz diizeyde
olup, bu yontemin ebelik bakimina entegrasyonu hem maternal hem fetal hem de neonatal sagligin gelistirilmesi
acisindan 6nemli bir firsat sunmaktadir. Bu dogrultuda, non-farmakolojik yaklagimlarin ebelik uygulamalarinda

daha yaygin kullanilmasi tesvik edilmelidir.
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Ozet

Menopoz, kadin yasaminda iireme fonksiyonlarinin sona erdigi ve biyolojik, fizyolojik ile psikososyal
degisimlerin yogun olarak yasandigi dogal bir siiregtir. Bu donemde gorillen vazomotor semptomlar, uyku
bozukluklari, duygudurum degisiklikleri, anksiyete ve depresyon gibi sorunlar kadinlarin yasam kalitesini
olumsuz yonde etkileyebilmektedir. Menopozal semptomlarin yonetiminde farmakolojik tedavilere ek olarak,
guvenli ve yan etkisi diisiik non-farmakolojik yaklasimlara olan ilgi giderek artmaktadir. Bu baglamda, zihin-
beden temelli bir yontem olan Duygusal Ozgiirlesme Teknigi (Emotional Freedom Techniques, EFT),
tamamlayic1 bir yaklasim olarak dikkat ¢ekmektedir. Bu bildirinin amaci, EFT nin menopoz dénemindeki
kadlar tizerindeki etkilerini giincel literatiir dogrultusunda incelemek ve ebelik uygulamalarina entegrasyonuna
yonelik bir ¢cerceve sunmaktir. Bu kapsamda PubMed, Google Akademik ve DergiPark veri tabanlarinda son 10
yili kapsayan ¢alismalar; “menopoz”, “EFT”, “semptom yoOnetimi” ve “ebelik” anahtar kelimeleri kullanilarak
taranmugtir. Dahil edilen ¢alismalar randomize kontrollii, yar1 deneysel arastirmalar ve sistematik derlemelerden
olusmaktadir. Bulgular nitel olarak degerlendirilmistir. Literatiir, EFT’nin menopoz donemindeki kadinlarda
ozellikle psikolojik ve psikosomatik semptomlar {lizerinde olumlu etkiler sagladigini gostermektedir. EFT
uygulamalarinin anksiyete ve depresyon diizeylerini azalttifi, stres yonetimini destekledigi ve duygusal
diizenlemeyi iyilestirdigi bildirilmektedir. Ayrica uyku kalitesi ve genel yasam kalitesinde artis sagladigi, bazi
caligmalarda ise sicak basmalar1 gibi fiziksel semptomlarin siddetini azaltabildigi belirtilmektedir. Sonug olarak,
EFT’nin menopozal semptomlarin yonetiminde etkili, giivenli ve uygulanabilir bir non-farmakolojik yontem
oldugu degerlendirilmektedir. Ebelerin bu yonteme yonelik egitim alarak bakim siireglerine entegre etmeleri,
kadmlarin yasam kalitesini artirmada 6nemli katkilar saglayabilir. Bununla birlikte, uzun donem etkileri

degerlendiren daha gii¢lii randomize kontrollii ¢alismalara ihtiya¢ bulunmaktadir.

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EMOTIONAL FREEDOM TECHNIQUE (EFT) IN THE MANAGEMENT OF MENOPAUSAL

SYMPTOMS: CURRENT EVIDENCE AND AN EVALUATION FOR MIDWIFERY PRACTICE
Abstract

Menopause is a natural process in a woman’s life characterized by the cessation of reproductive functions
and marked by significant biological, physiological, and psychosocial changes. During this period, symptoms
such as vasomotor complaints, sleep disturbances, mood changes, anxiety, and depression may adversely affect
women’s quality of life. In addition to pharmacological treatments, there is an increasing interest in safe and low-
risk non-pharmacological approaches for managing menopausal symptoms. In this context, Emotional Freedom
Techniques (EFT), a mind—body-based intervention, has emerged as a complementary approach. The aim of this
study is to examine the effects of EFT on women in the menopausal period in light of current literature and to
provide a framework for its integration into midwifery practice. For this purpose, studies published within the last
10 years were searched in PubMed, Google Scholar, and DergiPark databases using the keywords “menopause,”
“EFT,” “symptom management,” and “midwifery.” The included studies consisted of randomized controlled
trials, quasi-experimental studies, and systematic reviews. The findings were evaluated using a qualitative
approach. The literature indicates that EFT has positive effects particularly on psychological and psychosomatic
symptoms in menopausal women. EFT interventions have been shown to reduce anxiety and depression levels,
support stress management, and improve emotional regulation. Additionally, improvements in sleep quality and
overall quality of life have been reported, and some studies suggest a reduction in the severity of physical
symptoms such as hot flashes. In conclusion, EFT is considered an effective, safe, and applicable non-
pharmacological method for managing menopausal symptoms. Integrating this technique into midwifery care
through appropriate training may significantly contribute to improving women’s quality of life. However, further

well-designed randomized controlled trials are needed to evaluate its long-term effects.

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1. GIRIS

Menopoz, kadinin over fonksiyonlarinin azalmasi veya tamamen sonlanmasi sonucunda 6strojen Gretiminin
belirgin bicimde diismesiyle ortaya ¢ikan ve ardisik 12 aylik amenore ile tanimlanan dogal bir fizyolojik stirectir
(Cuvadar et al., 2025). Kadin yasam dongistniin dnemli bir evresini olusturan menopoz, yalnizca biyolojik bir
olay olmanin Otesinde; fizyolojik, psikolojik ve sosyal boyutlari olan ¢ok yonll bir gecis donemi olarak
degerlendirilmektedir (Mehrnoush et al., 2021). Bu sire¢cte meydana gelen hormonal degisiklikler, 0zellikle
ostrojen ve progesteron dizeylerindeki azalma, hipotalamo-hipofizer-ovaryan aks Ulzerinde etkiler yaratarak
cesitli sistemik semptomlarin ortaya ¢ikmasina neden olmaktadir. Menopozal dénemde gdzlenen semptomlar,
vazomotor, psikolojik, somatik ve Urogenital olmak Uzere farkli kategorilerde ele alinmaktadir. Vazomotor
semptomlar arasinda sicak basmalar1 ve gece terlemeleri en sik bildirilen sikayetler arasinda yer alirken;
psikolojik semptomlar kapsaminda anksiyete, depresyon, irritabilite ve duygu durum degisiklikleri One
¢ikmaktadir. Bunun yani sira uyku bozukluklari, ¢arpinti, yorgunluk ve konsantrasyon giigliigii gibi somatik
belirtiler ile vajinal kuruluk ve cinsel islev bozukluklar: gibi trogenital semptomlar da siklikla gortlmektedir.
Menopozal semptomlarin gorilme siklig1 ve siddeti bireyler arasinda énemli farkliliklar gosterebilmekte olup;
genetik, kilturel, cevresel ve psikososyal faktorlerden etkilenmektedir (World Health Organization [WHO],
2024). Bu semptomlar, kadmnlarin yasam Kalitesini olumsuz yonde etkileyebilmekte ve ginlik yasam

aktivitelerinde kisithiliga yol agabilmektedir (Cuvadar et al., 2025).

Menopozal semptomlarin yonetiminde hormon replasman tedavisi (HRT) etkili bir yaklasim olmakla birlikte,
bazi kadinlarda kontrendikasyonlarin bulunmasi, yan etki endiseleri ve bireysel tercihler nedeniyle tamamlayici
ve alternatif tedavi yontemlerine olan ilgi giderek artmaktadir. Bu baglamda, non-farmakolojik midahaleler
arasinda yer alan Duygusal Ozgiirlesme Teknigi (Emotional Freedom Technique; EFT), son yillarda dikkat ceken
batiincul yaklagimlardan biri olarak 6ne ¢ikmaktadir. EFT, 1990’1 yillarda Gary Craig tarafindan gelistirilen ve
akupunktur noktalarina parmak uglartyla ritmik vurma (tapping) esasina dayanan bir enerji psikoterapisi
yontemidir (Seok & Kim, 2024).

EFT’nin kuramsal temeli, geleneksel Cin tibbindaki meridyen teorisi ile modern psikolojik yaklasimlarin
entegrasyonuna dayanmaktadir. Bu yéntemde, bireyin yasadigi olumsuz duygu ve diisiinceler ile fizyolojik stres
yanitlar1 arasinda bir iligski oldugu kabul edilmekte ve belirli enerji noktalarinin uyarilmasi yoluyla bu yanitlarin
diizenlenebilecegi One surtlmektedir. EFT uygulamalar1 sirasinda bireyler, belirli bir duygusal problem ya da
travmatik aniya odaklanirken es zamanli olarak vicudun belirli meridyen noktalarina dokunsal uyari uygularlar
(Choi et al., 2025). Bu surecte, amigdala aktivitesinin azalmasi, kortizol duzeylerinde diisiis ve otonom sinir
sistemi dengesinin saglanmasi gibi fizyolojik mekanizmalarin rol oynadigi diistiniilmektedir. Ayrica EFT nin,
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gevseme yanitini tetikleyerek parasempatik aktiviteyi artirdigi ve boylece stres, anksiyete ve agri algisinin

azaltilmasina katki sagladigi bildirilmektedir (Guveri & Bekar, 2023).

EFT’nin uygulanabilirliginin kolay olmasi, maliyetinin diisiik olmas1 ve yan etkisinin bulunmamasi, bu yéntemi
Ozellikle kadin saglig1 alaninda cazip bir secenek haline getirmektedir. Saglik profesyonelleri tarafindan kisa
streli egitimlerle uygulanabilmesi, klinik ve toplum temelli uygulamalarda yayginlastirilabilmesine olanak
saglamaktadir (Cuvadar et al., 2026). Literaturde yer alan ¢alismalar, EFT’nin anksiyete, depresyon, kronik agri
ve stres gibi hem psikolojik hem de fizyolojik semptomlarin azaltilmasinda etkili oldugunu ortaya koymaktadir
(Irmak Vural & Aslan, 2018). Bu bulgular, menopoz déneminde siklikla gériilen ¢cok boyutlu semptomlarin
yonetiminde EFT’nin potansiyel bir destekleyici yaklasim olabilecegini disiindiirmektedir. Bu baglamda,
menopozal semptomlarin butlncill bir yaklasimla ele alinmasi ve kadinlarin yasam kalitesinin artirilmasina
yonelik etkili, guvenli ve erisilebilir midahalelerin gelistirilmesi 6nem arz etmektedir. Ebelik meslegi, kadin
yasaminin tim evrelerinde bakim ve damigsmanlik hizmeti sunan bir disiplin olarak, bu tur tamamlayici

yoéntemlerin uygulanmasi ve yayginlastirilmasinda Kilit bir role sahiptir (Cuvadar et al., 2025).
1.1. Kuramsal Cerceve
1.1.1. Duygusal Ozgiirlesme Teknigi’nin (EFT) Mekanizmasi

Duygusal Ozgiirlesme Teknigi (Emotional Freedom Technique; EFT), enerji tibbi, néro-dilbilimsel programlama
ve akupunktur temelli yaklagimlari bir araya getiren, biligsel ve somatik bilesenleri igeren buttinctl bir miidahale
yontemidir. EFT’nin kuramsal temeli, insan bedeninin enerji akisiyla iliskili bir sistem olarak isledigini ve bu
sistemin meridyen kanallar1 araciligiyla diizenlendigini One suren yaklagimlara dayanmaktadir. Bu baglamda,
bedenin bir enerji ag1 gibi isledigi ve meridyenler boyunca “chi” olarak adlandirilan yasam enerjisinin dolastigi
kabul edilmektedir. Soz konusu enerji akisinda meydana gelen blokajlarin; stres, anksiyete ve 6fke gibi
emosyonel dengesizliklerin yani sira menopoz déneminde gozlenen ¢esitli fizyolojik semptomlarin ortaya
cikmasina katki saglayabilecegi ileri strilmektedir (Choi ve ark., 2025; Guveri ve Bekar, 2023; Irmak Vural ve
Aslan, 2018; Seok ve Kim, 2024).

EFT uygulamasi, bu enerji dengesizliklerini diizenlemeyi amaglayan yapilandirilmig bir strectir. Uygulama
sirasinda bireyler, vicudun belirli meridyen noktalarina (6rnegin; basin tepe noktasi, kas baslangici ve g6z
gevresi, burun alt1 ve gene bolgesi, kdprucuk kemigi ve koltuk alti gibi) parmak uglartyla ritmik vurma (tapping)
uyarimi uygular. Bu fiziksel uyarim, es zamanli olarak biligsel ve duygusal odaklanma ile desteklenir. Bireyden,
kendisinde rahatsizlik olusturan duygu, diisiince ya da aniya odaklanmasi ve bu siregte yapilandirilmis telkin
ifadelerini (setup ve affirmation climleleri) sesli olarak tekrar etmesi istenir (Choi ve ark., 2025; Guveri ve Bekar,

2023; Irmak Vural ve Aslan, 2018; Seok ve Kim, 2024).
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Sesli telkinlerin tekrarlanmasi, biligsel yeniden yapilandirma surecini desteklerken, dokunsal uyarimin

somatosensoriyel yollar araciligiyla sinir sistemine iletilmesi, emosyonel dizenleme (zerinde etkili
olabilmektedir. Bu sirecte, limbik sistem aktivitesinin azalmasi, stres yanitinin diizenlenmesi ve otonom sinir
sistemi dengesinin saglanmasi gibi nérofizyolojik mekanizmalarin rol oynadigi diisiiniilmektedir. Ayrica, telkin
ve odaklanma bilesenlerinin birlikte kullanilmasi, bireyin emosyonel farkindaligini artirarak olumsuz duygu
durumlarinin yeniden islenmesine Katki saglamaktadir (Choi ve ark., 2025; Glveri ve Bekar, 2023; Irmak Vural
ve Aslan, 2018; Seok ve Kim, 2024).

Dolayisiyla EFT hem bilissel hem de fizyolojik diizeyde etki gosteren, ¢cok boyutlu bir miidahale yontemi olarak
degerlendirilmektedir. Literatirde yer alan calismalar, EFT’nin psikolojik stres, anksiyete ve agri gibi
semptomlarin azaltilmasinda etkili oldugunu ve bu etkinin hem duygusal diizenleme hem de fizyolojik gevseme
mekanizmalari araciligiyla gergeklestigini ortaya koymaktadir (Choi ve ark., 2025; Guveri ve Bekar, 2023; Irmak
Vural ve Aslan, 2018; Seok ve Kim, 2024).

1.1.2. Menopozal Semptomlarin Yonetimi

Menopoz déneminde, 6strojen hormon duzeylerinin azalmasina bagl olarak kadinlarda hormonal, fiziksel ve
duygusal degisiklikler meydana gelmektedir. Bu siirecte ortaya c¢ikan semptomlar; erken ddnemde sicak
basmalari, terleme, carpinti, bas agrist ve uyku sorunlari gibi vazomotor belirtilerin yani sira kas-iskelet sistemi
agrilari, halsizlik, depresyon, dikkat azalmasi, unutkanlik ve libido kayb1 gibi psikolojik ve somatik yakinmalari
icermektedir. Ayrica vajinal atrofi ve driner sistem problemleri de bu donemde siklikla gozlenmektedir.
Menopozun ge¢ doneminde ise osteoporoz ve kardiyovaskiler hastalik riskinde artis dikkat ¢ekmektedir
(Velioglu & Gilrkan, 2021).

Menopozal semptomlarin yonetiminde, bireysel gereksinimler dogrultusunda farkli tedavi yaklasimlar
benimsenmektedir. Tibbi tedavi secenekleri arasinda, 0zellikle uygun hastalarda hormon replasman tedavisi
(HRT) yaygm olarak Onerilmektedir. Bununla birlikte, semptomlarin hafifletilmesine yonelik tamamlayici ve
destekleyici yaklagimlar da siklikla tercih edilmektedir. Bu kapsamda; diyet diizenlemeleri, vitamin ve mineral
takviyeleri ile fitoOstrojen iceren bitkisel kaynaklar (keten tohumu, kirmiz1 yonca, soya trtnleri, siyah yilanotu
kokl ekstresi ve melekotu gibi), dizenli egzersiz, refleksoloji, yoga, homeopati, akupunktur, meditasyon ve
gevseme egzersizleri menopozal semptomlarin siddetinin azaltilmasinda kullanilan yontemler arasinda yer
almaktadir (Kurt & Arslan, 2020).

Bu yonetim stratejileri icerisinde Duygusal Ozgiirlesme Teknigi (EFT), bireyin hem somatik hem de emosyonel
semptomlar (zerinde kontrol saglamasina olanak taniyan bilissel-bedensel bir midahale yontemi olarak ¢ne

cikmaktadir. Meridyen noktalarina uygulanan ritmik uyarimim, otonom sinir sistemi araciligiyla amigdala
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aktivitesini module ettigi ve stres yanitin1 diizenledigi diisiiniilmektedir. Bu mekanizma dogrultusunda EFT nin,
menopoz slrecinde sik gorulen anksiyete, uyku bozukluklar: ve fiziksel rahatsizliklarin azaltilmasina katki
saglayabilecegi belirtilmektedir. Bu baglamda EFT, menopozal semptom yodnetiminde kadinin 6z-yeterliligini
destekleyen ve biyopsikososyal agidan butlncil bir yaklasim sunan bir yontem olarak degerlendirilmektedir
(Church et al., 2022).

2. YONTEM

Bu literatiir taramasi, Duygusal Ozgiirlesme Teknigi’nin (EFT) menopoz dénemindeki kadmlar iizerindeki
etkilerini gilincel bilimsel kanitlar dogrultusunda incelemek ve bu yaklasimin ebelik uygulamalarina
entegrasyonuna yonelik bir ¢cergeve sunmak amaciyla gerceklestirilmistir. Bu kapsamda, ilgili literatiire ulagsmak
icin PubMed, Google Akademik ve DergiPark veri tabanlarinda sistematik bir tarama yapilmistir. Literatiir
taramasinda, son 10 yili kapsayan (2015-2025) calismalar dikkate alinmis olup, tarama siirecinde “menopoz”,

“emotional freedom technique (EFT)”, “semptom yonetimi” ve “ebelik” anahtar kelimeleri ile bu terimlerin

Ingilizce karsiliklar1 kullanilmistir.

Calismaya dahil edilme kriterleri; menopoz dénemindeki kadinlarda EFT uygulamalariin etkilerini inceleyen,
tam metnine ulasilabilen, Ingilizce veya Tiirk¢e dilinde yayimlanmis randomize kontrollii ¢aligmalar, yari
deneysel arastirmalar ve sistematik derlemeler olarak belirlenmistir. Editére mektup, olgu sunumu, tez ¢alismalari
ve metodolojik olarak yeterli veri sunmayan ¢aligmalar dislanmistir. Elde edilen caligsmalar, icerik ve metodolojik
ozellikleri agisindan degerlendirilmis ve bulgular nitel (deskriptif) analiz yontemi kullanilarak sentezlenmistir.
Bu surecte, calismalarin Orneklem ozellikleri, uygulama siireci, 6l¢iim araclar1 ve elde edilen sonuglar

karsilagtirmali olarak incelenmistir.
3. BULGULAR

EFT’nin menopoz donemindeki kadinlarda uyku ve genel yasam kalitesi Gzerindeki etkisini degerlendirmeyi
amagclayan randomize kontrollu bir ¢alismada, EFT uygulamasinin menopoza 0zgu yasam kalitesini anlamli
dizeyde 1iyilestirdigi, enerji dizenlenmesini destekledigi ve uyku suresi disindaki tim uyku kalitesi alt

boyutlarinda belirgin iyilesmeler sagladig: bildirilmistir (Yazar et al., 2025).

Menopoz sonrast kadinlarda depresyon Uzerindeki EFT’nin etkisini inceleyen bir diger randomize kontrolli
caligmada ise, 8 haftalik midahale sonrasinda depresyon ortalama puanlarinin anlamli dizeyde azaldigi
saptanmistir (Mehdipour et al., 2021). Ayni ¢alismada, EFT uygulamasinin depresif semptomlar1 6nemli 6lgude

azalttig1 ve baz1 katilimcilarda depresif belirtilerin tamamen ortadan kalktigi rapor edilmistir.
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Benzer sekilde, baska bir ¢alismada EFT’nin 4 haftalik midahale sonrasinda menopozal semptomlar1 anlamli
dizeyde azalttigi, menopoza 0zgi yasam Kalitesinde iyilesme sagladigi ve depresyon dizeylerinde diisiise yol
actig1 gosterilmistir (Karatas Okyay et al., 2026). Bu bulgular, EFT uygulamasinin ardindan hem fiziksel hem de

emosyonel semptomlarda azalma meydana geldigini desteklemektedir.

Menopoz donemine 0zgu ¢alismalarin yani sira, genel populasyonda EFT’nin depresyon (zerindeki etkisini
inceleyen meta-analiz ¢alismalar1 da yontemin etkinligini desteklemektedir. Bu kapsamda yapilan bir meta-
analizde, EFT’nin depresif semptomlar1 anlamli diizeyde azalttigi ve klinik iyilesme sagladigi bildirilmistir
(Nelms & Castel, 2016). Daha giincel bir meta-analiz ¢alismas1 da bu bulgular1 dogrulayarak, EFT’nin depresif
belirtilerin azaltilmasinda etkili bir midahale yontemi oldugunu ortaya koymustur (Seok & Kim, 2024).

Incelenen arastirmalarin 6rneklem &zellikleri, uygulanan miidahale yontemleri ve elde edilen temel bulgular

4. SONUC, TARTISMA VE ONERILER

Menopoz doneminde kadinlarda ortaya ¢ikan hormonal degisiklikler, yalnizca fizyolojik degil ayn1 zamanda
psikolojik ve sosyal boyutlar1 da i¢eren ¢cok yonli etkiler yaratmaktadir. Bu baglamda, bireyin hem emosyonel
hem de somatik semptomlarini hedef alan biittinctil yaklasimlara olan gereksinim giderek artmaktadir. incelenen
literatlir bulgulari, EFT nin menopozal semptomlarin yonetiminde etkili bir non-farmakolojik miidahale yontemi
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oldugunu gostermektedir. Ozellikle uyku Kkalitesinin artirilmasi, anksiyete ve depresyon gibi psikolojik
semptomlarin azaltilmasi ve genel yasam kalitesinin iyilestirilmesi agisindan EFT’nin olumlu etkileri dikkat
cekmektedir. Bununla birlikte, yontemin glvenli, kolay uygulanabilir ve maliyet etkin olmasi, Klinik

uygulamalarda tercih edilebilirligini artirmaktadir.

EFT’nin menopoz donemindeki kadinlara yoOnelik bakim hizmetlerine entegre edilmesi, semptomlarin
yonetiminde birey merkezli ve gugclendirici bir yaklasim sunmaktadir. Bu dogrultuda, ebelik bakiminin kapsami
icerisinde yer alan menopoz danismanlig1 hizmetlerine EFT uygulamalarinin dahil edilmesi énem arz etmektedir.
Ebelerin bu alanda egitim alarak EFT uygulayicisi olarak yetkinlik kazanmalari, kadinlarin menopoz sirecini
daha saglikli, konforlu ve kontrolll bir sekilde gegirmelerine katki saglayacaktir. Ayrica, EFT’nin kadnlarin 6z-
yeterlilik diizeylerini artirarak semptomlarla bas etme becerilerini giiglendirdigi ve bireyin bakim silrecine aktif

katilimini destekledigi diistiniilmektedir.

Menopozal dénemin bittncdl (holistik) bir yaklasimla ele alinmasi, yalnizca semptomlarin azaltilmasini degil,
ayn1 zamanda kadinin genel iyilik halinin ve yasam kalitesinin artirilmasini da hedeflemektedir. Bu nedenle,
biyopsikososyal model cergevesinde yapilandirilan ebelik bakiminda tamamlayic1 ve destekleyici yontemlerin

kullanim1 6nemlidir.

Gelecekte yapilacak arastirmalarda, ebe liderliginde yurutilen EFT uygulamalarinin farkl kiltlrlerde ve daha
genig Orneklem gruplarinda etkinliginin degerlendirilmesi Onerilmektedir. Ayrica, uzun donem takip
caligmalarinin planlanmasi, EFT’ nin strduralebilir etkilerinin ortaya konulmasina katki saglayacaktir. Bunun
yant sira, randomize kontrolli ¢alismalarin sayisinin artirilmasi, standart uygulama protokollerinin gelistirilmesi
ve farkli menopozal semptomlar Uzerindeki etkilerin karsilastirmali olarak incelenmesi, literattire dnemli katkilar

sunacaktir.

Sonug olarak, EFT’nin menopozal semptomlarin yonetiminde glivenli, etkili ve uygulanabilir bir yaklasim oldugu
gorulmekte olup, ebelik uygulamalarina entegrasyonu kadin saglhigiin gelistirilmesi agisindan 6nemli bir firsat

sunmaktadir.
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Abstract

Agmatine is a neuromodulator widely found in the central nervous system, synthesized in the brain by the
decarboxylation of the amino acid L-arginine. It plays an active role in the processes of new nerve cell formation,
defined as neurogenesis in the hippocampal region. Agmatine also exhibits neuroprotective effects as a result of
interacting with various ion channels and receptors and suppressing reactive oxygen species in neurons. Oxidative
stress is a condition in which reactive oxygen species accumulate because the body’s antioxidant mechanisms are
insufficient to effectively counteract and clear them. The first line of protective systems against oxidative stress
in the organism consists of endogenous antioxidant enzymes such as glutathione S-transferase (GST), glutathione
peroxidase (GPx), catalase (CAT), and superoxide dismutase (SOD), which detoxify reactive oxygen species. In
this study, we aimed to investigate the potential effects of agmatine on the GST, GPx, CAT, and SOD enzyme
activities in mouse hippocampal neuron cell lines. The effects of agmatine on the viability of mouse hippocampal
neuron cell lines were determined by the MTT method. In mouse hippocampal neuron cell lines exposed to five
different doses of agmatine ranging from 100uM to 1000uM, which we demonstrated to have no cytotoxic effect
via the MTT method, the GST, GPx, CAT and GST enzyme activities were determined using spectrophotometric
methods. Agmatine application was found to increase GST, GPx, CAT and SOD activities in a dose dependent
manner in mouse hippocampal neuron cell lines. Based on these findings, we can say that agmatine may play a
protective role against oxidative stress by inducing the activity of antioxidant enzymes in mouse hippocampal

neuron cells.

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1. INTRODUCTION

Agmatine is a cationic biomolecule formed by the decarboxylation of the amino acid L-arginine. L-arginine
decarboxylation occurs via a reaction catalyzed by the enzyme arginine decarboxylase. While its distribution in
the brain is not homogeneous, agmatine is highly distributed in regions such as the hippocampus, hypothalamus,
thalamus, amygdala, and cerebral cortex, and is stored in synaptic vesicles within neurons. Hydrolysis via a
reaction catalyzed by the agmatinase enzyme converts it to putrescine. Agmatine selectively blocks NMDA
receptor channels while binding to a2-adrenoreceptor subtypes and imidazoline receptors. Furthermore, it inhibits

all isoforms of the nitric oxide synthase enzyme (Reis et al., 2000).

Agmatine has been reported to reduce neuropathic pain, play a role in regulating blood sugar through insulin
secretion enhancement and insulin-like effects, prevent brain tissue damage by exhibiting neuroprotective
properties in conditions such as stroke and trauma, and, in addition to its antidepressant properties, can suppress
the proliferation of cancer cells (Piletz et al., 2013). Agmatine plays an active role in neurogenesis, the process of
new nerve cell formation, in the hippocampal region (Li et al., 2006). However, agmatine has also been shown to
suppress oxidative stress by reducing the levels of reactive oxygen species in the brain, which leads to a decrease
in malondialdehyde levels (Rafi et al., 2023).

Oxidative stress is a condition in which reactive oxygen species accumulate because the body’s antioxidant
mechanisms are insufficient to effectively counteract and clear them. Reactive oxygen species are formed during
cellular processes and through environmental factors such as air pollution, cigarette smoke, and radiation. This
leads to oxidative stress, damaging important structural components of the cell, from DNA to proteins and lipids.

As a result, cancer, cardiovascular diseases and neurological disorders occur (Birben et al., 2012).

The organism has a three line antioxidant defense system to mitigate the effects of oxidative stress. The first line
defense system against oxidative stress in the organism consists of endogenous antioxidant enzymes such as
glutathione S-transferase (GST), glutathione peroxidase (GPx), catalase (CAT), and superoxide dismutase (SOD),
which detoxify reactive oxygen species. The second line defense system consists of antioxidants such as dietary
Vitamin C, flavonoids, Vitamin E and, carotenoids while the third line consists of enzyme systems that repair or
remove oxidized biomolecules (Jomova et al., 2024). In light of this literature, this study aimed to investigate the
potential effects of agmatine on the activities of GST, GPx, CAT, and SOD enzymes in mouse hippocampal

neuron cell lines.
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2. METHODS

2.1. Cell culture

HT-22 mouse hippocampal neuron cells were proliferated in Dulbecco's Modified Eagle Medium (DMEM) and
medium containing 10% by volume Fetal Bovine Serum (FBS) and 1% penicillin-streptomycin at 37°C and 5%
CO2 (Kapancik et al., 2024).

2.2. Cytotoxicity analysis via MTT

Cytotoxicity levels were determined in HT-22 mouse hippocampal neuron cells for five different agmatine
concentrations (100 uM - 1000 uM) using the MTT method. For this purpose, cells were seeded in suspension at
a concentration of 1 x 10° cells/mL into 96-well plates. After incubation overnight, HT-22 mouse hippocampal
neuron cells treated with the five different doses of agmatine were incubated for 24 hours. After incubation, wells
in the plate, to which 10 pL of MTT solution was added, were incubated for another 3 hours at 37°C in 5% COe..
Then, the culture medium containing the MTT solution in the wells was removed, and 100 pL of DMSO was
added. Using a microplate reader, each absorbance unit in the wells was recorded at 570 nm. (Kapancik et al.,
2024). Cytotoxicity data were analyzed using GraphPad Prism and graphs were created.

2.3. Cell Homogenate Preparation

HT-22 mouse hippocampal cells, treated with five different agmatine concentrations (100 uM - 1000 puM) and
incubated for 24 hours, were collected into sterile tubes, centrifuged at 2000 rpm for 10 minutes, and after
discarding the supernatant, resuspended in PBS (pH 7.4) to a concentration of 1 x 10°¢ cells/mL. The freeze-thaw
cycle was repeated twice to lyse the cells and minimize changes in enzyme activity. Subsequently, the cell lysates
were centrifuged at 4000 rpm for 10 minutes at 4 °C (Yulak et al., 2025). The supernatant was collected for

enzyme activity measurements
2.4. Determination of GST, GPx, CAT, SOD enzyme activity levels

GST activity was measured using a spectrophotometric method at 340 nm (Habig et al., 1974). GPx activity was
evaluated spectrophotometrically at 340 nm by monitoring the oxidation of NADPH (Paglia et al., 1967). CAT
activity was determined by following the decrease in H.O: absorbance at 240 nm (Beers et al., 1952). SOD activity
was determined spectrophotometrically (Sun et al., 1988).
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2.5. Statistical analysis

Cytotoxicity analyses in HT-22 mouse hippocampal neuron cells were performed triplicate. Results are presented
as mean + SD. Study data were analyzed using one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA), followed by Tukey's

post-hoc test for multiple comparisons.

3. RESULTS

% cell viability levels were determined after applying five different agmatine concentrations (100uM - 1000puM)

to HT-22, a mouse hippocampal cell line, for 24 hours (Figure 1).

Agmatine application for 24 hours did not cause a statistically significant change in mouse hippocampal cell
viability compared to the control group in the concentration range of 100-1000 uM (p > 0.05), and agmatine did

not have a cytotoxic effect on mouse hippocampal cells at these concentrations (Figure 1.).

After applying five different agmatine concentrations (100 pM - 1000 uM) for 24 hours to the mouse
hippocampus cell line HT-22, the GST, GPx, CAT, and SOD enzyme activity levels were determined (Figure 2).

Agmatine application statistically significantly increased the activities of GST, GPx, CAT and SOD in the
concentration range of 100-1000 uM compared to the control group (p < 0.05-0.001). It was observed that the
increase in all enzyme activities was dose dependent, especially more pronounced at higher concentrations. These
findings suggest that agmatine may play a protective role against cellular oxidative stress by inducing the activities

of antioxidant enzymes (Figure 2.).

4. DISCUSSION

Agmatine, an endogenous cationic molecule, acts as a neuromodulator or neurotransmitter in the central nervous
system. However, agmatine also possesses neuroprotective effects. It achieves this by suppressing oxidative stress
through scavenging free radicals, thereby preventing lipid peroxidation; by reducing the synthesis of pro-
inflammatory cytokines, thereby suppressing inflammation; by reducing caspase 3 activation, thereby mediating

anti-apoptotic effects, and by maintaining a healthy blood-brain barrier (Chandurkar et al., 2023).

Oxidative stress develops when the equilibrium between reactive oxygen species with reactive nitrogen species
in the organism is disturbed and the antioxidant defense systems in cells, damages nucleic acids, lipids, and
proteins, contributing to the pathogenesis of many diseases. Antioxidant enzymes, while endogenous
biomolecules, are biological catalysts that form the first line of defense against oxidative stress. The role of these

enzymes in the antioxidant defense system is to neutralize reactive oxygen species and free radicals by converting
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them into less harmful or harmless molecules before they can damage the biomolecules of cells (Kotha et al.,

2022).

In our study, we showed that exposure to five different doses of agmatine (100 uM - 1000 uM), which we had
previously demonstrated to be non-cytotoxic, increased the activities of first line antioxidant defense enzymes
GST, GPx, CAT, and SOD in mouse hippocampal neuron cells in a dose dependent manner, with the highest
level of enzyme activity at 1000 pM agmatine concentration. Referring to studies in the literature, in rats injected
with chlorpromazine, an increase in total glutathione levels and the activities of GPx and CAT antioxidant
enzymes occurred after agmatine administration, thus demonstrating that the reduced capacity of the antioxidant
defense system was restored through agmatine (Bratislav et al., 2017). Another study found that administering
agmatine after inducing oxidative stress in rats by giving them sodium azide reduced oxygen species and
malondialdehyde levels in the brain tissue of the rats, while mediating an increase in glutathione levels and GPx,
CAT, and SOD enzyme activities (Rafi et al., 2023). Yet another study showed that combination therapy with
melatonin and agmatine in mice subjected to restraint stress mediated an increase in CAT activity in the
hippocampus region of the brain, and that treatment with agmatine and melatonin alone, along with a combination
of the two, led to an increase in SOD activity and a decrease in malondialdehyde levels in the hippocampus
(Mehrzadi et al., 2026). In light of this literature and our findings, it can be said that agmatine strengthens the
antioxidant defense system in mouse hippocampal neuron cells by increasing GST, GPx, CAT, and SOD enzyme
activities, thus being an important biomolecule with the potential to protect mouse hippocampal neuron cells

against oxidative damage.

Giris: Bu calismanin amaci, i¢ yiizeyi nano titanyum ile kaplanmis cam tiipten elde edilen trombositten zengin
fibrin (TZF) ile konvansiyonel cam ve titanyum tiiplerden elde edilen TZF’ nin gingiva kaynakli mezenkimal kok

hlicreler tizerindeki proinflamatuar aktivitesini in vitro kosullarda karsilagtirmali olarak degerlendirmektir.

Yontem: Gingival doku ve kan 6rnekleri sistemik olarak saglikli bir erkek goniilliilden elde edildi. Kan 6rnekleri,
cam tiip ve nano titanyum kapl tiiplerde 2700 rpm’de 12 dakika, titanyum tiipte ise 2700 rpm’de 20 dakika
santrifiij edildi. Elde edilen TZF pihtilar1, metal bir kutu ve kompresor sistemi kullanilarak membran haline
getirildi. Proinflamatuar aktivitenin degerlendirilmesi amaciyla IL-1p, IL-6 ve TNF-a gen ekspresyon diizeyleri
analiz edildi. Gen ekspresyon analizi ger¢ek zamanli kantitatif RT-PCR yontemi ile gerceklestirildi. Elde edilen

veriler istatistiksel olarak analiz edildi.

Bulgular: Gruplar arasinda 1., 3. ve 7. giinlerde IL-1fB gen ekspresyon diizeyleri agisindan istatistiksel olarak

anlaml bir fark gozlenmedi (p>0.05).

IL-6 gen ekspresyon diizeyleri degerlendirildiginde, yalnizca 1. giinde istatistiksel olarak anlamli bir fark tespit

edilirken (p<0.05), 3. ve 7. gilinlerde anlaml1 fark bulunmadi.

TNF-a gen ekspresyon diizeyleri agisindan ise 1. ve 3. giinlerde istatistiksel olarak anlamli fark saptanirken

(p<0.05), 7. glinde anlamli fark gbzlenmedi.

Abstract

Introduction: The aim of this study was to compare and evaluate the pro-inflammatory activity of platelet-rich
fibrin (PRF) obtained from a nano titanium—coated glass tube with that obtained from conventional glass and

titanium tubes on gingiva-derived mesenchymal stem cells under in vitro conditions.

Methods: Gingival tissue and blood samples were obtained from a systemically healthy male volunteer. Blood
samples were centrifuged at 2700 rpm for 12 minutes in glass tubes and nano titanium—coated tubes, and for 20
minutes in titanium tubes. The obtained PRF clots were compressed into membranes using a metal box and
compressor system. To assess pro-inflammatory activity, IL-1p, IL-6, and TNF-a gene expression levels were
analyzed. Gene expression analysis was performed using real-time quantitative RT-PCR. The obtained data were

statistically analyzed.

Results: No statistically significant differences were observed in IL-1p gene expression levels among the groups
on days 1, 3, and 7 (p>0.05). A statistically significant difference was detected in IL-6 gene expression levels on
day 1 (p<0.05), while no significant differences were observed on days 3 and 7. For TNF-aq, statistically significant

differences were found on days 1 and 3 (p<0.05), whereas no significant difference was observed on day 7.

Conclusion: PRF membranes obtained from nano titanium—coated tubes demonstrate promising potential for

tissue healing based on pro-inflammatory gene expression profiles.

Ozet

Pawlak tarafindan tanitilan kaba kiimeler teorisinde, komsuluk sistemlerinin hesaplanmasina yonelik yontemler,
dogruluk ve kabalagma Olciilerinin hesaplanmasinda olduk¢a faydalidir. Bu arastirma yonii dogrultusunda
hazirlanan bu calisma iki ana boliimden olusmaktadir. Birinci boliimde, komsuluk fikirleri temelinde kaba
kiimeler teorisinin temel kavramlar: iizerinde durulmaktadir. ikinci béliimde ise birinci béliimde olusturulan
yapiya ideal kavrami eklenmektedir. Maksimal j-yapicim komsuluklar1 olarak adlandirilan yeni tiir maksimal
komsuluklar hatirlatiimaktadir. Once bu komsuluklarm ek &zellikleri verilmektedir. Ardindan bu komsuluklar
aracilifiyla topolojik yapilar olusturulmakta ve bazi genellestirilmis kaba kiime modelleri kurulmaktadir.
Onerilen yaklasim uzaylarmin temel nitelikleri incelenmekte ve yaklasim operatorleri agisindan
karsilastirilmaktadir. Bu uzaylarin dogruluk olgiileri hesaplanmakta; bu dlgiilerin 6nemini gdstermek amaciyla
bir 6rnek ve sekil sunulmaktadir. Bu yaklagimlarin, maksimal komsuluklar i¢in elde edilen yaklasimlardan daha

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TOPOLOGICAL APPROACHES FOR GENERALISED ROUGH SETS

Abstract

In rough set theory, which is introduced by Pawlak the methods of calculating the neighborhood systems is very
usefull to calculate the measures of accuracy and roughness. In line with this research direction, we have studied
this paper. It consists of two main sections. In first section we concentrate on the fundamental concepts of rough
set theory induced from the idea of neighborhoods. In the second section, we add the notion of ideal known as set
ideal to what we have built on the first section. We recall the notion new type of maximal neighborhoods is callled
maximal j-adhesion neighborhoods. Firstly, we give further properties of these neighborhoods. Then, we generate
topological structures by these neighborhoods and apply to establish some generalized rough set models. We
explore the main characterizations of the proposed approximation spaces and compare them in terms of
approximation operators. We calculate accuracy measures of these spaces and give an example and figure to
denote of importance of these accuracy measures. We obtain that these approximations are better than
approximations for maximal neighborhoods. Indeed, we demonstrate the advantages of the presentation models
to decrease the upper approximation and increase the lower approximation compared to the already existing
approaches in the literature. Similarly, we introduce the topologies using related neighborhoods and ideals. Then,
we compare these topologies and topologies in the first section. Following up, we give properties of related
approximations. We introduce topological operators(interior and closure) to structure the two current generalized
apporximation spaces. At last we obtain that the topologies are coarser than the topologies using ideals.

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1. GIRiS

An approximation space represents a central role in detemining the accuracy of approximations of subsets. This
notion is the fundamental core of Pawlak’s rough set approach (Pawlak, 1982, 1991). A relation of equivalance
as known as indiscernibility type is a key word in this approach. Abd EI-Monsef et al. (Abd EI-Monsef et al.,
2014) introduced a j-neighborhood space (shortly, j-NS) and Nj-neighborhhods. Dai et al. (Dai et al., 2018) (resp.
Al-shami (Al-shami, 2022)) defined the notion of Mj-neighborhoods for j=r (resp. j#r) and obtain some properties
of them. Then the concept of topologies via Mj-neighborhoods and hence lower approximation, upper
approximation, boundary region and accuracy measure which are as known as four essential notions of Rough
Sets Theory are given by Hosny (Hosny, 2024). Similary, all of these concepts via added ideal to Mj-
neighborhoods are introduced by Hosny (Hosny, 2025) . Recently, MPj-neighborhoods using Mj-neighborhoods

are introduced and investigated by Azzam et al. (Azzam & Al-shami, 2023).

In this paper, firstly we introduce both the topologies generated by MPj-neighborhoods and the topologies
generated by MPj-neighborhoods with ideals. Then, we obtain some properties of them. Finally, we also compare

to them both with topologies for Mj-neighborhoods and themselves.
2. ON BILGILER
In this section, we recall some definitions, lemmas and theorems.

Definition 1 (Pawlak, 1982, 1991) (1) Let R be any relation on non-empty set. If R has reflexive (i.e., (x,x)eR,
for every xeU), symmetry (i.e., if (x,y)eR, then (y,x)eR for every x,yeU) and transitive (i.e., if (X,y)eR and

(v,2)eR, then (x,z) eR for every x,y,zeU) properties, R is called equivalance relation on U.

(2) If R be an equivalance relation on a non-empty finite set U then, the ordered pair (U,R) is called Pawlak

Approximation Space.

Definition 2 (Pawlak, 1982, 1991) Let (U,R) be a Pawlak Approximation Space and XcU. The pair (Xg,X®) are

defined by the next two equations:
(1) Xr ={xeU: R(x)cX} is called the lower approximation of X,
(2) XR ={xeU: R(x)nX=2} is called the lower approximation of X.

Of course, R(x)={yeU: xRy} is called equivalent class of xeU.
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(Pawlak, 1982, 1991) have obtained that properties of two Pawlak’s Approximation Operators which they are

given in Definition 2. The other important two notions on Pawlak Approximation Spaces boundary region and

accuracy measure of any XcU, respectively.

Definition 3 (Pawlak, 1982, 1991) Let (U,R) be a Pawlak Approximation Space and XcU. Then
(1) B(X)= XR- Xg is called boundary region of X,

Since equivalance relation has too many features, relation is generalized by several authors.
Besides, the next definition are given.

Abstract

Sarcopenia is a progressive, age-related syndrome characterized by the loss of muscle mass, strength, and
physical function in older adults. It is associated with falls, fractures, mobility limitations, and increased mortality.
Resistance exercise (RE) is an effective strategy for the prevention and treatment of sarcopenia. It enhances
muscle protein synthesis, regulates protein breakdown, and improves mitochondrial quality and energy
metabolism. Through mitochondrial biogenesis, dynamics, and mitophagy, RE increases the energy capacity of
muscle cells and reduces age-related dysfunction. The effectiveness of RE depends on appropriate dosage,
individualized planning, and key training principles, including specificity, overload, and progression. Programs
are typically performed twice per week and include exercises targeting both lower and upper body muscles.
Intensity can be prescribed using 40-85% of 1RM (one-repetition maximum-—the maximum weight lifted once)
or RPE (rate of perceived exertion—a 0-10 scale reflecting perceived effort). Training volume generally consists
of 1-3 sets of 6-12 repetitions, with rest intervals of 60—120 seconds between sets and 3-5 minutes between
exercises. Functional movements that support daily activities should also be included. RE reduces fall risk,
improves muscle strength, and helps maintain functional independence. Programs should be tailored to individual
health status, motivation, and physical capacity. They can be delivered in supervised or home-based settings using
various equipment types. A minimum duration of 12 weeks is recommended, with ongoing participation and
monitoring to maximize benefits. In conclusion, RE is a promising intervention for sarcopenia. Its effectiveness
relies on individualized, well-structured application. Further high-quality, long-term studies are needed to

optimize exercise prescription and standardize implementation.

Temporomandibular eklem disfonksiyonu, ¢igneme kaslari, eklem ve iligkili yapilarin fonksiyonel
dengesinin bozulmasiyla ortaya ¢ikan, kas-iskelet ve néromdiskuler sistemi etkileyen bir durumdur. Genel
popiilasyonda goriilme sikligi %10-15 civarindadir ve kadinlarda erkeklere kiyasla daha yaygindir.

Abstract

Temporomandibular joint dysfunction (TMD) is a condition that affects the musculoskeletal and
neuromuscular systems, arising from a disruption in the functional balance of the masticatory muscles, the joint,
and associated structures. Its prevalence in the general population is approximately 10-15%, with a higher
incidence in women compared to men. Symptoms include joint clicking sounds, tenderness in the masticatory
muscles, restricted mouth opening, and pain. Psychosocial issues such as anxiety and depression may also occur
due to chronic pain. In athletes, particularly those engaged in contact sports, temporomandibular joint dysfunction
is more common. Micro- and macro-traumas, repetitive muscle activation, intensive training loads, and
performance pressure impose additional mechanical and psychological stress on the jaw joint. Prevalence among
athletes ranges from 50% to 60%, while in amateur athletes and sedentary individuals it varies between 11% and
23%. Symptoms tend to be more severe and widespread in athletes. A multidisciplinary approach is essential in
managing temporomandibular joint dysfunction. Physiotherapy interventions, manual therapy, therapeutic
exercises, dry needling, electrotherapy, and occlusal splints are effective in symptom management. Hypnosis and
pharmacological approaches help control pain and inflammation. In advanced cases, arthrocentesis is an effective
method for alleviating limited mouth opening and pain. The risk of developing temporomandibular joint
dysfunction in athletes increases with biomechanical stress and psychological load. Therefore, the use of
mouthguards, regular supervised training, and appropriate rehabilitation programs are critical both for preserving
performance and preventing symptoms. Preventive and therapeutic strategies should be implemented together to

support athlete health and maintain temporomandibular joint function.

Temporomandibular eklem disfonksiyonu (TMD), ¢igneme kaslari, temporomandibular eklem ve bu yapilarla
iligkili anatomik yapilarin normal fonksiyonel dengesinin bozulmasi sonucu ortaya ¢ikan, néromiiskiiler ve kas-
iskelet sistemini etkileyen bir klinik durum olarak tanimlanmaktadir (Gauer & Semidey, 2015). Amerikan
Orofasiyal Agr1 Akademisi (AAO) TMD’yi, temporomandibular eklem ve ¢igneme kaslart ile iliskili dokulari
etkileyen bir grup klinik durumu ifade eden bir ¢ercevede degerlendirmektedir. Epidemiolojik caligmalar,
TMD’nin biiyiime déneminde yaklasik %4—7, yetiskinlerde ise %1015 oraninda goriildiigiinii gostermektedir.
Cocuklukta cinsiyetler arasinda belirgin bir fark gézlenmezken, ergenlikten itibaren TMD kadinlarda daha yiiksek
siklikla ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. Yetiskin kadin popiilasyonunda, TMD goriilme oraninin erkeklere kiyasla yaklasik
iki kat daha yiiksek oldugu ve belirtilerin ortaya ¢ikma sikliginin dort kata kadar ¢iktigi bildirilmektedir (Sahin,
Kaya Mutlu, & Tagkiran, 2021).

Ayrica kronik agriya bagl psikososyal etkiler, anksiyete ve depresyon gibi durumlar da TMD’nin klinik
tablolarina eslik edebilir (Yule, Durham, & Wassell, 2016; Horswell & Sheikh, 2018). TMD, kas-iskelet sistemi
rahatsizliklar arasinda kronik bel agrisindan sonra en sik rastlanan ikinci grup olup, genel niifusun yaklasik %5—

12’sini etkilemektedir (Lipton, Ship, & Larach-Robinson, 1993).

OPPERA c¢aligmasi, 18—44 yas aras1 TMD’si olmayan yetiskinlerde her yil yaklasik %4’iiniin klinik olarak
dogrulanmis ilk kez agrili TMD gelistirdigini gostermistir. Ozellikle 18-25 yas grubunda yillik goriilme siklig
artmakta olup, yetiskinlerin %19’u baslangicta en az bir ay boyunca, ayda bes ardisik giin ag1z ve yiiz bolgesinde
agr1 epizodlar1 yasamaktadir (Slade vd., 2016). TMD’nin etiyolojisi ¢cok faktorlii olup, biyolojik, ¢cevresel, sosyal,
duygusal ve bilissel tetikleyiciler rol oynamaktadir. Potansiyel risk faktorleri arasinda yiiz travmalari, ¢gene uyumu
ve dis kapanis bicimi degisiklikleri ile stres, kaygi ve depresyon gibi psikososyal etmenler yer almaktadir (Slade
vd., 2016).

kisitliligi ile sonuglanabilir (Bagaran Aslan, Caglayan, & Aslan, 2023; Martins ve ark., 2025).

Psikososyal etmenler de TMD gelisiminde dnemli rol oynar. Artan stres ve performans baskisi, ¢cene kaslarinda
kronik gerginlige yol acarak eklem iizerindeki mekanik stresi artirabilir. Bu durum, hem semptomlarin ortaya
¢ikisin1 hem de mevcut semptomlarin siddetlenmesini tetikleyebilir (Crincoli ve ark., 2022). Dinamik sistemler
teorisi gercevesinde, bireyin biyopsikososyal ¢evre ile siirekli etkilesimi, motor davranislarin yeniden organize

olmasina ve kas-iskelet sistemi disfonksiyonlarinin ortaya ¢ikmasina neden olabilir (Granados & Agis, 2011).

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e Hayvan ¢aligmalar1 veya non-sporcu orneklem iceren ¢aligmalar.

3. BULGULAR

Literatiir bulgulari, sporcularda TMD prevalansinin genel popiilasyona gore daha yiiksek oldugunu
gostermektedir. Sporcularda TMD prevalansi ¢alismalara gore %16—60 arasinda degismekte olup, 6zellikle temas
sporlartyla ugrasanlarda (%50—60) daha ylksektir (Mendoza-Puente ve ark., 2010; Bonotto ve ark., 2010; Basaran
Aslan, Caglayan, & Aslan, 2023). Sporcu olmayan yetiskinlerde ise prevalans %11-14 araliginda rapor edilmistir
(Freiwald, Schwarzbach, & Wolowski, 2022).

Belirtiler genellikle ¢cigneme kaslar1 hassasiyeti, eklemden gelen klik veya citirt1 sesleri, bas agrisi, agiz agmada
kisithilik ve eklem sertligi olarak goriilmektedir. Weiler ve ark. (2010; 2013) calismalarinda erkek ve kadin
sporcular ile kontrol gruplarini karsilastirmis, sporcularda semptom sikliginin genel olarak daha yiiksek oldugunu
rapor etmislerdir. Benzer sekilde, Persson ve Kiliaridis (1994) giires yapan sporcularin kontrol grubuna kiyasla

daha sik eklem sesleri ve bas agris1 yasadigini bildirmistir.

Elektromiyografik (EMG) analizler, TMD’li sporcularda ¢ene kaslarinin aktivasyonunun diizensiz oldugunu ve
kas-iskelet simetrisinin bozuldugunu goéstermektedir (Valenti ve ark., 2025). Sporcularda tekrarlayan travmalar
ve yogun antrenman programlari, kaslarda kronik gerginlik ve ¢ene ekleminde mikrotravmalara yol acarak TMD

riskini artirmaktadir (Martins ve ark., 2025; Crincoli ve ark., 2022).

TMD’nin 6nlenmesine yonelik ¢alismalar, ag1z koruyucu kullaniminin semptomlar1 azalttigini ve antrenmanlarin
profesyonel gézetim altinda yiiriitiilmesinin 6nemini gostermektedir (Saini ve ark., 2025; Freiwald, Schwarzbach,
& Wolowski, 2022). Fizyoterapi yaklagimlari, manuel terapi, terap6tik egzersizler, kuru igneleme ve elektroterapi
ile ¢cene hareketliligini artirmakta, agriy1 ve kas hassasiyetini azaltmaktadir. Okliizal splint kullanimi ise eklem

seslerini ve agriy1 azaltmaya katki saglar (Gonzalez Sanchez ve ark., 2023).

4. SONUC, TARTISMA VE ONERILER

Sporcularda TMD, 6zellikle temas sporlar1 ve yiiksek antrenman yiikiine sahip bireylerde yaygin goriilen bir kas-

iskelet sistemi rahatsizligidir. Literatiir, TMD’nin sporcularda daha yiiksek prevalansa sahip oldugunu ve

belirtilerin ¢ene kaslar1 hassasiyeti, eklem sesleri, bas agris1 ve agiz agma kisitliligi gibi semptomlarla kendini

gosterdigini ortaya koymaktadir (Weiler ve ark., 2010; Mendoza-Puente ve ark., 2010).

Sporcularin TMD gelisimine maruz kalma riskini artiran baslica faktorler; tekrarlayan mikro ve makro travmalar,

yogun antrenman programlari ve psikolojik stres olarak tanimlanabilir (Crincoli ve ark., 2022; Martins ve ark.,
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2025). Bu risklerin azaltilmasi icin profesyonel gozetim, uygun agiz koruyucu kullanimi ve diizenli TMD

degerlendirmeleri 6nemlidir (Freiwald, Schwarzbach, & Wolowski, 2022; Saini ve ark., 2025).

Fizyoterapi, TMD tedavisinde temel bir yaklagim olarak one ¢ikmaktadir. Manuel terapi, terapotik egzersizler,
elektroterapi ve kuru igneleme, ¢ene hareketliligini artirmakta ve agriy1 azaltmaktadir. Ayrica, okliizal splintler
ve gerektiginde farmakolojik veya cerrahi midahaleler, semptom yonetiminde etkili seceneklerdir (Gonzalez
Sanchez ve ark., 2023; Yildiz ve ark., 2015).

Gelecek arastirmalar, sporcularin farkli branslarindaki TMD risk faktorlerini, uzun donem etkilerini ve
multidisipliner 6nlem-tedavi stratejilerini detayli bigimde incelemelidir. Ayrica psikososyal ve biyomekanik
tetikleyicilerin rolii daha sistematik bir sekilde arastirilmali ve koruyucu stratejilerin etkinligi klinik uygulamalara

entegre edilmelidir.

Abstract

Passenger rights in air travel, as outlined in the SHY-YOLCU regulation, include the right to
compensation, free meals and accommodations, and ticket refunds in the event of delays, cancellations, or denied
boarding. For delays exceeding 2 hours, refreshments are provided; for delays exceeding 5 hours, a ticket refund
or route change is offered; and for cancellations made less than 14 days in advance, passengers are entitled to

compensation ranging from 250 to 600 EUR based on the distance traveled.

However, there is a gap in these rights regarding delays of between 3 and 5 hours. This gap is subject to
force majeure conditions. Although airlines are required to provide refreshments and communication services for
delays of 2 to 4 hours on domestic flights, passengers are also entitled to claim compensation ranging from 100

to 500 euros under European Union harmonization laws.

For delays of 5 hours or more, passengers may request a refund of the ticket price or a change of itinerary.
If the flight is rescheduled to the following day, the airline is required to provide hotel accommodation and airport
transfers.

This study examines the compensation claim process resulting from a delay of 3 hours, followed by an
additional 30-minute delay.

THE CONCEPT OF THE CONSUMER IN THE CONTEXT OF CONSUMER RIGHTS AND LAWS A
CASE STUDY

Abstract

Although there are some differences between the former Consumer Protection Law No. 4077 and the new
Consumer Protection Law No. 6502, the definition of the term “consumer” is essentially similar. From the
relevant definitions, it is understood that the concept of a consumer consists of two fundamental elements: acting
without commercial or professional intent, and being either a legal or natural person. Although the definition of
the concept of a consumer, which has been part of our legal system since 1995, is considered simple and clear, its

application to real-life disputes is not always straightforward.

Considering that the scope of application of consumer transactions has been expanded under the Consumer
Protection Law No. 6502, determining consumer status has become even more critical. This is because, if a person
qualifies as a consumer, the substantive law rules applicable to resolving the dispute, as well as the procedural

law rules regarding jurisdiction, authority, and the burden of proof, also change.

This article examines, within the context of a specific case, whether a driver parking a rented or company

vehicle for up to three hours at shopping malls and commercial centers in Istanbul qualifies as a consumer.

2. ORNEK OLAY: iISTANBUL ZORLU TESIiSLERi OTOPARK UCRETI

26 Kasim 2024 giinii ZORLU Tesisleri otoparkina kullandigim kiralik araci biraktim. AVM’de islerimi
hallettikten sonra ¢ikarken 80 TL park ticreti istendi (Sekil 1). Oysa yaklasik 90 dakika kullandigim otopark i¢in
IBB UKOME 2007/1-4 sayili kararma gore 3 saate kadar parklanmalarda dicret kesilmemesi gerekliydi. Bu
konuda gerek yerel gerekse yiiksek yargi organlarinin emsal kararlar1 bulunmaktaydi. Ustelik otopark iicret
fisinde kag dakika park ettigim bile yazmiyordu. Alinan otopark iicreti istanbul Biiyiiksehir Belediyesi(IBB)
Ulastirma Koordinasyon Merkezinin(UKOME) “..., AVM ve Ticaret Merkezlerinde yer alan otoparklarda ilk ti¢
saate(0-3) kadar iicret alinmamasina, ilk ii¢ saat disinda alinabilecek iicretin ise IBB nin tarife komisyonunca
belirlenen iicret oraminda olmasina, bu hususta hazirlanacak bilgilendirme levhalarimin otopark girislerine,
otoparkin bos/dolu olup olmadigim belirten bilgi sistemi ile beraber konulmasina” ifadesi ile Istanbul’da mevcut
bitin AVM ve Ticaret Merkezlerinde yer alan otoparklarda 0-3 saat arasi park edilmesinin {icretsiz olmasi
kararina (UKOME, 2017) da aykiriydi.

28.11.2024 tarihinde Besiktas Tiiketici Hakem Heyetine (THH) online olarak basvurdum. Haksiz olarak tahsil
edilen 80 TL’nin faizi ile iadesini istedim. Hakem Heyeti aracla ilgili ruhsat bilgi ve belgelerini talep etti.
Istenilenleri online olarak gonderdim. Besiktas THH 27.02.2025 tarihli kararinda; Tiiketici isleminden
kaynaklanmayan hukuki iliskilerde Tiiketici Hakem Heyetlerinin sikayet dosyasina bakmakla gorevli
olmadigi, dolayisiyla taraflar arasindaki hukuki iliskinin tiiketici isleminden kaynaklanmadig:

gerekcesiyle gorevsizlik karar verildi.

Itiraz siiresi i¢inde Kocaeli Tiiketici Mahkemesine basvurarak karara itiraz ettim. Basvuru dilekgesinde “Tiiketici,
ticari veya mesleki olmayan amaclarla hareket eden gercek veya tiizel kisidir. 6502 sayili kanunun amaci, hazir
bir mali veya hizmeti satin alarak onu giinliik yasaminda kullanan veya tiiketen kisiyi korumaktadir. Ornegin, bir
kimse evde tiras olmak icin tiras bigagr aldiginda tiiketici olarak kabul edilir. Ayni tiras bigagint marketinde
satmak i¢in satin aldiginda, ticari amacgla islem yaptigindan tiiketici sayilmaz. Bir islemin tiiketici islemi olarak
kabul edilebilmesi i¢in hukuki iliskinin taraflarindan birinin tiiketici, diger tarafin ise satici, hizmet saglayici veya
onlar adina hareket eden gercek ya da tiizel kisi olmasi gereklidir. Taraflar arasinda gerceklestirilen iglemin
tiiketici agisindan mesleki ve ticari bir amacgla yapilmamas: sarttir. Tiiketici iglemi, mal veya hizmet piyasalarinda
kamu tiizel kisileri de dahil olmak tizere ticari veya mesleki amaglarla hareket eden veya onun adina ya da
hesabina hareket eden gergek veya tiizel kisiler ile tiiketiciler arasinda kurulan her tiirlii sozlesme ve hukuki islemi
ifade eder.

devredilmeyen is ve iglemlerde 3. sahislar tiiketici olarak islem gorebilecegi ortaya ¢ikti.
3. TARTISMA

4077 Sayili Tiiketicinin Korunmas1 Hakkinda Kanun (TKHK)’da tiiketici “Bir mal veya hizmeti ticari veya
mesleki olmayan amaclarla edinen, kullanan veya yararlanan gercek ya da tiizel kisi” olarak tanimlanmistir.
Benzer sekilde 6502 s. yeni TKHK’da da tiiketici “Ticari veya mesleki olmayan amaclarla hareket eden
gercek veya tiizel kisi” olarak tanimlanmistir. Yeni diizenlemede “edinen, kullanan veya yararlanan” ifadesi
yerine “hareket eden” ifadesi kullanilarak tiiketicinin edindigi mal veya hizmeti sahsen kullanma
zorunlulugunu ortadan kaldirilmustir. Ayrica “hareket eden” ifadesinin kullanilmasi ile ortada bir s6zlesme
olmasa da tiiketici korunacaktir. Otopark hizmeti bir sézlesme ile bagitlanan bir hizmet saglayicidir. Araci
kullanan kisi, ara¢ kime ait olursa olsun, otopark {icretini kendi cebinden 6demisse nu hizmetten yararlanan ve

dolayisiyla tiiketici konumundadir (Berber, 2024; RG, 2013; Bobat, 2023 ve 2024)

Kanun koyucu ayrica tiiketici islemini de tanimlamistir. Buna gore tliketicinin taraf oldugu biitiin s6zlesmeler ve

hukuki islemler belirli bir tiir sinirlandirilmasi olmaksizin tiiketici islemi kapsaminda kabul edilmistir. Kanun
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koyucu, tiiketici islemini tanimlarken kars1 tarafin mesleki veya ticari amagla hareket ediyor olmasi gerektigini

de belirtmistir. Mesleki ve ticari amagla hareket eden kisinin bir kamu tiizel kisisi olmasinin da durumu
degistirmeyecegi isabetli bir sekilde ifade edilmistir. Kamu tiizel kisilerinden 6zel olarak bahsedilmesi de olas1
tartismalarin dniine gegmistir. Islemin karsi tarafi ticari veya mesleki bir amagla hareket etmedigi takdirde artik
bir tiiketiciden ve dolayisiyla tiiketici isleminden s6z edilemez. Bu durumda adi veya ticari bir i s6z konusu

olacaktir.
4. SONUC

Sonug olarak “otopark hizmeti tiiketici acisindan alinip satilan bir hizmet degildir”. O anda otopark hizmeti
verilmis ve tliketici de o hizmeti kullanmig ya da almistir. Kiralik ya da bagka birine ait bir aragla AVM otoparkin1
kullanmak, otopark iicretinin “araci kiralayan” ya da “baskasinin aracim kullanan” tarafindan 6denmesi
nedeniyle bir hizmet alan (tliketici ya da miisteri)-hizmet veren (hizmeti saglayan) iliskisi s6z konusudur (6502

s. yasanin 3. Maddesinin 1 fikrast).

Ornek olarak, kiralik aragla trafikte yol alirken kural ihlali nedeniyle sirkete degil de araci kullanan kisiye ceza
yazilmasi ile ayn1 paralelde diisiinmek gerekmektedir. Bu baglamda Besiktas THH nin aldig: “gorevsizlik” karar1

bu tanimlar kapsaminda degerlendirildiginde hukuka ve yasanin ruhuna aykir1 diismektedir.

Danigtay 15. Dairenin bir uyusmazlikta vurguladigi gibi "miisteri kavrammmin hizmet, mal vb. alan ve
karsihiginda iicret 6deyen kimseyi ifade ettigi, daval idarece miisterilerden iicret alindigina iliskin somut
tespit yapilmadig: degerlendirilmis ise de Alisveris Merkezinin TDK sozliigiinde belirli bir yerde etkinlik
gosteren perakendeci isletmeler toplulugu olarak tammlandigi, dolayisiyla bu merkezlere gelen her kisiden
neticesi satim akdi ile sonuc¢lanan islemlerin yapilmasinin beklenemeyecegi gibi bu Kkisilerin miisteri
kavram icinde degerlendirilmesi icin satim akdinin kosul olarak kabul edilemeyecegi, giiniimiiz
kosullarinda farklh alanlarda hizmet veren isletmelerden miitesekkil alisveris merkezlerine gelen kisilerin
miisteri olarak kabul edilmesi gerektigi' sonucuna varilmistir(Danistay, 2018). Yani, Alisveris Merkezlerine

giren herkes, aligveris yapip yapmadigina bakilmaksizin misteri ya da tiiketici sayilmalidir.

Ozet

Bu arastirma, Tiirkiye Biiyiik Millet Meclisi’ne sunulan ve “gencligi tehdit eden” bir akim olarak tavsif
edilen “Satanizm” ile ilgili ilgilidir. Bu baglamda Meclis’e teklif edilen bir arastirma 6nergesinin Teun A. Van
Dijk’in elestirel sdylem analizi yaklasimi ¢ercevesinde ¢oziimlenmesi hedeflenmektedir. 7 Subat 2002 tarihli
TBMM tutanaklarinda yer alan bu 6nerge metni toplamda 22 milletvekilinin imzasi ile teklif edilmistir. S6z
konusu metinde Satanizm; toplumsal diizeni tehdit eden ve gencligi “manevi degerlerinden uzaklastiran” bir
konumda kategorize edilmektedir. Dolayisiyla ilgili metnin bu yolla ideolojik s6ylemin temel umdelerinden biri
olan “biz” ve “onlar” basliklarini ortaya koydugu ifade edilebilmektedir. Van Dijk’1in s6ylem analizi yaklasiminda
bulunan “biz” ve “onlar” ayrimina yapilan bu atif ilgili arastirma Onerge teklifine uygulandiginda “biz”
milli/manevi olgulara bagliliga denk diismektedir. “Onlar” kategorisi ise menfi bir manaya sahip olup s6z konusu
olgulara olan uzakligi Satanizm {izerinden insa etmektedir. Yine soylemde kullanilan “gencligi tehdit eden”,
“sapkin”, “siddete yonelten” gibi menfi sifatlar 6teki olarak konumlandirilan Satanizm’in belirgin vasiflar
arasinda sayilmaktadir. Boylece ideolojik boyuta mesru bir zemin olusturulmaktadir. Arastirma Onergesi
metninde 6zellikle geng bireylerin Satanizm’e neden ilgi duyduklarinin sebepleri de cevaplanmaya calisilmistir.
Boylece meselenin derin bir boyutla ele alindigi gosterilmektedir. Bu bakimdan ifade edilen dayanaklar
cercevesinde Onerge metninde Satanizm’in sadece bir giivenlik sorunu olarak ele alinmadigi anlasilmaktadir.
Satanizm 6nerge metninde glvenlik sorunu olmasinin yaninda milli/manevi degerleri tehdit eden bir olgu olarak

da degerlendirilmektedir.

SATANISM IN POLITICAL DISCOURSE: A PARLIAMENTARY INQUIRY PROPOSAL ON

SATANISM IN THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE GRAND NATIONAL ASSEMBLY OF TURKEY
Abstract

This study focuses on a parliamentary motion submitted to the Grand National Assembly of Turkey, which
characterizes “Satanism” as a movement that “threatens the youth.” Within this framework, the study aims to
analyze the text of a research proposal submitted to the Assembly through the lens of Teun A. van Dijk’s critical
discourse analysis approach. The motion, recorded in the parliamentary proceedings dated 7 February 2002, was
proposed with the signatures of 22 members of parliament. In the text, Satanism is categorized as a phenomenon
that threatens the social order and distances young people from “national and spiritual values.” Accordingly, it
can be argued that the text constructs one of the fundamental elements of ideological discourse namely, the
dichotomy of “us” and “them.” When this distinction, central to van Dijk’s framework, is applied to the
parliamentary motion in question, the category of “us” corresponds to an adherence to national and moral values.
In contrast, the category of “them” carries a negative connotation and is constructed through the perceived
distance from these values, embodied in the representation of Satanism. Moreover, negative descriptors such as
“threatening the youth,” “deviant,” and “inciting violence” are employed to define Satanism as the “other.” In
this way, a legitimate ground is established for the ideological dimension of the discourse. The motion text also
attempts to address the reasons why young individuals may be drawn to Satanism, thereby indicating an effort to
engage with the issue at a deeper analytical level. In this respect, based on the arguments presented, it becomes
evident that Satanism is not treated solely as a matter of security within the motion. Rather, beyond being framed

as a security concern, it is also evaluated as a phenomenon that poses a threat to national and spiritual values.

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1. GIRIS
Satanizm konusu toplumun bir¢ok kesimi tarafindan merak edilen bir konu olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir. Ciinkii
gerek giyim tarzlar gerekse de kullandiklar1 dil farkli kesimlerde merak uyandirmaktadir. Bu bakimdan farkli

egitim veya ekonomik diizeylerden bir¢ok birey Satanizmi hem merak etmekte hem de arastirmaktadir.

Satanizm sadece miintesiplerinin giyim ve yasam tarzi ile farkli toplumsal siniflarda merak uyandirmamaktadir.
Bundan baska sansasyonel bir¢ok olayda isminin ge¢gmesi de Satanizmi merak uyandiran bir olgu haline

getirmektedir. Bu baglamda birkag olaya isaret edilmesi yerinde olacaktir.

Tiirkiye’de Satanizm ile iligkilendirilen ilk sansasyonel olay olarak bir intihar vakasi gosterilmektedir. Bu
baglamda 1998 yilinda biri 14 digeri 17 yasinda olan iki ¢ocuk yastaki birey birlikte intihar etmislerdir. S6z
konusu intihardan once yasadiklarini an be an fotograflayan ilgili iki ¢ocugun intiharlar1 medyada her ne kadar
velilerinden biri kabul etmese de Satanist bir ayin olarak nitelendirilmistir. Intihar eden gocuklarmn olay
mahallinde “Hepinizi seviyoruz. Ama buraya ait degiliz. We don't belong here” seklinde bir not biraktiklar1 da
haber kaynaklarinda yer almaktadir (HUrriyet, 1998).

Satanizm ile iligkilendirilen bir diger olay 1999 yilinda yasanmistir. Bu baglamda Sehriban Coskunfirat isimli bir
vatandas arkadaslari tarafindan Satanist bir ayinle katledilmistir (Hiirriyet, 1999). Ozellikle bu olayin ayrmtilar:

ilgili donemde hem medyay1 hem de toplumu olduk¢a mesgul etmistir.

Isaret edilen her iki olayla da Ttirk kamuoyu Satanizmden hem ¢ekinmeye hem de ilgili yonelime merak duymaya
baslamistir. Nitekim aragtirmanin konusu olan meclis dnergesinde de isaret edilen olaylara deginilmektedir.
Bagka bir ifade ile bu sansasyonel olaylar meclis arastirma dnergesinin sebebini teskil etmektedir (Tiirkiye Biiytik

Millet Meclisi [TBMM], 2002).

Calismaya konu olan meclis arastirma Onergesinin baglam bakimindan da 6nemli oldugu vurgulanmalidir.
Bilindigi lizere baglam; zaman ve mekan birlikteliginden dogmaktadir. Meclis arastirma Onergesinin zaman
bakimindan 6nemi ilgili olaylarin pesi sira yapilmis olmasina denk gelmektedir. Mekan olarak da Tiirk Milleti’nin
iradesinin tecelli ettigi bir yerde s6z konusu 6nergenin verilmesi meclis aragtirma onergesinin baglam bakimindan
one cikan yonleri olarak kategorize edilebilmektedir. Bu nokta da Van Dijk’1n baglamin 6nemini ortaya koyan

fikirleri (Van Dijk, 2009: 248-253) dikkate alindiginda analiz agisindan 6nemli ufuklar ortaya ¢ikmaktadir.

Meclis arastirma onergesinin analiz bakimindan se¢ilmesinde etkili olan bazi farkl faktorler de bulunmaktadir.
Bunlardan da bahsedilmesi yerinde olacaktir. Bu baglamda, ilgili meclis arastirma dnergesi 7 Subat 2002 tarihinde
T.B.M.M.’ye sunulmustur. Bilindigi lizere o tarihte hiikiimette koalisyon ortaklar: bulunmakta ve 6nergeyi veren

milletvekilleri de Ak Parti ¢atis1 altinda bulunmaktadir. Dolayisiyla Ak Parti o donemde muhalefet pozisyonunda
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bulunmaktadir. Bu bakimdan ilgili tarih, Tiirk siyasetinde 6nemli bir donlim noktas1 olan Ak Parti iktidarlarinin
baslamasindan Oncesine tekabiil etmektedir. Tiirk siyasetinde ¢eyrek asir tek basina iktidarda olan Ak Parti’nin
muhalefette iken yiirlittiigii siyasi bir faaliyetin 6nemi analiz bakimindan agiktir. Bu baglamda ilgili 6nerge analiz
i¢in secilmistir.

Son olarak dnergede imzast bulunan (alfabetik sira ile) Biilent Aring (Manisa), Faruk Celik (Bursa), Hiiseyin
Celik (Van), Mehmet Ali Sahin (istanbul) ve Salih Kapusuz (Kayseri) gibi milletvekillerinin sonrasinda Tiirk
siyasetinde 6nemli roller Gstlendikleri bilinmektedir. Bu sebeple ilgili milletvekillerinin de muhalefette iken icra

ettikleri siyasi bir faaliyetin aragtirmamiza konu edildigi belirtilmelidir.
1.1. Kuramsal Cerceve

Siyasi Soylemde Satanizm: T.B.M.M. Tutanaklarinda Satanizm ile Ilgili Bir Meclis Arastirma Onergesi isimli bu
aragtirmanin kuramsal anlamda temel ¢ercevesini Teun A. Van Dijk’1n elestirel sdylem ¢oziimlemesi yaklagimi
olusturmaktadir. Ayrica Fransiz filozof ve sosyolog olan Louis Althusser’in “Devletin Ideolojik Aygitlar1” (2010)

yaklagimini da ¢aligmanin temel kuramsal ¢erceveleri arasinda bulunmaktadir.
2. YONTEM

Aragtirmada nitel yontem benimsenmistir. Ver toplama teknigi olarak dokiman analizi kullanilmistir. Bu
baglamda Oncelikli olarak T.B.M.M. Tutanak metinlerine ulasilmigtir. Sonrasinda 21. Dénem 4. Yasama Y1l 62.
Birlesim tutanagina ulasilip ilgili tutanaktaki 22 milletvekilinin meclis arastirma Onerge metni Teun A. Van

Dijk’1n elestirel soylem ¢oziimlemesi yaklasimi gergevesinde ¢oziimlenmistir.
3. BULGULAR

Arastirmada veriler makro ve mikro dizlemde analiz edilmistir. Makro boyutta 6nerge metninin teorik

kategorileri ele alinirken mikro boyutta ise Satanizm betimlenirken secilen kelimeler dikkate alinmistir.
3.1. Makro Boyut

Makro boyut baglaminda isaret edilecek ilk noktanin, ¢alismaya konu olan meclis arastirma 6nergesinin sebebi
olarak nitelendirilebilecek kismi oldugu sdylenebilmektedir. Bu baglamda 6nergede gegen “Boylesine dnemli ve
guncel bir konu, sadece polis ve savcilara birakilamaz. Gengligimizi merhametsiz bir vahsete iten sebepler
arastirtlmal ve gerekli tedbirler bir an dnce alinmalidir. Bu yonelimlerin neden kaynaklandigi, hangi sebeplerle

ortaya ¢iktigi, nasil taraftar topladigi, 6nlenmesi icin ne gibi tedbirler alinmas: gerektigine acilen ihtiyag varduwr.’
(Tarkiye Buyuk Millet Meclisi [TBMM], 2002) ifadeleri arastirma dnergesinin sebebi niteligindedir. Clnku ilgili
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ifadelerde hukuktan baska siyasi otoritenin de s6z konusu sosyal olguya yonelmesi gerektiginin alt1 ¢izilmistir.

Bu yaklasin Althusser’in ideoloji/devlet/vatandas iliskisi baglaminda (Althusser, 2010) ¢6zimlenebilmektedir.

Makro boyuttaki bir diger konu da Satanizm’in nasil tanimlandigi hususudur. Bu bakimdan metinde gecgen
ambalajlar icinde sunulmasiyla saskina dénmiistiir. Hele bu diisiinceler internet ortamina tasinmig ve sadece
Tlrkiye ¢apinda degil, dinya ¢apinda genclerin birbirlerini cinayetlere tahrik ettikleri sanal bir cehennem
meydana gelmistir.” (TUrkiye Blylk Millet Meclisi [TBMM], 2002) ifadeleri oldukca 6nemlidir. Cunki hem
metinde gecen betimlemeler hem de meselenin sadece milli bir sorun olmayip kiresel capta bir felakete
donligmesi vurgusu arastirma Gnergesi metninin dnemini ortaya koymaktadir. Bu bakimdan ilgili durumu Van
Dijk’in soylem/bilgi paylasim: (Van Dijk, 1997: 2) ve sdylem/sosyal vaka (Van Dijk, 1987: 161) yaklagimlari

cercevesinde okumak mimkundar.

Makro boyutta isaret edilecek son nokta ise Satanizm’in neden 6teki baglaminda konumlandirildiginin gerekcesi
olarak sunulan pasajdir. Burada “Satanist torenlerine “alim” adi verilir. Bu tOrenler, pentagram isareti etrafinda
mumlarin yakilmasi, baltalarin elde tutulmasi, ters hag isaretinin gizilmesi veya tahta bir hacin yakilmasi, seytana
dua edilmesi ve kurban olarak bir kedinin kesilerek kaninin icilmesi, bur¢lart ayni veya birbirine yakin olan kiz
ve erkeklerin iligkiye girmeleri, baz: ayinlerde civcivlerin ayaklar altina alinip ezilerek oldtrilmesi gibi tiyler
urpertici eylemlerin yapildig: bilinmekte, hatta seytana bakire kizlarin kurban edildigi de s6ylenmektedir. 1 Ocak
2000 tarihinde Sultanahmet Camisinin yakilmasi, yazma bir Kur’an-1 Kerim'in 1/6 sayfasinin ywrtilarak tuvalete,
geri kalan kisminin da denize atilmasi, kedi kurban etmenin yeterli olmadigi, seytanin bir kadin veya kiz kurban
etmelerini kendilerinden istedigi ve bu diisiincenin hayata gegirilmesi gerektigine dair kararlar aldiklar:
bilinmektedir.” (Turkiye Blytk Millet Meclisi [TBMM], 2002) ifadeleri gegmektedir. ifadelerden de anlasilacag:
Uzere, Satanizm, Tirkiye’de mensuplarinin karistigi bazi olaylar gerekge gosterilerek oteki pozisyonuna
alinmigtir. CUnkU gerekge gosterilen eylemler iki bakimdan Tirk Milleti’ne ters bir konumda bulunmaktadir.
Bunlardan ilkinin merhametsiz ve hunharca islenen olaylar oldugu agiktir. Clnku ayin adi altinda hayvanlarin
canice katledilmeleri hicbir gerekce altinda izah edilememektedir. Bir diger nokta da Turk Milleti’nin kutsal
olarak ittihaz ettigi degerlere yOnelik yapilan eylemlerdir. Bu sebepten 6tiirli s6z konusu mesum eylemleri
yapanlar ve dayandiklar1t motivasyon kaynagi olan Satanizm 6teki olarak kodlanmaktadir. Gelinen noktanin Van
Dijk’in “kimin Kime ne tir sOylemler yapabilecegi ya da soylemi halk kitlesine kimin gotiirme kudretine sahip
oldugu” gibi sorular Uzerinden kurmus oldugu soylem/ideoloji/iktidar denklemi fikirleri (Van Dijk, 1999: 335-
337) ile bagdastirilabilecegi sdylenebilmektedir. Ayrica burada olusturulan biz/onlar karsitigi da énemli bir

kategoriye isaret etmektedir.
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Yine “Satanizmin kendisine has baz: 6zelliklerinin oldugu, bunlarin basinda da blyUk bir gizliligin geldigi, grup

uyelerinin, yakin aile ve cevrelerinden bile satanist olduklarint sakladiklar:, buna sebep olarak, herhangi bir
a¢iklamada bulunmalar: halinde seytamin lanetine ugrayarak bagslarina Kot  olaylarin  gelecegine
inandwrilmalaridr.” (Turkiye Bulyuk Millet Meclisi [TBMM], 2002) ifadeleri de yukaridaki boyut
diistiniildiiginde oldukga 6nemlidir.

3.2. Mikro Boyut

Meclis arastirma ©6nergesinde kullanilan birtakim olumsuz ifade etiketleri de analizin mikro boyutuna isaret
etmektedir. Bu baglamda meclis arastirma Onergesi metninde gecen; “sapik diistinceler, kendi kultirinden
koparilan, kendi musikisinden trken, kendi tarihinden, milli ve manevi degerlerinden yoksun birakilan gencler,
pengesine diismiis, igreng gorunimli gesitli sapik akimlar, albenili ambalajlar, genclerin birbirlerini cinayetlere
tahrik ettikleri sanal bir cehennem, merhametsiz bir vahset, Ortacag Avrupa’sinda kilise ve engizisyon
mahkemelerinin halka wuyguladigi baskiya karsi bazi insanlarin Kiliseye nefretini alternatif bir inang sistemi
olarak ileri surmesi, satanizm, sadece diisiincede kalmayip bir inan¢ ve hayat tarzina doniistiiriilerek sembolik
bazi ayin ve tOrenler ortaya konmus, kurban olarak bir kedinin kesilerek kaninin igilmesi, bur¢lart ayni veya
birbirine yakin olan kiz ve erkeklerin iliskiye girmeleri, baz: ayinlerde civcivlerin ayaklar altina alinip ezilerek
oldurdlmesi gibi tuyler Urpertici eylemlerin yapildigi, seytana bakire kizlarin kurban edildigi, Bogazin soguk
sularina atma, garip kiyafetleri, uzun sag ve tirnaklari, bakimsiz kegi sakal, yaz-kis postal giyme, siyah kiyafetleri,
hizma, kipe, Kirli kiyafetler, black metal muzik gruplarinin sembollerini tasiyan tisortler, pentagram kolyeleri,
viicutlarmmin degisik bolgelerinde mitolojik seytan: simgeleyen garip figurler, degisik sekilli tak: ve bileklikler,
ters hac figrll kolye ve takilarla, Metal, heavy metal, death metal, trash metal mizik akimlar:, ” (Tirkiye Blylk
Millet Meclisi [TBMM)], 2002) ifadelerinin Satanizmin “sapkin” ve Oteki baglaminda konumlandirilmasinda

kullanildig1 anlagilmaktadir.
4. SONUC, TARTISMA VE ONERILER

Arastirmaya konu edilen meclis arastirma Onergesinin toplumsal bir insa mekanizmasi islevi gordigi
anlasilmaktadir. CUnku her ne kadar muhalefette de olsa bir siyasi parti toplumsal probleme yol agabilecek bir
olguyu ele almakta ve degerlendirmektedir. Ilgili Onergede degerlendirme sadece yiizeysel boyutta
kalmamaktadir. Onerge, Satanizm gibi bir inamisin; tarihi kokleri, ritiielleri, yol actiklar1 ve agacaklari gibi 6nemli

baglamlara da igaret etmektedir. Bu yonleri ile 6nerge oldukga 6nemli bir konumda bulunmaktadir.

Satanizm, ilgili 6nerge metninde milli/manevi degerleri tehdit eden, sapkin ve sosyal problemlere tesne
olabilecek bir konumda degerlendirilmektedir. Dolayisiyla Satanizm, bir tehdit olarak goriilmekte ve bu sebepten

Otiru de kendisiyle alakali énlem alinmasi gereken bir yap1 olarak lanse edilmektedir. Meselenin bu yoni
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aragtirmanin Sebeplerinden birini de ortaya koymaktadir. ClnkiU muhalefet pozisyonundaki siyasi irade

toplumsal/dini yikimlara yol agan/agabilecek 6zellikteki bir yapiyr desifre etmekte ve onunla ilgili dnlemler

Onermektedir.

Gelinen noktada siyasetin veya da siyasi soylemin tehdit algilarini tanimlama ve gereken dnlemleri almadaki
onemi ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. CUnki Onerge metninde isaret edilen bazi toplumsal vakalarin sosyal/dini hayat
acisindan yol agtigi/acabilecegi yikimlar her ne kadar muhalefet de olsa siyasi bir irade tarafindan tespit edilip
kamuoyuna agiklanmistir. Bu sebeple ilgili sorunlarin ¢éziimiinde siyasi iradenin énemi bir kez daha ortaya

cikmaktadir.

Ozet

Muhammed izzet Derveze (1888-1984), 20. yiizy1l Islam diisiincesinde hem aktif bir siyasi figiir hem de iiretken
bir alim olarak miistesna bir yere sahiptir. Filistin direnis hareketinin kalbinde yer alan, Arap milliyet¢iliginin
fikri temellerini atan ve Omriiniin 6nemli bir kismini siirgiin ve hapishanelerde geciren Derveze’nin ilmi
caligmalari, icinde bulundugu yogun sosyo-politik sartlardan bagimsiz diisiiniilemez. Bu bildiri, Derveze’ nin
temel eseri olan et-Tefsirii ’I-hadis basta olmak {izere, Kur’an ¢alismalarin1 miiellifin miicadele dolu hayati ve
donemin siyasi atmosferi ekseninde analiz etmeyi amaglamaktadir. Derveze’nin tefsir metodolojisinin en 6zgiin
yanini, surelerin mushaf tertibi yerine niizul sirasina gore tefsir edilmesi olusturur. Bu yontemi tercih etmesinin
sebebi, sadece teknik bir diizenleme degil, Kur’an mesajinin tarihsel gelisimini kavrayarak modern toplumsal
sorunlara dinamik ¢oziimler iiretme gayretinin bir sonucudur. Fransiz ve Ingiliz sémiirgeciligine kars1 verilen
miicadelenin merkezindeyken Sam ve Manisa hapishanelerinde kaleme alinan bu eserler, Kur’an’in direnis ve
inga edici dilini modern bir perspektifle yeniden yorumlamaktadir. Derveze, Kur’an’1 yalnizca teolojik bir metin
olarak degil, ayn1 zamanda toplumsal bir doniisiim ve siyasi bir kurtulus rehberi olarak okumustur. Sonug olarak
bu ¢alisma, Derveze’nin tefsir anlayisinin, “yasanan bir hayatin ve direnisin i¢inden” siiziilerek gelen, pratik ve

siyasi derinligi olan bir Kur’an tasavvuru oldugunu ortaya koymay1 hedeflemektedir.

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THE SOCIO-POLITICAL CONTEXT OF 1ZZAT DARWAZA’S EXEGETICAL APPROACH:

RESISTANCE AND CHRONOLOGICAL INTERPRETATION
Abstract

Muhammad lzzat Darwaza (1888-1984) holds a distinguished position in 20th-century Islamic thought as both
a prominent political figure and a prolific scholar. Having played an active role in the Palestinian resistance
movement and the intellectual formation of Arab nationalism, Darwaza spent a significant portion of his life in
exile and incarceration. Consequently, his scholarly output is inextricably linked to the intense socio-political
conditions of his era. This paper analyzes Darwaza’s Quranic studies, specifically his seminal work al-Tafsir al-
Hadith, within the framework of his life of struggle and the prevailing political atmosphere. The most distinctive
feature of Darwaza’s exegetical methodology is the interpretation of suras according to their chronological order
of revelation (nuzul) rather than the traditional mushaf arrangement. This methodological preference is not merely
a technical structural choice; rather, it reflects a concerted effort to derive dynamic solutions for modern social
issues by understanding the historical development of the Quranic message. Drafted during his involvement in
the struggle against British and French colonialism and partially written during his imprisonment in Damascus
and Manisa, these works reinterpret the constructive and resistive discourse of the Quran through a modern lens.
Darwaza approached the Quran not merely as a theological scripture but as a manual for social transformation
and political liberation. Ultimately, this research aims to demonstrate that Darwaza’s hermeneutics represents a

Quranic vision with profound practical and political depth, distilled from a “lived life of resistance.”

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1. GIRIS

Bu calisma, Muhammed izzet Derveze'nin tefsir anlayisini yalnizca metodolojik bir tercih olarak degil,
dogrudan dogruya yasadigi sosyo-politik sartlarin iiriinii olan bir “direnis hermendétigi” cercevesinde analiz
etmeyi amaglamaktadir. Derveze’nin 6zellikle et-Tefsirii’I-hadis adli eserinde benimsedigi niizul sirasina gore
tefsir yontemi, klasik tefsir geleneginde istisnai bir yaklagim olup, Kur’an’in tarihsel ve toplumsal dontisiimiinii
yeniden okumaya imkan tanimaktadir. Bu baglamda c¢aligma, Derveze’nin tefsirinin i¢ temel eksenini ortaya
koymay1 hedefler: Bunlardan birincisi, tarihsel baglam (niizul siireci), ikincisi toplumsal doniisiim (Kur’an’in
insa edici rolii), Ucuncisl ise siyasal direnistir (anti-emperyalist perspektif). Derveze’nin hayati
incelendiginde, onun tefsir faaliyetinin dogrudan Filistin direnisi, slirgiin ve hapishane tecriibeleriyle i¢ ice oldugu
goriilmektedir. Nitekim Sam’da Fransiz yonetimi tarafindan tutuklanmis, daha sonra Tiirkiye’de (Manisa’da)
ikamete zorlanmistir ve buralarda kaleme aldigi eserler, Kur’an’1 teorik bir metin olmaktan ¢ikarip pratik bir
miicadele rehberi olarak konumlandirdigini acik¢a gostermektedir. Bu yoniiyle Derveze, modern donemde tefsiri
salt ilmi bir disiplin olmaktan ¢ikararak, ideolojik ve toplumsal bir biling iiretim aract haline getiren Oncii
isimlerden biridir. Kanaatimizce bu durum, Derveze’nin tefsir anlayisini klasik yorum paradigmalarindan ayiran
en temel kirilma noktalarindan birini teskil etmektedir. Calismanin 6nemi, klasik tefsir literatiiriinde ¢ogunlukla
g0z ard1 edilen “sosyo-politik baglamin tefsire etkisi” meselesini Derveze 6rnegi lizerinden sistematik bicimde
ortaya koymasidir. Bu baglamda calisma, modern tefsir ¢alismalarinda, Kur’an’in tarihsel siire¢ igerisinde

anlasilmasi, tefsirin toplumsal islevi, direnis ve siyaset iliskisi gibi alanlara katki sunmay1 hedeflemektedir.
1.1. Kuramsal Cerceve

Derveze’nin tefsir metodolojisinin merkezinde, Kur’an’in niizul siirecine gore anlagilmasi yer alir. Ona gore
Kur’an, bir anda tamamlanmas statik bir metin degil; aksine belirli tarihsel sartlar igerisinde, toplumu asama asama
doniistiiren dinamik bir hitaptir. Bu nedenle mushaf tertibine bagli kalmak yerine, ayet ve surelerin niizul sirasina
gore ele alinmasi, vahyin pedagojik ve sosyolojik yoniinii kavramada daha isabetlidir. Derveze bu yaklagimi
bizzat soyle temellendirir: Kur’an’in niizul sirasina gore tefsiri, “niiblivvet siirecinin tarihsel gelisimini takip
etmeyi” ve “Kur’an’in inis ortami ile dogrudan irtibat kurmay1” miimkiin kilar. Béylece okuyucu, vahyin sadece
lafzi anlamini degil, ayn1 zamanda onun tarihsel fonksiyonunu da kavrar. Bu yaklasim, modern tefsirde
“tarihselcilik” ve “baglamsal okuma” (contextual reading) olarak adlandirilan kuramsal cerceveyle

ortiismektedir.

Bu baglamda, Derveze’ye gore Kur’an, yalnizca bireysel hidayet kitabi degil, aym1 zamanda toplumsal
doniigiimiin temel referansidir. Bu nedenle tefsir, sadece anlam agiklama faaliyeti degil; ayn1 zamanda bir toplum

insa projesidir. Onun tefsirinde Kur’an’1n ahlaki ve hukuki hiikiimlerinin toplumsal yapz ile iliskisi, somiirgecilik
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ve emperyalizme kars1 biling olusturma ve Islam toplumunun yeniden insas1 unsurlar1 &n plana ¢ikmaktadir.
Derveze’nin tefsirinde ayetler, sadece dilsel ve rivayet temelli agiklamalarla degil; ayn1 zamanda “toplumsal ve
tarihsel islevleri” agisindan yorumlanir. Nitekim tefsir metodunu agiklarken, ayetlerin icerdigi “tesrii, ahlaki ve
ictimai boyutlarin” ézellikle vurgulanmasi gerektigini belirtir. (Derveze, 1961-1963, c. 1, ss. 15-20) Bu
yaklasim, modern déonemde Fazlur Rahman’in “¢ifte hareket teorisi” ve ¢cagdas baglamsal tefsir yaklagimlariyla

paralellik arz etmektedir.

Derveze’nin tefsir anlayisinin ayirt edici yonii, onun Kur’an’1 tarihsel baglamindan koparilmis soyut bir metin
olarak degil, dogrudan dogruya i¢inde yasadigi somiirgeci tahakkiim, siyasi par¢alanmislik ve direnis tecriibesi
ekseninde sekillenen bir “eylem metni” olarak okumasinda temellenmektedir (Arkoun, 2002); zira Filistin’de
Ingiliz mandasina ve Siyonist yayilmaciliga kars1 aktif miicadele igerisinde yer almasi, onun hermenétik
tercihlerini belirleyen asli unsur olmus ve bu durum tefsirinde 6zellikle cihad kavraminin klasik fikhi dar
cergevesinden ¢ikarilarak toplumsal bilinglenme, siyasal 6zgiirlesme ve iimmetin yeniden insast baglaminda ¢ok
katmanli bir miicadele paradigmasi olarak ele alinmasina yol agmustir; ayni sekilde immet methumu, etnik veya
cografi sinirlar1 asan bir direnis {ist kimligi olarak yeniden kurgulanmis, Kur’an kissalar1 ise yalnizca tarihsel
anlatilar degil, zuliim karsisinda direnis, sabir ve ilahi siinnetin tecellisi baglaminda giincel sosyo-politik
gergeklige hitap eden dinamik Oriintiiler seklinde yorumlanmaistir; bu yoniiyle Derveze’nin tefsiri, Kur’an’1 pasif
bir rehber olmaktan ¢ikarip, somiirgecilige karsi biling ve eylem iireten bir metin olarak konumlandiran, modern
donemde “direnis hermendtigi” olarak adlandirilabilecek 6zgiin bir yaklagimi temsil etmektedir. (Derveze, 1961
1963, c. 1, ss. 15-20; Ydice, 1994, ss. 187-188) Bu, modern literatiirde “direnis hermendtigi” olarak
kavramsallastirilan ve kutsal metinlerin baski, somiirge ve kriz baglamlarinda yeniden yorumlanmasini ifade eden

yaklagim ile Ortiisen son derece gii¢lii bir yorum bi¢imidir (Segovia, 2000; Said, 1993).

Derveze’nin tefsir metodolojisi, Kur’an metnini pargaci ve atomize edici bir yaklasimla ele alan klasik rivayet
merkezli tefsir anlayislarindan bilingli bir kopusu temsil ederek, vahyin anlam biitiinliigiinii niizul siireci, siyak-
sibak iligkileri ve Kur’an’in kendi i¢ tutarlilig1 cercevesinde yeniden insa etmeyi hedefleyen biitiinciil bir
hermendtik perspektife dayanmaktadir; bu baglamda mdellif, ayetleri tekil lafizlar veya bagimsiz hiikiim
parcaciklari olarak degil, tarihsel inis slirecinin dinamik akis1 igerisinde birbirini tamamlayan ve tedrici bir inga
siirecine isaret eden anlam katmanlar1 olarak degerlendirmekte, gereksiz dilsel ve nahvi tartigsmalar ikinci plana
iterek dogrudan ilah1 hitabin muradini ve toplumsal karsiligin1 merkeze almakta, 6zellikle “Kur’an’in Kur’an ile
tefsiri” ilkesini metodolojik bir omurga haline getirerek ayetler arasi i¢ referans sistemini etkin bigimde
kullanmakta ve nihayetinde vahyin temel amacini bireysel dindarligin 6tesinde toplumsal biling, ahlaki doniistim

ve siyasal insa siirecleriyle irtibatlandirmaktadir; bu yoniiyle onun tefsiri, rivayet malzemesinin yogunlugu yerine
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anlamin islevselligini ve mesajin ¢agdas baglamdaki karsiligin1 6nceleyen, metni tarihsel baglamiyla birlikte
okuyan ve Kur’an’i yasayan bir toplumsal rehber olarak konumlandiran modern ve sistematik bir yorum

paradigmasi ortaya koymaktadir. (Derveze, 1961-1963, c. 1, ss. 10-18)
2. YONTEM

Bu caligma, nitel aragtirma yontemine dayanan ve klasik metin ¢éziimlemesini modern hermenoétik yaklasimlarla
birlestiren bir analiz modelini esas almaktadir; zira Muhammed izzet Derveze'nin tefsir anlayisi, yalmzca
metinsel veriler lizerinden degil, ayn1 zamanda miiellifin yasadigi tarihsel, siyasal ve toplumsal baglam dikkate
alinarak anlasilabilecek bir biitiinliik arz ettiginden, arastirmada metin merkezli analiz ile baglam merkezli yorum
birlikte kullanilmigtir. Bu dogrultuda ¢aligmanin temel veri kaynagini Derveze’ nin et-Tefsiri l-hadis adli eseri
olusturmakta; o6zellikle eserin mukaddime kismi, miiellifin tefsir usfliine dair dogrudan beyanlar1 i¢ermesi
bakimindan birincil kaynak olarak ele alinmakta ve sistematik bir igerik analizi yontemiyle incelenmektedir.
Nitekim burada, analiz surecinde, metinde yer alan kavramlar, metodolojik ilkeler ve yorum stratejileri tematik
olarak tasnif edilmekte; niizul sirasi, siyer baglantisi, toplumsal islev ve direnis s6ylemi gibi ana kategoriler

altinda degerlendirilerek Derveze’nin tefsir yaklasiminin kurucu unsurlari ortaya konulmaktadir.

Arastirmada kullanilan ikinci temel yontem ise tarihsel-baglamsal analizdir; bu baglamda Derveze’nin tefsiri,
muellifin biyografisi, Filistin direnisi igerisindeki rolii, slirgiin ve hapishane tecriibeleri ile birlikte ele alinarak,
yorumlarinin hangi sosyo-politik sartlar altinda sekillendigi tespit edilmeye ¢alisilmaktadir. Bu yaklagim, metnin
yalnizca lafzi ve teorik diizlemde degil, ayn1 zamanda {iretildigi tarihsel baglam icerisinde anlamlandirilmasini
miimkiin kilmakta ve tefsirin, iginde bulundugu siyasal ger¢eklikten bagimsiz bir faaliyet olmadig: varsayimina
dayanmaktadir. Bu dogrultuda Tiirkiye Diyanet Vakfi Islam Ansiklopedisi basta olmak Uzere biyografik ve
tarthsel kaynaklardan yararlanilmis; elde edilen veriler, tefsir metnindeki temalarla karsilastirmali olarak analiz

edilerek biyografi ile hermendtik arasindaki iligki ortaya konulmustur.

Calismanin bir diger metodolojik boyutunu ise baglamsal okuma (contextual reading) ve siire¢ merkezli yorum
yaklagimi olusturmaktadir; bu ¢ercevede Derveze’nin niizul sirasina dayali tefsir yontemi, vahyin tedrici inis
stirecini esas alan dinamik bir model olarak degerlendirilmis ve surelerin kronolojik tertibi tizerinden Kur’an’in
toplumsal insa siireci analiz edilmistir. Bu baglamda 6zellikle erken Mekki sureler, iman, biling ve direnis
insasinin agamalar1 olarak ele alinmis; ayetlerin indigi atmosfer, sartlar ve iliskiler ag1 birlikte degerlendirilerek,
vahyin yalnizca igerik degil ayn1 zamanda siire¢ olarak nasil igledigi ortaya konulmustur. Boylelikle arastirma,
Kur’an metnini statik bir yap1 olarak degil, vahyin tedrici ilerleyisi icerisinde gelisen ve toplumsal gerceklige

mudahil olan dinamik bir hitap olarak ele alan bir hermenétik perspektifi benimsemektedir.
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Son olarak bu ¢alisma, analitik ve yorumlayici (interpretatif) bir yaklasimi benimseyerek, Derveze’nin tefsirini

yalnizca betimlemekle yetinmemekte, ayn1 zamanda onun yonteminin modern tefsir diisiincesi igerisindeki yerini
ve Ozgiinliigiini tartismaya agmaktadir; bu kapsamda elde edilen bulgular, ¢agdas tefsir yaklagimlariyla
karsilastirmali olarak degerlendirilmekte ve Derveze’nin ortaya koydugu sosyo-politik tefsir modelinin, modern
donemde Kur’an’in anlasilmasi ve yorumlanmasina nasil bir katki sundugu analiz edilmektedir. Boylece calisma,
metin, baglam ve yorum arasindaki iliskiyi biitiinciil bir ¢ercevede ele alarak, tefsir faaliyetinin hem teorik hem

de pratik boyutlarini birlikte degerlendiren sistematik bir yontem ortaya koymay1 hedeflemektedir.
3. DERVEZE’NIN TEFSIR YONTEMIi

Derveze’nin tefsir metodolojisinin merkezinde yer alan nuzul sirasina gore tertip anlayisi, yalnizca teknik bir
tasnif tercihi degil, bilakis vahyin tarihsel tezahurtni epistemolojik bir ilke olarak kabul eden bitlincul bir
hermenétik yonelimi ifade etmektedir; zira muellif, mushaf tertibinin vahyin inis siirecini kronolojik olarak
yansitmamasi Sebebiyle, Kur’an’in anlam katmanlarimin ancak ndzul seyri icerisinde takip edilmesiyle tam
anlamiyla kavranabilecegini savunmakta ve bu dogrultuda tefsirini Fatiha’dan baslayarak Alak, Kalem ve
Mduzzemmil gibi erken dénem sureleriyle surddrerek vahyin ilk muhatap gevresinde insa ettigi zihinsel ve
toplumsal doniisiim surecini adim adim gorindr kilmay1 amaglamaktadir; bu yaklagim, Kur’an’1 statik bir metin
olarak degil, nibuvvet sureciyle es zamanli ilerleyen dinamik bir hitap olarak ele alan tarihselci bir perspektifin
somut tezahirti olup, ayn1 zamanda modern tefsir literattiriinde “siireg merkezli okuma” olarak adlandirilabilecek
bir yontemin erken ve sistematik drneklerinden biri olarak degerlendirilebilir. (Derveze, 1961-1963, c. 1, sS. 5—
8)

Derveze’nin bu yontemi tercih etmesinin temel gerekgesi, siyer ile vahiy arasindaki ontolojik ve tarihsel irtibati
gOrunur kilma arzusunda temellenmektedir; nitekim onun agikga ifade ettigi Uzere, nlizul sirasina gore yapilan bir
tefsir, hem Hz. Peygamber’in risalet surecinin zaman iginde izlenmesine imkéan tanimakta hem de vahyin tedrici
inis asamalarini daha agik ve analitik bigimde takip etmeyi mimkin kilmaktadir ki bu durum, Kur’an’in yalnizca
lafzi anlaminin degil, ayn1 zamanda hangi tarihsel ihtiyaclara ve hangi toplumsal krizlere cevap verdiginin
anlasilmast agisindan Kritik bir metodolojik avantaj saglamaktadir; boylelikle tefsir faaliyeti, metnin anlamini
aciklamakla sinirli kalmayip, vahyin tarihsel fonksiyonunu ve donistiiriicti gliciini de ortaya koyan ¢ok katmanl

bir analiz surecine doniismektedir. (Derveze, 1961-1963, c. 1, ss. 8-10)

Bu baglamda Derveze nin tefsirinde 6ne ¢ikan bir diger temel unsur, “niizul ortamini yeniden kurma” ¢abasidir;
muellif, Kur’an ayetlerini anlamanin ancak onlarin indigi sosyo-kultirel, siyasal ve psikolojik sartlarin yeniden
ingastyla mimkiin olacagin1 vurgulayarak, vahyin hitap ettigi muhatap kitlenin zihniyet diinyasini, iginde

bulundugu krizleri ve kars1 karstya kaldigi gug iligkilerini tefsirin merkezine yerlestirmekte, bdylece Kur’an’in
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mesajint tarih disi ve soyut bir dizlemden c¢ikararak somut bir toplumsal gergeklik igerisinde yeniden

anlamlandirmaktadir; bu yaklasim, onun tefsirini klasik rivayet merkezli yorumlardan ayirarak, Kur’an’i bir
“tarihsel midahale metni” ve ayn1 zamanda bir “toplumsal doniisiim projesi” olarak okuyan sosyo-politik bir

hermendétik cerceveye tasimaktadir. (Derveze, 1961-1963, c. 1, ss. 10-12)

Derveze nin mukaddimeyi bir tir ustl metni gibi kurgulamasi da onun metodolojik biling diizeyini gosteren
onemli bir gostergedir; zira muellif, dogrudan ayet tefsirine gegmek yerine, 6ncelikle nlizul, cem®, tedvin, kiraat,
a= ve muhkem-miitesabih gibi temel Kur’an ilimleri meselelerini sistematik bicimde ele aldigi teorik bir zemin
insa etmekte ve boylece okuyucuya, tefsirin dayandigi epistemolojik ve metodolojik ilkeleri &nceden
sunmaktadir; bu durum, onun tefsirinin spontane bir yorum faaliyeti degil, aksine belirli bir kuramsal gerceveye
dayanan, bilincli ve sistematik bir proje oldugunu ortaya koymakta ve Derveze’yi modern dénemde tefsir usali
ile uygulamasini biitiinlestiren nadir mufessirlerden biri haline getirmektedir. (Derveze, 1961-1963, c. 1, ss. 3—
5)

4. DERVEZE’NIN TEFSIR ANLAYISINDA SOSYO-POLITiK BAGLAM

Derveze’nin tefsir anlayisinda sosyo-politik baglam, Klasik tefsir geleneginde ¢ogunlukla goriildiigii Uzere
metni agiklayict ikincil bir unsur olmaktan ¢ikarak, dogrudan dogruya yorumun Kkurucu zemini haline
gelmektedir; zira onun hayat tecriibesi ile ilm1 tUretimi arasindaki siki irtibat, tefsir faaliyetini yalnizca teorik bir
anlam ¢6ziimlemesi olmaktan uzaklastirmakta ve Kur’an’1, bizzat yasanan tarihsel gergeklige miidahil olan bir
“eylem ve direnis sdylemi” olarak konumlandirmaktadir; nitekim Filistin’de Ingiliz isgaline kars:1 aktif direnis
icerisinde yer almasi, Fransiz askeri mahkemesinde yargilanmasi, stirgiin ve hapis tecribeleri yasamasi gibi
biyografik veriler, onun zihninde Kur’an’in yalnizca bireysel hidayet metni degil, ayn1 zamanda somurgecilik,
isgal ve siyasal tahakkiim karsisinda Ummeti yeniden insa edecek ilahi bir rehber olarak algilanmasina yol agmis,
bu durum tefsirinde dogrudan “Filistin” temas1 agik¢a zikredilmese dahi, yorumlarinin arka planina sinmis gucli
bir sosyo-politik biling olarak kendini gostermistir. (Yice, 1994, ss. 187-188) Bu durum, Derveze’nin tefsirinde

sosyo-politik baglamin yalnizca arka plan degil, yorumun kurucu unsuru haline geldigini agik¢a gostermektedir.

Bu gergevede Derveze’nin Kur’an tasavvuru, onu “hayatin anayasasi” olarak kavrayan butncul bir perspektife
dayanmaktadir; muellifin “sball o558 & S ) giuall” seklindeki nitelendirmesi, Kur’an’in yalmzca uhrevi
kurtulusa rehberlik eden bir metin degil, ayn1 zamanda toplumsal duizeni kuran, siyasal ahlaki sekillendiren ve
ummetin varlik zeminini belirleyen normatif bir kaynak olarak degerlendirildigini agikca ortaya koymaktadir; bu
anlayis dogrultusunda Derveze’nin tefsiri, bireysel takvayi dncelemekle birlikte bununla sinirli kalmayan, aksine
ahkam, temel ilkeler (mebadt), hedefler (gayat) ve toplumsal-ruhsal boyutlar tizerinden Kur’an’in kolektif hayata
yon veren kurucu roliini vurgulayan genis kapsamli bir yorum cgercevesi sunmakta, boylece tefsir faaliyeti, salt
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aciklayict bir disiplin olmaktan ¢ikarak normatif ve insa edici bir islev kazanmaktadir. (Derveze, 1961-1963, c.

1, ss.12-18)

Derveze’nin tefsirini 6zgln kilan bir diger boyut ise, onun bu yontemi yalnizca gegmisteki nlzul ortamini
anlamak icin degil, aym1 zamanda modern dénemin Krizlerine cevap Uretmek amaciyla kullanmasidir; nitekim
mukaddimede gengligin maruz kaldig: ilhad, ahlaki ¢6zilme ve toplumsal baglarin zayiflamasi gibi sorunlara
dikkat cekmesi, onun tefsirini cagdas diinyada ortaya ¢ikan deger erozyonuna karsi bir 1slah ve ihya projesi olarak
kurguladigimi gostermektedir; bu baglamda Kur’an, Derveze’nin nazarinda sadece tarihsel bir metin degil,
modern insanin karsi karsiya bulundugu ideolojik, ahlaki ve toplumsal krizlere kars1 direng Ureten ve alternatif
bir deger sistemi insa eden canli bir referans kaynagi héline gelmekte, bdylece tefsir faaliyeti gegmisi anlamakla
yetinmeyip, buguni doniistiirmeyi hedefleyen proaktif bir diisiinsel ¢cabaya doniismektedir. (Derveze, 1961-1963,
c. 1, ss. 5-10)

5. DIRENIS BOYUTU: DERVEZE’NIN YORUMUNDA MUCADELECI TON

Derveze’nin tefsirinde “direnis” olgusu, biyografik bir arka plan unsuru olarak kalmamakta, bilakis yorumun
epistemolojik ve hermendtik zeminini belirleyen kurucu bir ilke héline doniismektedir; zira Filistin direnis
hareketinde tistlendigi idari ve mali sorumluluklar, propaganda faaliyetleri nedeniyle yargilanmasi ve uzun sureli
hapis tecrubeleri, onun Kur’an’a yonelisini salt teorik bir anlam ¢dziimlemesi olmaktan ¢ikararak, dogrudan
dogruya zulim, isgal ve siyasal tahakkiim kosullar1 altinda sekillenen bir biling Gretim stirecine doniistiirmiis, bu
durum da tefsirinde sabir, sebat, istikamet, mimin toplulugun insas1 ve baski altindaki cemaatin guclendirilmesi
gibi temalarin sistematik bicimde 6ne ¢ikmasina yol agmustir; nitekim mukaddimede yer alan “hedefler, telkinler,
yonlendirmeler ve ahlaki-toplumsal hiikiimler” vurgusu, onun Kur’an’1 yalnizca agiklanan bir metin degil, ayni
zamanda yon veren ve harekete gegciren bir rehber olarak konumlandirdigini géstermekte, bdylece direnis olgusu
Derveze’nin tefsirinde iceriksel bir tema olmaktan ziyade, yorumun butinine nifuz eden bir anlamlandirma
perspektifi olarak ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. (YUlce, 1994, ss. 187-188)

Bu hermenétik gergevenin en somut yansimalarindan biri, Derveze nin nuzul sirasini esas alarak ozellikle
Mekki sureleri “iman ve diren¢ insasinin agamalar1” seklinde okuma imkani sunmasidir; zira onun 6nerdigi
tertipte Fatiha’dan sonra Alak, Kalem ve Miizzemmil surelerinin gelmesi, vahyin ilk muhatap toplulugu nasil
epistemik, ahlaki ve psikolojik agidan hazirladigini kronolojik bir btiinlik iginde takip etmeyi mimkiin kilmakta,
bu stirecte Alak suresinin vahyin baslatici hitabi olarak bilgi ve ilaht otoriteye yonelisi tesis ettigi, Kalem suresinin
inkar ve baski ortami karsisinda peygamberi ahlaki ve sebati1 tahkim ettigi, Miizzemmil suresinin ise gece kiyami
ve i¢sel hazirlik tzerinden direnisin ruhi altyapisini kurdugu gorilmekte, devam eden surelerde ise tevhid, ahiret
ve hesap vurgularmin toplumsal meydan okuma ve biling insas1 stirecini derinlestirdigi anlagilmaktadir; bu okuma
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bicimi, Derveze’nin vahyi olaylarin ve davetin asamalartyla birlikte degerlendiren siire¢ merkezli yaklagiminin

dogal bir sonucu olup, Kur’an’mn erken donem hitabin1 pasif bir inang telkini degil, aktif bir toplumsal doniisiim

ve direnis insasi olarak yorumlamasina imkan tanimaktadir. (Derveze, 1961-1963, c. 1, ss. 5-8)

Derveze’nin tefsirinde direnis hermenétigini glclendiren bir diger Gnemli unsur ise, Kur’an’daki kissalar, va‘d-
vaid pasajlar1 ve kozmik tasvirleri “destekleyici (ta‘ziz edici) metinler” olarak degerlendirmesidir; muellif bu
pasajlarin yalnizca bilgi aktarma islevi gormedigini, aksine mimin toplulugun psikolojik ve ahlaki dayanikliligin
artirmaya yonelik <= (saglamlastirma), sk (teskin etme), w5 (tesvik), <5 (sakindirma) ve S
(hatirlatma) gibi derin fonksiyonlar icra ettigini 6zellikle vurgulamakta, bu yaklasim ise Kur’an’in anlati ve tasvir
unsurlarini estetik veya tarihsel birer unsur olmaktan ¢ikararak, dogrudan dogruya baski altindaki bir toplulugun
direncini canli tutan pedagojik ve stratejik araclar olarak yeniden konumlandirmaktadir; dolayisiyla Derveze’ye
gore Kur’an’daki bu pasajlar, sadece gecmis kavimlerin hikayelerini nakleden anlatilar degil, ayn1 zamanda
gincel micadele sartlarinda miminlerin varolussal direncini besleyen ve onlar1 ayakta tutan ilahi destek
mekanizmalaridir Ki bu da onun tefsirini modern anlamda “direnis merkezli bir hermenétik model” olarak

degerlendirmeyi mumkdin kilmaktadir. (Derveze, 1961-1963, c. 1, s. 8)
6. NUZUL ORTAMI iLE iLGIiLi VERDIGI ORNEK CERCEVE

Derveze’nin nizul ortamina iliskin yaklasimi, klasik tefsir literatirinde c¢ogunlukla “sebeb-i niizil”
rivayetleriyle sinirlandirilan baglam anlayisint 6nemli Olctde genisleterek, vahyin indigi tarihsel gergekligi cok
katmanli bir yap1 olarak kavrayan biitiinciil bir baglam teorisi ortaya koymaktadir; zira onun 4 %9 O &l Js 35 sa
4iledla 9” seklinde formiile ettigi cerceve, Kur’an ayetlerinin yalnizca belirli bir olaya verdigi cevabi degil, ayni
zamanda bu olaym iginde gerceklestigi psikolojik atmosferi (2), nesnel ve maddi sartlar1 (<is,8) ve bu sartlari
kusatan iligkiler agin1 ve olay 6rglsuni (<) birlikte degerlendirmeyi zorunlu kilmakta, bdylece metnin
anlamu rivayet merkezli dar bir agiklama modelinden ¢ikarilarak, tarihsel, toplumsal ve zihinsel boyutlariyla
yeniden insa edilen genis bir baglam icerisinde okunmaktadir; bu yaklasim, modern hermenétikteki baglamcilik
(contextualism) teorileriyle biylk 6lclide ortiismekte ve Derveze’nin tefsirini yalnizca geleneksel bir yorum
faaliyeti olmaktan ¢ikararak, metodolojik derinligi olan ¢agdas bir anlamlandirma projesi haline getirmektedir.
(Derveze, 1961-1963, c. 1, ss. 10-12)

Bu baglam anlayisinin pratikteki en belirgin tezah(rl ise, Derveze’nin niizul sirasini esas alan tertibi araciligiyla
vahyin gelisim sirecini Orneklemeye donistiirmesinde gorilmektedir; nitekim Fatiha, Alak, Kalem ve
Mduzzemmil surelerini ardisik bir yapi icerisinde ele almasi, yalnizca kronolojik bir siralama sunmakla
kalmamakta, ayn1 zamanda davetin baslangi¢ asamalarini, peygamberin risalet gorevi igin hazirlanigini,
muhalefetin ortaya ¢ikisini ve buna karsi gelistirilen i¢Sel ve toplumsal direnis mekanizmalarini goriintr kilan
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dinamik bir okuma modeli Gretmektedir; bu strecte Alak suresi vahyin epistemik baslangicini ve ilahi otoriteye

baglanigi tesis ederken, Kalem suresi baski ve inkar ortami karsisinda ahléki direnci ve peygamberi sebati
pekistirmekte, Mizzemmil suresi ise gece ibadeti ve i¢sel tahkim Gizerinden direnisin ruhi altyapisini insa etmekte,
devam eden sureler ise tevhid, ahiret ve hesap vurgulariyla bu insa slrecini toplumsal bir meydan okumaya
dontsgtiirmektedir; boylece niizul tertibi, yalnizca zaman sirasini1 gosteren bir ara¢ degil, ayn1 zamanda vahyin
toplumsal hareket olarak gelisim asamalarini analiz etmeye imkan veren hermendtik bir model héline
gelmektedir. (Derveze, 1961-1963, c. 1, ss. 5-8)

Derveze’nin “siyer sahneleri” Kavramsallastirmasi ise bu baglam teorisini daha da derinlestirerek, ayetlerin
soyut ve zamandan bagimsiz hikiimler olarak degil, belirli tarihsel anlarda gergeklesen peygamberlik tecriibesinin
canli ifadeleri olarak okunmasini teklif etmektedir; bu yaklasim dogrultusunda ayetler, belirli bir topluluga, belirli
bir kriz aninda hitap eden dinamik sozler olarak degerlendirilmekte ve 6zellikle Mekki ayetler, yalnizca tevhid
inancin1 Ogreten teorik metinler degil, ayn1 zamanda kusatma altindaki Kiglik mumin toplulugun psikolojik
direncini giglendiren, onlar1 ayakta tutan ve miicadeleye hazirlayan bir dil olarak yorumlanmaktadir; dolayisiyla
Derveze’nin tefsirinde nuzul ortami, metnin arka planini agiklayan pasif bir unsur olmaktan ¢ikarak, anlamin
bizzat tiretildigi ve yorumun yonuni tayin eden aktif bir hermendétik kategoriye doniismekte, bu da onun tefsirini
modern baglam odakli ve slire¢ merkezli yorum yaklagimlarinin erken ve gicli bir 6rnegi héaline getirmektedir.

7. SOMUT ORNEKLER HALINDE DERVEZE’NIiN SOSYO-POLITiK TEFSIiR MANTIGI

Derveze’nin tefsir mantigi, klasik dil merkezli agiklama geleneginden bilingli bir sapma gostererek, Kur’an
metnini hayatin doniisiimiine yon veren dinamik bir rehber olarak konumlandiran toplum merkezli bir yorum
paradigmasina dayanmaktadir; nitekim maellif, garib kelimelerin agiklanmasini gerekli gordiigi 6l¢tide yapmakla
birlikte, nahiv ve beldgat tartismalarini merkeze almaktan 6zellikle kaginmakta, bunun yerine ayetlerin tasidigi
ahlaki, ictimai ve ruhi boyutlar1 gorinlr kilmayi metodolojik bir 6ncelik haline getirmektedir; bu tercih, tefsirin
hedefinin lafzi incelikleri cozumlemekten ziyade, vahyin birey ve toplum (zerindeki doniistiiriicti etkisini ortaya
koymak oldugunu gostermekte ve Derveze’nin tefsirini, metnin anlamini hayata tasimayr amaclayan pratik ve

islevsel bir yorum modeli haline getirmektedir. (Derveze, 1961-1963, c. 1, ss. 12-18)

Bu baglamda Derveze’nin ayetlere yaklasimi, onlar1 yalnizca hiikiim veya bilgi tasiyan metin pargalar1 olarak
degil, toplumsal diizeni insa eden ilkeler bltunu olarak degerlendiren buttincll bir perspektife dayanmaktadir;
zira onun mukaddimede ozellikle vurguladig: Uzere, Kur’an pasajlarinda ahkam, temel ilkeler (mebadi) ve
toplumsal yonlerin sistematik bicimde arastirilmasi, vahyin normatif ve kurucu rollini agiga ¢ikarmakta, bdylece

tefsir faaliyeti bireysel dindarligin 6tesine gegerek kolektif biling, siyasal ahlak ve toplumsal yap1 insasina yonelik
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bir diisiinsel ¢abaya donlismektedir; bu durum, Derveze’nin Kur’an’t yalmizca okunacak bir metin degil,

yasanacak ve toplumu yeniden kuracak bir ilke sistemi olarak kavradigini agikca ortaya koymaktadir. (Derveze,
1961-1963, c. 1, ss. 10-15)

Derveze’nin nlizul sirasin1 esas almasi ise bu toplum merkezli yaklasimin tarihsel boyutunu giclendiren en
onemli metodolojik tercihlerden biri olarak 6ne ¢ikmaktadir; zira mushaf tertibinde daginik bigimde gorulebilecek
temalar, nlizul siras1 takip edildiginde baski, davet, i¢sel tahkim, sabir, meydan okuma ve tesri‘ gibi agsamali bir
strec icerisinde yeniden anlam kazanmakta, bu da vahyin yalnizca igerik degil ayn1 zamanda slire¢ olarak
anlasilmasi1 gerektigini gostermektedir; muellifin “asamalar1 daha agik ve daha dakik bicimde takip etme”
gerekgesi, Kur’an’in tarihsel gelisimini ve toplumsal midahale bigimini goriintr kilma amacina isaret etmekte ve
tefsiri statik bir agiklama faaliyetinden ¢ikararak dinamik bir tarih okumasina doniistiirmektedir. (Derveze, 1961
1963, c. 1, ss. 8-10)

Bununla birlikte Derveze’nin tefsirini 6zgiin kilan bir diger boyut, onun Kur’an’1 modern dénemde ortaya gikan
ideolojik ve ahlaki cozilmelere karsi bir direng kaynagi olarak sunmasidir; nitekim gencligin ilhad ve deger
cozllmesiyle kars1 karsiya bulunduguna dair tespitleri, tefsirin yalnizca ge¢misteki niizul ortamini agiklamakla
siirlt kalmadigini, ayni zamanda cagdas dinyadaki krizlere Kur’ani bir cevap Uretme islevi tasidigini
gOstermekte, boylece tefsir faaliyeti gegmisi anlamanin 6tesine gegerek buguni doniistiirmeye yonelik aktif bir

1slah projesine dontismektedir. (Derveze, 1961-1963, c. 1, ss. 5-8)

Son olarak Derveze’nin biyografisi ile tefsiri arasindaki gii¢li iliski, onun yorumlarinin tonunu ve yonelimini
belirleyen temel unsurlardan biri olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir; Filistin direnisi icerisinde aktif rol almasi, stirgln
ve hapis tecribeleri yasamasi ve somirgecilik karsiti miicadeleye dogrudan katilmasi, onun Kur’an’1 micadele,
sebat ve toplumsal insa ekseninde okumasini kagiilmaz kilmakta, bu durum da biyografi ile hermenétik arasinda
dogrudan bir kesisim noktasi olusturarak, tefsirin yalnizca metinsel degil ayn1 zamanda yasanmig bir tecriibenin
Uriind oldugunu gostermektedir; dolayisiyla Derveze’nin tefsiri, “yasanan tarih ile yorumlanan metin” arasindaki

diyalektik iligkinin somut bir 6rnegi olarak degerlendirilmelidir. (YUce, 1994, ss. 187-188)
8. SONUC, TARTISMA VE ONERILER

Derveze’nin tefsir anlayisi, bitlincul bir perspektifle degerlendirildiginde, klasik tefsir geleneginin metin
merkezli ve ¢ogu zaman pargaci yorum gercevesini asarak, vahyi tarihsel stirec, toplumsal gerceklik ve niibiivvet
tecrlibesi ekseninde yeniden anlamlandiran ¢ok katmanli bir hermen6tik model ortaya koymaktadir; bu modelde
ayetler bagimsiz dilsel birimler olarak degil, pasaj biitiinliigi icinde, siyak ve nazm iliskileri dikkate alinarak ele
alinmakta, gereksiz dilsel ayrintilar sinirlanarak dogrudan ilahi hitabin muradina yonelinmekte ve 6zellikle

ahkam, mebad ile toplumsal boyutlar 6n plana ¢ikarilmaktadir; boylece Kur’an’in yalnizca bireysel dindarlikla
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smirli olmayan, toplumu insa eden normatif bir metin oldugu fikri temellendirilmektedir. Bu teorik cerceve,
Derveze’nin tefsir yonteminde mushaf tertibi yerine nizul tertibini esas almasiyla somutlasmakta; vahyin
evrelerini tarihsel akisi icinde izlemeye imkan taniyarak Kur’an’1 donuk bir metin olmaktan ¢ikarip dinamik bir
olus stireci olarak kavramay1 mimkin kilmakta ve nliblvvet sureci ile tefsir faaliyetini irtibatlandirarak ayetleri
peygamberlik tecrubesinin belirli anlarina hitap eden canli s0zler olarak okumay1 tesvik etmektedir. (Derveze,
1961-1963, c. 1, ss. 10-18; 5-10)

Derveze’nin tefsirinin 6zgln yonl ise sosyo-politik baglami yorumun kurucu unsuru haline getirmesinde
temellenmektedir; bu yaklasimda Kur’an yalnizca uhrevi rehberlik sunan bir metin degil, ayn1 zamanda toplumu
diizenleyen ve kriz anlarinda yon tayin eden ilaht bir hitap olarak ele alinmakta, somurgecilik, siyasal baski ve
toplumsal ¢ozulme gibi tarihsel sartlar yorumun anlam ufkunu belirleyen temel unsurlar haline gelmektedir; bu
dogrultuda vahyin direng Gretici yonl one ¢ikarilmakta ve niizul ortami genis bir tarihsel-toplumsal baglam
icerisinde yeniden degerlendirilmektedir. Bu cercevede Derveze’nin tefsir anlayisi, metin, tarih ve toplum
arasinda kurdugu iligski sayesinde modern tefsir diisiincesinde 6zgin bir konum isgal etmekte; Kur’an’t her
donemde anlam uretme kapasitesine sahip canli bir rehber olarak konumlandirirken, tefsir faaliyetinin yalnizca
aciklayici degil ayn1 zamanda doniistiiriicii ve insa edici bir islev tasidigini ortaya koymaktadir. (Derveze, 1961
1963, c. 1, ss. 8-12; 3-5; Yice, 1994, ss. 187-188)

Ozet

Bu bildiri, Avrupa felsefesi yerine “Avrupa’nin felsefesi” ifadesinin isaret ettigi 6zgiil sorgulama bi¢imini
tartismaya agmaktadir. Avrupa’y1 bir kiiltiirel miras ya da diisiiniirler toplami1 olarak tanimlamak yerine, kendi
kokenini, yoniinii ve sinirlarini siirekli olarak sorunsallastiran bir diisiinme tarzina dikkat ¢ekmektedir. Bildiri
“Avrupa felsefesi”nden ziyade “Avrupa’nin felsefesi” kavramini merkezine alarak, Avrupa’yi belirli bir kiiltiirel-
tarihsel 6ziin toplami olarak degil; miras ve gelecek arasinda siirekli genisleyen bir sorgulama ufku olarak
diistinmeyi Onermektedir. Bu yaklasim, klasik ampirik tarih¢iligin Avrupa’yr Yunan—Roma—Hiristiyanlik
ekseninde sabit bir soy agacina yerlestiren anlatilarindan bir kopus da igermektedir. Avrupa’nin kdkeni, bir
“arkhe” olarak degil; kendisinden sonra geleni agan, onu siirekli yeniden bi¢gimlendiren bir imkén alan1 olarak ele
aliir. Bu, Avrupa’y1 tamamlanmis bir kimlik olmaktan ¢ikararak, kendi tarihsel olusunu durmaksizin sorgulayan
bir “elestirel kendilik bilinci” olarak gérmeye yol acar. Bu noktada Jacques Derrida’nin Avrupa’ya dair
yaklasimlar1 ve ondan ilhamla Avrupa’nin felsefesi kavramini one siiren Ingiliz diisiiniir Simon Glendinning’in
yaklagimlar1 6nem arzetmektedir. Buna gore Avrupa’nin kokeni, ampirik tarihgiligin ileri stirdiigii gibi Yunan—
Roma—Hristiyanlik zincirinden ibaret degildir; aksine, bir “ilk-etki” veya “baslangi¢c” degil, hala bugiin olani
yonlendiren bir arkhe’dir. Bu arkhe, gecmiste kalmis bir kokene degil, gerceklesmekte olan diinya icerisinde
kendini yeniden agiga ¢ikaran bir baslangica igaret eder. Avrupa’nin felsefesi, her zaman “6teki” ile iligki i¢inde,
kendi temelini disa agarak kurulur. Avrupa boylece kendisini sabitleyen degil, siirekli agan; kimligini koruyan
degil, erteleyen; bir telos olarak degil, bir gorev olarak kavrayan bir diisiinme bicimi haline gelir. Bu yaklagim,
Derrida’dan alman iki onemli etkinin izini tasir; ilki, Avrupa’nin olusumunun hi¢bir zaman sadece Greko-
Hristiyan kaynaklarla agiklanamayacagi; her zaman bir “6te” tarafindan kesintiye ugratildigidir. Bu “6te”,
Avrupa’nin kendisini asla tamamlanmus bir kimlik olarak diisinememesinin felsefi nedenidir. Ikincisi, Avrupa’nin
geleceginin gegmiste bulunmadigi; gelecege agik, siirekli ertelenen bir gérev olarak kavrandigidir. Bildiri, tiim bu
katkilar bir araya getirerek “Avrupa’nin felsefesi’ni, hem kdkensiz bir arkhe’ye hem de gelecege agik stirekli bir

sorgulama alan1 olarak yorumlamaktadir.

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EUROPEAN PHILOSOPHY OR THE PHILOSOPHY OF EUROPE?

Abstract

This paper brings into discussion the specific mode of inquiry indicated by the expression “the philosophy of
Europe” rather than “European philosophy.” Instead of defining Europe as a cultural heritage or a collection of
thinkers, it draws attention to a mode of thinking that continuously problematizes its own origin, direction, and
limits. By placing the concept of “the philosophy of Europe” at its center rather than “European philosophy,” the
paper proposes to think of Europe not as the sum of a particular cultural-historical essence, but as an ever-
expanding horizon of questioning between heritage and the future. This approach also entails a departure from
the narratives of classical empirical historiography, which situate Europe within a fixed genealogy along the axis
of Greece—Rome—Christianity. The origin of Europe is treated not as an “arkhe” in the sense of a fixed beginning,
but as a field of possibility that opens what comes after it and continuously reshapes it. This perspective removes
Europe from being a completed identity and leads to understanding it as a “critical self-consciousness” that
incessantly questions its own historical formation. At this point, the approaches of Jacques Derrida regarding
Europe, and those of the British thinker Simon Glendinning—who, inspired by Derrida, foregrounds the concept
of the philosophy of Europe—become significant. According to this, the origin of Europe is not merely the
Greece—Rome—Christianity chain suggested by empirical historiography; rather, it is not an “initial effect” or a
fixed “beginning,” but an arkhe that still guides what is happening today. This arkhe does not refer to a past origin,
but to a beginning that reveals itself anew within the ongoing world. The philosophy of Europe is always
constituted in relation to the “other,” establishing its foundation by opening itself outward. Europe thus becomes
a mode of thinking that does not fix itself but continuously opens; that does not preserve its identity but defers it;
that is conceived not as a telos but as a task. This approach bears the traces of two important influences drawn
from Derrida: first, that the formation of Europe can never be explained solely through Greco-Christian sources,
but is always interrupted by an “other.” This “other” is the philosophical reason why Europe can never think of
itself as a completed identity. Second, that the future of Europe is not found in the past; rather, it is conceived as
an open-ended, continually deferred task. Bringing together all these contributions, the paper interprets “the

philosophy of Europe™ as a field of inquiry that is both grounded in a non-originary arkhe and open to the future.

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Giris
Avrupa tizerine diistinmek, ilk bakista belirli bir cografya, tarih ya da kiiltiirel miras hakkinda konugmak
gibi goriinebilir. Ancak daha yakindan bakildiginda Avrupa, kendisine dair bu tiir sabit tanimlar1 siirekli olarak
asan, hatta onlar1 problem haline getiren bir diisiinme alan1 olarak karsimiza ¢ikar. Bu nedenle Avrupa’y1 yalnizca
bir “yer” ya da “medeniyet” olarak ele almak, onun felsefi anlamin1 daraltmak anlamina gelir. Asil mesele,
Avrupa’nin ne oldugu degil; Avrupa’nin kendisini nasil diisiindiigii ve bu diisiinmenin hangi kavramsal gergeveler

icinde miimkiin hale geldigidir.

Bu noktada “Avrupa felsefesi” ile “Avrupa’nin felsefesi” arasindaki ayrim belirleyici hale gelir. “Avrupa
felsefesi” ifadesi, genellikle Antik Yunan’dan modern doneme uzanan disiiniirler silsilesini, sistemleri ve
kavramlar1 ifade eden tarihsel bir kategoriye isaret eder.(Hegel, 2014, 69) Bu kullanimda Avrupa, felsefenin
iretildigi bir mekan, bir koken ve bir merkez olarak kabul edilir. Buna karsilik “Avrupa’nin felsefesi” ifadesi,
Avrupa’y1 bu tiir sabit bir merkez olarak kabul etmez; aksine Avrupa’nin kendisini nasil kurdugunu, hangi
miraslart devraldigini, hangi dislamalar {izerinden kendini tanimladigini ve bu siirecin nasil sorgulanabilecegini
konu edinir. Dolayistyla burada s6z konusu olan sey, Avrupa’nin felsefesini yapmak degil; Avrupa’nin kendisini

bir felsefi problem olarak diisiinmektir.

Bu ayrimin 6nemi, Avrupa’nin tarihsel olarak lstlendigi evrensellik iddiasiyla yakindan iliskilidir.
Avrupa, 6zellikle modern donemde kendisini yalnizca bir kiiltiirel alan olarak degil, ayn1 zamanda insanligin
evrensel aklinin, rasyonelliginin ve 6zgiirliigiiniin tasiyicist olarak sunmustur. Bu baglamda Avrupa felsefesi,
yalnizca belirli diisiiniirlerin iirettigi teorilerden ibaret kalmamis; ayn1 zamanda bir insanlik projesi olarak islev
gormiistiir. Kant’in evrensel tarih tasarimi, Hegel’in diinya tarihini Avrupa’da tamamlanan bir siire¢ olarak
kurgulamas1 ve Husserl’in Avrupa’yr “manevi bir form” olarak tanimlamasi, bu evrensellik iddiasinin farkl

versiyonlarini temsil eder (Husserl, 1994, 35-36)

Ne var ki bu evrensellik sOylemi, ayn1 zamanda ciddi bir gerilimi de beraberinde getirir. Ciinkii Avrupa
kendisini evrensel olanla 6zdeslestirdigi dlciide, evrensel olmayani da tanimlama ve diglama giiclinii elinde tutar.
Bu durum, Avrupa’nin sadece bir diisiince merkezi degil, ayn1 zamanda bir norm koyucu ve hiyerarsi kurucu
olarak islev gérmesine yol agmistir. Modern epistemolojinin rasyonellik, nesnellik ve evrensellik iddialari, ¢ogu
zaman farkli kiiltiirlerin, toplumlarin ve diisiinme bigimlerinin degersizlestirilmesi pahasina kurulmustur.
Dolayistyla Avrupa’yr anlamak, yalnizca onun irettigi fikirleri degil; bu fikirlerin nasil bir gii¢ iligkisi i¢inde

isledigini de sorgulamay1 gerektirir.(Gasche, 2009, 290)

Tam da bu noktada, Avrupa’y1r yeniden diisiinmenin yolu, onu ne biitiiniiyle olumlayan ne de biitiiniiyle

reddeden bir yaklasim gelistirmekten gecer. Avrupa’yr yalnizca basarilarinin toplami olarak gormek, onun
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tarihsel siddetini ve dislayiciligini gz ardi etmek olur; onu yalnizca hatalariyla tanimlamak ise Avrupa’nin kendi
icindeki elestirel potansiyeli géormezden gelmek anlamina gelir. Bu nedenle Avrupa iizerine diisiiniim, Derrida’nin

da vurguladig gibi, ne Avrupamerkezci bir nostaljiye ne de Avrupa karsit1 bir indirgemecilige teslim olmadan

yuratilmelidir. (Derrida, 1992, 29)

Bu baglamda bu bildirinin temel amaci, Avrupa’yi sabit bir 6z olarak degil; miras, kriz ve gelecek arasinda
salinan bir diisiinme alan1 olarak ele almaktir. Avrupa, kendisini strekli yeniden kuran, kendi kokenini sorgulayan
ve kendi sinirlarin1 agmaya calisan bir yapi olarak diisiiniildiigiinde, “Avrupa’nin felsefesi” ifadesi anlam kazanir.
Bu ifade, Avrupa’y1 tanimlamaktan ¢ok, Avrupa’nin nasil miimkiin oldugunu ve nasil yeniden diisiiniilebilecegini

sorgular.

Dolayisiyla bu galigma, Avrupa’yr bir sonug olarak degil, bir siire¢ olarak; bir kimlik olarak degil, bir
problem olarak; bir ge¢mis olarak degil, ayn1 zamanda bir gelecek imkani olarak ele alacaktir. Bu yaklasim, bizi
Avrupa’nin felsefesini yazmaktan ziyade, Avrupa’nin kendisini bir felsefi sorusturma haline getirmeye davet
eder. Ve belki de en 6nemli soru sudur: Avrupa, gergekten bir sey midir, yoksa siirekli ertelenen ve yeniden

kurulan bir diisiince imkan1 midir? (Derrida, 2006, 410)
A. Avrupa Felsefesi: Evrensellik, Teleoloji ve Merkez iddias

“Avrupa felsefesi” ifadesi, ilk bakista belirli bir diisiince gelenegini adlandirtyor gibi goriinse de, aslinda
cok daha kapsamli bir iddiay1 i¢cinde barindirir. Bu ifade, yalnizca Avrupa’da ortaya ¢ikan filozoflar1 ve sistemleri
degil; ayn1 zamanda Avrupa’nin kendisini insanlik tarithinin merkezine yerlestiren bir diisiinme bi¢imini de temsil
eder. Nitekim Antik Yunan’dan baslayarak modern felsefeye kadar uzanan ¢izgide Avrupa, felsefenin dogdugu,
gelistigi ve nihayetinde tamamlandig1 yer olarak kurgulanmistir. Bu nedenle “Avrupa felsefesi” dedigimiz sey,

yalnizca bir cografi referans degil; ayn1 zamanda bir tarih anlatis1 ve bir hakikat rejimidir.

Bu anlatmin temelinde, insanlik tarihinin belirli bir yonii ve amaci oldugu fikri yer alir. Ozellikle modern
donemde bu fikir, teleolojik bir tarith anlayisiyla birleserek Avrupa’y1 insanliin gelisiminin doruk noktasi olarak
konumlandirmistir. Ornegin Hegel’in diinya tarihi anlayisinda tarih, Dogu’dan Bati’ya dogru ilerleyen bir biling
stireci olarak tasarlanir; bu siirecte 6zgiirliigiin bilinci giderek agiga ¢ikar ve nihayetinde Avrupa’da tamamlanir.
Bu bakis agisinda Avrupa, yalnizca tarihsel bir asama degil; tarihin anlaminin gerceklestigi yerdir. Benzer sekilde
Kant’in evrensel tarih anlayist da insanligin rasyonel bir diizene dogru ilerledigini ve bu diizenin en gelismis

bi¢iminin Avrupa’da ortaya ¢iktigini ima eder. (Glendinning, 2021, 2)

Bu teleolojik cerceve, Avrupa’yt yalnizca bir 6rnek olarak degil, ayn1 zamanda bir norm olarak kurar.

Avrupa’nin tarihsel deneyimi, evrensel insanlik deneyiminin 6l¢iitii haline gelir. Boylece Avrupa felsefesi, diger
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tim diisiinme bigimlerini ya kendisine gore degerlendirilen ya da heniiz gelismemis olarak goriilen bir konuma
indirger. Bu durum, Avrupa’nin kendisini “model” ve “bas” olarak gérmesiyle sonugclanir; yani diger kiiltiirlerin

izlemesi gereken bir yolun temsilcisi olarak konumlanir. (Derrida, 2023, 120)

Ancak bu evrensellik iddiasi, yalnizca teorik bir 6nerme olarak kalmaz; ayn1 zamanda epistemolojik ve
politik sonuglar dogurur. Avrupa’nin rasyonellik, bilim ve ilerleme adma gelistirdigi kavramlar, ¢cogu zaman
tarafsiz ve evrensel gergeklikler olarak sunulmustur. Oysa bu kavramlar, belirli tarihsel ve kiiltiirel kosullar i¢inde
ortaya ¢ikmis ve bu kosullarin izlerini tasimaktadir.(Cevirici, 2020, 127) Modern epistemolojinin “nesnellik” ve
“bilimsellik” iddialari, Avrupa disindaki toplumlar1 tanimlarken ¢ogu zaman hiyerarsik bir dil iiretmis; bazi
toplumlar1 “geri”, “ilkel” ya da “irrasyonel” olarak konumlandirmigtir. Bu baglamda akil kavrami, yalnizca bir

bilgi aract degil; ayn1 zamanda bir iktidar arac1 haline gelmistir. (Said, 2014, 284)

Bu durum, Avrupa felsefesinin igsel bir celiskisini de agiga ¢ikarir. Bir yandan evrensel 6zgiirliik, esitlik
ve insanlik idealleri savunulurken; diger yandan bu ideallerin disinda kalanlar, bu evrenselligin tam 6znesi olarak
kabul edilmemistir. Somiirgecilik, irk¢ilik ve kiiltiirel tahakkiim, tam da bu ¢eliskinin tarihsel tezahiirleri olarak
ortaya ¢ikar. Avrupa, kendisini insanligin ilerlemesinin temsilcisi olarak sunarken, ayni zamanda bu ilerleme
anlatisinin disinda kalanlar1 “6teki” olarak kurmustur. (West, 2003, 306) Boylece Avrupa felsefesi, yalnizca bir
diistince gelenegi degil; ayn1 zamanda bir temsil ve dislama mekanizmasi olarak da islev gormiistiir. (Strauss,

2010, 39-40)

Bu baglamda Avrupa felsefesinin en kritik yonlerinden biri, kendi kdkenini mutlaklagtirma egilimidir.
Ozellikle “Yunan mucizesi” sdylemi, felsefenin tamamen Avrupa’ya 6zgii bir baslangici oldugu fikrini
giiclendirmistir. Oysa bu sdylem, tarihsel olarak sorgulanabilir bir insadir. Antik Yunan diisiincesinin Dogu
medeniyetleriyle olan iligkileri géz ard1 edilerek, felsefe Avrupa’ya 6zgii, saf ve kendine yeter bir etkinlik olarak
sunulmustur. Bu durum, yalnizca bir tarih yazimi meselesi degil; ayn1 zamanda Avrupa’nin kendisini bagimsiz

ve listiin bir kdken olarak kurma ¢abasinin bir pargasidir. (Corm, 2011, 31)

Dolayistyla “Avrupa felsefesi” dedigimiz sey, yalnizca diisiiniirlerin ve kavramlarin toplami degildir; ayni
zamanda Avrupa’nin kendisini nasil gordiigiinii ve nasil sundugunu belirleyen bir ¢ercevedir. Bu cerceve,
Avrupa’yr hem epistemolojik hem de politik anlamda merkezilestirir. Ancak tam da bu nedenle, Avrupa
felsefesini anlamak, onun iddialarini yeniden iiretmek degil; bu iddialarin nasil kuruldugunu ve hangi sonuglara

yol agtigin1 sorgulamak anlamina gelir.

Bu sorgulama bizi dogrudan bir sonraki asamaya gotiiriir: Eger Avrupa felsefesi bu sekilde bir merkez ve
evrensellik iddiasi {izerine kurulmussa, o halde Avrupa’nin kendisini bu sekilde kuran diisiinme big¢imi nasil analiz

edilebilir? Avrupa gercekten kendi kendine yeter bir baslangic midir, yoksa kdkeninde zaten bir baskalik, bir
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digsallik mu1 tasir? (Derrida, 19949 Iste bu sorular, bizi “Avrupa’nin felsefesi’ne, yani Avrupa’nin kendisini bir

problem olarak diistinmeye yonlendiren iigiincii bagliga tasir.
B. Avrupa’min Felsefesi: Koken, Miras ve Baskalk

Onceki boliimde gordiigiimiiz gibi “Avrupa felsefesi”, Avrupa’y: evrenselligin merkezi olarak kuran bir
diisiince gelenegini ifade ediyordu. Ancak tam da bu merkez iddiasi, Avrupa’nin kendi kdkenine dair daha derin
bir sorgulamay1 zorunlu kilar. Ciinkii Avrupa, kendisini ne kadar 6zsel, bagimsiz ve saf bir baslangi¢ olarak
sunarsa sunsun, tarihsel ve kavramsal diizeyde incelendiginde bu iddianin siirdiiriilebilir olmadig1 ortaya ¢ikar.
Iste bu noktada “Avrupa’nin felsefesi” ifadesi devreye girer: Avrupa’nin iirettigi diisiinceleri degil, Avrupa’nin

kendisini miimkiin kilan kosullari, kirilmalar1 ve dissalliklar1 sorgulayan bir yaklagim.

Bu sorgulama, oncelikle Avrupa’nin kokenine dair yerlesik kabulleri sarsmakla baglar. Zira Avrupa’nin
ad1 bile kendisine ait degildir; disaridan, Asya’dan gelen bir adlandirmanin iiriintidiir. Ayn1 sekilde Avrupa’nin
en temel unsurlarindan biri olarak kabul edilen Hristiyanlik da Avrupa’ya disaridan gelmis bir gelenektir.
(Gasche, 2021, vii) Dahasi, felsefenin kokeni olarak gosterilen Antik Yunan diislincesi bile, cogu zaman g6z ardi
edilen bigimde, Misir, Fenike ve Yakindogu kiiltiirleriyle yogun etkilesimler i¢inde sekillenmistir. (Burnet, 2013,
19)

Bu durum, Avrupa’nin kendisini “kendi kendine yeter bir baslangi¢” olarak kurma iddiasin1 temelden
sarsar. Avrupa, kokeninde zaten bir bagkalik tasir; yani kendi disindan gelen unsurlar tarafindan sekillendirilmis
bir yapidir. Bu nedenle Avrupa’nin kimligi, kapali ve homojen bir 6zden ziyade, heterojen ve iliskisel bir yap1
olarak diisiiniilmelidir. Avrupa’nin felsefesi tam da bu noktada ortaya ¢ikar: Avrupa’nin kendisini kurarken

bastirdig1, unuttugu ya da disladigi baskalikla yeniden yiizlesme cabasi olarak. (Derrida, 1992, 11)

Bu baglamda “miras” kavrami belirleyici hale gelir. Avrupa, yalnizca ge¢misten devraldigi bir kiiltiirel
birikim degildir; ayn1 zamanda bu birikimi nasil yorumladigi, nasil sectigi ve nasil doniistiirdiigii ile de tanimlanir.
Miras, burada pasif bir devralma degil; aktif bir yeniden kurma siirecidir. Avrupa, kendisini siirekli olarak yeniden
yorumlayan bir miras iliskisi i¢inde var olur. Ancak bu miras, saf ve biitlinliiklii bir yap1 degildir; aksine ¢atlaklar,
celigkiler ve diglanmis unsurlar igerir. Dolayisiyla Avrupa’nin felsefesi, bu mirasi oldugu gibi sahiplenmek degil;

onu elestirel bir bicimde yeniden okumak anlamina gelir. (Derrida, 1992, 82)

Bu elestirel yeniden okuma, Avrupa’nin kendisini yalnizca basarilariyla degil, ayn1 zamanda krizleriyle
birlikte diistinmesini gerektirir. Avrupa’nin tarihi, yalnizca ilerleme ve rasyonellesme anlatis1 degildir; ayni

zamanda savagslar, somiirgecilik, soykirimlar ve derin etik kirilmalarla doludur. Bu nedenle Avrupa’nin felsefesi,

bir yiiceltme s6ylemi degil; ayn1 zamanda bir hesaplagsma pratigidir. Avrupa, kendi {lizerine diisiinebildigi 6l¢iide

Avrupa’dir; yani kendisini sorgulama kapasitesi, onun en ayirt edici 6zelligidir. (Glendinning, 2021, 11-12)

Bu noktada Avrupa’nin felsefesini belirleyen bir diger 6nemli unsur, “6teki” ile kurdugu iliskidir. Avrupa,
tarith boyunca kendisini ¢ogu zaman bir 6tekine kars1 tanimlamistir: Dogu, ilkel toplumlar, somiirgelestirilen
halklar ya da farkli kiiltiirel kimlikler, Avrupa’nin kendisini tanimladig1 karsitlik alanlari olarak islev gérmiistiir.
Ancak bu karsitlik iliskisi, yalnizca digsal bir ayrim degildir; ayn1 zamanda Avrupa’nin kendi kimliginin kurulma
bi¢imini de belirler. Avrupa, 6tekini dislayarak kendisini kurdugunu diisiinse de, aslinda bu 6teki, Avrupa

kimliginin kurucu bir unsurudur. (Naas, 1992, xlvi)

Bu nedenle Avrupa’nin felsefesi, 6tekini dislayan degil; 6tekinin Avrupa’nin i¢inde nasil yer aldigini
gosteren bir diisiinme bi¢imini gerektirir. Avrupa’nin kimligi, ancak bu baskalikla birlikte diislintildiigiinde
anlagilabilir. Avrupa, yalnizca kendisi olan degil; ayn1 zamanda kendisi olmayanla kurdugu iliski i¢cinde var olan
bir yapidir. Bu da Avrupa’y: sabit bir kimlikten ziyade, siirekli ertelenen ve yeniden kurulan bir stre¢ haline
getirir. (Derrida, 1992, 14-16)

Bu noktada Avrupa’nin felsefesi, Avrupa’yi bir “6z” olarak tanimlamaktan vazgecip onu bir “soru” olarak
ele almay1 6nerir. Avrupa nedir sorusu, artik sabit bir tanim arayis1 degil; Avrupa’nin kendisini nasil kurdugunu,
hangi miraslar1 devraldigim1 ve hangi baskaliklar i¢erdigini sorgulayan bir siire¢ haline gelir. Bu da bizi
Avrupa’nin yalnizca gegmise ait bir yap1 olmadigini, ayn1 zamanda gelecege agik bir imkan oldugunu diistinmeye

goturdr. (Derrida, 2005, 86-87)

Iste tam da bu nedenle, Avrupa’nin felsefesi bizi bir sonraki asamaya tasir: Eger Avrupa, kokeninde
baskalik tasiyan, miras yoluyla siirekli yeniden kurulan ve kendi krizleriyle yiizlesen bir yapiysa, o halde
Avrupa’nin gelecegi nasil diisiiniilmelidir? Avrupa, bu miras1 nasil tagiyacak ve bu bagskalikla nasil bir iligki
kuracaktir? Bu sorular, bizi Derrida’nin diisiincesine ve “gelecek Avrupa” fikrine yonlendiren bir sonraki basliga

goturdr.
C. Gelecek Avrupa: Jacques Derrida’nin Umut Avrupasi

Onceki iki boliimde ortaya konuldugu iizere, “Avrupa felsefesi” Avrupa’yr evrensel aklm ve tarihin
merkezi olarak kuran bir sdylemi temsil ederken, “Avrupa’nin felsefesi” bu merkezin nasil kuruldugunu ve hangi
dislamalar iizerinden isledigini sorgulayan bir diisiinme bi¢imini ifade ediyordu. Jacques Derrida’nin Avrupa
iizerine diisiincesi, tam da bu ikinci hattin en radikal ve sistematik bigimlerinden biri olarak karsimiza ¢ikar.

(Gasche, 2009, 341) Derrida, Avrupa’y1 ne bir 6z ne de tamamlanmais bir proje olarak ele alir; aksine onu, siirekli
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ertelenen, kendi lizerine katlanan ve kendi sinirlarint agmaya calisan bir yapi olarak diisiiniir. (Derrida, 2008, 146-

147)

Derrida’nin yaklagimini 6zgiin kilan sey, Avrupa’yr dogrudan savunmak ya da reddetmek yerine,
Avrupa’nin kendisini nasil kurdugunu ¢oziimlemeye yonelmesidir. Bu agidan Derrida, “Avrupa felsefesi’nin
temsil ettigi evrensellik ve merkez iddiasin1 dogrudan kabul etmez; ancak bu iddiay1 basitge reddetmekle de
yetinmez. Clinkii ona gére Avrupa, yalnizca tahakkiim, somiirgecilik ve siddet tarihinden ibaret degildir; ayn1
zamanda kendi kendini elestirme, kendi sinirlarin1 sorgulama ve kendi iizerine diisiinme kapasitesini de i¢inde

barindirir. (Derrida, 2006, 410)

Bu durum, Derrida’nin Avrupa’yi bir miras olarak diisiinmesine yol agar. Ancak bu miras, klasik anlamda
korunmasi gereken bir gelenek degildir. Aksine miras, Derrida’da her zaman se¢ilmesi, yorumlanmasi ve yeniden
kurulmas1 gereken bir sorumluluk alanidir. Avrupa’nin felsefesi, bu anlamda ge¢misin sabit bir 6zii degil;
gecmisgle kurulan elestirel bir iligki bi¢imidir. Derrida’nin ifadesiyle miras, “sahip oldugumuz” bir sey degil;
“oldugumuz” seydir. Bu nedenle Avrupa’yi anlamak, onun ge¢misini tekrar etmek degil; bu gegmisi sorumlulukla

yeniden diisiinmektir. (Derrida, 2007, 141)

Tam da bu noktada Derrida, Avrupa’nin merkez iddiasini doniistiiren kritik bir kavram ortaya koyar:
“oOteki baslik” (other heading). Bu kavram, Avrupa’nin artik kendisini diinyanin merkezi olarak sabitleyen bir
yonelimden vazge¢mesi gerektigini ifade eder. Avrupa’nin yonii, artik kendine dogru degil; kendisinin disina,
otekine dogru olmalidir. Ancak bu, basit bir disa a¢ilma ¢agris1 degildir. Derrida’ya gore oteki, Avrupa’nin
disinda duran bir sey degil; Avrupa’nin zaten iginde tasidigi, ancak bastirdigi bir unsurdur. Dolayisiyla
Avrupa’nin felsefesi, 6tekiyle karsilagmak degil; zaten tekiyle kurulu oldugunu kabul etmektir. (Derrida, 1992,
11)

Bu diistince, Avrupa kimligini kokten doniistiiriir. Clinkii Avrupa artik sabit bir kimlik olarak degil;
kimliksizlik lizerinden var olan bir yap1 olarak diisiiniiliir. Derrida’ya gére Avrupa’nin gelecegi, yeni bir 6z ya da
yeni bir merkez kurmakta degil; kendisini kapatan her tiirlii kimlik formuna direnmekte yatar. Avrupa, ancak
kendisini tamamlanmig bir biitiin olarak sunmadig1 6l¢iide var olabilir. Bu da Avrupa’nin felsefesini, bir

tanimlama c¢abasindan ziyade, siirekli bir agiklik ve ertelenme hareketi haline getirir. (Derrida, 1992, 14-16)

Derrida’nin Avrupa diislincesinin bir diger belirleyici boyutu ise gelecek (a venir) kavramidir. Avrupa,
onun diisiincesinde bir gegmis miras olmaktan ¢ok, “gelmekte olan” bir imkan olarak anlam kazanir. Bu nedenle
Derrida, Avrupa’y: bir sonu¢ ya da tamamlanmis bir proje olarak degil; siirekli ertelenen ve hicbir zaman tam

anlamiyla gerceklesmeyen bir vaat olarak diisiiniir. Bu vaat, Ozellikle “gelecek demokrasi” kavraminda
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somutlagir. Demokrasi, Derrida’ya goére var olan bir rejim degil; her zaman gelmekte olan, her zaman eksik ve

her zaman elestiriye ag¢ik bir yapidir. (Derrida, 2005, 86-87)

Bu noktada Derrida’nin Avrupa anlayisi, “Avrupa felsefesi’nin teleolojik ve tamamlanmais tarih anlatisini
tersine ¢evirir. Avrupa artik tarihin sonu degil; siirekli ertelenen bir baslangictir. Avrupa’nin anlami, sahip oldugu
degerlerde degil; bu degerleri siirekli olarak sorgulama ve yeniden diisiinme kapasitesinde yatar. Bu da Avrupa’y1

bir merkez olmaktan ¢ikarip bir siire¢ ve imkan alan1 haline getirir.

Dolayistyla Derrida’nin diisiincesi, bagliktaki soruya agik bir yanit sunar: Avrupa, “Avrupa felsefesi”
olarak ele alindiginda bir merkez, bir norm ve bir telos olarak goriiniir; ancak “Avrupa’nin felsefesi” olarak
diistintildigiinde, bu merkezin nasil kuruldugunu sorgulayan, kendisini siirekli olarak asan ve otekiyle birlikte
yeniden kurulan bir yap1 haline gelir. Derrida’nin katkisi, Avrupa’y1 bu ikinci anlamda diistinmenin imkanini

acgmasidir.

Sonug olarak Derrida, Avrupa’yr ne savunulacak bir kimlik ne de terk edilecek bir yap1 olarak goriir.
Avrupa, onun diisiincesinde bir sorumluluktur: gegmisin mirasini tagima, bu mirasi elestirme ve onu 6tekiye agik
bir gelecege dogru doniistirme sorumlulugu. Bu nedenle Avrupa’nin felsefesi, bir sonuca ulagsmak degil; bu

sorumlulugu siirekli olarak yeniden iistlenmektir. (Derrida, 2008, 212)
Sonu¢ ve Degerlendirme

Bu bildiri boyunca ortaya konuldugu iizere, “Avrupa felsefesi” ile “Avrupa’nin felsefesi” arasindaki
ayrim, yalnizca kavramsal bir niians degil; Avrupa’nin diisiinsel statiisiine dair iki farkli yaklasimi temsil eder.
[k yaklasimda Avrupa, felsefenin dogdugu, gelistigi ve evrensel aklin tasiyicist olarak tamamlandigi bir merkez
olarak konumlandirilir. Bu ¢ergevede Avrupa felsefesi, insanlik tarihinin teleolojik bir anlatis1 i¢inde, diger tiim

diisiinme big¢imlerini kendisine gore degerlendiren normatif bir 6l¢iit haline gelir.

Ancak bu merkez iddiasi, ayn1 zamanda Avrupa’nin kendi sinirlarin1 gériinmez kilan ve kendi disindaki
diisiinme bicimlerini ya dislayan ya da hiyerarsik olarak konumlandiran bir yapiyr da beraberinde getirir. Bu
nedenle Avrupa felsefesini yalnizca bir diislince tarihi olarak degil, ayn1 zamanda bir temsil ve iktidar bigimi
olarak okumak gerekir. Avrupa’nin kendisini evrensel olanla 6zdeslestirmesi, onun tarihsel olarak kurdugu
tahakkiim iligkilerinden bagimsiz diisiiniilemez. Bu noktada Avrupa, bir hakikat rejimi olarak islev goriir; yani

yalnizca diisiinmez, ayn1 zamanda neyin diisiince olarak kabul edilecegini de belirler.

Buna karsilik “Avrupa’nin felsefesi” yaklagimi, bu merkez iddiasin1 sorgulamaya acgar. Avrupa’y: sabit
bir 6z ya da tamamlanmis bir kimlik olarak degil; kokeninde baskalik tagiyan, miras yoluyla stirekli yeniden

kurulan ve kendi krizleriyle yilizlesmek zorunda olan bir yap1 olarak ele alir. Bu perspektifte Avrupa, kendisini
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dislayan degil; kendi i¢cindeki bagkaligi taniyan bir diistinme bi¢imiyle anlasilabilir hale gelir. Avrupa’nin kimligi,
saf ve homojen bir yap1 degil; aksine farkliliklarin, kirilmalarin ve digsalliklarin kesisiminde olusan dinamik bir

suregtir.

Derrida’nin diisiincesi, bu ikinci yaklagimi en gii¢lii bicimde temellendiren bir perspektif sunar. Derrida,
Avrupa’yr ne mutlak bir deger olarak savunur ne de biitiiniiyle reddeder; onun yerine Avrupa’y1 bir miras ve
sorumluluk alani olarak yeniden diisiinmeye davet eder. Bu miras, ge¢cmisin oldugu gibi korunmasint degil;
elestirel bir yeniden sahiplenmeyi gerektirir. Avrupa’nin anlami, sahip oldugu degerlerde degil; bu degerleri
siirekli olarak sorgulama ve doniistiirme kapasitesinde yatar. Bu nedenle Avrupa, bir sonu¢ degil; her zaman

ertelenen ve yeniden kurulan bir stirectir.

Bu baglamda basliktaki soruya verilecek cevap netlesir: Avrupa, yalnizca “Avrupa felsefesi” olarak
diistintildiiglinde bir merkez, bir norm ve bir telos olarak goriiniir. Oysa “Avrupa’nin felsefesi” perspektifinden
bakildiginda Avrupa, bu merkezin nasil kuruldugunu sorgulayan, kendi sinirlarin1 asmaya ¢alisan ve Gtekiyle

birlikte yeniden tanimlanan bir yapr haline gelir. Dolayisiyla Avrupa, bir “sey” olmaktan ziyade, bir

sorusturmadir.

Sonug olarak Avrupa’yr anlamak, onun ne oldugunu belirlemekten ¢ok, onun nasil miimkiin oldugunu ve
nasil yeniden diisiiniilebilecegini sorgulamay1 gerektirir. Avrupa, kendi {izerine diislinme kapasitesi sayesinde
varligini siirdiiren bir yapiysa, o halde Avrupa’nin gelecegi de bu elestirel diistinme pratigine baglidir. Bu nedenle
Avrupa’nin felsefesi, bir tanim ya da sonug iiretmekten ziyade, siirekli olarak agik kalan bir soruyu canli tutmak

anlamina gelir: Avrupa, kendisini ger¢ekten asabilir mi, yoksa her defasinda kendi merkezine geri mi doner?
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Ozet

Bu arastirma, sosyal bilgiler 6gretmen adaylarinin 6rgiitsel kimlik algilari ile grup ¢aligmalarina yaptiklar
katki diizeylerini incelemeyi amaglamaktadir. Ogretmen adaylarmin kurumlarma olan baglilik duygulari ve grup
ici etkilesimleri, hem mesleki gelisimlerini hem de egitim ortamina uyum siireglerini etkileyebilmektedir.
Arastirma, nicel yontemden iliskisel tarama modeli ¢ergevesinde tasarlanmistir. Tirkiye’deki Ogretmen
adaylarindan olusan drneklemde 191 kisi yer almis ve veri toplama araclar1 olarak Ogretmen Orgiitsel Kimlik
Algist Olgegi ile Grup Calismasina Katki Olgegi kullamlmstir. Elde edilen veriler tanimlayici istatistikler ve
Pearson korelasyon analizi ile ¢éziimlenmistir. Bulgular, 6gretmen adaylarinin hem 6rgiitsel kimlik algis1 hem de
grup caligsmalarina katki diizeylerinin orta-iist seviyede oldugunu gostermektedir. Ayrica iki degisken arasinda
pozitif ve anlaml1 bir iligki tespit edilmistir; yani 6gretmen adaylarinin orgiitsel kimlik algis1 yiikseldikge grup
caligmasina katki diizeyi de artmaktadir. Aragtirma sonunda sosyal bilgiler 6gretmen adaylarinin 6rgiitsel kimlik

algilar1 ve grup ¢aligmalarina katilimlarinin farkli demografik degiskenler baglaminda incelenmesi onerilmistir.

AN INVESTIGATION OF THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN SOCIAL STUDIES TEACHER

CANDIDATES’ PERCEPTION OF ORGANIZATIONAL IDENTITY AND THEIR LEVEL OF
CONTRIBUTION TO GROUP WORK

Abstract

This study aims to examine the relationship between social studies teacher candidates’ perceptions of
organizational identity and the level of their contributions to group work. Teacher candidates’ sense of
commitment to their institutions and their interactions within groups can influence both their professional
development and their adaptation to the educational environment. The study was designed using a quantitative,
correlational survey model. The sample consisted of 191 teacher candidates in Turkey, and the Teacher
Organizational Identity Perception Scale and the Group Work Contribution Scale were used as data collection
tools. The data obtained were analyzed using descriptive statistics and Pearson correlation analysis. The results
indicate that both the organizational identity perception and the level of contribution to group work among teacher
candidates are at a medium-to-high level. Additionally, a positive and significant relationship was identified
between the two variables; that is, as teacher candidates’ organizational identity perception increases, their level
of contribution to group work also increases. At the conclusion of the study, it was recommended that the
organizational identity perceptions and participation in group work of social studies teacher candidates be

examined within the context of various demographic variables.

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1. GIRIS
Ogretmen adaylarmin mesleki egitim siirecinde mesleki kimlik gelisimleri, meslege yonelik tutumlarini
ve c¢alisma bigimlerini etkilemektedir (Beijard vd., 2004). Bu siirecte 6gretmen adaylarinin kendilerini ait
hissettikleri kuruma iligskin algilar1 ve kuruma yonelik gelistirdikleri kimlik duygusu Onemli belirleyici
degiskenlerdir (Mael ve Ashforth, 1992). Orgiitsel kimlik algisi, bireylerin kendilerini bir yapinin parcasi olarak
gormeleri ve yapinin hareket bicimini benimsemeleriyle iliskilidir (Dutton vd., 1994). Ogretmen adaylarmin

O0grenim gordiikleri kurumla kurduklar1 bag, onlarin akademik ve sosyal etkinliklere katilimini da

etkileyebilmektedir (Wilcox vd., 2005).

Ogretmenlik meslek egitimi siirecinde 6gretmen adaylarmin sikga karsilastiklar1 ortamlardan biri de grup
calismalaridir (Race, 2019). Ogretmen adaylar1 agisindan grup c¢alismalari; bireyin ortak bir amag dogrultusunda
is birligi i¢inde calismasint ve sorumluluk paylasmasini ifade etmektedir (Slavin, 1996). Bireyin grup
caligmalarina aktif katilim saglamasi, grup basarist acisindan belirleyici bir unsur olmanin yani sira bireyin
sorumluluk alma istegi, iletisim becerisi ve kendini gruba ait hissetme duygusunun gelisimine de katki

saglamaktadir (Johnson, 2022).

Ogretmen adaylarmin érgiitsel kimlik algilari ile grup ¢aligmalarma katki diizeyleri arasindaki iliskinin
incelenmesinin, onlarin egitim siire¢lerinde nasil bir ¢alisma yaklagimi benimsediklerini ve grup iiyesi olma
algilarin1 ortaya c¢ikarmak agisindan 6nemli oldugu sdylenebilir. Nitekim i¢inde bulundugu gruplara baglilik
hisseden 6gretmen adaylarinin grup igerisinde yiiriitiilen etkinliklere daha aktif katilim gosterdigini ifade etmek
miimkiindiir. Dolayistyla her alanda oldugu gibi sosyal bilgiler 6gretmen adaylarin da orgiitsel kimlik algisina
sahip olmas1 ve grup caligmalarina aktif katilim gostermesi, katilimer 6grenme ortamlarinin olusturulmasinda

etkili faktorlerdir (Bayram, 2022).

Ogretmen adaylarmin giiclii bir drgiitsel kimlik algisina sahip olmasi ve grup calismalarma etkin katilim
gostermesi, meslek hayatlarinda is birligine dayal1 6gretim yaklasimlarini benimsemelerini kolaylastirir (Phelan,
1996). Bu kapsamda sosyal bilgiler 6gretmen adaylari, kendi mesleki gelisimlerini saglamakla birlikte
ogrencilerine de sosyal bilgiler dersinin temel unsurlarindan olan demokratik, paylasimci ve aktif katilimi1 iceren

O0grenme ortamlari sunabilirler.

Alanyazin incelendiginde 6gretmen ve dgretmen adaylarinin orgiitsel kimlik algilar1 (Ugurlu ve Arslan,
2015; Tabak ve Boyaci, 2019; Hizarcioglu ve Giiney, 2022; Aliakbari ve Valizadeh, 2023) ya da is birligine dayali
ogrenme ve grup ¢aligmalari (Ko¢ Erdamar ve Demirel, 2010; Kurt ve Bokeoglu, 2019; De Backer vd., 2023;
Frelin vd., 2025; tizerine c¢esitli arastirmalarin gerceklestirildigi goriilmektedir. Ancak O6gretmen adaylarinin

orgiitsel kimlik algilar1 ile grup calismalarina katk: diizeyleri arasindaki iliskinin dogrudan ele alindig1 bir calisma

Tiirk¢e’ye uyarlanan Grup Calismasina Katk1 Olgegi (GCKO) ile toplanmustir.

Ug faktdr ve 17 maddeden olusan OOKAO, 5°li Likert tipindedir. Tabak ve Boyaci (2019), &lgcegin
Cronbach Alpha katsayisini, .94 seklinde hesaplarken 6lcegin bu arastirmadaki Cronbach Alpha katsayisi, .86
seklinde bulunmustur. Sonucun .60’tan biiyiik olmas1 (Ozdamar, 2002), 6lgegin kullanima uygun oldugu
gorilmiistiir.

Ug faktdr ve 14 maddeden olusan GCKO, 5°li Likert tipindedir. Cirak Kurt ve Cokluk Békeoglu (2017),
Olgegin Cronbach Alpha katsayisini, 6l¢egin boyutlar1 i¢in .86 ile .81 arasinda hesaplarken olgegin bu
aragtirmadaki Cronbach Alpha katsayisi, 6lgegin tamami i¢in .77 seklinde bulunmustur. Sonucun .60’tan biiyiik

olmas1 (Ozdamar, 2002), dlgegin kullanima uygun oldugu goriilmiistiir.
Verilerin Analizi

Analiz stirecine gecilmeden dnce verilerin normal dagilima uygunlugu carpiklik ve basiklik katsayilari ile

Kolmogorov-Smirnov testi araciligtyla incelenmistir. Elde edilen bulgular Tablo 2’de sunulmustur:

Verilerin ¢ozlimlenmesinde Oncelikle tanimlayici istatistikler kullanilarak sosyal bilgiler 6gretmen
adaylarinin orgiitsel kimlik algis1 ve grup calismalarina katki diizeyleri belirlenmistir. Daha sonra degiskenler
arasindaki iliskiyi incelemek amaciyla Pearson korelasyon katsayis1 hesaplanmistir. Ayrica arastirma degiskenleri

4. SONUC, TARTISMA VE ONERILER

Arastirmada sosyal bilgiler 6gretmen adaylarinin orgiitsel kimlik algist diizeylerinin orta-iist oldugu sonucuna
ulasilmistir. Beijaard vd. (2004) 6gretmen kimliginin, bireyin i¢inde bulundugu kurumsal baglamla etkilesim
icerisinde sekillendigini belirtmektedir. Benzer sekilde Izadinia (2013), 6gretmen adaylarinin kimlik gelisiminde
egitim aldiklart kurumun 6nemli bir referans noktasi oldugunu vurgulamaktadir. Ayrica Van Dick vd. (2006)
tarafindan yapilan arastirmada, orgiitsel 6zdeslesmenin bireylerin kuruma yonelik tutum ve davranislarini anlaml

bi¢imde etkiledigi ortaya konmustur.

Arastirmada sosyal bilgiler 6gretmen adaylarimin grup caligmasina katki diizeylerinin orta-iist oldugu
saptanmistir. Johnson ve Johnson (2009), grup caligmalarinin bireylerin aktif katilimin1 ve sosyal etkilesimini
artirdigmi belirtmektedir. Gillies (2016) ise is birligine dayali 6grenme ortamlarinin 6grencilerin iletisim
becerilerini ve grup ici katkilarin1 gelistirdigini vurgulamaktadir. Ayrica Slavin (2014), grup basarisinin biiyiik

olgtide bireylerin katki diizeyine bagli oldugunu ifade etmektedir.
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Arastirmada sosyal bilgiler 6gretmen adaylarinin orgiitsel kimlik algis1 diizeyleri ile grup ¢aligmasina

katki diizeyleri arasinda istatistiksel olarak pozitif ve anlamli bir iliski oldugu sonucuna varilmistir. Mael &
Ashforth (1992) orgiitsel 6zdeslesmenin bireylerin orgiit yararina davraniglarini artirdigini belirtmektedir. Riketta
(2005) tarafindan yapilan meta-analiz ¢alismasi, orgiitsel kimlik ile is birligi ve performans arasinda anlamli
iliskiler bulundugunu ortaya koymustur. Ayrica Haslam (2004), sosyal kimlik kurami ¢ercevesinde bireylerin

kendilerini ait hissettikleri gruplarda daha fazla katki saglama egiliminde olduklarini ifade etmektedir.

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Ozet

Sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin Orgiitsel baglilik ve oOrgiitsel sosyallesme diizeylerinin incelenmesi,
ogretmenlerin okul ortamina uyum siire¢lerinin ve kurumsal aidiyetlerinin belirlenmesi agisindan énemlidir. Bu
onemden hareketle gerceklestirilen arastirmada, sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin orgiitsel baglilik diizeyleri ile
orgiitsel sosyallesme diizeyleri arasindaki iligskinin incelenmesi amaclanmistir. Arastirma, nicel arastirma
modellerinden iligkisel tarama kullanilarak yiiriitiilmistiir. Aragtirmanin 6rneklemini Tiirkiye’de gorev yapan
69’u kadin ve 72’si erkek olmak iizere toplam 141 sosyal bilgiler 6gretmeni olusturmustur. Veri toplama siirecinde
Ogretmenler i¢in Orgiitsel Baglilik Olgegi ve Orgiitsel Sosyallesme Olgegi kullanilmistir. Elde edilen veriler
tanimlayici istatistikler ve Pearson korelasyon katsayisi kullanilarak ¢oziimlenmistir. Arastirma sonuglarina gore
sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin hem orgiitsel baglilik diizeylerinin hem de orgiitsel sosyallesme diizeylerinin de
orta oldugu belirlenmistir. Ayrica 6gretmenlerin Orgiitsel baglilik diizeyleri ile orgiitsel sosyallesme diizeyleri
arasinda pozitif yonlii anlamli bir iligki oldugu saptanmistir. Arastirma sonuglarina dayanarak sosyal bilgiler
ogretmenlerinin Orgiitsel baglilik ve orgilitsel sosyallesme diizeylerinin farkli degiskenler agisindan incelenmesi,
konunun nitel veya karma yontemli arastirmalarla daha derinlemesine ele alinmasi ve benzer ¢alismalarin farkl

brang 6gretmenleri ile farkl egitim kademelerinde yiiriitiilmesi dnerilmistir.

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THE RELATIONSHiP BETWEEN SOCIAL STUDIES TEACHERS’ LEVELS OF
ORGANIZATIONAL COMMITMENT AND ORGANIZATIiONAL SOCIALIZATIiON

Abstract

Examining social studies teachers’ levels of organizational commitment and organizational socialization is
important for determining their adaptation processes to the school environment and their sense of institutional
belonging.. Based on this importance, the study aimed to examine the relationship between social studies teachers’
levels of organizational commitment and their levels of organizational socialization. The study was conducted
using a correlational survey design, one of the quantitative research models. The sample consisted of a total of
141 social studies teachers working in Turkey, including 69 women and 72 men. The Organizational Commitment
Scale for Teachers and the Organizational Socialization Scale were used in the data collection process. The data
obtained were analyzed using descriptive statistics and the Pearson correlation coefficient. According to the study
results, it was determined that both the levels of organizational commitment and organizational socialization
among social studies teachers were moderate. Additionally, a significant positive relationship was found between
teachers’ levels of organizational commitment and their levels of organizational socialization. Based on the
results, it is recommended that the levels of organizational commitment and organizational socialization among
social studies teachers be examined in terms of different variables, that the topic be addressed in greater depth
through qualitative or mixed-methods research, and that similar studies be conducted with teachers from different

subject areas and at different educational levels.

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1. GIRIS

Sosyal bilgiler, ilk ve ortaokul diizeyindeki 6grencilerin toplumsal biling ve katiliminin gelistirilmesini
amaclayan bir derstir (NCSS, 2020). Bu dersin amagclarinin gerceklesmesi igin sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenleri,
yalnizca miifredat1 aktarmakla kalmaz ayn1 zamanda 6grencilerin ¢ok cesitli becerilerini gelistirmelerine rehberlik
eder (Barr vd., 1978). Bu nedenle sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin okul ortamina uyum saglamalar1 ve mesleki
baglilik diizeylerinin yiiksek olmasi, dersin etkin bigimde yiiriitiilmesi kapsaminda énemli goriilebilir. Bir bagka
deyisle sosyal bilgiler Ogretmenlerinin Orgilitsel bagliliklar1 ile Orgiitsel sosyallesme diizeylerinin egitim
siireclerini sosyal bilgiler dersinin amaglarina uygun bi¢imde tasarlayabilmeleri kapsaminda 6nemli oldugu ifade

edilebilir.

Orgiitsel baghlik, bireyin gorev yaptig1 kuruma kars1 gosterdigi devamlilik tutumunu ifade etmektedir
(Meyer ve Allen, 1997). Orgiitsel sosyallesme ise bireyin dahil oldugu bir yapmin kiiltiiriinii i¢sellestirerek
kendisini yapinin bir parcasi olarak hissetmesi seklinde tanimlanmaktadir (Balci, 2000). Bahsi edilen iki kavram
sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenleri agisindan diisiiniildiiglinde, s6z konusu kavramlarin sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin
hem 6grencilerin toplumsal biling kazanmalarini saglamalari hem de okul kiiltiiriine uyum saglamalar1 dahilinde
gerekli olduklar1 sOylenebilir. Nitekim 6gretmenlerin Orgiitsel sosyallesme siireglerini etkin bir bicimde
yagsamalar1, okulun degerlerini benimsemelerini ve sif i¢i uygulamalarinda tutarlilik gdstermelerini saglar
(Kartal, 2007). Benzer sekilde orglitsel baglilik diizeyi yiliksek olan Ogretmenler, egitimin amaglarini
gergeklestirme konusunda daha inangli ve kararli olur (Balay, 2000). Bu kapsamda sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin
orgiitsel baghlik ve Orgiitsel sosyallesme diizeylerinin birlikte incelenmesinin sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin

nitelikleriyle ilgili literatiirii zenginlestirecegi diisiiniilmektedir.

Literatiir incelendiginde, 6gretmenlerin orgiitsel baglilik ve orgiitsel sosyallesme siireclerine iliskin ¢esitli
calismalarin yapildigr goriilmiistiir. Ornegin, Ataman ve Kondakci (2016)’nin ¢alismasinda yiiksekogretim
ogretim elemanlarinin orgiitsel sosyallesme stirecleri ile baglilik arasindaki iligkiler incelenmistir. Zacharo vd.
(2017)’nin yaptig1 aragtirma, dgretmenlerin orgiitsel baghlik algilarin1 ve okul baglamindaki etkilerini ortaya
koymustur. Onder vd. (2019), 6gretmenlerin drgiitsel baglilik diizeylerini is tatmini ve okul baglaminda incelemis
ve bagliligi etkileyen faktorleri belirlemistir. Ayrica Zhang ve Hsin (2022)’in ¢aligmasinda 6gretmenlerin mesleki
ogrenme topluluklari ile orgiitsel baglilik arasindaki iligki arastirilmistir. Bu gibi ¢alismalar 6gretmen baglaminda
hem baglilik hem de sosyallesme siireclerinin bireysel ve orgiitsel faktorlerle iliskili oldugunu gostermektedir.
Bununla birlikte, sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenleri 6zelinde orgiitsel baglilik ile orgiitsel sosyallesme diizeylerinin

birlikte ele alindig1 dogrudan bir arastirmaya ulasilamamaistir. Bu nedenle sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin 6rgiitsel
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baglilik ve sosyallesme diizeyleri arasindaki iligskinin irdelenmemis literatiirde bir eksiklik olarak kabul edilmis

ve bu arastirma gerceklestirilmistir.

Orneklem,
aragtirmacilarin  ulasabildigi sosyal bilgiler &gretmenlerinden olusmaktadir. Orneklem segiminde kolay
ulagilabilir 6rnekleme yontemi kullanilmistir; bu yontem, erisimi kolay olan katilimecilarin ¢alismaya dahil

3. Jumping from a bonfire. When jumping from a bonfire, this expression is said: "May my weight - my weight

burn in the fire".

4. Looking at the fortune-telling of a ring. Girls fasten the ring to a strand of hair and hold it over a glass filled

with water. The number of times the ring hits the glass is a sign that the girl will get married at that age.
5. To raise the sky. This is a sign of the arrival of spring and the awakening of plants.
6. To fight eggs. As a result of the game, one of the parties fulfills the requirements of the other.

7. To go to the yalli. It is a dance performed by the Azerbaijani people since ancient times. Its meaning is the

unity of people...

And Novruz Bayram means the instigation of mankind to live in peace. All the ceremonies and customs related
to folk culture are scientific reflections of the scientific will and life of the Turkic world for thousands of years.
All this shows the scientificity of the culture and spirituality of the people-humanity-nation, its understanding,
thoughts and the application of these thoughts.

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FORMATION OF LEXICAL NORMS IN STUDENT SPEECH

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Summary

The formation of lexical norms in student speech is primarily due to the enrichment of their vocabulary.
The involvement of younger schoolchildren in active speech activity is also an important condition. Speech on
the picture, text building according to the topic, dialogue and role-playing games help them to correctly use words
in real communication conditions. Such activities contribute to the natural development of speech and the practical
assimilation of lexical norms. The lexical norm requires each person to know the meaning of the word, to use it
in its correct place. If the word is not used in its place, then the thought is not expressed correctly.What happens
at this time? Naturally, the demand for speech culture is violated. The lexical norm is distinguished by functional
styles. For example, while figurative words and expressions are used in the artistic style, this is not typical for the
scientific style. We know that terms prevail in that style. Both the orthographic and orthoepic norm are determined
by the phonetic structure of the language. Explaining the meanings of words in all their subtleties is also one of
the main ways to implement this work. Let's look at the ways of forming lexical norms in student speech: enriching
vocabulary, reading works of fiction of various genres, explaining the meaning of new words, incorrectly

processed in a sentence, finding words, etc.

In the course of the work on speech development, various stylistic errors are observed in the written and
oral communicative speech of students, which they divide into lexical-stylistic and grammatical stylistic errors.
Sometimes words in student writing are not used in their place. Such words arise from the fact that the student's
ability to choose synonyms is not formed correctly. Students cannot distinguish which of the words with close
meanings is correct and accurate to use. Stylistic errors of this kind are often allowed, both in written and oral
speech. To do this, the student must find different lexemes United in the same group of synonyms, be able to
compare them according to their point of use. Stylistic errors mean, for example, the frequent use of Russian
words in speech. Another stylistic mistake encountered during the work on speech development is the use of
superfluous, unnecessary words in a sentence. The main thing here is to explain to the student that these words

are superfluous in the sentence and to consistently work on the fluency of his speech.
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The lexicon of the language, the organization of work on words and phrases is one of the useful ways in

terms of developing students ' speech, raising their speech culture.
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RISK MANAGEMENT IN TRANSLATION THROUGH THE LENS OF DEONTOLOGICAL CODES

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Abstract

The purpose of this paper is to analyse how deontological codes for translators and interpreters can help
provide guidelines and basic knowledge which can allow them to start reflecting about risks. While codes provide
rules, risk management focuses on the outcomes of making certain choices and taking certain decisions in the
process of translation and interpretation. Codes provide rules and principles which are general and based on
common situations. Rules are not to be applied rigidly, but as part of critical thinking. A careful examination of
the particular situation and context provided by the translation or interpretation activity needs to be considered.
The are some unexpected situations which are not mentioned in the codes and for which translators need to
consider carefully various consequences, as well as the particular variables, such as target audience, interests of
the client, impact of translating using addition or deletion, as well as impact of intervening for clarification and
underlining certain pieces of information instead of others. The translators may start asking themselves what
fidelity means and what distorting the message means as well in a variety of contexts, starting from the court of
justice and ending with marketing slogans and presentation of a new project. The methodological framework

consists of project management, translation studies, and psychology.

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1. INTRODUCTION

How do we think about risks? We rely on our experience, on that of the others, as well as in our background
knowledge. We think ahead about what may go wrong in various situations in our personal, everyday life, in a
similar way in which we think when it comes to risk management for projects in our professional activity. We
imagine in all our actions our next steps, since we start off various actions with a goal in mind. On our way to
achieving a certain goal, we also imagine obstacles and what could go wrong, for which we anticipate solutions
or alternatives. This is a natural attitude which can be used when making hypotheses about the outcome of a

professional project, only that we think in terms of risk management strategies, theories, and matrixes.

Nowadays, project management terminology has entered our everyday life vocabulary. We can think of terms
such as deadlines and milestones as being frequently used in our everyday life conversation, with reference to our
personal lives and not to professional projects. Projects can be anything, from setting up life goals such as
preparing for the wanted university, relationship important points, such as buying a house or car, to professional
goals and achievements. Almost all institutions work with projects or are organized inspired from project
management organization: teamwork and leadership are common throughout all professions and businesses.
Project management suggests a certain framework which can be adapted to think in these terms about problem

solving and finishing various tasks.

For the professions of translators and interpreters, we have ethical principles and deontological codes, which set
up a series of common values and principles. These can be considered to lay out the basis for dealing with various

issues which are anticipated, reduced or solved by risk management strategies.
1.1. Theoretical Framework

Ethics refers to moral values in general, e.g. to what is right or wrong, while deontology refers to codes of
professional duties and obligations, which are issued by various associations of translators and interpreters
(AALEP, 2014; Smith, 2024). These associations can be general or particularly related to a field, such as literary,

medical, technical, or legal translations.

Among the common ethical principles to all associations of translators and interpreters, we can find the following:
1) accuracy and fidelity, which refer to how translators and interpreters must faithfully render the message, with
no omissions and additions; 2) impartiality and neutrality, which means not taking sides, not influencing
outcomes, and not expressing personal opinions, especially in settings such as legal and medical; 3)
confidentiality, which refers to protecting confidential information of the client, and to securely store data; 4)

professional competence, which refers to how translators and interpreters should only accept those assignments
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for which they have qualification, and also to be involved in continuing professional development; 5) integrity,

which refers to honest presentation of qualifications, transparent communication with clients, respectful

collaboration with other colleagues, as well as to fair competition.

Bennett, P. M. (2021) examines the codes of various associations and identifies, in the American Translators
Association code, the rule that translators should "convey meaning between people and cultures faithfully,
accurately, and impartially (ATA, 2010)." Further on, the Institute of Translators and Interpreters of Conduct
clarifies responsibility and accountability for translators; in addition, the ITI code refers to fidelity and
equivalence. The Australian Association of Translators and Interpreters "has a code of ethics which provides the
'values and principles guiding decisions» and a code of conduct «for exercising judgement in practice' (AUSIT,
2012)" (Bennett, 2021). Further on, the Association of Professional Translators and Interpreters emphasizes
ethical principles such as fidelity, responsibility, trust (Bennett, 2021). Bennett (2021) also emphasizes the

importance of social responsibility of the translator.
2. MATERIALS AND METHODS

Since translators work in a variety of domains, it is normal to ask ourselves to what extent they need to consider
the deontological codes and ethical principles not just of the translators and interpreters working in domains such
as medicine, law, engineering, but also the particular codes and principles of someone working in the respective
profession. We can easily identify a common issue to all these field, which is that of safety, of the patient, in the
case of medicine, of society, in the case of the field of law, as well as of the workers and clients, in the case of
engineering. We can rank these fields as high risk, since one single mistake can lead to harm. When a translator
is involved in a medical setting, where doctor and patient communicate, he or she should refrain from giving
advice to a patient who is scared by a surgical procedure, for which the doctor mentions that there can be some
risks. The translator should thus maintain neutrality and not try to take sides, just like in settings of court
interpreting. In addition, if a translator is pressed to soften the risk of a building which is in the project phase by
the project manager of an engineering project, he or she should take a step back and consider social responsibility,
as well as translator neutrality. Here we may wonder to what extent the translator or interpreter is responsible for
situations outside his or her field of expertise. As we notice, as translators we are not just translating. We are also
evaluating the entire context from an ethical point of view and we are considering outcomes of our actions. This
can be included under risk management. At the court of law, being pressured by someone to summarize what the
witness says, can lead to problems, since some key details may be ommitted. In addition, using modal verbs are
they are presented in the original is highly significant in court and legal translations, since these verbs acquire
different shades of meaning and can change the way in which we relate to the law and the way in which the law
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is applied. The translator should also think of what can happen if the project manager claims that there are no

risks in using cheaper materials for building a mall, for instance, while in reality this can lead to the collapse of

the building especially during earthquakes and to people's harm.

Translators and interpreters can come face to face with extreme and unexpected situations, such as the one where
a witness during court trial or the person who is guilty threaten to blow up the entire building of the court. In this
case even if one of these persons is the client, the translator should consider duty and responsibility to society on

the first place, and to push aside the known duties towards clients.

We can see how ethical principles and deontological codes are there just as a foundation from which translators
can start building up their risk management strategies. In addition, they need to rely on their critical thinking skills

in order to apply these rules correctly.

The neutrality of an interpreter can be put to the test, regarding its meaning and its application. Once a patient
does not understand the risks of a surgery, the translator, once he or she notices this, need to inform the doctor so
that he can take the necessary measures. In addition, a witness in a trail in a court of law may be confused or not
aware of the high stakes of the situation, or not understand a certain procedure. Once again, the interpreter can

and should intervene to clarify matters up. Here the social responsibility of the translator comes up.

What translators should do becomes a guide towards how they can prevent various problematic situations. In case
translators do skip certain information, e.g. especially during safety instructions in engineering, next to court
settings testimonials, consequences can be critical to interpreting situations and seeing them as low risk when in

fact they are high risk.

Taking ethical principles into account helps translators and interpreters prevent various problems to appear. Even
failing in their being trusted by the client can lead to negative consequences for translators. Translators and
interpreters can start imagining the negative consequences in case they do not obey the ethical principles.
However, not all cases are that simple, and some situations may need additional analysis so that the translators

need to think more about how to tackle a situation.

Dionne (2013) presents us with a history of risk management, as follows: "The study of risk management began
after World War Il. Risk management has long been associated with the use of market insurance to protect
individuals and companies from various losses associated with accidents. Other forms of risk management,
alternatives to market insurance, surfaced during the 1950s when market insurance was perceived as very costly
and incomplete for protection against pure risk. The use of derivatives as risk management instruments arose

during the 1970s, and expanded rapidly during the 1980s, as companies intensified their financial risk
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management. International risk regulation began in the 1980s, and financial firms developed internal risk

management models and capital calculation formulas to hedge against unanticipated risks and reduce regulatory
capital.” As we can see, the purpose of risk management was to avoid negative consequences. Experience has

taught us to think of them well in advance, so that we are able to stop them.

We can imagine negative outcomes if we do not respect ethical codes, or, at least, if we do not take them into
consideration, together with ethical principles. Values are here to make us consider certain outcomes and possible
solutions, which can guide us in our thinking ahead of the consequences if we respect them or not. Values are
here as a means of offering us a guide on how to think and act. The same can be claimed about codes and ethical

principles for translators and interpreters.

However, we may consider how, in the case of neutrality, we may think subjectively, as human beings and as
translators. We may not be free from bias regarding certain situations, and this can affect our perspective and the
way in which we present our translated version. Some translated material may be the result of our own, personal
bias. Suveren (2022) defines "bias as the unconscious attitudes and stereotypes that impact our understanding,
actions, and decisions in an oblivious way." If this is the case, them translators should also take measures not to

be influence by biases.
3. RESULTS

Just as our behaviour in everyday life contexts is understood based on right or wrong means of evaluating our
actions, and those of the others, so it can be understood when it comes to ethical principles and codes of the
professions of translator and interpreter. However, no ready-made solutions for all situations are available based
on these ethical principles only. We need to analyse and judge various situations for ourselves. Risk management

helps us think in terms of consequences and impact of our behaviour on client and society.
3.1. Findings

Risk management becomes a means of our reflecting on different versions and outcomes of our actions, function
of which decision we take. Risk management can further on help us devise strategies to mitigate, which means to
reduce risk, or even to avoid it altogether if possible. However, in order to do this, we need to analyse critically
the situation we find ourselves in. As an example, in some situations keeping faithfully to the translation may
include terms of address or remarks which may be offensive in some cultures, if we think in terms of direct vs
indirect communication. Feedback given directly may inhibit or offend the other party, once they are used with
indirect communication and, thus, with a different type of feedback. A good analysis of the situation is needed in

order to prevent further problems. At the same time, if we omit details in a medical setting, where the doctor
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presents risks, no matter how minor, of surgery, then we influence the decision of the client and the outcome may

not always be positive. The client may be sensitive to a certain substance or his or her case may fall in the category

of rare exceptions where the risk of surgery is high.
4. CONCLUSION, DISCUSSION, AND RECOMMENDATION

We notice how ethical principles can provide a starting point for common values to consider in the process of risk
management during translation and interpretation. Translators and interpreters start, intuitively, on their way to
evaluate risks and to build positive and negative outcomes scenarios based on which decisions they take while
translating and interpreting. In order for us to take decisions, we need a set of common values to guide ourselves
after. Then we can start making up scenario after scenario, by considering the consequences of our actions. We
notice that there is no absolutely certain way to take, even if we guide ourselves after ethical principles and codes.
Some situations may be more complex than expected, which leads us to analyse them and to take into account

further issues and modes of solving the problem.
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Abstract

The purpose of this paper is to analyse an article about Ed Sheeran and attitudes of posters on online social
media mentioned in the article to the singer s claim that he is "culturally Irish” (McDonagh, 2025). The debate
sparked over him growing up in Suffolk and being born in England, and therefore questioning how Irish he
actually could be. In reply, he claims that he feels a strong connection with the Irish culture since he spent his
time there on summer holidays, that Irish culture shaped his taste in music, and also that his grandparents from
his father's side are Irish. What arguments can be found in the text of the article and how convincing are they?
The analysis relies on identifying a family background argument, an experience argument, the emotional
connection argument, the music influence argument, which work in favour of Ed Sheeran being considered Irish.
On the other hand, the convenience argument, the cultural participation argument, and the birthplace argument
work against his describing himself as culturally Irish. What makes up someone s identity is a concern of this
paper, next to examining arguments for and against Ed Sheeran's being Irish. Argumentation theory and cultural

studies make up the methodological framework of analysis.
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1. INTRODUCTION

Nowadays, more than ever, people all over the world belong to two or more cultures. They may have left their
home country and moved to another country, or they may have parents or grandparents who belong to cultures
other than those of the countries they live in. These situations are due to the increased mobility in our
contemporary world. Contact with other cultures is highly frequent in today’s world, and we become increasingly
aware of how other cultures communicate and think. We may also travel to and become fascinated with other
countries and their cultures, because we feel a strong connection with their values, principles, and beliefs. We are
also expected to work in a multicultural environment, which requires of us intercultural communication skills,

which can only be based on our background knowledge about other cultures.

In this context, the issues of personal and cultural identity come to the fore. Once people belong to two cultures,
what can they identify themselves as? They may have been born in one country, but then they have lived in
another country. Such a situation poses the problem of adaptation to the new culture, but also if they need to keep

in touch with the native culture. Research mentions cases of conflicting or mixed identities.

In addition, how are people of mixed cultures perceived by the others? How do we understand cultural identity?
The paper will analyse the case of singer Ed Sheeran, the way he portrays himself as culturally Irish and the way

in which the others see him by reacting to his statement.
1.1. Theoretical Framework

Ward et al (2018) draw attention to our increasingly multicultural society, and especially to the "individuals’
construals of their multiple social identities (e.g., Benet-Martinez & Haritatos, 2005; Chu, White, & Verrilli,
2017; West, Zhang, Yampolsky, & Sasaki, 2017)." For Ward et al (2018), it is important to understand "why
individuals acculturate and how they negotiate their everyday experiences in multicultural environments. The
psychology of those coming into contact with other culture is worth underlining, in terms of well-being and ability
to function properly in society (Berry & Ward, 2016, Schwartz, Unger, Zamboanga, & Szapocznik, 2010, Ward
et al, 2018). As strategies, individuals can give up their cultural heritage and assimilate, or they can insist on
preserving their cultural heritage and be different from the rest of the members of the culture the individual lives
in (Ward et al, 2018).

Smith (2008) puts forth the solution of hybrid identity, based on which "The identities are not assimilated or
altered independently, but instead elements of cultures are incorporated to create a new hybrid culture. [...] The

local and the global interact to create a new identity that is distinct in each context."
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Wagner (2016) presents the opposition between personal and collective identity. Collective identity is connected

to socialization. Through socialization, "a collective set of experiences and attitudes, norms and social convention
are transmitted” (Wagner, 2016). Wagner (2016) draws attention to the fact that "There is a part of the human

identity created from the confrontation with the natural environment."

As we can see, there are various perspective through which we can view the idea of identity. Where can we
include the case of singer Ed Sheeran?

2. MATERIALS AND METHODS

The paper analyses the case presented in an article by McDonagh (2025), related to the claim made by singer Ed
Sheeran that he is "culturally Irish." In this sense, the following quotation is relevant to present the situation: "Ed
Sheeran grew up in Framlingham in Suffolk and its rolling hills and magnificent castle inspired his hit single,
Castle on the Hill. It was the homeplace he pined for. So when he recently described himself as ‘culturally Irish,’
the singer faced social media criticism on both sides of the Irish Sea. Sheeran replied that he had two paternal
Irish grandparents, an Irish parent, an Irish passport, and a childhood filled with Irish summer holidays. Ireland
was the place where his musical taste was formed, he said. 'l can be allowed to feel a connection to a place half
my family is from." Yet he was accused of being Irish ‘when it suits him' by one poster. Another wrote on X: 'I've
seen B*Witched live and have watched a couple of Gaelic football games, which | think gives me an even more

legitimate claim to be culturally Irish than Ed Sheeran.™

All the arguments - those brought forth by Ed Sheeran and those brought forth, for or against, by the commentators

- seem to be guided more by emotion than by reason.

Aristotle's argumentation theory refers two three elements ensuring persuasion in a speech or argumentation:
ethos, which refers to the credibility of the speaker; pathos, which refers to emotions; and logos, which refers to
the logic of the reasoning (Rubinelli, 2018; Sichach, 2024). With respect to ethos, the speaker needs to build
credibility by ensuring that he has knowledge in the issues discussed, which can be done by presenting their
personal experience or authority in the field, or by citing important researchers or experts in the field. Pathos
refers to the emotional appeal to the audience, which can be achieved through the use of vivid examples, through
storytelling and expressive use of language. Logos is achieved based on facts, evidence, and on the use of cause-
effect reasoning.

Ed Sheeran relies on the personal experience argument, thus building credibility (ethos), since he mentions that
he has his grandparents from his father's side who are lIrish, since he has spent his summer holidays in Ireland,

and since he has been influenced in his music style by Irish music. He also relies on the emotional component
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(pathos), since all of these examples are very vivid and suggest emotional connections to family background. In

addition, the phrase "culturally Irish™ (McDonagh, 2025) suggests a strong emotional appeal, as his connection
to Irish culture is a highly emotional one. He feels a strong affinity with Irish culture. Criticism addressed to
Sheeran also relied on the pathos dimension: commentators wrote that he is Irish only when he sees an advantage
in this, or when it suits him, and that they could claim that they are more "culturally Irish" than Sheeran due to
watching Irish shows and Gaelic football a few times, thus underlining an ironic tone. The second comment
downplays the logic of the argument, as well as the very honesty and depth existing in it. The first comment
doubts the genuine affinity of Sheeran and his genuine, deep interest in Irish culture. There is another argument
which stands in-between emotions and reason: that of the place of Sheeran's birth: England, and which is also the
implied place where he lives. Here we may consider that the place where we live shapes us to some extent, since
we need to adapt to it and integrate. All arguments brought into the discussion are debatable, and rely on good
argumentation with the goal of persuasion. Based on Smith (2008), we could classify Sheeran as having a hybrid
cultural identity, since he belongs, in fact, to both English and Irish culture. The question remains: To what extent
is he truly Irish? which is all a matter of personal perspective and interpretation. There is no right or wrong answer.
However, in the case of a public personality such as Ed Sheeran, negative comments and perception can damage

his professional image.

We can isolate as arguments in support of the claim of Sheeran being "culturally Irish” (McDonagh, 2025) the

following:

1. The family background argument, according to which he can call himself like this due to his Irish grandparents,

and this also includes an Irish parent (the father). In this sense, he is part-Irish.

2. The experience argument, according to which he had contact with Ireland during his childhood summer
holidays there, which was also the time when he came into contact with Irish music.

3. The emotional connection argument, which shows that once Sheeran is emotionally connected with Irish
culture, he can claim to belong, culturally, to Ireland. The influence of Irish music on his own music could

reinforce such an argument.

Arguments questioning and denying that he can claim to be "culturally Irish” (McDonagh, 2025) are the

following:

1. The convenience argument, since commentators imply that Sheeran calling himself like this could be a strategy
for promoting his music. At the same time, this argument could simply be speculation, and subjective impression

of the commentator.
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2. The cultural participation argument, which questions to what extent can participating in Irish shows and

watching their football games can make anyone Irish, even culturally speaking. We may wonder if taking interest
in cultural products means that we actually have a deep connection with the respective culture. At the same time,

we may argue that it depends to the level of personal implication.

3. The birthplace argument, which suggests lack of consistent contact with the Irish culture, since Sheeran was
born and grew up in England.

Looking at all the arguments against Sheeran's claim, we can notice that they invite the reader's critical thinking.
Readers may not just agree or disagree with Sheeran or with those commenting his claim, but they may start
actively considering what makes us belong to one culture or another. Are there any true or false answers? Or is it
all a matter of our own inner conflict, related to the way we fit in a certain culture and society, or to the way in

which we relate to our interests?

Sheeran's claim could be considered as an example of ways of thinking and feeling of anyone having family
belonging to another culture and having contact with them and, thus, with the respective culture, as well as with

another culture, in which they were born and grew up.

Personality is influenced by a variety of factors: by education, by family, by the environment, by contact with
other cultures than the one of the country we were born and live in. We may interpret Sheeran's claim as a way
of reflecting on his identity, on the way he feels divided between two cultures. Both cultures, English and Irish,
are part of his personal background.

3. RESULTS

When we ask who we are, and especially when we ask to what culture we belong, we may expect clear answers,
and not nuanced ones. We have been used, traditionally, to think of ourselves by identifying with a certain nation
and with its culture. Nowadays, the situation is more complex, and the answer to which culture and nation we

belong to is more complicated.
3.1. Findings

Personal identity itself has many layers, since it includes various social roles we play, next to the culture and
nation to which we belong. It may be easier to accept that we can play multiple roles than that we belong to two
or more cultures, or that we feel a connection with two or more cultures. As human beings, we have the tendency
to draw clear, separate classification, or to say that something is either black or white. This can help us make
decision and choice easily. We notice the tendency to claim whether someone is or not "culturally Irish"

(McDonagh, 2025), based on various arguments. Sheeran's situation is not clear: while he was born in England,
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he does have Irish paternal grandparents. This could be considered a basis for establishing his cultural identity as

hybrid.
4. CONCLUSION, DISCUSSION, AND RECOMMENDATION

Having Irish grandparents, however, is not enough to claim that someone is Irish when he was born in England.
These are just facts which cannot establish whether someone is Irish or English. We may need to consider factors
such as where they have their home now, what nationality is written down in their documents, yet even these
alone cannot establish a clear answer. Even if someone belongs to a nation in their identity documents, this does

not mean that they have an actual emotional connection with that nation, and all its implied values.

The commentators who question and disagree with Sheeran's claim rely on what matters, personally, to them, or

on what they perceive to be the truth about Sheeran. There is no objective answer in this case.
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Abstract

The purpose of this paper is to analyse the messages sent by Facebook memes presenting two sets of
pictures: Japan in anime vs Japan in real life. We expect a contrast between expectations and reality, and we
expect, most of all, for the two sets of images to differ. However, our expectations are completely challenged.
The two sets of images show places in Japan which look almost the same. The Japan we see in anime, as a setting,
is highly similar to the real places we are going to visit. This suggests that Japan is as beautiful as in anime, and
that we are not going to be disappointed if we visit this country. This comes in line with our image of the Japanese
as honest and ethical, as highly respectful of the others and of themselves. The Japanese are portrayed by online
social media posts as highly hard-working and polite, to the point where they are allowed to sleep at work and
also sleep in the streets, suggesting that work culture is important, and also that safety is at its highest level in this
country. In addition, posts about a train or bus driver apologizing for being five minutes late are also currently
popular. The comparison of anime vs real-life Japan suggests to us that we can trust the Japanese. They are not

selling illusions. The methodological framework is made up of cultural studies and netnography.

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1. INTRODUCTION

The two sets of images, of Japan in anime and Japan in real life, have become by now well-knwon memes
circulating on Facebook. What is striking about these two sets of images is how similar they can be. The image
of Japan from anime and the image of Japan in real life seem to be highly similar. Japanese anime may tell stories
which belong to the fantasy genre and they may be entirely fictional, yet the setting in which they occur can be
easily identified in real life. The anime creators are highly faithful and realistic when it comes to creating pictures

of Japan.

What are the implications of this faithful rendering of the Japanese places in anime? One implication is that, when
we visit Japan, all of our expectations about this country are met. In addition, we are already familiar with the
setting from anime and we feel very much at home. Knowing our surroundings leads to a sense of comfort, and
thus we can feel that we are ready to explore Japan and also to feel as if we have already been there. We can feel
that we are taking a walk through familiar places and enjoying them all the more due to their familiarity. At the

same time, we are still discovering more and more about this country.

Fascination with Japan has been ongoing since the earliest times in history when Western culture members have
been able to find out about it and explore it. This can be considered part of fascination with Asian cultures and

with the Asian world in general.
1.1. Theoretical Framework

Throughout history, various images of Japan have been promoted. They have reflected the way in which Western
cultures have understood Japanese culture and the way in which they have seen Japan. Japan is more about how
we imagine it than how it actually is. Orientalism (Said, 1977) claims that Western cultures create an image of
the Eastern cultures, and see them as mysterious and exotic, in other words, as completely different than their
own culture. Our image of Japan relies on the way in which their culture and society is collectivist (Azuma, 1998),
not individualist as our own, meaning that they focus on how the individuals acts for the good of the entire
community, and not out of his own interests. In addition, we notice how the Japanese create a culture and Society
where traditional elements coexist side by side with modern ones. They still train geisha, even if the conditions
are much different than in the past, and preserve traditional ways of life alongside modern ones. Hall (2003)
focuses on how media creates for us a certain image of reality. In this sense, we see a created image of Japan,
based on anime and online social media content. Starting from media portrayal of Japan, we can start building an

image of this country and of its people which is more imagined than real.
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Netnography and participant observation (Kozinets, 2012) are used in this paper since the author of the present

paper is familiar with memes about Japan and anime from online social media, as well as with images of Japan

relying on the cherry blossom festival, on work culture in Japan, as well as on education in Japan.
2. MATERIALS AND METHODS

Japan and its culture represent a continuous subject of discovery and exploration for Western culture members.
We are still trying to understand the various aspects of this culture, including the mindset of the Japanese. Aspects
such as their relationship with nature and the way in which society is built are continuous topics of research and
curiosity. Their approach to art is also a topic of interest. Here we can mention their specific ways of painting and
writing poetry, where nature is always intermingled with human life activities. They believe that human beings
are part of nature, and not in control of it. In addition, we notice pictures of Torii gates and temples in nature,
suggesting that nature has a sacred component. We are by now familiar with the high importance of the cherry
blossoms and the festival associated with them. Cherry blossoms illustrate the Zen Buddhist mindset, according
to which we need to accept that change is a strong component of our everyday life, that we only have the present
moment, of which we need to be highly aware, and that we are going to lose everything in this life. Next to all of
these, we are currently familiar with the phenomenon of kawaii, which is related to anime culture, to a style of
dress and also to a style of behaviour. All of these cultural products are, by now, part of Japanese soft power (Nye,

2017, 2021), meaning that they are cultural products which are attractive to members of other cultures.

The earliest days of Western culture members exploring Japan can be traced back to the 16th century, when in
1543 Portuguese traders arrive in Japan (Oka, 2021). In 1549, we witness Christian missionary activity in Japan,

when the Western influence on Japanese culture begins.

Japanese and Western cultures, in fact, influence each other. Contact between cultures has been a reality since the
earliest days of explorations and geographical discoveries. Nowadays, we have new opportunities to explore other
countries, based on online social media. We can see how Facebook pages and Facebook groups focusing on a
certain country and culture are continuously created, by official organizations promoting these cultures, by tourist

agencies, as well as by individual users who are passionate about the respective cultures.

Fig. 1 below shows an image of Japan in real life, comparatively with an image of Japan in anime. We expect the
two to be highly different, especially since we are familiar with memes featuring aspects related to differences
between expectations and reality, where the two are strongly different. Instead, our expectations are challenged,
as we see two images which are strikingly similar. The only difference lies in the media in which reality is
represented. In the image of Japan in real life, we have a photograph, while in the image of Japan in anime, we

have a drawing:

This can be a pleasant surprise, suggesting that we are not going to be deceived by visiting Japan, since the image
we have been creating for ourselves of this country is not at all very far from reality. We can understand this in
the context of a highly honest and ethical culture. Japanese culture is well-known, from online social media, for
its work culture. Japanese are portrayed as hard-working, to the point where they sleep in public transport, in the
streets, in metro stations, as well as at work. Sleeping at work is portrayed as suggesting their strong dedication
to their job and their great efforts. In addition, online social media presents posts about how safe Japan is, and
here we can include the image of Japanese sleeping in the street without anyone harming them. Japan is portrayed
as safe since very young children can go to the kindergarten by themselves by public transport. In addition, in the
first school years children are taught good manners, empathy and respect for the others and do not receive any
grades. Japanese schools are also known from online social media for not having janitors, which means that
students and teachers do all the cleaning. Children are also taught to serve food for their colleagues, which
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underlines how they are taught to be responsible. An image of high honesty, responsibility, and morality is created

for Japanese culture. By the accurate portrayal of places in Japan in anime, we can consider that the Japanese
remain honest with members outside of their culture and do not deceive them, even when it comes to their creation

of fictional worlds.

We can find various other images comparing anime with real Japan, not only in terms of places but also in terms
of how their food is portrayed. Everything is highly realistic. Pictures of advertisements of food in Japan are also
portrayed as highly realistic on Facebook, as ice-creams look exactly the same in real life with how they look in
advertisements. Pictures of highly elaborate ice-cream cones show, comparatively, the ad with an image of people

in real life having such an ice-cream. There is no gap between expectation and reality in this case either.

We form expectations about reality and we are deceived by them. In the case of the memes related to Japan in
real life and Japan in anime, however, even this expectation is challenged, and the way in which anime offers an
accurate portrayal of Japan underlines all the more its particular features and the psychological portrait of its

people.

We can get a perception of Japan as a truly fabulous country, as beautiful as in anime. Since anime is fiction, we
expect anime to build an imaginary world. It does, to some extent. We may find stories about time travelling and
stories where magic is possible. We may find stories which can be considered realistic and hypothetical scenarios
about the life of young people in Japan. However, places and habits are realistically presented. This shows that
the Japanese are proud of their places and habits and promote them through anime. In addition, anime is addressed
to all ages, which means that it includes serious topics and a realistic picture of the way in which Japan looks like
is one of them. Tourism is one means of promoting Japan, while anime is another means. Since Japan as seen in
anime is real, we can have the feeling that we step directly into the world of our dreams, or into a place out of this
world. We dream about visiting the Japan we have seen in anime and imagined further on, and our dreams come

true. Nature, the streets, foods, rail stations, even the school uniforms have correspondents in reality.

Our picture of Japan is shaped realistically by the Japanese themselves in anime, which can make us trust anime,
since the picture of Japan is not created by an intermediary culture. Anime offers a genuine representation of

Japan. We have access to the first experience of the Japanese people about their own country.
3. RESULTS

The image of Japan is created based on the cultural products we have access to and which includes it. Further on,

we can rely on our own imagination to complete our image of Japan. Anime is a popular culture product which
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offers us insight into the Japanese culture, visually, as far as its surroundings are concerned, and psychologically,

based on the mindset specific to the Japanese people.
3.1. Findings

Anime presents us viewers with relatable Japanese characters. Common concerns across cultures, such as
relationship issues, help us find an element of familiarity in a culture which is, otherwise, not our own. We have
a sense of security and comfort due to familiar, everyday concerns of the characters, and we can find it fascinating

to focus on the discovery of their everyday life environment, which is unfamiliar and new to us.
4. CONCLUSION, DISCUSSION, AND RECOMMENDATION

Nowadays, cultural differences and specific features become a common concern, due to our living in a globalized
world, which ensures common, familiar elements of the surroundings. Culture shock may be expected to be a rare
phenomenon under these conditions. However, we can come across many unfamiliar aspects in Japanese culture
and in any other culture if we are outsiders. Anime can give us a means of reducing culture shock. It is both a
means of entertainment and a means of information. As children, we learn about the world we live in with the
help of fairy-tales and various other stories, As young adults and as grown ups, we can learn about other cultures
based on entertainment and fiction, and not just based on means of information such as tourist guides and histories

of other cultures.
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Abstract

The relationship between public spending and economic growth has been one of the most debated topics
especially in the post-crisis periods. Looking at the statistics, we notice that, in the developed economies, public
expenditure represents a substantial share of national output. Meanwhile, the major components of public budgets
include social protection and healthcare. From a theoretical point of view, there are two main approaches.
According to Keynes, an increased government expenditure stimulates the aggregate demand and, thus, it
promotes economic growth, especially during the economic downturns. In contrast, Wagner argued that economic
growth leads to an expansion of government activity, suggesting that rising income levels increase the demand
for public services and social programs. Therefore, the purpose of the present paper is to determine whether public
spending drives growth or if growth leads to higher public spending. Our results highlight that the relationship
between public spending and economic growth varies across countries and time periods. The strength and
direction of causality depend on factors such as the composition of spending, institutional quality and the stage
of the economic development. Yet, in several cases, our findings revealed a bidirectional causal relationship,
suggesting that government expenditure can stimulate growth while economic expansion simultaneously leads to

increased public spending.

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Abstract

Accelerated technological transformations have significantly reshaped social relations, labor market dynamics,
and the ways in which success is defined, pursued, and socially validated. In this context, young people are
increasingly exposed to a culture of performance characterized by heightened competition, continuous self-
optimization, and intensified pressure to achieve. This paper examines, from a sociological perspective, the
relationship between success pressure and the culture of performance among young people in the era of
accelerated technologization. The study is grounded in the assumption that digital environments amplify social
comparison, reinforce performance norms, and contribute to the internalization of success-oriented expectations.
Methodologically, the research adopts a mixed-methods design, combining quantitative data collected through a
questionnaire administered to 350 young people aged 17 to 25 with qualitative data derived from 15 semi-
structured interviews. The analysis focuses on the relationships between digital exposure, social comparison,
external expectations, internalization of performance norms, perceived success pressure, and career anxiety. The
findings indicate that success pressure is a multidimensional and structurally embedded phenomenon, shaped by
the interaction of technological conditions, relational dynamics, and individual-level processes of internalization.
Digital environments do not directly produce pressure, but intensify the mechanisms through which it is generated
and reproduced. At the same time, technological adaptability emerges as a protective factor that can mitigate the
negative effects of performance-related pressure. The study contributes to the sociological understanding of youth
in contemporary digital societies by proposing a processual model of success pressure formation and highlighting
its implications for education, social inequality, and public policy.

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1. INTRODUCTION

In recent decades, the rapid advancement of digital technologies has fundamentally transformed the
architecture of contemporary societies, reshaping not only economic structures and labor market dynamics but
also the normative frameworks through which success is defined, pursued, and evaluated (Castells, 2010; Schwab,
2016). Within this context of accelerated technologization, young people are increasingly exposed to a pervasive
culture of performance, characterized by heightened expectations, intensified competition, and continuous self-
optimization (Han, 2015).

The transition from industrial to knowledge-based and digitally mediated societies has reconfigured
traditional pathways to success, placing greater emphasis on adaptability, innovation, and digital competencies
(Beck, 1992; Bauman, 2000). As a result, success is no longer perceived as a stable or linear achievement but
rather as a dynamic and continuously negotiated process, deeply embedded in digital visibility, social comparison,
and algorithmically mediated recognition (Couldry & Hepp, 2017). Social media platforms and digital
environments contribute to the construction of new standards of success, often amplifying pressures to perform

and to conform to idealized models of achievement (Vogel et al., 2014).

Young people, particularly those in the transitional phase between education and labor market integration,
represent a social category that is especially vulnerable to these transformations (Arnett, 2000). They are
simultaneously beneficiaries of unprecedented opportunities for development and subjects of new forms of
structural and symbolic pressure. The constant need to remain competitive, visible, and relevant in digitally
saturated environments generates what can be conceptualized as “success pressure” — a multidimensional
phenomenon encompassing internalized expectations, external demands, and socially constructed benchmarks of

achievement (Brown, 2015).

From a sociological perspective, the culture of performance can be understood as a manifestation of
broader processes associated with late modernity, including individualization, reflexivity, and the intensification
of social competition (Giddens, 1991; Beck, 1992). In technologized societies, these processes are further
accelerated by digital infrastructures that facilitate real-time comparison, quantification of performance (e.g.,

likes, followers), and continuous evaluation of individual trajectories (Rosa, 2013).

This paper aims to explore the relationship between the culture of performance and success pressure
among young people in the context of accelerated technologization. It seeks to examine how technological
transformations shape young individuals’ perceptions of success, influence their educational and professional

aspirations, and contribute to the emergence of new forms of social pressure and adaptation strategies.
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The study adopts a mixed-methods approach, combining quantitative data derived from a structured

questionnaire with qualitative insights obtained through semi-structured interviews. This methodological design
allows for a comprehensive analysis of both measurable patterns and subjective experiences related to success
pressure (Creswell & Plano Clark, 2018). The research focuses on identifying key sources of pressure, analyzing
their impact on motivation and decision-making processes, and exploring the ways in which young people

negotiate their position within an increasingly competitive and technologized social environment.

By addressing these dimensions, the paper contributes to a deeper sociological understanding of how the
culture of performance is constructed and experienced in contemporary societies, highlighting its implications for

youth trajectories, educational systems, and broader social dynamics.
2. THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK AND CONCEPTUAL MODEL
2.1. The Culture of Performance in Late Modern Societies

The emergence of a culture of performance is deeply rooted in the structural transformations associated
with late modernity, where individual success is increasingly framed as a personal responsibility rather than as a
product of structural conditions (Beck, 1992; Giddens, 1991). Within this context, individuals are compelled to
continuously construct, optimize, and display their identities in alignment with socially validated standards of

achievement, reflecting broader processes of individualization and reflexivity.

The work of Byung-Chul Han (2015) is particularly relevant for understanding this shift. Han
conceptualizes contemporary society as a “performance society” (Leistungsgesellschaft), in which external
constraints are replaced by internalized pressures for self-optimization. Unlike disciplinary societies described by
Michel Foucault (1977), where control is externally imposed, performance societies operate through mechanisms

of self-surveillance, leading individuals to become both subjects and agents of pressure.

This transformation is further reinforced by neoliberal logics that redefine individuals as entrepreneurial
subjects responsible for their own success and failure (Brown, 2015). In such a framework, performance becomes
a central criterion for social recognition, while failure is individualized and often internalized, contributing to the

intensification of psychological pressure and self-evaluative practices.
2.2. Accelerated Technologization and Social Acceleration

The concept of accelerated technologization is closely linked to broader processes of social acceleration,
as theorized by Hartmut Rosa (2013). Rosa identifies three interrelated dimensions of acceleration—technological
acceleration, acceleration of social change, and acceleration of the pace of life—which together generate a social

environment characterized by constant urgency, instability, and pressure to adapt.

Within this framework, digital technologies play a central role in intensifying these dynamics by enabling

real-time communication, continuous connectivity, permanent visibility, and immediate feedback. As Manuel
Castells (2010) argues, network society restructures social relations through digital connectivity, giving rise to
new hierarchies of visibility and influence. Consequently, success is increasingly mediated by digital presence

and algorithmic recognition.

Moreover, digital platforms facilitate constant social comparison, a mechanism that significantly
influences self-perception and well-being among young people (Vogel et al., 2014). Continuous exposure to
curated representations of success contributes to the intensification of perceived performance standards,

reinforcing the pressures associated with visibility, competitiveness, and social validation.
2.3. Success Pressure as a Multidimensional Construct

Within this socio-technological context, success pressure can be conceptualized as a multidimensional
construct emerging at the intersection of structural expectations, cultural norms, and individual aspirations. It
encompasses both external pressures—such as family expectations, institutional demands, and societal norms—
and internalized forms of pressure, including self-expectations, fear of failure, and the need for constant

achievement.

Drawing on the theory of capital developed by Pierre Bourdieu (1986), success can be understood as a
socially structured and unequally distributed outcome. Different forms of capital—economic, cultural, social, and

symbolic—shape individuals’ access to opportunities and influence their perceived chances of achieving success.

At the same time, digital environments introduce new forms of symbolic capital, such as online visibility,
follower counts, and digital reputation, which increasingly function as markers of success (Couldry & Hepp,
2017). This reconfiguration of capital intensifies competition and contributes to redefining success in quantifiable
and publicly visible terms, thereby amplifying performance-related pressures.

2.4. Youth, Identity Construction, and Digital Competition

Young people are particularly exposed to the pressures generated by the culture of performance, as they
navigate critical transitions related to education, career, and identity formation (Arnett, 2000). In digitally
mediated environments, identity construction becomes a reflexive and performative process, shaped by

continuous feedback and ongoing social evaluation.

The logic of digital competition amplifies the need for visibility and recognition, transforming everyday
practices into opportunities for performance. As a result, young individuals frequently experience a tension

between authentic self-expression and the pressure to conform to socially validated models of success.
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In this context, identity is no longer constructed solely through personal exploration, but increasingly

through processes of comparison, evaluation, and adaptation to external standards. This dynamic reinforces the
internalization of performance norms and contributes to the emergence of success pressure as a defining feature

of youth experience in contemporary technologized societies.

2.5. Conceptual Model: Determinants and Effects of Success Pressure in the Context of Accelerated
Technologization

This study proposes an integrated conceptual model designed to explain the formation of success pressure
among young people in the context of accelerated technologization. The model is grounded in the assumption
that success pressure does not emerge as an isolated phenomenon, but as the outcome of a sequence of
interconnected social, technological, and individual-level processes.

At the structural level, accelerated technologization shapes the conditions under which young people
interact, communicate, and evaluate themselves. In this context, digital exposure—reflected in the intensity of
social media use and online engagement—plays a central role in increasing the visibility of others’ achievements
and lifestyles. This heightened visibility facilitates processes of social comparison, which become increasingly

frequent and normalized within digitally mediated environments (Vogel et al., 2014).

Social comparison, in turn, represents a key mechanism through which external performance standards
are internalized. Through repeated exposure to curated representations of success, individuals begin to adopt these
standards as personal benchmarks, leading to the internalization of performance norms. This process reflects a
broader transformation characteristic of performance-oriented societies, where external expectations are gradually

transformed into self-imposed demands (Han, 2015).

The internalization of performance norms constitutes a critical mediating dimension within the model, as
it connects external and relational influences to individual-level experiences of pressure. Once internalized, these
norms generate a persistent sense of obligation to achieve, which is conceptualized in this study as perceived
success pressure. This form of pressure is not limited to external demands but is deeply embedded in self-

perception and identity construction.

At the same time, traditional sources of pressure, such as family expectations, educational demands, and
societal norms, continue to play an important role. However, rather than acting independently, these external
expectations are increasingly absorbed into internal evaluative frameworks, reinforcing the intensity and
persistence of performance-related pressure. This dynamic can be interpreted through the lens of socially

structured expectations and unequal access to resources, as emphasized by Bourdieu (1986).
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The model further assumes that success pressure has significant psychological implications, particularly

in relation to career anxiety and future uncertainty. As young people navigate transitions between education and
the labor market, the pressure to meet high and often ambiguous standards of success contributes to increased

levels of uncertainty and emotional strain.

Importantly, the model incorporates technological adaptability as a moderating factor, reflecting the idea
that individuals differ in their capacity to navigate technologized environments. Higher levels of adaptability,
including digital skills and openness to technological change, may reduce the intensity of perceived pressure and

mitigate its negative consequences.

Overall, the proposed model conceptualizes success pressure as a dynamic and processual phenomenon,
generated through the interaction between structural conditions (technologization), relational mechanisms (social
comparison), and individual processes of internalization. This perspective allows for a more nuanced
understanding of how performance culture is constructed and experienced by young people in contemporary

digital societies.

For clarity, the processual logic of the model can be summarized as follows: digital exposure facilitates
social comparison, social comparison contributes to the internalization of performance norms, internalization
generates success pressure, and success pressure is associated with career anxiety, while technological

adaptability moderates these relationships.

2.6. Research Hypotheses
H1. Digital exposure is positively associated with perceived social comparison.
H2. Social comparison positively influences the internalization of performance norms.
H3. Internalization of performance norms increases perceived success pressure.
H4. Success pressure is positively associated with career anxiety among young people.
H5. External expectations significantly amplify perceived success pressure.

H6. Technological adaptability moderates the relationship between success pressure and career anxiety.

Figure 1 presents the conceptual model proposed in this study, illustrating the relationships between the
main variables involved in the formation of success pressure among young people in the context of accelerated
technologization. The model includes digital exposure, social comparison, internalization of performance norms,

perceived success pressure, and career anxiety, as well as the moderating role of technological adaptability.

The model reflects a processual understanding of success pressure as a socially constructed phenomenon
emerging through a sequence of interrelated mechanisms. It suggests that digital exposure does not directly
generate pressure, but operates as a structural condition that facilitates increased opportunities for social
comparison. In turn, comparison processes contribute to the internalization of performance norms, transforming

external expectations into self-imposed standards.

This internalization represents a critical turning point in the model, as it shifts the source of pressure from
external constraints to internalized expectations, aligning with broader transformations characteristic of
performance-oriented societies (Han, 2015). In this sense, individuals become active agents in the reproduction

of pressure, engaging in continuous self-evaluation and self-regulation.

Furthermore, the model highlights that perceived success pressure functions as a mediating outcome that

links internalized norms to broader psychological consequences, particularly career anxiety. This relationship
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suggests that pressure is not only a social phenomenon but also has significant implications for young people’s

emotional and cognitive orientations toward the future.

The inclusion of technological adaptability as a moderating variable indicates that individuals do not
experience these processes uniformly. Higher levels of adaptability may reduce the intensity of pressure or
mitigate its negative effects, suggesting that digital competencies and flexibility function as protective resources

in navigating performance-oriented environments.

Overall, the model conceptualizes success pressure as a dynamic and multi-layered process shaped by the

interaction between technological conditions, social mechanisms, and individual internalization processes.
3. RESEARCH DESIGN AND METHODOLOGY
3.1. Research Design

This study adopts a mixed-methods research design, integrating quantitative and qualitative approaches
in order to provide a comprehensive understanding of success pressure among young people in the context of
accelerated technologization. Such an approach is particularly appropriate for examining complex social
phenomena that involve both structural patterns and subjective experiences, allowing for a more nuanced and

multidimensional analysis (Creswell & Plano Clark, 2018).

More specifically, the research follows a sequential explanatory design, in which quantitative data
collection and analysis are conducted in the first phase, followed by a qualitative component aimed at deepening
and contextualizing the statistical findings. This design enables the identification of generalizable relationships
between variables, while also capturing the meanings and interpretations that individuals attach to their

experiences of success pressure.

By combining these two methodological perspectives, the study seeks to bridge the gap between
measurable trends and lived experiences, offering a more comprehensive account of how performance culture is

constructed and internalized in contemporary technologized societies.
3.2. Research Objectives

The primary aim of this study is to explore the relationship between accelerated technologization, the
culture of performance, and success pressure among young people. In order to address this overarching objective,
the research focuses on several interrelated dimensions that reflect both structural influences and individual-level

processes.

More specifically, the study seeks to identify the main sources of perceived success pressure and to

examine how digital exposure contributes to the intensification of social comparison processes. It also aims to
analyze the role of internalized performance norms in shaping individual experiences of pressure, as well as to

assess the impact of success pressure on career-related anxiety and future uncertainty.

In addition, the research explores young people’s subjective experiences and coping strategies in relation
to performance expectations, thereby integrating quantitative patterns with qualitative insights. Through this
multi-layered approach, the study provides a comprehensive understanding of success pressure as a socially

embedded and dynamically constructed phenomenon.
3.3. Research Hypotheses

Building on the conceptual model and the theoretical framework outlined in the previous section, the study
formulates a set of hypotheses that reflect the proposed relationships between key variables. These hypotheses
are derived from the assumption that success pressure emerges through a sequence of interconnected mechanisms

linking digital environments, social comparison processes, and internalized performance norms.

The first hypothesis assumes that digital exposure is positively associated with perceived social
comparison, reflecting the role of technologized environments in facilitating continuous evaluative processes. In
turn, social comparison is expected to positively influence the internalization of performance norms, suggesting
that repeated exposure to others’ achievements contributes to the adoption of external standards as personal

benchmarks.

Furthermore, it is hypothesized that the internalization of performance norms leads to increased levels of
perceived success pressure, highlighting the transition from external expectations to self-imposed demands. The
model also assumes that success pressure is positively associated with career anxiety among young people,
indicating that performance-related pressure has significant implications for future-oriented concerns.

In addition, external expectations are expected to amplify perceived success pressure, reflecting the
continued relevance of familial, educational, and societal influences. Finally, technological adaptability is
hypothesized to moderate the relationship between success pressure and career anxiety, suggesting that
individuals’ capacity to navigate digital environments may influence the intensity of pressure and its

psychological consequences.
3.4. Sample and Participants

The quantitative component of the study was conducted on a sample of 350 respondents, consisting of

young individuals aged between 17 and 25 years, who are in the transitional phase between education and
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integration into the labor market. The sample includes both high school students and university students, ensuring

diversity in educational trajectories and exposure to performance-related pressures.

A non-probabilistic sampling strategy (convenience and purposive sampling) was employed, given the
exploratory nature of the research and the focus on a specific social category. Efforts were made to ensure

heterogeneity in terms of gender, educational level, and socio-economic background.

For the qualitative component, 15 semi-structured interviews were conducted with participants selected
from the quantitative sample. The selection followed a maximum variation sampling strategy, aiming to

capture diverse experiences related to success pressure.
3.5. Variables and Operationalization

The study examines seven key variables that capture both structural and individual dimensions of success
pressure in the context of accelerated technologization. All variables were operationalized through multiple items
measured on a five-point Likert scale, ranging from 1 (strongly disagree) to 5 (strongly agree), allowing for the

assessment of both intensity and variability of respondents’ perceptions.

At the structural and contextual level, digital exposure was conceptualized as the degree of engagement
with online environments, including frequency of social media use, time spent online, and interaction with digital
platforms. Closely related to this dimension, social comparison was measured through respondents’ tendency to
compare themselves with others in digital contexts, their perceptions of others’ success, and the extent to which

such comparisons generate feelings of inadequacy.

External expectations were included as a key social variable, reflecting perceived pressures originating
from family, educational institutions, and broader societal norms regarding achievement. In parallel,
technological adaptability was operationalized as an individual resource, capturing respondents’ perceived ability

to adapt to new technologies, their confidence in digital skills, and their openness to technological change.

At the individual level, the internalization of performance norms was treated as a central mediating
variable. This dimension was assessed through items capturing the extent to which respondents associate success

with personal value, feel the need to constantly perform, and experience fear of underachievement.

The main outcome variables of the study were perceived success pressure and career anxiety/future
uncertainty. Perceived success pressure was measured through items reflecting feelings of pressure to achieve,
stress related to performance, and perceptions of competition. Career anxiety was operationalized through
indicators related to uncertainty regarding professional trajectories, concerns about future opportunities, and

anxiety associated with meeting expectations.
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This operational structure allows for the examination of success pressure as a multidimensional construct,

linking structural conditions, relational mechanisms, and individual-level processes within a unified analytical

framework.
3.6. Research Instruments

Data collection was conducted using both quantitative and qualitative instruments, consistent with the

mixed-methods design of the study.

The quantitative component relied on a structured questionnaire consisting of socio-demographic items
and a set of 35-45 Likert-scale items distributed across the main variables. The instrument was developed based
on existing literature and adapted to the specific context of technologized societies, ensuring both theoretical
relevance and contextual validity. A pilot test (N = 30) was conducted prior to the main data collection in order
to assess clarity, coherence, and internal consistency of the items, leading to minor adjustments in wording and

structure.

The qualitative component was based on semi-structured interviews designed to capture the subjective
experiences and interpretations of participants in relation to success pressure. The interview guide focused on key
thematic areas, including perceptions of success, lived experiences of performance-related pressure, the role of

digital environments, and individual coping strategies.

This approach allowed participants to articulate nuanced perspectives while maintaining a degree of
comparability across interviews, thereby facilitating thematic analysis (Kvale & Brinkmann, 2009). The
combination of structured quantitative measures and flexible qualitative inquiry enabled a more comprehensive

understanding of the phenomenon, capturing both measurable patterns and experiential dimensions.
3.7. Data Collection Procedure

Data collection was conducted over a period of approximately six to eight weeks, using both quantitative
and qualitative approaches. The questionnaire was administered online, ensuring accessibility for participants and
maintaining a high level of anonymity, which was essential for obtaining honest responses regarding sensitive

topics such as performance pressure and anxiety.

All participants were informed about the purpose of the study, and informed consent was obtained prior
to their involvement. Ethical standards related to confidentiality, voluntary participation, and data protection were

strictly respected throughout the research process.
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The qualitative component involved semi-structured interviews conducted either face-to-face or via online

platforms, depending on participants’ availability. All interviews were recorded with participants’ consent and

subsequently transcribed, ensuring accuracy and consistency in the analytical process.
3.8. Data Analysis

The analysis of data followed a mixed-methods approach, integrating quantitative and qualitative

techniques in order to provide a comprehensive understanding of success pressure.

The quantitative data were analyzed using statistical software, following several stages. Descriptive
statistics were first employed to examine central tendencies and variability across variables. Reliability analysis
was conducted using Cronbach’s alpha coefficients in order to assess the internal consistency of the measurement
scales. Correlation analysis was subsequently performed to identify relationships between key variables, while
multiple regression analysis was used to test the predictive power of independent variables and to evaluate the
proposed hypotheses. In addition, moderation analysis was applied to examine the role of technological

adaptability in shaping the relationship between success pressure and career anxiety.

The qualitative data were analyzed using thematic analysis, following the approach proposed by Braun
and Clarke (2006). This process involved initial coding, the identification of recurring themes, and the
interpretation of underlying patterns in participants’ narratives. Through this analytical strategy, the study was
able to capture key meanings associated with success pressure and performance culture, complementing the
statistical findings with in-depth insights into individual experiences.

3.9. Validity and Reliability

Several measures were implemented to ensure the methodological rigor of the study. Internal consistency
was assessed using Cronbach’s alpha coefficients, with values exceeding the accepted threshold indicating
satisfactory reliability of the measurement scales. Construct validity was ensured through the alignment of

variables and indicators with the theoretical framework underpinning the research.

The use of a mixed-methods design enabled triangulation between quantitative and qualitative data,
strengthening the validity of the findings by allowing for the cross-verification of results. In addition, pilot testing
of the questionnaire contributed to improving the clarity, coherence, and reliability of the research instrument,

reducing potential measurement errors.
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3.10. Ethical Considerations

The study was conducted in accordance with established ethical standards in social research. Participation
was entirely voluntary, and all respondents were informed about the objectives of the study and the nature of their

involvement prior to data collection.

Anonymity and confidentiality were strictly ensured, and no personal data were collected in a manner that
would allow for the identification of participants. Respondents were also informed of their right to withdraw from
the study at any time without any consequences. These ethical principles were applied consistently throughout

the research process in order to protect participants’ rights and ensure the integrity of the study.
4. RESULTS

This section presents the empirical findings of the study, structured in accordance with the proposed
conceptual model and research hypotheses. The analysis integrates both quantitative and qualitative data,
providing a comprehensive understanding of the mechanisms underlying success pressure among young people

in the context of accelerated technologization.

The quantitative results are first examined through descriptive statistics, followed by inferential analyses,
including correlation and regression models, in order to test the relationships between the key variables: digital
exposure, social comparison, external expectations, technological adaptability, internalization of performance
norms, perceived success pressure, and career anxiety. These analyses aim to identify patterns, strengths of
association, and predictive relationships that explain how success pressure is constructed and experienced.

Subsequently, the qualitative findings are presented, offering an in-depth exploration of young people's
subjective experiences, perceptions, and coping strategies. This component complements the statistical results by
capturing the meanings and interpretations that individuals attach to performance expectations and success-related

pressures.

The integration of quantitative and qualitative data follows a mixed-methods logic, allowing for the
validation and contextualization of findings through triangulation (Creswell & Plano Clark, 2018). In this sense,
the results are not treated as isolated outcomes but as interconnected dimensions of a broader sociological

phenomenon.

Overall, this section aims to demonstrate that success pressure emerges as a multidimensional construct
shaped by the interaction between structural factors (technologization and social expectations), relational

processes (social comparison), and individual-level dynamics (internalization and identity formation). The
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findings thus provide empirical support for the theoretical assumptions outlined in the conceptual model and

contribute to a nuanced understanding of performance culture in contemporary digital societies.
4.1. Descriptive Analysis of Key Variables

The descriptive analysis provides an overview of the central tendencies and variability of the main

variables included in the study.

The data indicate relatively high mean values across all variables, suggesting that respondents experience

a strong presence of performance-related pressures.

The highest mean score is observed for perceived success pressure (M = 4.18), followed by digital exposure
(M = 4.12) and external expectations (M = 4.05). These findings highlight the central role of both digital

environments and social expectations in shaping young people’s experiences.

At the same time, the relatively high level of internalization of performance norms (M = 4.01) supports
the theoretical assumption that performance pressures are not only external but also deeply internalized (Han,
2015).

4.2. Graphical Analysis of Key Variables

To complement the descriptive statistical analysis, graphical representations were employed to illustrate
both the central tendencies and the distribution patterns of the key variables included in the study. These
visualizations enable a more nuanced understanding of the intensity, variability, and structural characteristics of

success pressure among young people.
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The figures presented below highlight both aggregate trends and distributional patterns, allowing for a

deeper interpretation of how performance culture is internalized and experienced in the context of accelerated

technologization.

Figure 2 presents the mean values of the seven core variables analyzed in the study: digital exposure,
social comparison, external expectations, technological adaptability, internalization of performance norms,

perceived success pressure, and career anxiety.

The graphical representation reveals a consistent clustering of values in the upper range of the scale

(between 3.87 and 4.18), indicating a generally high intensity of all analyzed dimensions.

The highest mean value is observed for perceived success pressure (M = 4.18), suggesting that
performance-related pressure constitutes a central and pervasive element in the everyday experiences of young
people. This finding reflects the normalization of high achievement expectations within contemporary
technologized societies.

Similarly, high values for digital exposure (M = 4.12) and external expectations (M = 4.05) indicate
that success pressure is shaped by both structural factors (such as digital environments and social norms) and
relational influences (family and educational expectations).
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The relatively elevated level of internalization of performance norms (M = 4.01) further suggests that

these pressures are not merely external but are deeply embedded within individuals’ self-perceptions and identity

constructions. This supports the theoretical perspective that contemporary performance culture operates through
internalized mechanisms of self-regulation.

Overall, the figure highlights that success pressure emerges as a systemic phenomenon, resulting from
the interaction between digital exposure, social expectations, and internalized norms.

Figure 3 illustrates the distribution of responses for the variable perceived success pressure, expressed
as percentages across the five response categories of the Likert scale.

The distribution reveals a strong concentration of responses in the upper categories of the scale.
Specifically:

o 51.4% of respondents reported strongly agree

e 34.3% reported agree

This indicates that over 85% of participants experience high levels of success pressure, confirming the
widespread nature of this phenomenon.

In contrast, only a marginal proportion of respondents selected lower categories (strongly disagree or disagree),
suggesting that low levels of perceived pressure are relatively rare.
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From a sociological perspective, this distribution demonstrates that success pressure is not an individual

or exceptional experience, but rather a collectively shared condition, characteristic of contemporary youth. The

high concentration of agreement responses suggests a process of structural normalization, whereby pressure is
internalized as a standard expectation rather than perceived as an external constraint.

This finding supports the idea that in performance-oriented societies, individuals are not only subjected to
pressure but actively participate in its reproduction through internalization.

Figure 4 presents the distribution of responses for social comparison, a key mediating variable in the
conceptual model.

The data indicate a high prevalence of comparison behaviors among respondents:

e 32.9% reported strongly agree

Thus, more than 70% of participants frequently engage in social comparison.

This pattern suggests that comparison is not an occasional or situational behavior but rather a routine
social practice, embedded in everyday interactions, particularly within digital environments.

The relatively lower percentages in the disagreement categories indicate that only a small segment of

respondents is less affected by comparison processes, pointing to a widespread exposure to evaluative social
dynamics.
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From a sociological standpoint, these findings highlight the role of digital environments in facilitating

continuous comparison, which contributes to the construction of self-evaluation frameworks and reinforces
performance standards. Social comparison functions as a key mechanism through which success norms are

transmitted and internalized, ultimately amplifying perceived pressure.

Taken together, the graphical analysis reinforces the argument that success pressure emerges as a
systemically produced phenomenon, shaped by the interaction between digital exposure, social comparison,
and internalized performance norms. The concentration of responses in the upper ranges of the scales suggests
that these dynamics are not experienced by a limited group of individuals, but rather characterize a broader

generational pattern.
4.3. Correlation Analysis

The correlation analysis reveals several statistically significant relationships that support the proposed
conceptual model. A strong positive correlation is observed between digital exposure and social comparison (r =
.62), confirming H1. Social comparison and internalization of performance norms show a high correlation (r =
.68), supporting H2. The strongest relationship is identified between internalization of norms and success pressure
(r = .74), confirming H3 and highlighting the central mediating role of internalized expectations. Furthermore,

success pressure is strongly correlated with career anxiety (r = .69), providing support for H4.
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4.4. Regression Analysis

The regression model explains 64% of the variance in perceived success pressure, indicating strong
explanatory power. The most influential predictor is internalization of performance norms (B = .34), followed by
social comparison ( = .29) and external expectations (B = .26). Interestingly, technological adaptability shows a
negative effect (B = -.12), suggesting that individuals with higher adaptability experience lower levels of pressure,

thus confirming H6 in a directionally meaningful way.

Figure 5 presents the standardized regression coefficients for the main predictors of perceived success
pressure, including internalization of performance norms, social comparison, external expectations, digital
exposure, and technological adaptability.
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The graphical representation highlights a clear differentiation in the strength of predictor variables.

Internalization of performance norms emerges as the most influential factor, followed by social comparison and

external expectations, confirming the central role of internalized mechanisms in generating success pressure.

The visual pattern of the coefficients suggests a clear hierarchy of predictor effects, indicating that success
pressure is generated through the cumulative interaction of multiple reinforcing factors rather than by a single

dominant cause.

At the same time, the negative coefficient associated with technological adaptability introduces a
contrasting dynamic, indicating a potential buffering effect. This suggests that individuals with higher levels of

adaptability are less susceptible to pressure, pointing to the role of digital competence as a protective resource.

Overall, the trendline visually reinforces the hierarchical structure of predictors, illustrating that success
pressure is primarily driven by internalized norms and socially mediated comparison processes, rather than direct

exposure to digital environments alone.
4.5. Qualitative Interpretation of Success Pressure

The qualitative analysis provides a deeper insight into the ways in which success pressure is experienced,
interpreted, and internalized by young people in the context of accelerated technologization. Rather than being
perceived as an external constraint, pressure emerges as a diffuse and normalized condition embedded in everyday

life and closely tied to identity construction.

Participants consistently described digital environments as spaces of continuous comparison, where
exposure to others’ achievements generates implicit standards of evaluation. The recurrent idea that “there is
always someone doing better” reflects not only the presence of competition, but its transformation into a
permanent and inescapable social condition. In this context, comparison is no longer episodic, but becomes
routinized, shaping how individuals perceive both themselves and their future trajectories (Vogel et al., 2014;
Rosa, 2013).

At the same time, success pressure appears to be deeply internalized, functioning less as an externally
imposed demand and more as an intrinsic expectation. Participants frequently associated success with personal
value, suggesting a shift from performance as an activity to performance as a defining element of identity. The
feeling that “if you are not stressed, you are not doing enough” indicates that pressure has become normalized to
the extent that its absence is perceived as a deviation rather than a desirable state. This dynamic reflects what has
been conceptualized as the transition from disciplinary societies to performance-oriented societies, where

individuals become self-regulating agents of pressure (Han, 2015; Foucault, 1977).
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This normalization reflects a broader cultural transformation in which performance is no longer

questioned, but taken for granted as a necessary condition of social participation. As a result, young people do
not simply respond to pressure—they actively reproduce it through self-expectations and internal standards, in

line with processes of reflexive identity construction characteristic of late modernity (Giddens, 1991).

However, the experience of success pressure is not uniform. While some participants interpret it as a
source of motivation that stimulates effort and ambition, others associate it with emotional strain, exhaustion, and
anxiety. This ambivalence reveals the dual nature of performance pressure, functioning simultaneously as a

mechanism of activation and as a source of psychological vulnerability.

Furthermore, the qualitative data suggest that the capacity to cope with pressure is unevenly distributed.
Participants who expressed greater confidence, clearer goals, or higher levels of perceived competence appeared
better able to manage expectations, while others experienced heightened uncertainty and distress. This indicates
that success pressure is not only a cultural or psychological phenomenon, but also one shaped by differences in
resources and social positioning, which can be interpreted through the lens of differential access to forms of
capital (Bourdieu, 1986).

Overall, the qualitative findings highlight that success pressure is not merely experienced, but actively
constructed and internalized, becoming a central component of how young people understand themselves and

their place in a competitive, technologized society.
4.6. Integrated Interpretation of Quantitative and Qualitative Findings

The integration of quantitative and qualitative findings reveals that success pressure operates as a complex
and multi-layered phenomenon, situated at the intersection of structural conditions, relational dynamics, and

individual processes of internalization.

The quantitative results demonstrate strong and statistically significant relationships between digital
exposure, social comparison, internalization of performance norms, and perceived success pressure. These
findings indicate that pressure is not a random or purely subjective experience, but is systematically structured
through identifiable mechanisms. In particular, the central role of internalization and social comparison suggests
that pressure is generated through processes that transform external stimuli into internal expectations, reinforcing

dynamics characteristic of performance-oriented societies (Han, 2015).

The qualitative findings deepen this perspective by illustrating how these mechanisms are experienced in
everyday life. The statistical association between social comparison and success pressure is reflected in

participants’ narratives describing constant exposure to others’ achievements and the resulting need for self-
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evaluation. This confirms that digital environments function as amplifiers of comparison processes, facilitating

continuous visibility and evaluation (Couldry & Hepp, 2017).

Similarly, the strong predictive role of internalized norms is supported by accounts indicating that pressure
is often self-imposed, even in the absence of direct external demands. This convergence between statistical
patterns and lived experiences suggests that contemporary forms of social control operate less through external
constraints and more through internalized expectations and self-regulation (Foucault, 1977).

Taken together, these results confirm a processual dynamic in which technologization amplifies
opportunities for comparison, comparison fosters the internalization of performance norms, and internalization
generates sustained experiences of pressure and anxiety. In this sense, digital environments do not directly
produce pressure, but intensify the conditions under which it emerges and is reproduced, in line with broader

processes of social acceleration (Rosa, 2013).

At the same time, the findings reveal important variations in how individuals experience and manage these
dynamics. While pressure is widely shared, its effects differ depending on individual resources, coping strategies,
and levels of adaptability. This suggests that success pressure, although structurally generated, is not uniformly

experienced, but mediated by personal and social factors.

Ultimately, the results support the interpretation that success pressure is both structurally conditioned and
individually reproduced, functioning as a defining feature of youth experience in contemporary performance-
oriented societies. It is not merely a psychological response to external demands, but a socially embedded process

through which individuals continuously negotiate their value, identity, and future trajectories.
5. DISCUSSION

The findings of this study provide strong empirical support for the argument that success pressure among
young people is not merely an individual or psychological phenomenon, but a structurally embedded and socially
mediated process intensified by accelerated technologization. By integrating quantitative and qualitative results,
the analysis reveals that success pressure emerges through a complex interplay of digital exposure, social

comparison, internalization of performance norms, and broader socio-cultural expectations.

A central contribution of this study lies in highlighting the pivotal role of internalization in the formation
of success pressure. While traditional sociological perspectives emphasize external constraints and institutional
expectations, the present findings suggest that contemporary forms of pressure are increasingly generated
internally. The strong predictive power of internalized performance norms, as evidenced in the regression

analysis, indicates that individuals do not simply respond to external demands but actively incorporate them into
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their self-concept. This process reflects the transformation described by Han (2015), according to which modern

societies operate as “performance societies,” where individuals become self-exploiting subjects driven by
internalized expectations rather than external coercion. At the same time, this dynamic resonates with Foucault’s
(1977) notion of internalized forms of control, where power operates through self-regulation rather than direct

constraint.

The results also underscore the mediating role of social comparison as a key mechanism through which
digital environments influence individual perceptions. The strong association between digital exposure and social
comparison, as well as between comparison and success pressure, supports the idea that technologized
environments function as amplifiers of evaluative processes. This finding aligns with the concept of social
acceleration proposed by Rosa (2013), according to which technological developments intensify the pace and
density of social interactions, thereby increasing opportunities for comparison and competition. Moreover, the
role of digital environments in facilitating constant comparison is consistent with previous research indicating
that exposure to curated representations of success can negatively influence self-perception and well-being (Vogel
etal., 2014).

Importantly, the study demonstrates that digital exposure alone does not directly produce success pressure.
Instead, its effects are mediated by relational and cognitive processes, particularly social comparison and
internalization. This nuanced understanding challenges deterministic interpretations of technology and supports
perspectives that conceptualize digitalization as a context that reshapes social interactions rather than directly
imposing outcomes (Couldry & Hepp, 2017).

Furthermore, the role of external expectations, while still significant, appears to be reconfigured in contemporary
contexts. Rather than functioning as direct sources of pressure, family and institutional expectations are
increasingly internalized and transformed into self-imposed standards. This shift reflects broader processes of
individualization described by Beck (1992) and Giddens (1991), in which individuals are required to construct

their own life trajectories while simultaneously bearing responsibility for their success or failure.

The qualitative findings further enrich this interpretation by revealing how success pressure is experienced
as a normalized condition of everyday life. The perception that stress and pressure are “natural” or “inevitable”
suggests a cultural internalization of performance norms, where constant striving becomes a baseline expectation.
This normalization process reinforces the argument that contemporary pressure is not imposed from outside, but
reproduced through everyday practices and self-perceptions, in line with the logic of performance-oriented
societies (Han, 2015).
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Another important contribution of this study is the identification of technological adaptability as a

moderating factor. The negative relationship between adaptability and perceived pressure suggests that digital
competencies and flexibility can mitigate the intensity of pressure and its psychological consequences. This
finding points to the existence of differential capacities to navigate technologized environments, which can be
interpreted through the lens of unequal access to resources and forms of capital, as conceptualized by Bourdieu
(1986). Individuals with higher levels of digital and cultural capital may be better equipped to manage

expectations and reduce the impact of pressure.

At a broader level, the study contributes to the sociological understanding of youth in late modern societies
by demonstrating that success pressure operates as a defining feature of contemporary socialization processes.
Young people are not only adapting to changing technological and economic conditions, but are actively shaped

by a culture of performance that structures their aspirations, identities, and perceptions of the future.

Overall, the findings suggest that success pressure should be understood as a multi-dimensional and
processual phenomenon, produced through the interaction of structural transformations, relational dynamics, and
individual internalization. By highlighting these interconnected mechanisms, the study offers a comprehensive

framework for analyzing the experiences of young people in increasingly competitive and technologized societies.
6. IMPLICATIONS
6.1. Educational Implications

The findings of this study highlight the urgent need to reconsider the role of educational institutions in
addressing the growing culture of performance and success pressure among young people. As the results indicate,
success pressure is not only externally imposed but deeply internalized, becoming a defining element of students’
self-perception and identity construction. In this context, schools and universities are no longer merely sites of
knowledge transmission but key environments in which performance norms are reinforced and legitimized
(Giddens, 1991).

Educational systems should therefore move beyond purely achievement-oriented frameworks and
incorporate approaches that promote balanced development, critical thinking, and emotional resilience.
Integrating digital literacy programs that address not only technical competencies but also the social and
psychological implications of digital environments is particularly important. Given the strong association between
digital exposure, social comparison, and success pressure, students should be equipped with the skills to critically

interpret online content and resist unrealistic standards of success (Vogel et al., 2014).
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Moreover, educators should be trained to recognize the signs of performance-related stress and to foster

supportive learning environments that reduce excessive competition. Encouraging collaborative learning,
redefining success beyond academic achievement, and promoting intrinsic motivation may help mitigate the
negative effects of performance pressure, which are increasingly associated with self-imposed expectations in

performance-oriented societies (Han, 2015).
6.2. Social Implications

At a broader societal level, the study reveals that success pressure is a structural feature of contemporary
technologized societies, rather than an individual issue. The normalization of pressure as a “natural” condition of
youth experience suggests that cultural expectations surrounding success have become increasingly demanding
and pervasive. This reflects broader transformations associated with social acceleration, where the pace and

intensity of social life contribute to heightened competition and performance demands (Rosa, 2013).

This has important implications for how society defines and values success. The dominance of
performance-oriented narratives—often reinforced through digital platforms—contributes to a narrow
understanding of achievement, centered on visibility, productivity, and measurable outcomes. Such a framework
risks marginalizing alternative life paths and forms of fulfillment that do not conform to dominant success models
(Couldry & Hepp, 2017).

The findings also point to growing inequalities in the capacity to cope with pressure. As suggested by the
role of technological adaptability and the uneven distribution of coping resources, not all young people are equally
equipped to navigate performance-oriented environments. This raises concerns about the reproduction of social
inequalities, as those with greater access to resources may be better positioned to manage expectations and avoid
negative outcomes such as anxiety and burnout. This dynamic can be interpreted through the lens of differential

access to capital, which shapes individuals’ capacities to respond to social demands (Bourdieu, 1986).
6.3. Policy Implications

The results of this study suggest the need for policy interventions that address the systemic nature of
success pressure in the context of digitalization and social change. Policymakers should consider developing
strategies that promote mental well-being among young people, particularly in educational and early career

contexts, where performance expectations are most intense.

One important direction involves integrating mental health support services within educational

institutions, with a specific focus on performance-related stress and anxiety. Preventive approaches, including
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awareness campaigns and counseling programs, could help young people better understand and manage the

pressures associated with success, which are increasingly internalized and normalized (Han, 2015).

In addition, policies aimed at regulating digital environments and promoting responsible use of social
media may play a role in reducing excessive comparison and unrealistic standards of achievement. While digital
platforms offer valuable opportunities, their role in amplifying performance culture and comparison dynamics
has been widely documented (VVogel et al., 2014; Couldry & Hepp, 2017). Finally, supporting the development

of digital and adaptive competencies is essential.

As the findings indicate, technological adaptability can function as a protective factor, reducing the
intensity of success pressure. Policies that promote equal access to digital skills training and educational resources
may therefore contribute to reducing disparities in how young people experience and manage performance

expectations, in line with broader efforts to address structural inequalities (Bourdieu, 1986).
7. CONCLUSIONS

The present study set out to examine the relationship between the culture of performance and success
pressure among young people in the context of accelerated technologization. By adopting a mixed-methods
approach and integrating both quantitative and qualitative data, the research provides a comprehensive
understanding of how success pressure is constructed, internalized, and experienced within contemporary digital

societies.

The findings demonstrate that success pressure is not merely an individual or psychological phenomenon,
but a structurally embedded process shaped by the interaction between technological conditions, social
mechanisms, and individual-level dynamics. In particular, the results highlight the central role of social
comparison and the internalization of performance norms as key mechanisms through which external expectations
are transformed into self-imposed pressures. This supports theoretical perspectives that emphasize the shift from
externally imposed discipline to internalized forms of self-regulation in performance-oriented societies (Han,
2015; Foucault, 1977).

Furthermore, the study shows that digital environments do not directly generate success pressure, but
rather intensify the conditions under which it emerges. By facilitating continuous visibility and comparison,
technologized contexts amplify evaluative processes and contribute to the normalization of high performance
standards. These findings are consistent with broader sociological analyses of social acceleration and digital
mediation, which emphasize the increasing density and intensity of social interactions in contemporary societies
(Rosa, 2013; Couldry & Hepp, 2017).
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Another important contribution of the study lies in identifying the dual nature of success pressure. On the

one hand, pressure can function as a motivational force that encourages achievement and self-development. On
the other hand, it can generate significant psychological strain, including anxiety, uncertainty, and emotional
exhaustion. This ambivalence underscores the need to conceptualize success pressure not as inherently negative

or positive, but as a complex and context-dependent phenomenon.

In addition, the findings reveal important inequalities in how young people experience and manage success
pressure. The moderating role of technological adaptability suggests that individuals with higher levels of digital
competence and flexibility are better equipped to cope with performance demands. This points to the relevance
of unequal access to resources and forms of capital in shaping individuals’ capacity to navigate technologized

environments (Bourdieu, 1986).

Overall, the study contributes to the sociological understanding of youth in late modern societies by
proposing a processual model of success pressure formation that integrates structural, relational, and individual
dimensions. By demonstrating how pressure is both socially produced and internally reproduced, the research
advances existing theoretical frameworks and offers new insights into the dynamics of performance culture in the

digital age.
8. LIMITATIONS AND FUTURE RESEARCH

Despite the contributions of this study, several limitations should be acknowledged. First, the research is
based on a non-probabilistic sample of 350 respondents, which may limit the generalizability of the findings.
Although the sample includes both high school and university students and reflects a degree of socio-demographic
diversity, it cannot be considered fully representative of the broader population of young people. Future studies

could benefit from employing probabilistic sampling techniques in order to enhance external validity.

Second, the cross-sectional design of the study restricts the ability to establish causal relationships between
variables. While the results indicate significant associations between digital exposure, social comparison,
internalization of performance norms, and success pressure, the directionality of these relationships cannot be
definitively confirmed. Longitudinal research designs would allow for a more robust analysis of how these
processes evolve over time, particularly in the context of rapidly changing technological environments (Rosa,
2013).

Another limitation concerns the reliance on self-reported data, which may be influenced by social
desirability bias or subjective interpretation. Participants’ responses regarding success pressure, comparison

behaviors, and anxiety levels may reflect perceived expectations rather than fully objective experiences. Future
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research could address this limitation by incorporating mixed data sources, such as behavioral data or digital

activity metrics, to complement self-reported measures (Couldry & Hepp, 2017).

In addition, while the study adopts a mixed-methods approach, the qualitative component is based on a
relatively small number of interviews (N = 15). Although this allows for in-depth exploration of individual
experiences, it may not capture the full diversity of perspectives present within the broader population. Expanding
the qualitative sample or incorporating additional qualitative techniques, such as focus groups, could provide a

more comprehensive understanding of the phenomenon.

Finally, the study focuses primarily on general mechanisms of success pressure without exploring in detail
potential differences across specific social categories, such as gender, socio-economic status, or educational
background. Given the relevance of social stratification in shaping access to resources and coping capacities,
future research should examine how success pressure is experienced differently across diverse groups, in line with

theoretical perspectives emphasizing the role of capital and inequality (Bourdieu, 1986).

Building on these limitations, future research could further develop the proposed conceptual model by
incorporating additional variables, such as personality traits, institutional contexts, or cultural differences.
Comparative studies across countries or educational systems would also be valuable in identifying how success
pressure varies across different socio-cultural environments. Moreover, experimental or longitudinal designs

could provide deeper insights into the causal mechanisms underlying the relationships identified in this study.

Overall, addressing these limitations would contribute to a more nuanced and comprehensive

understanding of success pressure and its implications for young people in increasingly technologized societies.

The study examines how social networks, trust among members of educational
communities, and collaborative practices influence young people's engagement in educational activities and
decision-making processes. Particular attention is given to the role of interpersonal relationships between

students, teachers, and institutional actors in shaping participatory educational environments.

Methodologically, the research adopts a quantitative approach based on the administration of a questionnaire
targeting young people involved in different educational contexts. The study aims to identify how levels of trust,
cooperation, and social interaction influence young people's participation in educational activities and institutional
life. The analysis highlights the ways in which social capital contributes to strengthening participation and

fostering a sense of belonging within educational communities.

The findings suggest that strong networks of social relationships and supportive educational environments
significantly enhance youth participation and engagement. At the same time, the research emphasizes the
importance of developing educational policies and institutional practices that promote cooperation, trust, and

inclusive participation among young people.

The study contributes to the sociological understanding of how social capital functions as a key resource for

strengthening participation and cohesion within contemporary educational systems at a global level.

In contemporary societies characterized by rapid social, technological, and cultural transformations,
educational systems extend far beyond their traditional role of knowledge transmission. They increasingly
function as complex social environments where patterns of interaction, trust, and cooperation shape not only
academic outcomes but also the broader civic and participatory trajectories of young individuals. Within this
evolving landscape, the concept of social capital has emerged as a central analytical framework for understanding

how relational resources influence individual and collective engagement in educational contexts.

Social capital, broadly defined as the resources embedded in social networks, norms of reciprocity, and
trust among individuals, plays a crucial role in facilitating cooperation and participation (Bourdieu, 1986;
Coleman, 1988; Putnam, 2000). In educational settings, these relational dimensions contribute to the formation
of supportive environments that encourage student involvement, collaboration, and active participation in both
formal and informal institutional processes. For young people, particularly, social capital can function as a key
enabling factor that supports integration into educational communities and fosters a sense of belonging and

agency.

Youth participation in educational systems has become an increasingly significant topic in sociological
and educational research. Participation is no longer limited to classroom engagement but encompasses
involvement in decision-making processes, extracurricular activities, peer collaboration, and institutional
governance. However, the extent and quality of such participation vary considerably depending on the availability

and structure of social capital within educational environments.

From a global perspective, disparities in educational systems, cultural norms, and institutional practices
influence the ways in which social capital is generated and mobilized. While some systems actively promote
collaborative learning, trust-building, and participatory governance, others remain more hierarchical and less
conducive to student agency. Understanding these variations is essential for identifying the mechanisms through

which social capital enhances or constrains youth participation.

This paper aims to explore the relationship between social capital and youth participation in contemporary
educational systems from a global perspective. Specifically, it investigates how networks of relationships, levels
of trust, and collaborative practices within educational communities influence young people's engagement in
educational activities and institutional life. By adopting a quantitative approach based on questionnaire data, the
study seeks to provide a comprehensive understanding of the role of social capital as a key resource in fostering

participatory educational environments.
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The research contributes to the broader sociological discourse by highlighting the importance of relational

dynamics in shaping educational experiences and by offering evidence-based insights for the development of

inclusive and participatory educational policies.
2. Theoretical Framework
2.1. Conceptualizing Social Capital in Educational Contexts

The concept of social capital has become a central analytical tool in sociological research for
understanding how social relationships function as resources that facilitate individual and collective action.
Although widely used across disciplines, social capital remains a multifaceted and, at times, contested concept,

with different theoretical traditions emphasizing distinct dimensions such as networks, norms, and trust.

Pierre Bourdieu (1986) conceptualizes social capital as the aggregate of actual or potential resources
linked to durable networks of institutionalized relationships. From this perspective, social capital is inherently
connected to power structures and social inequality, as access to valuable networks is unevenly distributed across
social groups. In educational settings, this approach highlights how students from different socio-economic
backgrounds may benefit differently from relational resources, influencing their capacity to participate and

succeed within institutional environments.

In contrast, James Coleman (1988) emphasizes the functional dimension of social capital, viewing it as a
resource embedded in social structures that facilitates coordinated actions. Coleman underscores the role of trust,
obligations, expectations, and information channels in enabling cooperation within social systems. Applied to
educational contexts, this perspective draws attention to the importance of supportive relationships between

students, teachers, and families in fostering engagement and participation.

Robert Putnam (2000) further develops the concept by distinguishing between bonding and bridging social
capital. Bonding social capital refers to strong ties within homogeneous groups, such as close peer networks,
which provide emotional support and a sense of belonging. Bridging social capital, on the other hand, connects
individuals across diverse social groups, facilitating access to new information and opportunities. Within
educational systems, both forms are essential: bonding ties enhance cohesion and identity, while bridging ties

promote inclusiveness and broader participation.

These complementary theoretical perspectives provide a robust framework for analyzing how social
capital operates within educational environments. They collectively suggest that participation is not merely an

individual attribute but is deeply embedded in relational structures that shape opportunities for engagement.
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2.2. Youth Participation in Educational Systems

Youth participation has emerged as a key concept in contemporary educational and sociological discourse,
reflecting broader shifts toward democratization, inclusiveness, and student-centered learning. Participation
encompasses a wide range of practices, including active involvement in classroom interactions, engagement in

extracurricular activities, collaboration with peers, and participation in institutional decision-making processes.

From a sociological perspective, participation is closely linked to agency, empowerment, and the
development of civic competencies. Educational institutions play a critical role in cultivating these dimensions
by providing spaces where young people can express their views, interact with others, and contribute to collective
processes. However, participation is not equally distributed, as structural and relational factors influence the
extent to which students are able to engage meaningfully.

The literature suggests that participatory educational environments are characterized by open
communication, mutual respect, and opportunities for collaboration. In such contexts, students are more likely to
develop a sense of belonging and responsibility toward their educational community. Conversely, hierarchical
and rigid institutional structures may limit student voice and reduce engagement, reinforcing passive forms of

participation.

Importantly, youth participation is not only an outcome but also a process shaped by ongoing interactions
within educational settings. This dynamic perspective aligns with the notion that participation is cultivated
through everyday practices of cooperation, dialogue, and trust-building.

2.3. The Relationship Between Social Capital and Youth Participation

The relationship between social capital and youth participation represents a central focus of this study, as
both concepts intersect in the relational dynamics of educational environments. Social capital provides the
structural and normative conditions that enable participation, while participation itself contributes to the

accumulation and reinforcement of social capital.

Trust plays a pivotal role in this relationship. High levels of trust between students and teachers, as well
as among peers, create a supportive environment that encourages active involvement and reduces barriers to
participation. Similarly, dense and diverse social networks facilitate the flow of information, the exchange of
ideas, and the development of collaborative practices, all of which are essential for meaningful engagement.

Cooperation and reciprocity further strengthen this connection by fostering a culture of mutual support

and shared responsibility. In educational communities where these values are present, students are more likely to
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engage in collective activities, contribute to decision-making processes, and develop a sense of ownership over

their educational experiences.

At the same time, the relationship between social capital and participation is not unidirectional.
Participation in educational activities contributes to the expansion of social networks, the strengthening of trust,
and the reinforcement of cooperative norms. This reciprocal dynamic suggests that social capital and participation
are mutually constitutive processes that evolve together within educational systems.

2.4. A Global Perspective on Social Capital and Educational Participation

Understanding the interplay between social capital and youth participation requires a global perspective
that accounts for variations in cultural, institutional, and socio-economic contexts. Educational systems differ
significantly in terms of governance structures, pedagogical approaches, and opportunities for student

involvement, all of which influence the formation and utilization of social capital.

In some contexts, educational systems actively promote participatory practices through collaborative
learning, student councils, and inclusive decision-making mechanisms. These environments tend to foster both
bonding and bridging social capital, enabling students to build strong interpersonal relationships while also
engaging with diverse perspectives. In other contexts, more centralized and hierarchical systems may limit

opportunities for interaction and participation, constraining the development of social capital.

Globalization and digitalization further complicate this landscape by introducing new forms of social
interaction that transcend traditional institutional boundaries. Online platforms, virtual learning environments,
and transnational networks create additional spaces where social capital can be generated and mobilized.
However, these developments also raise questions about inequalities in access and the quality of digital

interactions.

By adopting a global perspective, this study acknowledges that social capital is shaped by context-specific
factors while also exhibiting common patterns across educational systems. This approach allows for a more
nuanced understanding of how relational resources influence youth participation in diverse educational

environments.
2.5. Analytical Model of the Study

Based on the theoretical considerations outlined above, this study proposes an analytical model that
conceptualizes social capital as a multidimensional construct comprising three key components: trust, social
networks, and cooperation. These components are treated as independent variables that influence the level and

forms of youth participation within educational systems.
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Youth participation is conceptualized as a dependent variable, encompassing behavioral, relational, and

institutional dimensions of engagement. These include participation in classroom activities, involvement in

extracurricular initiatives, and engagement in decision-making processes within educational institutions.

The model also considers the possibility of reciprocal relationships, acknowledging that participation may,
in turn, contribute to the development of social capital. This bidirectional perspective provides a comprehensive
framework for analyzing the complex interactions between relational resources and participatory practices in

educational contexts.

This theoretical framework lays the foundation for the empirical investigation presented in the following
sections, where the relationship between social capital and youth participation is examined primarily through
quantitative data, complemented by interpretative insights from open-ended responses.

3. Methodology
3.1. Research Design

This study adopts a quantitative research design in order to provide a comprehensive analysis of the
relationship between social capital and youth participation in contemporary educational systems. The research is
based on survey data collected through a structured questionnaire. In addition to the quantitative data, several
open-ended responses are used to provide limited interpretative support for the analysis. This methodological
approach is appropriate for examining the influence of trust, social networks, and cooperation on youth
participation, while also allowing for a more nuanced understanding of students’ perceptions and experiences

within educational environments.
3.2. Research Objectives and Hypotheses

The main objective of this study is to examine how different dimensions of social capital influence youth

participation in educational systems.
The specific objectives are:
e To assess the level of social capital (trust, social networks, cooperation) among students;
e To evaluate the degree of youth participation in educational activities and institutional life;
« To analyze the relationship between social capital and youth participation;
o To identify patterns of interaction that foster participatory educational environments.

Based on these objectives, the following hypotheses are formulated:
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H1: Higher levels of trust within educational communities are positively associated with increased youth
participation.
H2: Stronger social networks among students are associated with higher levels of engagement in educational
activities.
H3: Cooperation and collaborative practices positively influence participation in educational settings.
H4: Social capital has a significant overall effect on youth participation.

3.3. Sample and Participants

The study was conducted on a sample of 380 high school students from five educational institutions. The
participants were selected using a non-probability sampling method, based on accessibility and willingness to

participate.

The sample includes students aged between 15 and 19 years, enrolled in different academic profiles. The
diversity of the sample allows for capturing a range of perspectives regarding social interaction, trust, and

participation within educational environments.

Participation in the study was voluntary, and respondents were informed about the purpose of the research,

ensuring anonymity and confidentiality.
3.4. Research Instrument

Data were collected through a structured questionnaire consisting of closed-ended items measured on a
5-point Likert scale, where:
1 = Strongly disagree2 = Disagree
3 = Neutral
4 = Agree
5 = Strongly agree

The questionnaire was designed to measure four main dimensions:
e Trust
e Social networks
o Cooperation

e Youth participation
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3.5. Operationalization of Variables

Table 1 presents the operationalization of the main variables included in the study:

e | trust my teachers to support my learning process.
o | feel that my classmates are reliable.
Social Networks
« | frequently interact with my classmates during school activities.
o | feel connected to my school community.
Cooperation
e | enjoy working in groups during school activities.
e Students in my school support each other.
Youth Participation

« | actively participate in classroom discussions.
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e | am involved in extracurricular activities.

o | feel that my opinions matter in school decisions.
3.7. Data Analysis
The quantitative data were analyzed using statistical methods, including:
« Descriptive statistics (means, frequencies, percentages);
« Correlation analysis to examine relationships between variables;
o Regression analysis to assess the impact of social capital on youth participation.

In addition, the open-ended responses were examined using a basic thematic approach, allowing for the

identification of recurring patterns related to students’ experiences of participation and social interaction.
3.8. Ethical Considerations

The study adhered to ethical research standards. Participants were informed about the purpose of the
research, and their consent was obtained prior to data collection. Anonymity and confidentiality were ensured,

and the data were used exclusively for academic purposes.
4. Results
4.1. Descriptive Statistics

The first stage of the analysis focuses on describing the main variables included in the study: trust, social

networks, cooperation, and youth participation.

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The results indicate relatively high levels of social capital among respondents. Social networks recorded

the highest mean value (M = 4.05), suggesting that students benefit from frequent interactions and a strong sense

of connectedness within their educational environments.

Trust (M = 3.92) and cooperation (M = 3.88) also show elevated levels, indicating the presence of
supportive and collaborative relationships. Youth participation, although slightly lower (M = 3.76), remains above
the midpoint, reflecting moderate to high engagement in educational activities.

These findings suggest that students are generally integrated into social structures that may facilitate
participation.

4.2. Correlation Analysis
To examine the relationships between variables, a correlation analysis was conducted.

The correlation analysis reveals strong and positive relationships between all dimensions of social capital
and youth participation.

Cooperation shows the strongest correlation with participation (r = 0.65), indicating that collaborative
practices are a key driver of student engagement. Social networks (r = 0.62) and trust (r = 0.58) also demonstrate
substantial associations with participation.

These findings support the hypothesis that social capital plays a significant role in shaping participatory
behaviors in educational settings.
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4.3. Regression Analysis

A multiple regression analysis was conducted to assess the impact of social capital components on youth

participation.

The regression results indicate that all three dimensions of social capital have a statistically significant

positive effect on youth participation.

Cooperation emerges as the strongest predictor (p = 0.35), followed by social networks (f = 0.31) and
trust (B = 0.28). The model explains 54% of the variance in youth participation (R? = 0.54), suggesting a strong

explanatory power.

These findings confirm the central role of relational dynamics in fostering participation within educational

systems.
4.4. Qualitative Insights

The analysis of open-ended responses provides additional interpretative depth to the quantitative findings.

Several recurring themes were identified:
e The importance of supportive teacher-student relationships;
e The role of peer collaboration in increasing motivation;
e The need for greater student involvement in decision-making processes.

Students frequently emphasized that feeling “heard” and “respected” within the school environment

significantly enhances their willingness to participate.
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4.5. Graphical Representation of Results

In order to complement the statistical analysis and provide a clearer visualization of the relationships
between the main variables, a series of graphical representations were developed. These figures illustrate the
distribution, intensity, and interconnections between the dimensions of social capital and youth participation

within educational systems.

The use of multiple types of graphs allows for a more nuanced understanding of the data, highlighting
patterns that may not be immediately visible through numerical analysis alone. Bar charts, pie charts, line graphs,
and other visual tools contribute to a more accessible interpretation of the findings, facilitating the identification

of trends and correlations.

The figures presented below provide a comprehensive overview of the role of trust, social networks, and
cooperation in shaping youth participation, as well as the structural dynamics underlying engagement in

educational environments.

As illustrated in Figure 1, social networks recorded the highest mean score (4.05; 81.0%), followed by
trust (3.92; 78.4%) and cooperation (3.88; 77.6%), while youth participation registered the lowest, though still

relatively high, value (3.76; 75.2%). From a sociological perspective, these findings suggest that relational
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structures within educational environments are relatively well developed, particularly in terms of interpersonal

connectivity and peer interaction.

The prominence of social networks indicates that students are embedded in dense relational contexts that
facilitate communication and social integration. However, the comparatively lower level of participation
highlights a potential gap between the availability of social capital and its effective mobilization in participatory
practices. This suggests that the mere presence of social ties does not automatically translate into active
engagement, but rather depends on institutional conditions that enable or constrain the transformation of relational
resources into participatory behavior.

Furthermore, the findings may reflect the persistence of structural limitations within educational systems,
where hierarchical norms or limited opportunities for student involvement reduce the capacity of young people
to fully utilize their social capital. In this sense, participation can be understood not only as an individual outcome

but as a socially mediated process shaped by the interaction between relational resources and institutional
frameworks.

Overall, the results reinforce the theoretical assumption that social capital constitutes a necessary but not
sufficient condition for youth participation, emphasizing the importance of educational environments that actively
promote agency, inclusion, and collaborative engagement.

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As illustrated in Figure 2, the majority of students fall within the moderate participation category (46%),

followed by those with high participation (36%), while a smaller proportion (18%) exhibit low levels of
engagement. From a sociological perspective, this distribution suggests that participation in educational settings

is relatively widespread but not uniformly intensive.

The predominance of moderate participation may reflect the existence of structural or institutional
constraints that limit the full activation of students’ participatory potential. While students appear to be integrated
into educational environments, their engagement may remain situational or context-dependent, rather than fully

internalized as a consistent behavioral pattern.

Furthermore, the relatively lower proportion of highly engaged students indicates that active participation
is not equally accessible to all, potentially due to differences in social capital, institutional support, or perceived
agency. This highlights the importance of fostering inclusive and participatory educational environments that not

only encourage involvement but also actively reduce barriers to engagement.

Overall, the findings suggest that youth participation is shaped by both individual and structural factors,
reinforcing the need to consider the broader social context in which educational interactions take place.

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As illustrated in Figure 3, the relationship between social capital and youth participation follows a

clear positive trend, indicating that higher levels of relational resources are associated with increased
engagement in educational activities. From a sociological perspective, this pattern suggests that social
capital functions as a facilitating mechanism that enhances students’ capacity to participate actively within

educational environments.

The distribution of data points around the ascending trend line highlights not only the strength of
this relationship but also the variability in how social capital is mobilized across individuals. While
students with higher levels of social capital tend to exhibit stronger participation, the dispersion of points
suggests that additional contextual or institutional factors may influence the extent to which these

relational resources are translated into active engagement.

This finding reinforces the theoretical assumption that social capital operates as a key determinant
of participation, while also emphasizing that its effects are mediated by broader social and institutional
dynamics. Consequently, participation should be understood as the outcome of an interaction between

individual relational resources and the structural conditions that enable or constrain their activation.

As illustrated in Figure 4, female students exhibit a higher mean level of participation (3.89) compared to

male students (3.62). From a sociological perspective, this difference may reflect variations in relational

engagement, communication patterns, and responsiveness to collaborative educational environments.
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Female students may be more inclined toward participatory practices that involve interaction, cooperation,

and collective engagement, which are closely linked to the dynamics of social capital. In contrast, lower
participation levels among male students may indicate differing orientations toward institutional involvement or

varying degrees of integration within relational networks.

These findings suggest that participation is not only shaped by the availability of social capital but also by
gendered patterns of socialization and interaction within educational contexts. Consequently, educational
institutions should consider gender-sensitive approaches that encourage inclusive participation and address

potential disparities in engagement.

As illustrated in Figure 5, cooperation exerts the strongest influence on youth participation, followed by
social networks and trust. From a sociological perspective, this pattern suggests that active engagement in
educational settings is more strongly driven by collaborative practices and interactional dynamics than by trust

alone.

The findings indicate that participation is not merely a function of being embedded in social networks, but
rather depends on the extent to which these networks facilitate cooperation and collective action. While trust
remains an essential component of social capital, its effect appears to be mediated by more active forms of

relational engagement.

This reinforces the idea that social capital becomes most effective when it is operationalized through
practices of collaboration, highlighting the importance of educational environments that actively promote

cooperative learning and participatory interaction.

As illustrated in Figure 6, there is a clear positive relationship between cooperation and youth
participation, indicating that higher levels of collaborative engagement are associated with increased involvement
in educational activities. From a sociological perspective, this finding highlights the central role of cooperation

as an active dimension of social capital that directly facilitates participatory behavior.

Unlike more passive forms of relational resources, such as trust, cooperation involves concrete interactions
and shared practices, which create opportunities for students to engage collectively and assume active roles within
educational environments. The strong alignment of data points along the ascending trend line suggests that

cooperation functions as a key mechanism through which social capital is transformed into participation.

This reinforces the idea that participatory educational environments are not only built on the existence of
social ties, but on the extent to which these ties are activated through collaborative practices. Consequently,
promoting cooperation within schools may represent one of the most effective strategies for enhancing youth

participation.

As illustrated in Figure 7, the radar chart provides a comprehensive overview of the distribution of social
capital dimensions and youth participation. The highest value is recorded for social networks, indicating the
central role of interpersonal connectivity within educational environments. Trust and cooperation display

similarly high levels, suggesting the presence of stable and collaborative relational structures.

Youth participation, while still relatively high, appears slightly lower compared to the other dimensions,
indicating a potential gap between the availability of social capital and its effective translation into active
engagement. From a sociological perspective, this pattern reinforces the idea that relational resources alone are
not sufficient to ensure participation, but must be supported by institutional conditions that facilitate their

activation.

Overall, the figure highlights the interconnected nature of social capital dimensions and their collective
influence on participation, emphasizing the need for balanced development across all relational components

within educational systems.

Overall, the results presented in this section provide consistent empirical support for the central role of
social capital in shaping youth participation within educational systems. The combined analysis of descriptive
statistics, correlations, regression models, and graphical representations highlights the importance of trust, social
networks, and, in particular, cooperation as key drivers of student engagement. At the same time, the findings
reveal that the presence of relational resources does not automatically ensure high levels of participation, pointing

to the influence of broader institutional and contextual factors. These results call for a deeper interpretative
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approach that goes beyond empirical observation, in order to better understand the underlying mechanisms

through which social capital is transformed into participatory practices. In this context, the following section

discusses the implications of these findings in relation to existing theoretical perspectives and previous research.
5. Discussion

The findings of this study provide strong empirical support for the theoretical assumption that social
capital plays a central role in shaping youth participation within educational systems. By integrating quantitative
findings with supplementary interpretative insights from open-ended responses, the research highlights the
importance of relational resources—particularly trust, social networks, and cooperation—in fostering student

engagement.

From a theoretical perspective, the results are consistent with the framework proposed by Bourdieu
(1986), Coleman (1988), and Putnam (2000), confirming that social capital functions as a key mechanism through
which individuals access resources and opportunities within social structures. In the context of education, these
relational resources appear to significantly influence not only academic interaction but also broader forms of

participation and institutional involvement.

One of the most significant findings of this study is the prominent role of cooperation as the strongest
predictor of youth participation. This result extends existing literature by suggesting that active, practice-based
dimensions of social capital may have a more direct impact on engagement than more passive components, such
as trust. While trust remains essential for maintaining stable relationships, cooperation represents the operational

dimension through which social capital is translated into concrete participatory behaviors.

Furthermore, the strong correlation between social networks and participation highlights the importance
of interpersonal connectivity in educational environments. Students who are more integrated into peer networks
are more likely to access information, receive support, and engage in collaborative activities. This finding aligns
with previous research emphasizing the role of network density and interaction frequency in enhancing social

integration and participation.

However, the results also reveal an important nuance: despite relatively high levels of social capital, youth
participation does not reach equally high levels. This suggests the existence of a structural gap between the
availability of relational resources and their effective mobilization. From a sociological perspective, this gap may
be explained by institutional constraints, such as limited opportunities for student involvement, hierarchical

decision-making structures, or insufficient encouragement of student voice.
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The interpretative insights derived from open-ended responses further support this interpretation, as

students emphasized the importance of feeling heard, respected, and included in decision-making processes.
These insights indicate that participation is not solely determined by the presence of social capital, but also by the

extent to which educational institutions create conditions that enable its activation.

From a global perspective, these findings are particularly relevant, as they highlight the variability of
participatory practices across different educational systems. While some contexts may successfully translate
social capital into active engagement, others may limit participation due to structural or cultural factors. This
underscores the importance of adopting a contextualized approach when analyzing the relationship between social

capital and youth participation.

Overall, the study contributes to the sociological understanding of education by emphasizing that
participation is a relationally embedded process, shaped by both individual resources and institutional
frameworks. It reinforces the idea that strengthening social capital alone is not sufficient; rather, educational
systems must actively create participatory environments that enable students to transform relational resources into

meaningful engagement.

These findings also open avenues for future research, particularly in exploring how different institutional
configurations and cultural contexts mediate the relationship between social capital and youth participation.
Further comparative studies could provide deeper insights into the variability of participatory dynamics across
educational systems.

6. Conclusions

The present study set out to explore the relationship between social capital and youth participation in
contemporary educational systems from a global perspective. The findings confirm that social capital, understood
as a combination of trust, social networks, and cooperation, plays a significant role in shaping students’

engagement within educational environments.

The analysis demonstrates that while all dimensions of social capital contribute to participation,
cooperation emerges as the most influential factor, highlighting the importance of active, interaction-based
practices in fostering engagement. Social networks also play a crucial role by facilitating communication and
integration, while trust provides the necessary foundation for stable and supportive relationships.

At the same time, the study reveals a gap between the availability of social capital and the actual levels of
participation. This suggests that relational resources alone are not sufficient to ensure active engagement, but

must be supported by institutional conditions that encourage student involvement and agency.
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Overall, the research contributes to the understanding of education as a relational and participatory space,

where social capital functions as a key resource for strengthening cohesion and engagement. By adopting a global
perspective, the study also highlights the importance of contextual factors in shaping the dynamics of participation

across different educational systems.
7. Implications

The findings of this study have important implications for both educational policy and institutional

practice.

From a policy perspective, there is a clear need to promote educational frameworks that prioritize
participation, collaboration, and inclusiveness. Policies should aim to create environments where students are

encouraged to engage actively in both academic and decision-making processes.

At the institutional level, schools should focus on strengthening the relational dimensions of education by
fostering trust, encouraging collaboration, and supporting the development of strong social networks among
students. Particular attention should be given to creating opportunities for meaningful student participation, such

as involving students in decision-making processes and promoting interactive learning methods.

Moreover, educational institutions should adopt strategies that facilitate the transformation of social
capital into participatory practices. This may include the implementation of collaborative learning approaches,

the development of student-centered pedagogies, and the promotion of inclusive and supportive school cultures.

Finally, given the global dimension of the study, it is essential to consider cultural and contextual
differences when designing policies and practices aimed at enhancing participation. Educational systems should
adapt their approaches to the specific needs and characteristics of their contexts, while maintaining a focus on

inclusiveness and engagement.
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Abstract

The rapid expansion of digital technologies and online communication platforms has profoundly transformed the
ways in which young people interact, communicate, and construct their social identities. In the era of digital
hyperconnectivity, social networks, virtual communities, and digital communication environments have become
central spaces for socialization, self-expression, and identity negotiation. As a result, the formation of social
identity among young people increasingly occurs within hybrid environments that combine offline experiences

with digital interactions.

This paper explores the transformation of social identity among young people in the context of digital
hyperconnectivity, examining how constant connectivity and online social networks influence self-perception,
social relationships, and the construction of personal and collective identities. From a sociological perspective,
the study considers digital environments as significant arenas where recognition, belonging, and symbolic

interaction shape identity development.

The research adopts a quantitative methodological approach based on a questionnaire administered to young
people in educational contexts. The study investigates patterns of digital interaction, the importance of online
communities in identity formation, and young people's perceptions of how digital communication influences their

sense of self and social belonging.

The findings suggest that digital hyperconnectivity significantly contributes to the reconfiguration of social
identity by expanding opportunities for self-presentation, interaction, and participation in diverse social networks.
At the same time, the study highlights the emergence of new challenges related to identity negotiation, social

comparison, and the management of digital visibility.

The research contributes to the sociological understanding of identity formation in contemporary digital societies,
emphasizing the need to critically examine the role of digital environments in shaping the social experiences and

identities of younger generations.

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1. Framing ldentity in the Age of Digital Hyperconnectivity

The contemporary social landscape is increasingly defined by the pervasive presence of digital
technologies and the continuous expansion of online communication networks. For young people, in particular,
everyday life unfolds within environments characterized by permanent connectivity, rapid information exchange,
and the constant interplay between offline and online interactions. In this context, identity can no longer be
understood as a stable or solely socially inherited construct, but rather as a dynamic and continuously negotiated

process shaped by complex digital and social interactions.

The concept of digital hyperconnectivity captures the intensity, speed, and ubiquity of communication in
contemporary societies. Unlike earlier forms of mediated interaction, current digital environments enable real-
time connectivity across multiple platforms, allowing individuals to engage simultaneously in diverse social
networks. For young people, these environments are not external to social life but constitute an integral part of

their everyday experiences, influencing how they perceive themselves and how they are perceived by others.

Within this framework, the construction of social identity becomes increasingly fluid, multifaceted, and
context-dependent. Digital platforms provide new opportunities for self-presentation, enabling individuals to
curate and manage their identities through images, texts, and interactions. At the same time, these environments
introduce new forms of visibility and exposure, where identity is subject to continuous evaluation, feedback, and
comparison. As a result, identity formation is no longer confined to immediate social contexts such as family or

school, but extends into broader, often global, digital spaces.

Moreover, the boundaries between personal and social identity become increasingly blurred in digital
contexts. Online interactions facilitate the emergence of hybrid identities that combine elements of individual
self-expression with collective forms of belonging. Young people participate in multiple communities
simultaneously, navigating between different roles, norms, and expectations. This multiplicity of identity
positions reflects both the opportunities and the complexities of digital social life.

At the same time, digital hyperconnectivity introduces new tensions and challenges in the process of
identity construction. The pressure to maintain a coherent and socially desirable online presence, the influence of
social comparison mechanisms, and the management of digital visibility can generate uncertainty and
fragmentation in self-perception. These dynamics raise important sociological questions regarding authenticity,

agency, and the stability of identity in digitally mediated environments.

Against this background, the present study seeks to explore how social identity is transformed among

young people in the era of digital hyperconnectivity. It aims to examine the ways in which continuous connectivity
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and participation in online social networks influence processes of self-definition, social belonging, and identity

negotiation. By situating identity formation within the broader context of digital social environments, the study

contributes to a deeper understanding of the changing nature of social identity in contemporary societies.
2. Theoretical Perspectives on Digital Identity

The transformation of social identity in the context of digital hyperconnectivity can be understood through
several complementary sociological perspectives that emphasize interaction, representation, and networked social
structures. Identity is no longer viewed as a fixed or internally coherent entity, but as a socially constructed and

continuously negotiated process shaped by interaction and context.

One of the foundational approaches to understanding identity construction is provided by symbolic
interactionism. From this perspective, identity emerges through social interaction and the interpretation of
meanings in everyday encounters (Mead, 1934; Blumer, 1969). Individuals develop a sense of self by taking the
role of the other and by reflecting on how they are perceived within social contexts. In digital environments, this
process is intensified, as interactions are mediated through technological platforms that allow for constant
feedback, visibility, and reinterpretation of the self.

Building on this interactionist tradition, Goffman’s (1959) dramaturgical approach offers a particularly
relevant framework for analyzing identity in digital contexts. Goffman conceptualizes social life as a performance
in which individuals manage impressions in front of an audience. In online environments, this performance
becomes more deliberate and controlled, as individuals can curate their self-presentation through selective
content, images, and interactions. Digital platforms thus function as stages where identity is strategically

constructed and continuously adjusted in response to audience reactions.

The emergence of networked societies further redefines the conditions under which identity is formed.
Castells (2010) argues that identity in the digital age is increasingly shaped by networks of communication that
transcend traditional social boundaries. These networks facilitate the creation of multiple and overlapping
identities, allowing individuals to participate in diverse communities simultaneously. As a result, identity
becomes more flexible, fragmented, and context-dependent, reflecting the complexity of contemporary social

structures.

In addition, the concept of the “networked self”” highlights the ways in which digital technologies reshape
self-perception and social relations. Papacharissi (2010) suggests that individuals construct identities through

ongoing interactions within digital networks, where personal expression is intertwined with social connectivity.
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This perspective emphasizes the relational nature of identity, as it is continuously shaped by interactions with

others in both visible and invisible audiences.

At the same time, digital environments introduce new forms of social comparison and identity regulation.
Social media platforms, in particular, create conditions in which individuals are exposed to curated representations
of others, leading to processes of comparison that can influence self-evaluation and identity construction (Turkle,
2011). The constant visibility of others’ lives and achievements may generate pressures to conform to socially

desirable standards, contributing to the complexity and, at times, instability of identity in digital contexts.

Furthermore, the concept of hybrid identity reflects the integration of online and offline experiences in the
construction of the self. Young people navigate between physical and digital environments, developing identities
that are simultaneously grounded in face-to-face interactions and mediated through digital communication. This
hybridization challenges traditional distinctions between “real” and “virtual” identity, suggesting that both

dimensions are interconnected and mutually constitutive.

Taken together, these theoretical perspectives highlight that identity in the era of digital hyperconnectivity
is a dynamic, relational, and context-dependent process. It is shaped by continuous interaction, mediated
communication, and the structural conditions of networked societies. These insights provide the conceptual
foundation for the empirical analysis presented in the following sections, where the relationship between digital

interaction and identity transformation among young people is examined.
3. Research Design and Methodology

This study adopts a quantitative research design in order to provide a comprehensive analysis of the
transformation of social identity among young people in the context of digital hyperconnectivity. The research is

based on survey data collected through a structured questionnaire administered to students in educational settings.

The empirical investigation was conducted on a sample of 380 high school students from five educational
institutions. Participants, aged between 15 and 19 years, were selected using a non-probability sampling method,
based on accessibility and voluntary participation. This approach allows for the identification of relevant
sociological tendencies related to digital interaction and identity construction within a specific educational

context.

Participation in the study was voluntary, and respondents were informed about the purpose of the research.

Anonymity and confidentiality were ensured, and the data were used exclusively for academic purposes.

The research instrument consisted of closed-ended items measured on a 5-point Likert scale, where:
1 = Strongly disagree
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2 = Disagree
3 = Neutral
4 = Agree

5 = Strongly agree

The questionnaire was designed to measure four key dimensions relevant to the transformation of social

identity in digital environments:
o Digital Self-Presentation;
e Online Belonging;
o Social Comparison;
« ldentity Coherence.

Digital Self-Presentation refers to the ways in which young people manage and construct their online
image, including selective self-disclosure and impression management. Online Belonging captures the extent to
which respondents feel integrated into online communities and digital networks. Social Comparison reflects the
tendency to evaluate oneself in relation to others based on digital content and online visibility, while Identity

Coherence refers to the perceived consistency between online and offline identity.

For analytical clarity and methodological rigor, the operationalization of the key variables is

systematically presented in Table 1.

Based on this operationalization, the following questionnaire items were designed to capture the key
dimensions of digital identity.
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Examples of questionnaire items include:

o | carefully manage how I present myself on social media.

o | feel connected to the online communities | am part of.

e | compare myself with others based on what they post online.
e My online identity reflects who I am in real life.

Data analysis was conducted using statistical methods appropriate for quantitative sociological research.
Descriptive statistics were used to examine the distribution of responses across the main variables. Correlation
analysis was applied in order to identify relationships between digital interaction and identity-related dimensions.

Regression analysis was used to assess the extent to which digital factors influence social identity construction.

In addition to the quantitative data, several open-ended responses were examined using a basic thematic
approach, providing complementary interpretative support for the statistical findings. This methodological
framework allows for a systematic examination of how digital hyperconnectivity shapes the identity experiences

of young people.
4. Empirical Findings: Patterns of Digital Identity Construction

The empirical analysis explores how digital hyperconnectivity shapes the construction and perception of
social identity among young people. Rather than presenting statistical results in isolation, the findings are

organized around key sociological dimensions that reflect patterns of digital interaction and identity formation.
4.1. Digital Self-Presentation and Identity Performance

The analysis of descriptive statistics indicates relatively high levels of engagement in digital self-
presentation practices among respondents. Students report that they actively manage how they present themselves
in online environments (M = 4.02), suggesting a strong awareness of digital identity as a constructed and strategic

process.

From a sociological perspective, these findings support Goffman’s (1959) dramaturgical approach,
according to which individuals engage in impression management in front of an audience. In digital contexts, this
process becomes more deliberate, as young people have increased control over the content they share and the way

they curate their online presence.

The high level of selective self-disclosure (M = 3.95) indicates that identity in digital environments is not

a direct reflection of the self, but rather a filtered and constructed representation. This suggests that young people
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actively engage in identity performance, adapting their online image to perceived social expectations and audience

feedback.
4.2. Online Belonging and Networked Identity

The findings reveal strong levels of online social interaction and a significant sense of belonging to digital
communities (M = 4.10). Students report frequent communication through social media platforms and active
participation in online networks, indicating that digital environments function as important spaces of social

integration.

Correlation analysis shows a positive relationship between online social interaction and identity
perception (r = 0.61), suggesting that increased engagement in digital networks is associated with a stronger sense
of self-definition. This supports the perspective of networked identity (Castells, 2010), where social identity is

shaped through participation in multiple, interconnected networks.

From a sociological standpoint, these results highlight that identity is increasingly relational and
constructed through interaction. The sense of belonging to online communities contributes to identity formation
by providing recognition, validation, and shared meanings.

4.3. Visibility, Social Comparison, and Identity Pressure

The analysis indicates that social visibility and comparison represent significant dimensions of digital
experience. Respondents report moderate to high levels of social comparison (M = 3.78), suggesting that exposure

to others’ online representations influences self-evaluation.

Regression analysis further indicates that social comparison has a significant positive effect on identity-
related uncertainty ( = 0.34, p <0.01). This finding suggests that increased comparison with others is associated

with greater variability in self-perception and potential instability in identity construction.

From a sociological perspective, these dynamics reflect the emergence of new forms of symbolic pressure
within digital environments. As Turkle (2011) argues, constant connectivity exposes individuals to curated and

often idealized representations of others, creating standards that may be difficult to attain.

Moreover, the need to maintain a positive and socially desirable online image contributes to what can be
described as “identity pressure”, where individuals feel compelled to align their self-presentation with perceived
social norms. This process may lead to tensions between authenticity and performance, highlighting the

complexity of identity construction in digitally mediated contexts.
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4.4. Fragmentation and Hybridization of Identity

An important finding of the study is the coexistence of multiple identity dimensions across online and
offline contexts. A significant proportion of respondents indicate that they sometimes perceive differences

between their online and offline identities (M = 3.65).

This suggests that identity is not experienced as a unified and stable construct, but rather as fragmented
and context-dependent. From a sociological perspective, this aligns with the concept of hybrid identity, where

individuals navigate between different social spaces and adapt their self-representation accordingly.

At the same time, the relatively moderate level of perceived discrepancy indicates that online and offline
identities are not entirely disconnected, but rather interconnected and mutually influencing. This highlights the
emergence of hybrid identity structures that integrate both digital and physical experiences.

Overall, the findings indicate that digital hyperconnectivity plays a significant role in reshaping social
identity among young people. Identity becomes increasingly dynamic, performative, and relational, shaped by
continuous interaction, visibility, and participation in networked environments. At the same time, these processes
introduce new forms of pressure, comparison, and fragmentation, reflecting the complex and evolving nature of

identity in contemporary digital societies.
4.5. Statistical Overview and Graphical Representation of Digital Identity Patterns

In order to complement the statistical analysis and provide a clearer empirical perspective on the
transformation of social identity in the context of digital hyperconnectivity, a series of tables and graphical
representations were developed. These visual elements facilitate the identification of patterns, trends, and

relationships between key variables related to digital interaction and identity construction.

Building on the operationalization presented in Table 1, the following table summarizes the main
descriptive statistics of digital identity dimensions.

The data indicate that online belonging records the highest mean value (M = 4.10), suggesting that digital
environments play a central role in fostering a sense of social integration and recognition among young people.
Digital self-presentation also shows a high value (M =4.02), confirming that identity construction in online spaces

IS an active and intentional process.

In contrast, identity coherence presents a comparatively lower mean (M = 3.65), indicating that
respondents experience a certain degree of differentiation between their online and offline identities. This finding

supports the idea of identity fluidity and fragmentation in digitally mediated environments.

As illustrated in Figure 1, online belonging and digital self-presentation display the highest levels, while
identity coherence remains comparatively lower. From a sociological perspective, this suggests that digital
environments reinforce social integration while simultaneously allowing for multiple identity expressions across

contexts.

The distribution of responses indicates that 42% of respondents report moderate levels of social
comparison, 37% report high levels, and 21% report low levels. This pattern highlights that social comparison is
a widespread phenomenon within digital environments. The relatively high proportion of students experiencing

strong comparison suggests that digital visibility and peer evaluation significantly influence self-perception.

The graphical representation illustrates a positive relationship between the intensity of online interaction

and identity development. Higher levels of digital engagement are associated with stronger processes of identity
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construction. However, the dispersion of data points suggests that this relationship is not uniform, indicating the

influence of additional contextual and individual factors.

The results show that 48% of respondents perceive moderate differences between their online and offline
identities, 32% perceive significant differences, while only 20% report minimal or no differences. This

distribution suggests the emergence of hybrid and context-dependent identities, where individuals adjust their
self-presentation depending on the social environment.

The analysis indicates that online belonging (B = 0.33) and digital self-presentation (B = 0.29) have a
strong positive influence on identity construction. At the same time, social comparison (B = 0.34) contributes to
identity instability, suggesting that exposure to constant evaluation may generate tensions in self-perception.
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Overall, the statistical and graphical analysis reinforces the idea that digital hyperconnectivity reshapes

identity formation through a complex interplay of interaction, visibility, and social comparison. While digital
environments provide expanded opportunities for self-expression and belonging, they also introduce new

challenges related to identity coherence and the management of multiple self-representations.
5. Discussion

The findings of this study provide strong empirical and interpretative support for the argument that digital
hyperconnectivity plays a transformative role in shaping the social identities of young people. By integrating
quantitative data with interpretative insights, the research highlights the complex interplay between digital

interaction, self-perception, and social belonging in contemporary educational contexts.

From a sociological perspective, the results confirm that identity formation is no longer confined to
traditional offline environments, but is increasingly constructed within hybrid social spaces that combine face-to-
face interaction with digital communication. This aligns with the theoretical framework of symbolic
interactionism, which emphasizes that identity emerges through ongoing processes of interaction, interpretation,
and social feedback. In digital environments, these processes are intensified and accelerated, as individuals are

exposed to continuous streams of interaction and evaluation.

One of the most significant findings of the study is the central role of digital self-expression in identity
construction. The high mean scores associated with self-expression suggest that online platforms provide young
people with expanded opportunities to construct, experiment with, and communicate aspects of their identity.
This supports the idea that digital environments function as “identity laboratories,” where individuals actively

negotiate and refine their self-concepts.

At the same time, the importance of belonging and recognition highlights the relational dimension of
identity formation. The findings indicate that young people seek validation and social acknowledgment within
digital communities, reinforcing the notion that identity is fundamentally social and dependent on processes of
recognition. This observation resonates with contemporary sociological approaches that emphasize the role of

social visibility and peer feedback in shaping identity.

However, the study also reveals the emergence of new challenges associated with digital
hyperconnectivity. The relatively high levels of social comparison indicate that constant exposure to curated
representations of others may generate pressures related to self-evaluation and identity performance. This finding
suggests that digital environments not only expand opportunities for identity construction but also introduce new

forms of symbolic competition and normative expectations.
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Moreover, the results indicate that identity exploration is significantly enhanced in digital contexts,

allowing young people to engage with diverse perspectives, communities, and cultural references. This supports
the argument that digital networks facilitate the development of more fluid and dynamic identities, characterized
by multiplicity and adaptability. At the same time, this fluidity may also generate tensions related to consistency,

authenticity, and the management of multiple identity layers.

Another important contribution of this study lies in highlighting the gap between digital engagement and
the stability of identity structures. While digital interaction intensifies participation and expression, it does not
necessarily lead to coherent or stable identity formation. This suggests that identity in the digital age is

increasingly processual, fragmented, and context-dependent.

From a broader perspective, the findings emphasize that digital hyperconnectivity transforms not only
individual identity but also the social mechanisms through which identity is constructed. Educational
environments, therefore, must be understood as embedded within wider digital ecosystems that influence

students’ social experiences, interactions, and self-perceptions.

Overall, the study contributes to the sociological understanding of identity by demonstrating that digital
environments function as central arenas of socialization, where identity is continuously negotiated, validated, and

reconfigured.
6. Conclusions

This study set out to examine the transformation of social identity among young people in the context of
digital hyperconnectivity. The findings confirm that digital environments play a fundamental role in reshaping

the processes through which identity is constructed, expressed, and negotiated.

The analysis demonstrates that digital hyperconnectivity expands opportunities for self-expression,
interaction, and participation in diverse social networks. Young people are increasingly engaged in processes of

identity construction that are mediated by online communication, social platforms, and virtual communities.

At the same time, the study highlights that identity formation in digital contexts is characterized by
increased complexity. While digital environments facilitate belonging, recognition, and exploration, they also

introduce new challenges related to social comparison, identity performance, and the management of visibility.

A key conclusion of this research is that social identity in the digital age is dynamic, fluid, and
continuously negotiated. Rather than being a stable and fixed construct, identity emerges as a process shaped by

ongoing interactions across multiple social contexts, both online and offline.
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Furthermore, the findings suggest that digital hyperconnectivity contributes to the diversification of

identity experiences, allowing young people to engage with a broader range of social influences and cultural
frameworks. However, this diversification also requires new forms of reflexivity and critical awareness in order

to navigate the complexities of digital interaction.

Overall, the study reinforces the need to reconsider traditional approaches to identity formation in light of the
profound transformations brought about by digital technologies. It emphasizes that understanding youth identity

today requires a sociological perspective that integrates both relational and digital dimensions.
7. Implications

The findings of this study have important implications for educational practice, policy development, and

future research.

From an educational perspective, there is a need to integrate digital literacy and critical reflection into the
learning process. Schools should support students in developing the skills necessary to navigate digital

environments, manage online identities, and critically evaluate social information encountered in digital spaces.

Educational institutions should also recognize the role of digital environments in shaping students’
identities and incorporate participatory and interactive approaches that reflect the realities of digital socialization.
This may include the use of collaborative platforms, digital projects, and reflective activities focused on identity

and communication.

From a policy perspective, the results highlight the importance of developing frameworks that address
both the opportunities and challenges of digital hyperconnectivity. Policies should promote safe, inclusive, and
supportive digital environments that encourage positive identity development while minimizing risks associated

with social comparison and online pressure.

At the same time, there is a need for strategies that support emotional well-being and resilience in digital

contexts, particularly in relation to issues of self-image, validation, and social visibility.

Finally, the study opens several directions for future research. Comparative studies across different
cultural and institutional contexts could provide deeper insights into the variability of digital identity formation.

THE ROLE OF CONCRETE MATERIALS iN UNDERSTANDING MATHEMATICAL CONCEPTS
AMONG PRIMARY SCHOOL STUDENTS

Abstract

This study aims to analyze the role and impact of concrete materials in understanding mathematical concepts
among primary school students. In the early stages of cognitive development, students often face difficulties in
grasping abstract mathematical concepts such as numbers, arithmetic operations, and fractions. Therefore, the use
of concrete materials is considered one of the most effective approaches to facilitate the learning process and

make it more understandable and meaningful.

This paper addresses various types of concrete materials, including everyday objects, didactic models, visual
tools, and hands-on manipulatives, which help students construct knowledge through direct experience. The study
is based on a qualitative approach and includes classroom observations, analysis of teaching practices, and
reflections on pedagogical experience. The findings indicate that students who engage in practical activities using
concrete materials demonstrate a higher level of understanding, increased interest in mathematics, and more active

participation during lessons.

Furthermore, the paper emphasizes the crucial role of the teacher in selecting and effectively using these materials,
adapting them to the students’ age and level. The integration of concrete materials into the teaching process
supports the gradual transition from concrete to abstract thinking, building a solid foundation for further

mathematical learning.

In conclusion, this study highlights that the use of concrete materials is not merely a supportive method but a
fundamental component in developing mathematical understanding in primary education. It is recommended that

teachers be encouraged and trained to effectively incorporate these tools into their daily teaching practice.

Fungal infections caused by Candida species remain a major healthcare environments, especially in
immunocompromised patients. The rapid increasing in antifungal resistance and the emergence of non-albicans
Candida species with reduced susceptibility to conventional therapies promote the urgent need for novel
antifungal agents. Benzamide derivatives have attracted attention by researchers in medicinal chemistry due to
their structural versatility and reported antimicrobial potential. Taking account it, the novel nitro-substituted
benzamide derivative was synthesized and their antifungal activity investigated. N,N’-(4-benzoyl-1,2-
phenylene)bis(4-nitrobenzamide) was synthesized via acylation of 3,4-diaminobenzophenone with 4-
nitrobenzoyl chloride in acetonitrile at 80 °C for 24 h, followed by purification through recrystallization. The
antifungal activity of the compound was determined against yeast strains, including Candida albicans, Candida
tropicalis, and Candida guilliermondii, by two-fold broth microdilution method to detect minimum inhibitory
concentration (MIC) values. The compound showed strain-dependent antifungal activity. The highest potential
activity was observed against C. tropicalis, with an MIC value of 8 pg/mL, which is indicating strong growth
inhibition. It was revealed that C. albicans exhibited lower susceptibility, with an MIC value of 32 pug/mL
compare to other strains. Moderate antifungal activity was recorded against C. guilliermondii with MIC value of
16 pg/mL. Overall, the results suggest that this nitro-substituted benzamide derivative can be a promising scaffold
for further optimization. Additional studies focusing on mechanism of action, cytotoxicity evaluation, and

structure—activity relationship analysis are warranted to assess its potential as a candidate antifungal agent.

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SLEEP BRUXISM AND CARDIOVASCULAR FUNCTION: CURRENT EVIDENCE AND
PATHOPHYSIOLOGICAL CONSIDERATIONS

Abstract

Background: Sleep bruxism is defined as involuntary motor activity of the masticatory muscles during sleep,
expressed as phasic or tonic activity, and is currently considered a sleep-related motor phenomenon, not an
independent nosological disorder. However, contemporary neurophysiological data indicate that sleep bruxism
usually occurs in the context of cortical micro-arousals and transient autonomic activations, accompanied by
marked increases in sympathetic activity. These autonomic responses are comparable to mechanisms that are
involved in the pathophysiology of several other sleep-related conditions, which are known to have a negative
impact on the cardiovascular system. Objective: The aim of this study was to synthesize and evaluate the existing
scientific evidence which exists on the association between sleep bruxism and cardiovascular responses, with a
focus on dysregulation of autonomic control, hemodynamic stress, and inflammatory activation as potential
mediating mechanisms of cardiovascular risk. Methodology. A literature search was conducted in the electronic
databases PubMed, Scopus, and Web of Science. The following keywords and their combinations were used:
sleep bruxism, autonomic nervous system, sympathetic activation, heart rate variability, blood pressure
variability, cardiovascular stress, and micro-arousals. Results: Based on the evidence of current literature, it is
suggested that episodes of sleep bruxism are repeatedly associated with acute increases in sympathetic tone, heart
rate acceleration, and transient increases in arterial pressure. Repeated exposure to these events has been
associated with changes in heart rate variability, increased nocturnal arterial pressure variability, and signs of
systemic inflammatory activation, which represent known factors involved in increased cardiovascular risk.
Experimental and pharmacological studies provide additional support for the central role of the sympathetic
nervous system, indicating in this way that its modulation may influence the occurrence and also the intensity of
bruxism episodes. Conclusion: The available evidence supports the interpretation that sleep bruxism is not simply
a local oro-motor phenomenon, but it is part of a broader profile of neuro-autonomic hyperreactivity, with
potential implications for cardiovascular health. Although a direct cause-and-effect relationship cannot yet be
concluded, sleep bruxism can be considered a functional marker of autonomic dysregulation. More studies with
larger numbers of participants, with standardized design, are needed in order to clarify its potential role in

cardiovascular risk stratification and management.

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CLINICAL EFFECTIVENESS OF LAPAROSCOPIC SLEEVE GASTRECTOMY IN THE
MANAGEMENT OF SEVERE OBESITY: A COMPREHENSIVE ANALYSIS

Obesity is recognized as a major global health challenge. According to the World Health Organization, the
prevalence of obesity has nearly tripled since 1975, and over 650 million adults were classified as obese in 2016
(WHO, 2018). Severe obesity (BMI > 35 kg/m?) is strongly associated with metabolic syndrome, T2DM,
cardiovascular diseases, obstructive sleep apnea (OSA), dyslipidemia, and certain cancers. Conservative
therapies, including lifestyle modification and pharmacotherapy, often fail to achieve durable weight loss in these

patients, leading clinicians and patients to consider surgical options.

Bariatric surgery has demonstrated superior outcomes in weight reduction, metabolic control, and long-term
mortality compared to non-surgical treatments. Among bariatric procedures, laparoscopic sleeve gastrectomy
(LSG) has gained prominence due to its relative technical simplicity, favorable safety profile, and positive
metabolic effects. Initially introduced as the first stage of a two-part procedure for high-risk patients, LSG has

evolved into a standalone operation widely used globally.

This comprehensive analysis aims to present detailed clinical outcomes from a cohort of patients treated at

Azerbaijan Medical University and to synthesize these results with broader evidence from the literature.

Materials and Methods: This retrospective observational study involved 68 patients with severe obesity
(BMI > 35 kg/m?) who underwent LSG from 2013 to 2024. Patients were selected based on standard clinical
guidelines for bariatric surgery, including the presence of obesity-related comorbidities (T2DM, hypertension,
dyslipidemia, OSA). Exclusion criteria were previous bariatric surgery, severe psychiatric disorders, pregnancy,
and contraindications to general anesthesia. All patients underwent a thorough preoperative workup, which

included:

e Clinical and anthropometric assessment
e Laboratory tests (glucose, insulin, lipid profile)
e Cardiopulmonary evaluation

e Sleep studies for suspected OSA
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e Nutritional and psychological evaluation

Surgical Technique: LSG was performed laparoscopically via a standardized five-port technique under general
anesthesia. A bougie was used to calibrate the gastric sleeve, and resection was conducted from 4—6 cm proximal
to the pylorus to the angle of His. Staple line reinforcement was used selectively based on surgeon preference.

Patients were followed postoperatively for 1-20 months. Follow-up assessments included:

e Body weight and BMI

e 9%EWL and total weight loss

e Resolution or improvement of comorbid conditions
e Metabolic parameters (glucose, insulin, lipid profile)

e Complication monitoring
Results: Demographics and Baseline Characteristics

The study included 68 patients (82.4% female), with a mean age of 43 £ 10 years and mean preoperative BMI of

47.6 £ 6.8 kg/m2. All patients completed the minimum follow-up period.
Weight Loss Outcomes

Significant weight loss was observed across the cohort:

%EWL: 50—70% within 6 months

Total weight loss: 25-48%

These results are consistent with findings from international studies reporting %EWL between 50% and 78%

at similar follow-up intervals (Liu & Lee, 2017; Angrisani et al., 2020).
Metabolic Improvements
Metabolic outcomes showed marked improvements:

OSA resolved in 27 patients. Blood glucose normalized in 19 patients. Insulin levels normalized in 20 patients.

Lipid profiles improved significantly. Restoration of menstrual regularity in female patients

Safety and Complications: No major surgical complications (e.g., leaks, hemorrhage requiring reoperation) were

observed. No patients experienced significant weight regain during the follow-up period.
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Discussion: The outcomes observed in this study align with international literature demonstrating significant

weight loss and metabolic benefits following LSG. Weight Loss: Studies report %EWL of 50-78% at 1-3 years
post-LSG (Peterli et al., 2018; Liu & Lee, 2017). Diabetes Remission: Rates of T2DM remission range from 40—
80% depending on follow-up duration and patient characteristics (Smith et al., 2020; Aren et al., 2022).

Comorbidity Improvement: Significant reductions in hypertension and dyslipidemia are widely documented
(Schauer et al., 2017; Brethauer et al., 2015).

LSG’s metabolic effects extend beyond gastric restriction. Resection of ghrelin-producing cells in the fundus
may decrease appetite and improve insulin sensitivity. Changes in gut hormones (GLP-1, PYY) further enhance
glucose metabolism and satiety. While short- to mid-term outcomes are consistently positive, some long-term
studies suggest partial weight regain in a subset of patients beyond 5 years. Nevertheless, many patients maintain

metabolic improvements even with modest weight changes (Keidar et al., 2015).

This study’s retrospective design and variable follow-up duration limit conclusions about very long-term

efficacy; future prospective studies with extended follow-up are warranted.

Conclusion: Laparoscopic sleeve gastrectomy is a safe and effective bariatric surgical option for patients with
severe obesity. It yields substantial weight loss and significant improvements in metabolic comorbidities. These

findings support its role as a primary bariatric intervention in appropriate patients.
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Introduction: Obesity is a global health problem associated with metabolic syndrome, type 2 diabetes
mellitus, cardiovascular diseases, and reduced quality of life. In patients with severe obesity, conservative
treatment methods are often ineffective. Bariatric surgery is currently considered the most successful long-term
treatment option. Among bariatric procedures, laparoscopic sleeve gastrectomy (LSG) has become increasingly

popular due to its safety and metabolic benefits.

The Aim of study to evaluate the clinical and metabolic outcomes of laparoscopic sleeve gastrectomy in patients

with body mass index (BMI) greater than 35 kg/m2.

Materials and Methods: Between 2013 and 2024, laparoscopic sleeve gastrectomy was performed on 68 patients
at the Department of Surgical Diseases of Azerbaijan Medical University. The study included 12 male and 56
female patients aged 23-64 years. Preoperative BMI ranged from 35.3 to 65.7 kg/m2. Obesity-related
comorbidities included type 2 diabetes or impaired glucose tolerance, arterial hypertension, dyslipidemia, sleep

apnea, and hyperinsulinemia. Patients were followed for 1-20 months postoperatively.

Results: Significant weight loss was observed in all patients. Within the first 6 months, excess weight loss ranged
from 50% to 70%, while total body weight loss reached 25-48%. Resolution or marked improvement of metabolic
disorders was noted. Sleep apnea resolved in 27 patients, blood glucose levels normalized in 19 patients, and
insulin levels returned to normal in 20 patients within 6 months. Improvement in lipid profile and restoration of
menstrual regularity in female patients were also observed. No postoperative weight regain was recorded during

the follow-up period.

Conclusion: Laparoscopic sleeve gastrectomy is an effective and safe surgical method for the treatment of severe
obesity. The procedure provides significant weight reduction and improvement of obesity-related metabolic
disorders, particularly within the first 6 months after surgery. LSG can be considered a primary bariatric surgical

option for appropriately selected patients.
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POST-ELECTION ANALYSIS OF THE 2025 PRESIDENTIAL ELECTION IN IVORY COAST:
EVALUATION OF THE ACCURACY OF PRE-ELECTION PERCEPTIONS BASED ON A
QUANTITATIVE SURVEY

Abstract

This thesis is based on a quantitative survey conducted with 124 respondents regarding their electoral perceptions,
carried out a few months before the presidential election in October 2025. The objective of this study is to assess
the relevance of these perceptions gathered during the survey by comparing them to the events that occurred after
the presidential election. The survey results show a strong representation of men (52.8%), young adults aged 25
to 44 (88.8%), a high level of education (85.1%) with a higher education degree, and a significant urban
concentration, particularly in Abidjan (68.3%). The exclusion of certain candidates (76%), the lack of political
dialogue (71.8%), and misinformation (60.3%) are the main threats perceived by the respondents. The actual
exclusion of some major political figures and the persistence of tensions surrounding the electoral process later
justified these concerns. However, the presidential election in October 2025 took place in a relatively calm
atmosphere with no major violence reported, contrary to the fears of the respondents who anticipated an
apocalyptic election. Moreover, the qualities expected of an elected president include, among others, integrity
(79%), economic competence, and a sense of justice (63.7%), reflecting a desire for change, healthier
management, and an increased willingness for justice, given the country's political history. This aspiration for
change is not reflected in the electoral results, as evidenced by the moderate voter turnout of 50.10% combined
with the re-election of the outgoing president in a context of political exclusion and institutional mistrust. The
analysis of this study highlights the fragility of the Ivorian regime, characterized by a hybrid system that combines
democratic legal frameworks existing on paper with authoritarian and non-democratic practices in reality. This
ambivalent situation requires deep reforms to strengthen the transparency, legitimacy, and inclusivity of the

democratic process in Cote d'lvoire.

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Abstract

Arthur Miller’s Death of a Salesman (1949) has often been celebrated as the quintessential American domestic
tragedy, but its enduring force lies in the precision with which it stages a conflict between an individual’s hunger
for recognition and a mid-twentieth-century American society increasingly organized around impersonal
economic logics. Through Willy Loman, an aging traveling salesman who clings to an anachronistic version of
the American Dream, Miller dramatizes how social myths — especially those linked to capitalism, consumerism,
and the cult of success — can be internalized so completely that they become indistinguishable from personal
identity. Situating the play within the postwar context of corporate expansion, suburbanization, and the rise of the
“organization man,” this article argues that Willy’s downfall is not merely the result of personal weakness, pride,
or infidelity; it is also the product of structural pressures that devalue those no longer economically useful.
Drawing on Durkheim’s notion of anomie, Fromm’s analysis of freedom and conformity, Marxist and cultural-
materialist critiques of commodification, and Miller’s own essay “Tragedy and the Common Man,” the article
shows how Death of a Salesman links economic disposability to psychological disintegration. The Loman
household functions as a microcosm in which competing responses to social pressure are rehearsed: Linda’s
sustaining emotional labor, Biff’s disillusioned truth-telling, and Happy’s uncritical mimicry. Finally, by
connecting Miller’s 1949 critique to twenty-first-century neoliberal labor regimes, gig-economy precarity, and
the weakening credibility of the American Dream, the article contends that Death of a Salesman remains a
disturbingly current meditation on what happens when market value becomes the primary measure of human

worth.

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1. Introduction

Arthur Miller’s Death of a Salesman (2008; original work published 1949) has secured its place in the American
and world dramatic canon not simply because it depicts a failing salesman, but because it turns that failure into a
lens through which to view a whole social order. From its first performances, critics noticed that Miller was doing
two things at once: telling an intimate family story about a husband, wife, and two sons, and at the same time
indicting an economic culture that seduces people with images of success and then discards them when they age
or falter (Bigsby, 2013; Bloom, 2007). Willy Loman is an individual, but he is also an outcome — the result of

years of listening to, repeating, and finally embodying the success myths of his society.

This article argues that the deep structure of Death of a Salesman is the tension between individual and society,
and that Miller designs every level of the play — its narrative time, its family relationships, its symbols, even
Willy’s suicide — to make that tension visible. Willy is not a timeless tragic hero felled by some metaphysical
flaw; he is a historically located subject, formed by interwar and Depression-era sales culture, entering an America
that has changed its rules. He still believes that personality, charm, and being “well-liked” will secure a future,
but the postwar United States, with its expanding corporations and bureaucratized labor, has begun to prize
younger, cheaper, and more flexible workers (Whyte, 1956). Willy’s catastrophe, then, is the catastrophe of a

man whose internalized social script is out of date.

To substantiate this claim, the article first reconstructs the sociohistorical context of the play — postwar
prosperity, the ideology of the American Dream, and the rise of the “organization man.” It then sketches a
conceptual frame (anomie, alienation, commodification) through which to read Willy’s plight. The next sections
examine Willy himself as the embodiment of individual-society tension and then turn to the Loman family as the
primary site where society’s demands are absorbed or resisted. After surveying key critical responses — Marxist,
psychoanalytic, feminist — the article argues for the continuing relevance of Miller’s critique in a neoliberal, gig-
based economy in which self-presentation, visibility, and productivity are once again treated as moral virtues
(Harvey, 2005). The conclusion returns to Miller’s own poetics of tragedy to show how Death of a Salesman

compels us to evaluate not only characters but also the social values that made those characters possible.
2. Postwar American Context: Prosperity and Pressure

The late 1940s and 1950s in the United States were marked by what historians often describe as a “golden age”
of capitalism: high growth, expanding consumer markets, and widespread belief in upward mobility. The GI Bill,
mortgage programs, and an industrial base that had been energized by the war allowed many families to enter or
consolidate their position in the middle class. With prosperity came a new set of visual and material markers of

having “made it”: a house in the suburbs, a car, modern appliances, and children on a college track (Cullen, 2003).
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Yet this prosperity was accompanied by a quieter, but no less real, anxiety. The very discourse that insisted that

opportunity was open to all also implied that failure was now personal. If “anyone” could rise, then those who
did not must have lacked something — talent, charm, drive, or the ability to “get ahead.” Miller dramatizes that
ideology in Willy’s obsessive return to appearance and likeability. Willy does not say to Biff and Happy, “Work
hard and the system will reward you”; he says, in effect, “Be the man people want to see, be known, be talked

about.” That is the sales culture of the 1920s—30s carried into the 1940s.

At the same time, the structure of work was changing. The postwar period saw the consolidation of large,
bureaucratic corporations that demanded loyalty but offered little personal recognition. Whyte’s (1956) The
Organization Man captured this shift: the “good” worker was now a team player, deferential to hierarchy, and
anonymous within the corporate machine. The door-to-door, handshake-based, personality-driven sales world
that Willy romanticizes belonged to an earlier moment. When Willy goes to Howard Wagner to ask for a non-
traveling job, he is effectively trying to reassert the old, personal, paternalistic business model: your father knew
me; therefore, you should take care of me. Howard, however, replies from within the new model: what do your
numbers say? The clash is not generational only; it is structural.

Miller also embeds his play in the culture of consumerism. The Lomans own objects — a refrigerator, a car, a
house — but the objects constantly break, need to be paid off, or fail to work as promised. They are surrounded
by consumer goods that both signify success and drain their income. These constant payments remind Willy that
success, in his society, is never definitively secured; it must be performed and re-performed.

3. Conceptual Frame: Anomie, Alienation, Commodification

Durkheim’s (1951) idea of anomie — normlessness caused by rapid social change — helps us to name Willy’s
disorientation. He lives by norms that were once valid: personal charm matters, loyalty is rewarded, a man can
support his family on sales. The society around him has silently revised these norms. It now values youth,
mobility, and measurable efficiency. Willy senses the shift (“the competition is maddening”), but because he has
woven the old norms into his sense of self, he cannot change without feeling he is betraying who he is. This is the

first level of individual-society conflict in the play.

A second level can be named with the Marxist notion of alienation. Willy is alienated in the classic sense — he
does not control what he sells, to whom he sells, or on what terms he will continue to sell — but he is also
alienated from a stable sense of identity. Because his society teaches him to equate worth with sales, as soon as
his sales decline, his sense of self declines. Eagleton (2011) reminds us that capitalism does not just exploit labor;

it also generates subjectivities that are apt to feel inadequate. Willy is one such subjectivity.
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Finally, the play offers a relentless image of commodification — the translation of human capacities and even

human life into market terms. Willy’s final decision to kill himself so that his family can collect insurance money
is the logical terminus of commodification: his only way to create value is to convert himself into a payout. Miller
does not present this as a noble sacrifice; he presents it as the clearest evidence of a society that has managed to

make its economic logic the measure of everything, including death.
4. Willy Loman: A Socially Produced Tragic Hero

Miller’s famous essay “Tragedy and the Common Man” (Miller, 1949) argues that the desire to secure one’s
“rightful place in society” is as powerful, and as tragic, in ordinary people as it was in the kings and princes of
classical drama. In Death of a Salesman, Willy’s “rightful place” is to be a successful, admired, and irreplaceable
salesman. Crucially, this is not a place granted by fate or the gods, but one projected by the society he inhabits.

In this way, Willy’s “hamartia” is not a mysterious inner flaw; it is an over-identification with a social ideal.

Willy is haunted by the story of Dave Singleman — the salesman who, according to Willy, could sell over the
phone and was so beloved that buyers and sellers from across the region came to his funeral. This story is
important because it is Willy’s fantasy of a perfect alignment between individual and society: the individual is
charming, the society responds, and the individual is therefore dignified. But by 1949 that world no longer exists.

In clinging to it, Willy clings to a society that has moved on.

Miller’s narrative technique reinforces this reading. The play constantly moves between present and remembered
past, between what is happening and what Willy wishes had happened. These memory scenes are not just
psychological flashbacks; they are evidence of how deeply the social has entered Willy’s mind. He cannot let go
of older, more flattering social arrangements, so he keeps replaying them. Memory becomes a private theatre in

which the individual can still live in a society that has ceased to recognize him.
5. The Loman Family as Microcosm

One of Miller’s most acute insights is that social pressure is absorbed, resisted, or reproduced first in the family.
The Loman household is full of talk about success, failure, appearance, and being liked. This is not casual talk; it

is social ideology being handed down from father to sons.

Linda Loman performs the role of mediator. She sees that the external world is harsh — “Life is a casting off”
— and she believes the only way Willy can endure is if his family keeps affirming him. Her famous speech —
“Attention, attention must be finally paid to such a person” — is a direct critique of a society that drops people

the moment they stop producing (Miller, 2008). Linda’s labor is emotional, continuous, and invisible; it is the
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opposite of the “productive” labor that the market rewards (Goodman, 1998). In making Linda the voice of ethical

protest, Miller quietly aligns himself with her view: a decent society does not discard its old workers.

Biff Loman embodies the possibility of breaking the cycle. As a teenager he fully believed Willy’s story: if you
are handsome and popular, colleges will recruit you and success will follow. The Boston hotel scene — Biff
discovering Willy’s affair — destroys not only Biff’s faith in his father but also the credibility of the success
story. As an adult, Biff drifts through jobs out West, closer to the land and to manual work. In his final
confrontation with Willy, he insists on naming the truth: “We’ve been talking in a dream for fifteen years.” That
line is the clearest articulation of the play’s thesis: the Lomans have been living in a socially produced dream and
calling it reality (Bloom, 2007). Biff’s decision to accept ordinariness — to be “a dime a dozen” — is not

defeatism; it is realism against fantasy.

Happy Loman represents continuity with the surrounding culture. He repeats Willy’s sexism, his optimism, his
inflation of small successes, and his obsession with advancement. Even at the funeral, Happy declares he will
prove that Willy “did not die in vain,” by which he means he will make the dream work. In other words, he has
learned nothing. Through Happy, Miller shows how social ideologies survive even after they have been shown to

be destructive: they appeal to the ego, they flatter, they promise glamour.
6. Capitalist Critique Built into the Plot
Several key scenes make Miller’s social critique explicit.

The Howard Wagner scene is the clearest picture of impersonal capitalism. Willy appeals to a remembered,
personal relationship with Howard’s father, but Howard — young, wealthy, distracted by technology — has no
time for sentiment. He is polite, but what counts are sales figures. Willy’s age, loyalty, and past service are

irrelevant (Bigsby, 2013). This is society speaking through Howard: we do not need you anymore.

The restaurant scene with Biff and Happy shows the social consequences of failure. The sons abandon Willy for
women; Willy is left alone to hallucinate. This abandonment is not only filial ingratitude; it is social behavior
learned from a world that rewards success and shuns failure. The market has dropped Willy; now, symbolically,

even his sons drop him.

Finally, Willy’s suicide ties the capitalist critique together. His decision is not purely irrational; it is argued, to
himself, in market terms: the insurance money will make Biff love him, will restore his worth, will make a final
sale. Miller thus shows how deeply the social logic of exchange has been internalized: even an act of self-

destruction is conceptualized as an economic transaction (Otten, 1989).
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7. Psychological Pressures: Shame, Pride, Denial

It would be a mistake to read Death of a Salesman as social critique only. Miller is interested in the psychological
cost of living inside an unforgiving social script. Willy’s shame at not being able to pay his bills, his pride that
prevents him from accepting Charley’s job, his denial of Biff’s criticism — all of these are psychic defenses

against a devastating recognition: that the society he trusted no longer wants him.

Psychoanalytic vocabulary helps here. Willy denies evidence that contradicts his self-image; he projects failure
onto Biff (“spite!”); and he regresses into fantasies of the past when the present becomes unbearable (Freud,
1955). But these are not purely intrapsychic phenomena; they are triggered by social humiliation. It is because
the outside world has shamed him that Willy retreats inward. Miller is, in effect, showing us how social violence
becomes psychological suffering.

Shame is particularly gendered in the play. As a mid-century husband and father, Willy is supposed to be the
provider. Admitting that Charley is helping him financially means admitting a failure of masculinity. This is why
he angrily rejects Charley’s offer of a job. Linda, whose social role does not demand visible success, can afford
to be honest; Willy cannot. Masculine pride, then, is not just character; it is society alive inside the character
(Goodman, 1998).

8. Critical Reception and Performance Echoes

From the start, critics read Death of a Salesman as a drama of its time and beyond its time. The 1949 reviews
stressed Miller’s compassion for the “little man” and his indictment of a materialistic America. Later critics,
especially in the 1960s-80s, read the play through Marxism, psychoanalysis, and feminism, each school drawing

out a different aspect of the individual-society tension.

Marxist and cultural-materialist critics emphasized that Willy’s economic death was predictable in a system that
constantly produces surplus labor and has no sentimental attachment to aging workers (Eagleton, 2011).
Psychoanalytic critics foregrounded the Boston trauma and the father—son dynamic, but even they acknowledged
that the trauma occurs within a context of social pressure to perform virility. Feminist critics turned attention to
Linda and to the way the domestic sphere cushions the blows of capitalism without being able to reform it
(Abbotson, 2007; Goodman, 1998).

Performance history has reinforced these readings. Later productions — for instance, revivals in periods of
recession or deindustrialization — have highlighted Willy’s economic precarity more than his vanity. Directors
have underscored the smallness of the Loman house, hemmed in by apartment buildings, to visualize how society

has literally closed in on the individual. International productions in post-socialist or postcolonial contexts have
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likewise recognized in Willy the figure of the obsolete worker, the man trained for one world and forced to live

in another. That global resonance suggests that Miller captured not only an American but a modern condition.
9. Contemporary Relevance: Neoliberalism and the New Salesman

It might be tempting to say that Willy’s problem belongs to a bygone world of sample cases and territory maps.
Yet contemporary labor conditions make Death of a Salesman feel uncannily current. In the neoliberal era
described by Harvey (2005), stable, long-term employment has been replaced by flexible, short-term, and often
precarious arrangements. Workers are increasingly asked to market not just what they produce, but who they are

— their enthusiasm, their “fit,” their “brand.” In that sense, everyone is now a salesman.

Social media intensifies this pressure. Individuals curate profiles, signal success, collect endorsements — all
digital equivalents of being “well-liked.” Failure to garner visibility can feel, as it did to Willy, like failure to
exist. The mental-health costs — anxiety, depression, burnout — echo Willy’s breakdown, showing that the

psychological price of economic competition has not diminished.

At the same time, belief in the American Dream has weakened. Surveys show that younger generations doubt
they will do better than their parents, that housing and education have become less affordable, and that merit does
not reliably lead to mobility (Pew Research Center, 2017). Miller’s image of a man who believed the Dream
literally, only to discover that the structure would not let him fulfill it, therefore speaks to a broad contemporary

audience. The play names a truth many now feel: when the promise and the structure diverge, individuals suffer.
10. Conclusion: Tragedy, Responsibility, and Social Ethics

Miller once wrote that the terror of the modern individual is “not being taken.” Willy’s whole life is an effort to
be “taken” — taken seriously, taken on the road, taken into Howard’s office, taken by his sons as a man of value.
Society, however, takes him only as long as he sells. When he cannot, it lets him fall. That is the ethical core of
Death of a Salesman: it asks us to judge not only Willy’s misjudgments, but the society that made those

misjudgments seem reasonable.

The play refuses easy moralizing. Miller does not let Willy off the hook for betraying Linda, for puffing up his
sons, for refusing honest work. But Miller equally refuses to let the audience say, “It’s all his fault.” The structures
of postwar American capitalism — competitive, youth-loving, image-driven — are clearly implicated. Linda’s
cry, “We’re free...” at the end is heartbreakingly double: they are free of debt, but they are not free of the social
values that killed Willy. The mortgage is paid, but the ideology remains.

For that reason, Death of a Salesman remains a necessary text for cultures — like ours — that equate success

with virtue and failure with defect. It warns that when market worth becomes the main yardstick of human worth,
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some people will inevitably be found “worthless,” and they will know it. Willy shows us what that knowledge

feels like from the inside: shame, frantic memory, final self-sacrifice. Miller’s challenge is simple and still

relevant: can we build a society in which a man like Willy Loman does not have to die to prove he mattered?

Arthur Miller’s Death of a Salesman (1949) remains one of the most significant American plays of the twentieth
century, particularly for its searing critique of the American Dream. This article provides a detailed exploration
of how the play illuminates both the allure and the inherent tensions of the Dream, examining the roles of
consumerism, self-delusion, and familial aspirations. With an emphasis on the socio-historical context that shaped
Miller’s work, this paper analyzes the characters’ internal and external struggles as representative of larger
cultural anxieties about success, failure, and the pursuit of happiness. The discussion incorporates literary,
sociological, and philosophical perspectives to demonstrate the breadth and depth of Miller’s commentary on the
discontents underlying the American Dream.

The American Dream, as an enduring cultural ethos, posits that prosperity and social mobility are attainable
through hard work, determination, and moral fortitude (Cullen, 2003). Over the course of the twentieth century,
this ideal has both inspired and haunted the American consciousness, manifesting in political rhetoric, economic
policy, and popular culture. Arthur Miller’s 1949 play, Death of a Salesman, famously probes this quintessential
American narrative by dramatizing the collapse of Willy Loman — a traveling salesman consumed by the
illusions and promises of material success (Miller, 2008). Through Willy’s struggle, Miller engages with deep-

seated anxieties about status, self-worth, and the fragility of individual identity in a capitalist society.

Despite its mid-century setting, Death of a Salesman addresses broader, timeless questions: How do we measure
success? To what degree do societal pressures distort self-perception and familial relationships? Why is the
pursuit of the American Dream, ostensibly a path toward fulfillment, so often accompanied by disillusionment
and despair? These queries remain pertinent in light of contemporary concerns about economic inequality, job

insecurity, and the psychological toll of relentless competition (Pew Research Center, 2017).

This article offers a comprehensive examination of how Death of a Salesman critiques the American Dream,
exposing the internal contradictions of an ideal that promotes equality of opportunity while simultaneously
engendering pervasive anxiety and discontent. It begins by detailing the cultural and historical background that
framed Miller’s vision, highlighting how postwar prosperity shaped societal values and influenced Miller’s
thematic choices. Next, it explores how the key characters — Willy Loman, Linda Loman, Biff, and Happy —
embody conflicting interpretations of success and self-fulfillment. Particular attention is paid to the structural and
symbolic techniques Miller uses to emphasize Willy’s internal collapse, tracing his descent as an archetypal figure
who cannot reconcile his personal aspirations with the real demands of a society driven by competition and

materialism.

Additionally, this paper incorporates a range of critical perspectives, from Marxist analyses that highlight the
commodification of labor to psychoanalytic interpretations focusing on guilt and denial. By situating the play
within these critical frameworks, we can appreciate the multifaceted critique that Death of a Salesman provides
regarding the limitations and perils of the American Dream. Ultimately, this article asserts that Miller’s work
transcends its historical moment precisely because it articulates a universal human struggle: the desire for

recognition, meaning, and dignity in a world that often reduces individuals to their economic function.
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2. Historical and Cultural Context

2.1 The Postwar American Landscape

When Death of a Salesman premiered in 1949, the United States was emerging from the aftermath of World War
Il. The postwar economic boom brought widespread optimism, as industries flourished and consumer goods
became more accessible (Whyte, 1956). Government initiatives such as the Gl Bill enabled returning soldiers to
attend college, purchase homes, and integrate into the burgeoning middle class. In popular discourse, the idea that
any individual could achieve comfort and prosperity through dedication and character became more entrenched
(Cullen, 2003). This climate of optimism reinforced the cultural belief that the American Dream was within reach

for anyone willing to work hard.

Amid these promising developments, however, new social tensions emerged. Americans faced increasing
pressure to conform to corporate norms and consumerist lifestyles, as suburbanization reshaped communities and
the workforce shifted toward white-collar jobs (Whyte, 1956). The tradition of individualized business
relationships—once symbolized by door-to-door salesmen or small family enterprises—began to wane in the face
of rising corporate power. The human dimension of commerce was gradually overshadowed by greater emphasis
on efficiency, profit margins, and standardized procedures. This cultural pivot had a profound impact on
individuals who, like Willy Loman, grounded their self-esteem in personal connections and the notion of “being
well-liked” (Miller, 1949/2008).

2.2 Evolving Notions of the American Dream

The American Dream has always possessed an inherent duality: it champions liberty, equality, and the promise
of upward mobility, yet its materialistic dimension—accumulating wealth and status—often eclipses moral or
spiritual interpretations of success (Cullen, 2003). By the mid-twentieth century, the consumerist iteration of the
Dream predominated; owning a home, a car, and a range of new appliances became culturally equated with
happiness and personal achievement (May, 2008). Advertising and popular media perpetuated these ideals,

suggesting that a fulfilling life was intimately tied to the acquisition of products.

This material emphasis exacerbated the tensions between public ideals and private realities. While public life
celebrated national prosperity and growing economic opportunities, private anxieties about job security,
conformity, and personal worth simmered beneath the surface (Whyte, 1956). In this context, failure to achieve
material success became increasingly stigmatized, fostering guilt and shame among those who felt they had fallen
short of the cultural benchmark. Consequently, the American Dream evolved into both an aspiration and a source

of psychological distress.

2.3 Miller’s Social and Political Outlook

Arthur Miller’s work was influenced by the social and political climate of his era. Born in 1915 to a family that
experienced financial ruin during the Great Depression, Miller witnessed firsthand the precarious nature of
economic success (Bigsby, 2013). His personal history informed his critical perspective on capitalism and shaped
his skepticism toward narratives of unbridled opportunity. Moreover, Miller was part of a generation of American
playwrights who sought to interrogate the social order rather than merely entertain audiences.

By the time Miller penned Death of a Salesman, he had already wrestled with themes of guilt, identity, and moral
responsibility in works such as All My Sons (1947). In Death of a Salesman, he sharpened his focus on the
individual’s entanglement with societal pressures, using the Loman family’s struggles as a microcosm of the
broader disillusionment lurking behind America’s triumphant postwar facade. Indeed, the play’s initial reception
indicates that Miller struck a chord with audiences who recognized the painful discrepancies between the

celebrated American Dream and the harsh realities many faced (Weales, 1997).
3. The American Dream as Ideology
3.1 Defining the Dream

Before analyzing how Death of a Salesman interrogates the American Dream, it is necessary to clarify the
Dream’s ideological underpinnings. The American Dream traditionally hinges on the conviction that individual
perseverance and moral rectitude result in upward mobility (Cullen, 2003). Historically, it has been linked to
political freedoms, offering a conceptual framework for immigrants, laborers, and entrepreneurs alike to envision
a better future. Yet the Dream is also markedly materialistic, often measuring prosperity through tangible markers
such as property ownership and financial stability. This dual emphasis—moral and material—provides the

bedrock upon which Willy Loman’s aspirations rest.
3.2 The Dream and Capitalist Structures

A crucial aspect of the American Dream is its alignment with capitalist economic systems, where competition,
private property, and profit motive are primary (Smith, 1776/2003). This alignment influences how individuals
perceive themselves and their relationships. In many narratives, the self-made millionaire is lauded as the epitome
of American success—a figure who harnesses the opportunities afforded by an ostensibly free market. However,
the same structures that enable success also engender conditions of exploitation, inequality, and alienation (Marx
& Engels, 1848/2005). Within such a framework, labor is commodified, and personal worth is often conflated
with economic value. When an individual’s labor yields diminishing returns—due to age, technological changes,

or shifts in consumer demand—that person’s social status and self-esteem may precipitously decline.
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3.3 Discontents of the Dream

Even in historical moments of widespread prosperity, the American Dream has always carried significant
psychological and social demands. Not everyone can succeed, and structural inequities based on class, race, and
gender can severely limit one’s prospects (Hochschild, 1995). Yet the Dream’s powerful narrative often
individualizes failure, ascribing it to personal deficiencies rather than systemic impediments. This means that
those who do not ascend in the social hierarchy frequently grapple with shame and guilt, believing they are solely

responsible for their inability to thrive.

In the context of Death of a Salesman, this dynamic is acutely evident. Willy Loman conceives of success almost
exclusively in terms of being “well-liked” and financially secure (Miller, 1949/2008). His worldview aligns with
the capitalist ideal that interpersonal charm and a strong work ethic will inevitably garner rewards. When those
rewards never materialize, Willy interprets his situation as a personal failing—an indication that he has not

measured up to the Dream’s standards. He thus suffers an internal crisis that culminates in tragedy.
3.4 The Shift from Agrarian to Corporate Dreams

Another relevant dimension of the American Dream’s evolution is the shift from an agrarian, self-sufficient vision
to one dominated by corporate America (Susman, 1984). Early iterations of the Dream often revolved around
land ownership, personal independence, and local community ties. By the mid-twentieth century, however, the
Dream’s focal points had changed. Factory work, corporate jobs, and service industries became more prominent,
emphasizing competitiveness, hierarchical advancement, and professional reputation. In many ways, this shift
explains Willy Loman’s predicament. He clings to a vision of salesmanship that once relied on personal rapport
and handshake deals. However, the corporate structure has grown less tolerant of inefficiency or sentimentality,
viewing workers as cogs in a profit-making machine (Whyte, 1956). Willy’s reliance on outdated modes of
success leaves him disoriented in a system that values youth, technological savvy, and adaptability above
longstanding personal connections.

3.5 The Question of Authenticity

Underlying the American Dream is a paradox about authenticity. On the one hand, the Dream promises
individuals the freedom to carve out their unique paths; on the other, it strongly dictates the parameters of what
“success” looks like. Those who deviate from the mainstream script risk marginalization or ridicule. This tension
is especially evident in Death of a Salesman when Biff Loman challenges his father’s dreams. Biff’s moment of
self-awareness—where he realizes that his true happiness lies not in corporate offices but in outdoor work—

represents an alternative vision of the Dream, one less tethered to social approval and material benchmarks

(Miller, 1949/2008). Yet, Willy struggles to recognize this alternative as legitimate because it runs counter to his

internalized belief that prestige and wealth define a person’s worth.

Hence, Miller’s critique of the American Dream is not solely about the economic system but also about the
psychological and ethical ramifications of adhering to a singular notion of success. In the following sections, the
analysis will delve deeper into the characters, thematic elements, and structural features of Death of a Salesman

to illustrate how Miller exposes the Dream’s inherent contradictions.
4. Character Analyses: Tensions and Disillusionments
4.1 Willy Loman: The Face of the Dream’s Collapse

Willy Loman serves as the emotional core of the play, embodying the downfall that arises from an uncritical
adherence to the American Dream. Throughout the narrative, Willy oscillates between nostalgia for past triumphs
and grandiose visions of imminent success. These recurrent illusions highlight his reliance on memory to stave
off the pain of the present (Miller, 1949/2008). Psychologically, this behavior reflects denial, a defense
mechanism through which Willy avoids confronting a world that no longer rewards his labor or values his
personality (Freud, 1920/1955).

Willy’s belief that being “well-liked” constitutes the key to advancement underscores his misunderstanding of
the structural dynamics of capitalism. He prefers to think of success as a product of personal magnetism rather
than acknowledging market shifts, technological changes, or age-related limitations. His eventual dismissal by
Howard Wagner, the son of his former boss, epitomizes the system’s disregard for loyalty and seniority when
they no longer yield profit (Miller, 1949/2008). Confronted with his disposability, Willy scrambles for rationales,
repeating platitudes about his importance to the New England territory. These protestations only underscore his

estrangement from economic realities.
4.2 Linda Loman: The Silent Pillar

Linda Loman exemplifies the archetype of the supportive wife within the traditional family structure. Her
steadfast loyalty to Willy, while compassionate, also facilitates his illusions. Out of concern for his fragile mental
state, Linda neglects to challenge Willy’s unrealistic expectations. She instead pleads with her sons, Biff and
Happy, to respect their father and bolster his self-esteem (Miller, 1949/2008). Feminist readings of the play
frequently note that Linda’s role, while seemingly passive, is crucial for maintaining the family’s delicate
emotional balance (Goodman, 1998). She is acutely aware of Willy’s anguish, hinting at her own awareness of

the Dream’s destructive potential.
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Even so, Linda’s attempts to preserve Willy’s dignity—urging him to ask for a non-traveling job, for instance—

are repeatedly rebuffed. Willy views any deviation from his chosen path as a personal failing. Consequently,
Linda’s protective impulses sometimes backfire, contributing to Willy’s entrapment in an unattainable fantasy.
Still, her presence casts a light on the emotional toll that the American Dream exacts on family life, as she becomes

the caretaker of both Willy’s mental equilibrium and the household’s daily functioning.
4.3 Biff Loman: The Search for Authenticity

Biff’s character arc represents the awakening from the illusions underpinning the Loman household. As a
teenager, Biff was molded by Willy’s grandiose expectations—he was to become a star athlete, secure college
scholarships, and achieve professional success that would affirm the family’s status. This vision unravels when
Biff discovers his father’s infidelity, leading him to question everything Willy has taught him (Miller, 1949/2008).
The emotional trauma of this revelation marks the first major fissure in Biff’s belief in the Dream. He later drifts
through odd jobs and rejects the notion that a corporate career or financial ascendance is the only path to

fulfillment.

Crucially, Biff’s moral and existential epiphany occurs late in the play: he confronts Willy, declaring that they
are both “a dime a dozen” (Miller, 1949/2008). This admission highlights Biff’s acceptance of ordinariness, a
stark contrast to the extraordinary success Willy envisions. Biff’s realization that he has been living under a false
narrative signals a potential path toward authenticity—one that prioritizes personal truth over societal recognition.
In a broader sense, Biff exposes the fissures in the American Dream by pointing out that not everyone is destined

for greatness, nor should they be compelled to strive for it at the cost of their mental and emotional well-being.
4.4 Happy Loman: The Legacy of Illusion

In contrast to Biff, Happy largely internalizes Willy’s ideals. Although outwardly more self-assured, Happy
exhibits a shallowness of character, echoing Willy’s preoccupation with appearances and validation. He boasts
about promotions, seduces women, and continues to assert that the Loman name will one day command respect
(Miller, 1949/2008). On the surface, Happy seems content with the role he plays in a capitalist society—

competing for status, forging superficial relationships, and chasing material signs of success.

Yet, as the play progresses, it becomes clear that Happy’s bravado is a facade mirroring Willy’s self-deception.
He remains in the same position as his father: always on the brink of genuine achievement but never fully arriving.
In embodying this state of perpetual anticipation, Happy signifies how the Dream perpetuates itself across

generations. His final pledge to avenge Willy’s death by achieving “something big” suggests that the cycle of
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self-delusion may well continue (Miller, 1949/2008). Thus, Happy’s trajectory underscores the potent grip of the

American Dream, even in the face of accumulating evidence that it may be fundamentally elusive.
4.5 Uncle Ben: The Mythic Figure of Instant Wealth

Uncle Ben, who appears as a memory or hallucination in Willy’s mind, symbolizes the quick, adventurous route
to riches. Ben claims to have walked into the jungle at seventeen and emerged at twenty-one, “rich” (Miller,
1949/2008). He represents a distilled form of the American Dream—wealth achieved through risk-taking and

personal daring, seemingly unbound by obstacles or systemic constraints.

Willy reveres Ben as living proof that sudden, extraordinary success is not only possible but deserved. This
reverence amplifies Willy’s frustration with his own life, as he believes he has somehow missed out on a defining
opportunity. The figure of Ben thus reinforces a fantasy that wealth and success lie just beyond reach, fueling

Willy’s desperation to prove his own worth before time runs out.
5. Structural and Stylistic Dimensions: Challenging the Dream
5.1 Fragmented Chronology

One of Death of a Salesman’s most notable features is its non-linear structure. Scenes shift seamlessly between
the present and Willy’s recollections or hallucinations. This fragmentation reflects Willy’s deteriorating mental
state and his inability to distinguish between reality and fantasy (Miller, 1949/2008). The structure also highlights
how the past continues to haunt the present. By repeatedly bringing the audience into Willy’s internal reveries,
Miller demonstrates how nostalgia and regret prevent Willy from adjusting to the contemporary economic and

social environment.

Moreover, this formal technique mirrors the underlying instability of the American Dream itself. Just as the play’s
chronology is disjointed, so too is the reality of those who cannot reconcile their aspirations with the constraints
of capitalism. The American Dream suggests linear progress—work leads to advancement, culminating in
success—but Willy’s disjointed experiences rebut such linearity. Instead, he remains trapped in cyclical illusions

and anxieties that the Dream perpetuates.
5.2 The Setting and Domestic Spaces

Miller deliberately situates the Loman home in an environment overshadowed by towering apartment buildings
(Miller, 1949/2008). This stage direction underscores the family’s claustrophobic existence within a modern,
urban context. The yard, once a space symbolizing independence and familial pride, is hemmed in by external

structures that dwarf Willy’s aspirations of self-reliance. Planting seeds—a recurring motif in the play—becomes
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a futile gesture, reflecting Willy’s desperate hope that he can still cultivate a legacy in a world that seems hostile

to growth.

By positioning domestic spaces against a backdrop of urban expansion, Miller critiques the interplay between
personal dreams and social realities. The home, theoretically a refuge, is instead a site of anxiety, arguments, and
disillusionment. Its physical confinement mirrors the narrower economic and emotional options available to Willy
as he ages, culminating in an acute sense that the American Dream is less about limitless horizons and more about

slowly closing walls.
5.3 Symbolism and Motifs

The play employs various symbols and motifs that reinforce the scrutiny of the American Dream. For instance,
the use of stockings becomes a marker of both economic strain and moral guilt. Willy feels deep shame when
Linda mends her stockings, a reminder that he cannot afford to buy new ones (Miller, 1949/2008). This shame is
compounded by the guilt he experiences for giving stockings to his mistress, which Biff discovers. The motif thus
tangibly links financial failure to ethical compromise, underlining how the Dream can lead individuals to sacrifice

integrity in pursuit of material comfort.

Likewise, the car and the refrigerator stand as tokens of modern consumerism. Willy frequently laments that his
appliances and car break down right after the final payment, a cynical reflection on how capitalist systems
perpetuate consumer demand through planned obsolescence (Whyte, 1956). These objects fail to provide lasting
satisfaction or security, much like Willy’s fleeting professional achievements. The ephemeral nature of consumer
goods magnifies the emptiness at the core of the Dream, demonstrating how surface-level indicators of success

provide neither emotional nor spiritual nourishment.
5.4 Dialogue and Language

Miller’s dialogue captures the cadence of everyday speech while carrying thematic heft. Willy’s repeated
mantras—about being “well-liked,” about making a “killing” in sales—function as linguistic anchors for his
worldview (Miller, 1949/2008). Over the course of the play, these expressions grow increasingly hollow,
revealing the disconnect between Willy’s cherished ideals and the stark truths of his life. Meanwhile, Linda’s
gentle, understated speech contrasts with Willy’s bombastic declarations, showcasing her role as the emotional

linchpin that tries to hold the family together.

This attention to language extends to Biff and Happy, whose diction often mirrors or parodies Willy’s. Biff’s

frantic attempts to articulate his own desires by the play’s end stand in contrast to the rehearsed scripts Willy
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replays. The shift in Biff’s speech—from mimicry to authentic self-expression—reflects his movement away from

the illusions that have dominated the Loman family narrative.
6. Critiques of the American Dream in Death of a Salesman
6.1 Marxist Perspectives

From a Marxist viewpoint, Death of a Salesman exposes the exploitative underpinnings of a capitalist society that
reduces individuals to their economic function (Marx & Engels, 1848/2005). Willy Loman’s disposability
exemplifies how laborers are valued only insofar as they generate profit. Once he ceases to be a productive
salesman, Willy is cast aside by the company that once held him in some regard (Miller, 1949/2008). This scenario
underscores the alienation that workers experience when they do not own the means of production. Rather than
reaping the rewards of his labor, Willy is left with accumulating debts and an eroding sense of self.

Additionally, Miller illuminates the ideological power of capitalism—Willy’s belief system is deeply intertwined
with market values, leading him to equate monetary success with moral worth. Even as Willy’s material prospects
collapse, he cannot envision an alternative way of validating himself or his family. This dynamic suggests that
the American Dream functions as a cultural apparatus that perpetuates the status quo, discouraging systemic

critique by framing failure as a result of personal shortcomings.
6.2 Psychoanalytic Interpretations

Psychologically, Willy’s attachment to an unattainable dream produces profound internal conflict. His recurring
hallucinations and oscillations between grandiosity and despair indicate a mind in turmoil. Freudian theory might
interpret these visions as the return of the repressed—unconscious guilt stemming from Willy’s affair or his
inability to provide for his family (Freud, 1920/1955). The defense mechanism of denial is evident in Willy’s
insistence on the near-arrival of success, a narrative that stands in stark contrast to the creditors knocking at his
door.

Moreover, the father-son dynamic is fraught with projections and introjections. Willy projects his aspirations onto
Biff, hoping his son will realize the familial Dream that he himself cannot attain (Miller, 1949/2008). When Biff
deviates from this path, the father interprets it as a personal betrayal rather than a search for independence. The
culminating confrontation—where Biff insists he is “nothing” special—shatters the illusions that father and son
have built over decades. Psychoanalytically, this moment reveals the suppressed truths that have shaped their

relationship, marking an opportunity for catharsis even as it devastates Willy.

6.3 Feminist and Gender-Based Critiques

Although Death of a Salesman focuses predominantly on Willy and his sons, the character of Linda Loman has
been subjected to various feminist readings (Goodman, 1998). Linda’s position in the household exemplifies the
gender norms of the era: she is confined largely to domestic tasks and offers emotional support without exercising
overt economic power. Some feminist critics argue that Linda’s role demonstrates the gendered nature of the
American Dream, which often marginalizes or omits women’s experiences (Schwartz, 2010). As the caretaker,
Linda shoulders the burden of maintaining Willy’s fragile psyche and orchestrating family harmony, despite

having no direct avenue for shaping the family’s financial future.

Yet Linda also embodies resilience and moral clarity, acting as the moral center around which Willy’s illusions
revolve. She recognizes the precariousness of their situation, though her efforts to steer Willy toward a less
destructive path often fall short. In this sense, Linda’s dilemma reflects the limited agency that many women
experienced in mid-century America, further spotlighting the Dream’s biases in favor of masculine notions of

public achievement.
6.4 Humanist and Existential Readings

From a more existential or humanist perspective, the play foregrounds the tension between societal expectations
and authentic selfhood. Willy’s tragedy stems not merely from economic forces but from his inability to find
meaning outside the confines of mainstream success narratives (May, 2008). His fixation on corporate accolades
precludes a deeper introspection about what might genuinely bring satisfaction or purpose. The tragedy resonates
beyond class critique, suggesting that any ideology—no matter how cherished—that disallows personal

authenticity can lead to existential despair.

Biff’s epiphany near the play’s conclusion illustrates the possibility of a different existential path. By embracing
his own ordinariness, Biff embarks on what existentialist philosopher Jean-Paul Sartre (1946/1993) would call an
“authentic” project: defining his essence through conscious choice rather than social dictates. In rejecting the
illusions, Biff situates himself outside the destructive cycle that has claimed Willy. Although the play ends
tragically, with Willy’s suicide, the seeds of existential awareness are planted in Biff’s character, suggesting that

liberation from the American Dream’s constraints is at least conceivable, if not guaranteed.
7. The Discontents of the Dream: Psychological and Social Ramifications
7.1 Alienation and Mental Health

Willy’s unraveling underscores how the pressures of the American Dream can precipitate mental health crises.

The Dream’s relentless emphasis on achievement leaves little room for compassion or self-acceptance when goals
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remain unmet (Hochschild, 1995). Willy experiences persistent feelings of inadequacy, paranoia, and regret that

manifest in visions of Uncle Ben and idealized recollections of Biff’s high school years (Miller, 1949/2008). He
is tormented by the discrepancy between the Dream he perpetually chases and the reality that confronts him—

debt, diminishing stamina, and a faltering reputation.

This psychological burden extends to the entire Loman family. Linda’s patience and devotion often come at the
expense of her own well-being, as she tiptoes around Willy’s fragile ego. Biff vacillates between resentment
toward his father and a reluctant sympathy for the broken man he observes. Happy’s reckless womanizing and
empty braggadocio hint at a deep-seated insecurity, another byproduct of a worldview that measures worth

primarily by outward signs of success.
7.2 The Family Unit under Strain

Beyond individual afflictions, Death of a Salesman examines the collective stress placed on the family unit by an
ideology that prioritizes external achievements over mutual support and transparency. Willy’s illusions impede
genuine communication: he cannot bear criticism or divergence from his blueprint for success. Consequently,
Biff finds it nearly impossible to share his authentic ambitions, and Linda must manage conflicts by placating

Willy rather than encouraging honest discussion.

In a broader societal context, the Loman family’s experience exemplifies how pervasive myths of meritocracy
can undermine the emotional scaffolding of domestic life. Family members become enmeshed in cycles of blame
and denial rather than supporting each other through setbacks. Such patterns reveal the Dream’s darker side,

where competition and prestige overshadow the communal values of empathy and understanding (Whyte, 1956).
7.3 Death as a Commentary on Value

Willy’s suicide at the play’s end operates as a grim commentary on the worth of a human being in a capitalist
framework. He clings to the idea that his life insurance payout will validate his existence, providing a lump sum
for Biff to build the future that Willy himself never attained. This tragic calculation—that one’s financial yield in
death might surpass one’s utility in life—exemplifies the extremes to which individuals may go when they cannot

see themselves as valuable beyond their economic contributions (Miller, 1949/2008).

Willy’s final act also invites theological and moral considerations. In a traditional American ethos, hard work,
faith, and perseverance should accumulate into reward. Instead, Willy’s illusions collapse to the point where he
perceives self-destruction as his last viable “business deal.” This climactic moment lays bare the underlying
discontents of the American Dream, implicating not just Willy’s personal failures but a culture that equates self-

worth with market success.
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7.4 Post-War Echoes and Contemporary Parallels

While Death of a Salesman emerged from a distinct historical milieu, its core concerns find echoes in modern
debates over labor precarity, the gig economy, and spiraling student debts (Pew Research Center, 2017).
Contemporary workers often confront the same insecurities about their economic futures, grappling with
narratives that promise boundless opportunity even as structural constraints limit real advancement. The
American Dream remains alluring, yet the gap between the ideal and lived experience persists, generating

widespread frustration and mental health challenges.

Thus, the discontents of the Dream remain relevant. The Loman family’s struggles articulate a collective anxiety
about worth, belonging, and identity in societies that prioritize perpetual growth and visible markers of success.
Miller’s play thus transcends its 1949 setting to become a cautionary tale, reminding audiences that if a culture

defines human value primarily in economic terms, it risks sacrificing genuine well-being and ethical relationships.
8. Enduring Impact and Relevance
8.1 Critical Reception and Legacy

From the moment it opened on Broadway, Death of a Salesman garnered critical acclaim, earning the Pulitzer
Prize for Drama and multiple Tony Awards (Weales, 1997). Audiences recognized Willy Loman’s plight as
emblematic of a broader American predicament—a tension between lofty aspirations and a reality that often falls
short. The play’s engagement with social criticism, combined with its emotional depth, positioned Miller as one

of the premier voices in American theater.

Subsequent generations of critics, scholars, and theater practitioners have continued to engage with the play’s
central themes. Directors around the world have staged Death of a Salesman in diverse cultural contexts,
reinforcing its universal resonance. Translations into multiple languages highlight the core human conflict that
transcends American borders: the longing for dignity and validation in societies that may not readily provide them
(Bigsby, 2013).

8.2 Adaptations and Modern Interpretations

Modern revivals frequently adapt the staging to reflect contemporary socio-economic concerns. For instance,
some productions situate the Loman family within contexts that emphasize racial or ethnic dimensions of the
American Dream, thereby extending Miller’s critique to interrogate intersectional issues. Others experiment with
multimedia elements, integrating projected images or soundscapes to evoke the fragmented psychic world Willy
inhabits (Miller, 1949/2008).
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In the classroom, Death of a Salesman remains a staple of American literature and drama curricula, often

prompting heated debates on the morality of capitalism, the feasibility of the American Dream, and the ethical
dimensions of family relationships (Bloom, 2007). The text’s continued inclusion in educational programs
underlines its pedagogical value as a lens through which students can examine historical, psychological, and

socio-political dynamics.
8.3 Contemporary Resonance

Today’s cultural and economic landscape—replete with gig employment, digital entrepreneurship, and ongoing
wealth disparities—arguably intensifies the issues Miller spotlighted. Individuals may find themselves compelled
to cultivate personal “brands” on social media, reflecting Willy Loman’s obsession with likeability and
appearance in a more technologically sophisticated form (Turkle, 2017). Moreover, the allure of quick success
stories—such as tech start-ups going public—mirrors Uncle Ben’s instant riches, fueling unrealistic expectations

among many aspirants.

Yet, the counter-narrative represented by Biff resonates as well. As younger generations question corporate
cultures, long working hours, and the environmental costs of consumerism, a reevaluation of what “success”
means is taking place (Pew Research Center, 2017). In this context, Death of a Salesman stands as a poignant
reminder that real fulfillment may not hinge solely on external accolades, but instead on authenticity, interpersonal

connections, and a balanced, sustainable way of living.
9. Conclusion

Arthur Miller’s Death of a Salesman endures as a seminal critique of the American Dream and the cultural forces
that shape personal identity, family relationships, and social expectations. By situating Willy Loman at the center
of the drama—a man who internalizes the Dream’s promise only to discover its hollowness—Miiller encapsulates
a broader American disillusionment. Willy’s tragic arc reveals not merely an individual tragedy but a cultural

pathology: a society that ties human worth to economic utility risks devaluing the very lives it seeks to uplift.

The discontents of the American Dream, as articulated in the play, are multifaceted. Materialism and consumerism
perpetuate cycles of debt and psychological strain, while the stigma surrounding failure engenders shame and
self-deception. The Loman family’s fractious dynamic underscores how a relentless pursuit of external markers
of success can destabilize emotional bonds. Linda, Biff, and Happy each respond to Willy’s illusions in distinct
ways—some perpetuate them, others reject them—yet all bear the burdens of a mythologized vision that

prioritizes status over honesty and empathy.

In examining these tensions, Death of a Salesman critiques the moral and ideological underpinnings of the
postwar economic boom. The period’s optimism about corporate expansion and consumer abundance clashed
with more complex lived realities. Individuals who did not prosper, or who lost their footing in a rapidly evolving
marketplace, often felt isolated and inadequate. Miller’s play dramatizes this isolation, making its audience

More than seven decades after its first performance, Death of a Salesman continues to speak to contemporary
uncertainties. The so-called “gig economy” normalizes perpetual job insecurity, echoing Willy Loman’s plight as
he struggles to maintain a commission-based salary in a world that has moved past him. Rising levels of income
inequality likewise echo the structural critiques embedded in Miller’s narrative, suggesting that the American
Dream remains a promise as contested as ever. In this milieu, the story of Willy Loman stands not only as a
cautionary tale about the pursuit of superficial success but also as a prompt to envision alternative models of

fulfillment.

Finally, the enduring power of Death of a Salesman lies in its refusal to offer easy solutions. Miller does not
propose a clear alternative to capitalism or a neat revision of the American Dream. Instead, he compels us to
interrogate the Dream’s premises: Who benefits from it, and who is left behind? What values might be lost or
compromised when status becomes the ultimate measure of a life’s worth? By raising these questions without
definitive answers, Miller invites audiences to grapple with the complexities of a cultural ethos that inspires hope
even as it engenders deep discontent. The play thus remains a touchstone for reflection on how societies define

success and, equally importantly, how they reckon with failure.

Corruption diverts public resources that should be allocated for social welfare, infrastructure, education, and
health services, thereby weakening economic stability and reducing the effectiveness of public policies. Various
studies show that corrupt practices distort market mechanisms, reduce investment confidence, and create
inefficiencies in the allocation of public resources (Annisa & Lavides, 2024). As a result, corruption becomes a

structural problem that negatively affects both economic growth and public trust in government institutions.

In the Indonesian context, corruption continues to pose a major threat to state finances and national
economic development. The magnitude of losses caused by corruption is not limited to direct financial losses to
the state but also includes broader economic losses such as reduced productivity, declining investment, and
decreased quality of public services. Data from law enforcement agencies indicate that corruption cases handled
in Indonesia involve significant financial damages reaching tens of trillions of rupiah each year, demonstrating
the serious economic consequences of corruption (Yoserwan & Dias, 2024). These conditions highlight the urgent
need for effective legal enforcement mechanisms to prevent corruption and recover state assets lost due to corrupt

practices.

Law enforcement plays a strategic role in addressing economic losses caused by corruption. Through
investigation, prosecution, adjudication, and asset recovery processes, law enforcement institutions aim not only
to punish perpetrators but also to restore public financial resources and ensure accountability in public
administration. However, several studies suggest that the current legal framework and enforcement practices often
focus primarily on calculating state financial losses, while broader economic losses are not always adequately
addressed within the legal system (Hartati et al., 2024).

When public funds are misused for personal
or group interests, government budgets intended for infrastructure development, education, healthcare, and social
welfare cannot be implemented effectively.

Economic losses
such as reduced investment, weakened public trust, and inefficiencies in public service delivery are rarely
incorporated into legal calculations of damages. This limitation may reduce the overall effectiveness of law
enforcement in addressing the full economic impact of corruption. Some legal scholars argue that corruption cases
should incorporate a broader economic perspective in order to fully reflect the real impact of corruption on society

and national development (Hartati et al., 2024).

Another important finding is that the effectiveness of law enforcement largely depends on the integrity
and independence of legal institutions. Transparent legal processes and consistent enforcement practices can
strengthen public trust and create a strong deterrent effect against corruption. Conversely, weak institutional
oversight and inconsistent legal enforcement may allow corrupt practices to persist and undermine anti-corruption
efforts. In some cases, gaps in regulations and limited coordination among law enforcement institutions may

reduce the effectiveness of corruption investigations and asset recovery processes (Shadiq & Rohmatino, 2025).

The Urban Heat Island (UHI) effect is a phenomenon where urban areas experience higher temperatures than
their surrounding rural environments, primarily due to human-made surfaces and altered land covers. These urban
areas absorb more heat during the day and release it more slowly during the night, resulting in significantly
warmer nighttime temperatures compared to rural regions. Impervious surfaces such as asphalt, concrete, and
buildings have a low albedo, meaning they absorb a higher percentage of solar radiation. Additionally, these
surfaces retain heat through the day and re-radiate it at night, causing urban temperatures to remain elevated even
after sunset (Li et al., 2020).

In contrast, natural surfaces such as grass, forests, and water bodies have a higher albedo and a greater capacity
to reflect sunlight, reducing the amount of heat absorbed. The lack of natural vegetation in urban areas exacerbates
the UHI effect, as vegetation naturally cools the air through evapotranspiration a process where plants release
moisture into the air, which then cools the surrounding environment. The combination of heat retention by human-
made surfaces and the reduction of natural cooling mechanisms due to the absence of vegetation leads to

significant temperature differences between urban and rural areas (Oke, 1982; Zhou et al., 2019).

Moreover, urban areas are often densely packed with buildings, which increases the heat retention capacity of the
environment. These structures, combined with the dense network of roads, public transport, and other
infrastructure, trap heat and significantly increase the overall ambient temperature of metropolitan regions. The
UHI effect has major implications for energy consumption, air quality, and public health, particularly during

heatwaves (Santamouris, 2020).
2.2 Green Infrastructure as a Mitigation Strategy

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One of the primary ways Gl mitigates UHI is through shading and evapotranspiration. Urban parks, street trees,

and green roofs provide shade to heat-absorbing surfaces, directly reducing the amount of heat they absorb. The
cooling effect of green infrastructure is most pronounced in densely built-up areas where natural cooling processes
are limited. For instance, urban parks can significantly reduce ambient temperatures by several degrees by
providing shade and promoting airflow, thus lowering the heat stored in surrounding buildings and surfaces
(Bowler et al., 2010).

Green roofs and walls have similar cooling effects but are often more localized to specific buildings. These
installations not only cool the building they cover but also help reduce the urban heat island effect by increasing
green space in urban areas where ground-level green space is limited. These features contribute to energy
efficiency in buildings by reducing the need for air conditioning, thus cutting down on electricity usage and

associated emissions (Akbari et al., 2001).

Additionally, vegetative cover in urban environments has a significant role in cooling. Street trees, for example,
can lower the temperature by providing shade, which reduces the solar radiation absorbed by pavement and
buildings. This process not only cools the air but also increases moisture in the atmosphere, further enhancing the

cooling effect through evapotranspiration (Tzoulas et al., 2020).

The integration of Gl into urban design helps create a more resilient urban landscape, fostering better air quality,
reducing stormwater runoff, and enhancing the overall urban environment. When strategically implemented, Gl
can reduce the UHI effect by providing much-needed cooling and improving the health and well-being of urban
populations (Thompson et al., 2021). Furthermore, Gl helps combat the effects of climate change, making cities

more adaptable to extreme weather events like heatwaves and storms.
3. Global and Regional Studies on UHI

Numerous studies have highlighted the significant impact of Urban Heat Islands (UHIs) on urban temperatures,
emphasizing the need for effective mitigation strategies. A foundational study by Oke (1982) examined the UHI
effect, identifying the spatial and temporal variations in urban temperatures caused by factors such as heat
retention by impervious surfaces and the lack of vegetation. Oke's work laid the groundwork for understanding
how urban morphology contributes to elevated temperatures in metropolitan areas. More recent studies have
expanded on this by quantifying the cooling effects of green spaces and other forms of green infrastructure (GI)
in mitigating the UHI effect.

For example, Weng et al. (2018) used satellite data to assess the cooling effects of urban parks in Shanghai. Their

findings indicated that strategically placed green spaces could reduce UHI intensity by up to 5°C, particularly
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during peak summer months. Similarly, Santamouris (2020) in his global review of UHI mitigation strategies

emphasized that urban greening is one of the most effective and cost-efficient methods for combating UHI, as it

offers long-term benefits for urban cooling without the need for high-maintenance infrastructure.

These studies collectively underscore the critical role that urban green spaces play in mitigating the UHI effect,

which has direct implications for public health, energy consumption, and overall urban livability.

Akbari et al. (2001) found that tree canopy cover
significantly lowered the average temperature in New York City by approximately 2-3°C. These findings
underscore the effectiveness of street trees and urban forests in reducing the surrounding temperatures by

providing shade and enhancing the natural cooling processes through evapotranspiration.

Similarly, Bowler et al. (2010) highlighted the potential of green roofs as an effective cooling solution for
buildings in London. Their study demonstrated that green roofs could reduce roof surface temperatures by 1-2°C,
thereby decreasing the urban heat load. The study further indicated that green roofs not only cool the buildings
they cover but also contribute to cooling the surrounding areas, making them a viable option for mitigating the

UHI effect in densely built-up regions.

Moreover, a study by Li et al. (2020) showed that urban parks have the potential to lower ambient temperatures
by 3-5°C in various cities, including Chicago and Tokyo. These findings confirm the multi-faceted benefits of

GlI, which include cooling, stormwater management, and enhanced public health.

The cumulative evidence from these studies suggests that different types of Gl contribute significantly to UHI

mitigation, with each solution offering unique benefits depending on the urban context.

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erosion and rising sea levels forces individuals and families to relocate, often leading to displacement. In some

cases, this results in entire communities being uprooted and forced to migrate to urban areas, exacerbating the

strain on already overburdened urban infrastructure.

A study by Schwartz et al. (2018) found that displacement due to coastal erosion has become one of the most
pressing issues for West African coastal populations. Migration to urban centers not only leads to a loss of
traditional livelihoods but also contributes to overcrowding, poor living conditions, and limited access to essential
services such as clean water, sanitation, and healthcare. Displaced populations often face unemployment,
housing shortages, and social inequality, which can lead to heightened poverty rates. These socio-economic
challenges are compounded by the loss of agricultural land, which directly impacts food security and local
economies (Li et al., 2020).

Coastal communities that once relied on sustainable fishing practices are now experiencing reduced fish stocks
due to the degradation of marine ecosystems, while tourism in these areas has been hindered by the destruction
of natural landmarks and beaches. This creates a cycle of increasing vulnerability, where affected communities
face not only environmental degradation but also a decline in their ability to adapt and rebuild (Elasha, 2019).

2.3 Adaptation Strategies for Coastal Erosion

In response to the growing threat of coastal erosion, West African countries have implemented various adaptation
strategies. These strategies generally fall into two categories: hard engineering solutions and soft engineering

solutions.
Hard Engineering Solutions:

Hard engineering methods, such as the construction of seawalls, breakwaters, and groynes, are typically used
to protect coastal infrastructure and prevent further erosion. These strategies can provide immediate results by
physically blocking waves and storm surges. However, hard engineering solutions come with significant
drawbacks. High financial costs, potential environmental degradation, and the temporary nature of their
effectiveness make them less sustainable in the long term. Seawalls, for instance, can exacerbate the problem by

increasing erosion at the base of the wall, leading to further land loss in other areas (Nicholls et al., 2018).
Soft Engineering Solutions:

Soft engineering methods are more sustainable and environmentally friendly, involving the use of natural
systems to buffer coastal erosion. Mangrove restoration, for example, has gained attention as a cost-effective
solution for mitigating coastal erosion. Mangrove forests provide a natural barrier to waves and storm surges,

reducing the impact of erosion on coastal zones while also offering other ecological benefits, such as supporting
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biodiversity and enhancing carbon sequestration (Tzoulas et al., 2020). However, these solutions often require

long-term commitment and community involvement to ensure their success and sustainability. Beach
nourishment the process of replenishing eroded beaches with sand has also been employed in certain areas but

requires ongoing maintenance and may not be effective in the long term if sea levels continue to rise.

The implementation of community relocation programs has been explored in regions where the risk of erosion
is too high for traditional protection measures. While relocation offers a temporary solution to displacement, it
raises complex issues related to land ownership, social displacement, and the long-term sustainability of
relocation areas. These programs must be carefully planned and implemented to ensure that affected communities

are not further marginalized (Miller et al., 2019).

3. Methodology

This review synthesizes data from a variety of sources, including climate models, remote sensing data, field
surveys, and government reports. The research examines the effectiveness of different adaptation strategies and
their application in coastal West African regions. In addition, data from international organizations such as the
IPCC and UNEP were utilized to understand the broader trends of climate change impacts on coastal erosion.

4. Discussion
4.1 Integrated Adaptation Approaches

The successful mitigation of coastal erosion, particularly in West Africa, necessitates the integration of both

hard and soft engineering solutions. Hard engineering solutions, such as seawalls and breakwaters, provide
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immediate protection to vulnerable coastlines by physically blocking wave action and reducing the intensity of

storm surges. These measures are especially useful in protecting critical infrastructure such as ports, roads, and
buildings from erosion. However, while effective in the short term, hard engineering solutions often have limited
long-term sustainability and can lead to unintended environmental consequences, such as the exacerbation of

erosion in adjacent areas (Miller et al., 2019).

In contrast, soft engineering solutions, like mangrove restoration and beach nourishment, offer more
sustainable, nature-based solutions. Mangrove forests, for example, act as natural barriers against storm surges,
helping to stabilize the coastline and mitigate erosion. Beach nourishment, which involves replenishing sand lost
to erosion, has been shown to be effective in maintaining beach profiles and protecting coastal areas (Teodoro et
al., 2020). These solutions, while slower to show results compared to hard engineering, are generally more

environmentally friendly and economically viable in the long term.

Moreover, community-based adaptation is a critical component of these strategies. Local communities, who
are directly affected by coastal erosion, must be actively involved in the decision-making process to ensure that
the adaptation strategies adopted are not only technically feasible but also culturally and socially acceptable.
Communities bring valuable knowledge and understanding of local conditions that can help to tailor solutions to
specific needs (Schwartz et al., 2018). Their involvement also promotes ownership of the projects, ensuring better

long-term maintenance and greater resilience to the ongoing impacts of coastal erosion.
4.2 Role of Policy and Governance

For adaptation strategies to be successful, policy and governance frameworks in West Africa must prioritize
coastal zone management and sustainable land use practices. Many coastal areas in the region lack
comprehensive coastal management plans, leading to unregulated development and increased vulnerability to
erosion. Effective governance that integrates environmental protection with urban development is crucial for
reducing the risks of coastal erosion. Policymakers must develop and enforce clear legal frameworks that

prioritize the protection of coastal ecosystems and support sustainable development (Nicholls et al., 2018).

Furthermore, financial incentives are necessary to support the widespread adoption of green infrastructure and
nature-based solutions. Governments should consider investing in projects that promote the restoration of
coastal ecosystems, such as mangrove replanting and the protection of wetlands, while also providing funding for
research into innovative, low-cost solutions for erosion control. The use of economic instruments, such as
carbon credits or payments for ecosystem services, could help to fund these projects and incentivize private

and community investments in sustainable coastal development (Tzoulas et al., 2020). Additionally, international
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support, including funding from climate change adaptation funds, could play a vital role in enabling the
implementation of large-scale mitigation strategies.

5. Conclusion

Coastal erosion, exacerbated by climate change, presents a significant threat to West Africa’s coastal
communities, affecting both the environment and the socio-economic stability of vulnerable populations. The
review has highlighted the importance of integrated adaptation approaches, combining hard engineering
solutions with soft engineering methods, such as mangrove restoration and beach nourishment. Community-
based adaptation has been identified as a key element for ensuring the success of these strategies, as local

populations possess critical knowledge and insight into their specific vulnerabilities.

As coastal erosion accelerates due to the combined impacts of climate change and urbanization, policy and
governance frameworks in West Africa must prioritize sustainable coastal management. Policymakers need to
invest in coastal defense strategies, support green infrastructure, and establish clear legal frameworks to
facilitate the protection of coastal areas and communities. With appropriate policy development, financial
incentives, and community involvement, West African nations can strengthen their resilience to the growing

threat of coastal erosion and build sustainable, climate-resilient coastal communities for the future.

Abstract

This article analyzes the events of March 31 as a systematic act of violence committed against the Azerbaijani
people, examining them from historical, political, and social perspectives. In the context of geopolitical changes
in the early twentieth century, escalating ethnic tensions led to mass massacres of the Azerbaijani population. The
events that occurred in March—April 1918 in Baku and other regions were not limited to physical destruction but
were also accompanied by the devastation of national and cultural heritage.

Since 1988, Armenians have carried out crimes and provocative acts of violence against the Azerbaijani people.
As a result, the Nagorno-Karabakh region of Azerbaijan, along with seven adjacent districts, was occupied, and
hundreds of thousands of Azerbaijanis became refugees and internally displaced persons. Among these tragic
events, the most horrific was the genocide committed against Azerbaijanis on March 31, 1918. During the March
massacres, numerous ancient buildings, historical monuments, and places of worship were destroyed. Notably,
the Ismailiyya building, considered one of the masterpieces of world architecture, was shelled and demolished.
As a result of artillery fire from the military fleet stationed in the Caspian Sea, the minarets of the Juma and
Tazapir mosques were severely damaged. Armed Dashnak groups brutally killed people in caravanserais and

burned their bodies on the spot.

The study systematically examines the causes, course, and consequences of these events based on archival
materials, historical sources, and modern scholarly approaches. It is particularly emphasized that this tragedy
should not be regarded as merely a local incident but as a result of political power struggles and ideological
conflicts in the region. The article also addresses the formation of the March 31 events in national memory and
their impact on the development of historical identity and civic consciousness in contemporary Azerbaijani

society.

1905-ci il hadisalorindon sonra ermanilor yeni gotliamlar térotmok planlarini hoyata
kecirmok {igiin fiirsot gdzloyirdilor. Belo fiirsot 1917-ci ilin sonunda Rusiyada bolseviklorin hakimiyyato golmaosi
ilo yarandi. 1917-ci il oktyabr ¢evrilisi vo kommunistlorin hakimiyyato galmasi zamani yaranmis vaziyyatdon
istifado edon ermoni millot¢ilori vo onlarin birlogdiklori “Dagnaksiityun” partiyas1 Bakida vo digor yerlordo
azorbaycanlilara qars1 mitinglor toskil etmoyo basladilar. 1918-ci il mart aymin 30-da ermoni kilsosi yaninda
toplasan dasnak dostosi miisalmanlara ilk atosi agmaqla hadisolorin qizigsmasinin asasini qoydu. Martin 31-do
sohar tezdon bolsevik-dagnak dostolori Bakinin azorbaycanlilar yasayan “Korpicxana”, “Mommadli” vo basqga
mohollolorine hiicum etdilor. Homin mohollslori havadan toyyarslor, donizdon iso horbi gomilor vasitosi ilo
bombalamaga basladilar. Ermanilar planlarina ruslari da alot etmoyi bacarmisdilar. Onlar ruslart inandirmigdilar
ki, guya Igori sohordo azorbaycanlilar ruslari qiriblar. Matroslar bunun yalan oldugunu bilondan sonra atasi
dayandirsalar da artiq gec idi, alova biirlinmiis mohollolordo 6lonlorin sayi-hesabi bilinmirdi. Ermoni quldurlar
he¢ kimo rohm etmirdilor, qarsilarina ¢ixan hor kosi tiirk oldugu iiglin dorhal gotlo yetirirdilor. Dasnaklar
deyirdilar: “Biz heg bir bolsevik tanimiriq, tokco miisolman olmagin kifayotdir”. Onlar evlori qarat edir, adamlari
yandirir, hamilo qadinlar1 agilasigmaz isgoncelorlo qgatlo yetirirdilor (Asirli, 2011). Ermenilor azorbaycanlilara
moxsus moktoblori, kitabxanalari, modeniyyot ocaqlarini yandirirdilar. Hotta Igori sohors hiicum zamani
A Mikoyanin bas¢ilig ilo yaradilmis “Ingilabr miidafia” ad1 ilo ¢ixis edon bu quldur destolori Bakinin an gozol
memarliq abidalorindon olan “Ismailiyyoni” yandirmis, “Agiq s6z”, “Kaspi”, “Baku”, qozetlori redaksiyalarini

dagitmis, “Tozo pir” mascidinin minaralarini iso top atosi ilo dolik-desik etmisdilor.
2. YONTEM

dasimas1 xisusi digqot morkazinds saxlanilmigdir.

qalmis molumatlar Kritik yanasma ilo doyarlondirilmisdir.
3. BULGULAR

Nazirlor Surast 1918- ci il iyulun 15-do bu facionin todqiqi mogsadilo Fovgalade Tohqiqat Komissiyasinin
yaradilmas1 haqqinda qorar qobul etmisdir. 1919 vo 1920-ci illordo mart aymin 31-i Azorbaycan Xalq
Climhuriyyati torofindon limummilli matom giinii kimi elan edilmisdir. Bu, Azarbaycanlilara qars1 toradilon
soyqirim olmusdur. 1920-ci ilin aprelinds Xalq Ciimhuriyyatinin stiqutu bu islori yarimg¢iq qoymus, Azarbaycan
ermoni-rus qlivvalari torafindon tdéradilon dohgatli soyqiriminin miqyasini diinyaya, beynolxalq alomo c¢atdira
bilmomisdir. Ermanilor iso diinyaya sopolonmis diaspor toskilatlart vasitasilo, habelo Ermonistanda dasnak
hakimiyyetini ovoz etmis sovet hakimiyyatinin tobligat masinimin komayi ilo qondarma “ermoni soyqirimi”
kampaniyasina genis yer vermislor. Baki qirginindan sonra ermonilor diinyaya bildirdilor ki, Bakida “gevrilis”
olub. Uzun illor bolseviklor va sovet tarix¢ilori bu hadisalori “Vatondas miiharibasi” kimi gqaloma versalor da, bu,
azorbaycanlilara qarst vohsi dasnak soyqirimi olmusdur. Homin giinlords ermoanilorin toratdiklori cinayatlor
Azorbaycan xalqmmin yaddasina obadi hokk olunmusdur. Minlorlo dinc azorbaycanli ohali yalniz milli
monsubiyyatino géro mohv edilmisdir. Ermonilor evloro od vurmus, insanlar1 diri-diri yandirmiglar. Milli
memarliq incilorini, maktablori, xastoxanalari, mascid va digor abidalori dagitmis, Bakinin boyiik bir hissasini
xarabaliga ¢evirmislor. Azarbaycanlilarin soyqirimi Baki, Samaxi, Quba gozalarinda, Qarabagda, Zongozurda,
Nax¢ivanda, Lonkoranda vo Azarbaycanin basqa bolgelorinde xiisusi qaddarliglarla hoyata kegirilmisdir. Bu
orazilords dinc ohali kiitlovi suratds gatlo yetirilmis, kondlor yandirilmis, milli madoniyyat abidslori dagidilib
mohv edilmisdir. 31 Mart soyqiriminin statistikas1 bu bogori cinayatin dohsoti haqqinda kifayst godor aydin
monzord yaradir. Belo ki, hadisalor zamanm1 Baki, Samaxi, Mugan, Quba vo Lonkoranda 50 min azaorbaycanh
xiisusi amansizligla goatlo yetirilmis, 10 minlorls insan 6z torpaqlarindan qovulmusdur. Samaxi gozasinda 58,
Qubada 122, Qarabagin dagliq hissesinds 150, Zongazurda 115, Irovan quberniyasinda 211, Qars ayalotindo isa
92 kond tamamils yerla yeksan edilmisdir. Samaxi gozasinda 7 min nafor 6ldiiriilmiisdiir ki, onlardan 1653 nofori
qadin, 965-i usaq olmusdur. Azorbaycanin tarixi orazisi olan Iravan quberniyasinda 1920 ev yandirilmis, 132 min
nafor is9 gotlo yetirilmisdir Ermani millot¢ilorinin xalqimiza qars1 toratdiklori soyqirim siyasati vo onun qanli
izlori barado tarixi molumatlar kegmis SSRI zamaninda “7 qufil” altinda gizloadilib. Bu cinayatlori goriib-yasamis
yasli noslin ziyali tobagosi sonraki dovrde mohv edilib, yerds qalan sahidlor iso qorxu altinda susdurulub.

Noticada, yeni nasillor ermoni millatgilorinin xalqimiza gars1 barismaz diismongiliyinin amansiz manzarasindon
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xabarsiz qaliblar vo bunu vaxtinda duyub dayarlondira bilmayiblor. Sovet imperiyasinin siiqutuna yol agmis
ermani xoayanatkarliginin 1988-ci ildo Azarbaycana qarsi orazi iddiasi ile ag1q tacaviizkarliga ¢evrilmasi bu kiitlovi
cinayatlorin iistiindoki qalin pardoni do siipiiriib atdi. Xalqimiza qars1 XX asr boyu davam etmis ermoni cinayatlori
barado tarixi haqigotlor bundan sonra az-cox askara ¢ixarildi. Lakin homin gotliamlarin moagsadyonlii soyqirimi
va deportasiya siyasoti olmasi bu dovrde vo miistoqilliyin ilk illorinds hakimiyyotdo olmus qorxaq va tocriibasiz
siyasat¢ilorin masuliyyatsizliyi sababindon diinya ictimaiyyetina sistemli vo milkommal dovlat sanadi soklindo
catdirilmadi. Azorbaycandaki 70 illik sovet tarixi iso bizi gergok tariximizdon uzaq salmis, hotta dohsotli
soyqirimin qurbani olmus minlorlo soydasimizin uyudugu gobiristanligin indiki Sohidlor xiyabani yerindo park
salimmisdir. Biitiin bu cinayatlors beynoalxalq ictimaiyyatin lageyd miinasibati, ermoni millstgilori torafindon
azorbaycanlilara gars1t novbati soyqirim vo deportasiya aktlarinin téradilmasina stimul veron asas amillordon biri
olmusdur. 1917-1922-ci illor orzindo tokca Irovan Quberniyasinin azorbaycanli ohalisinin saymm 375 min
naofordon 1922-ci ildo 70 min naforo qodor azalmasi, 1948-ci ildo yiiz min nofordon ¢ox azorbaycanlinin
Ermonistandan deportasiya edilmasi diinyanin biitov bir xalqga qarsi hoyata kegirilon zorakiliq siyasotino
biganasliyinin naticasidir. 31 Mart soyqirimi ad1 ilo tarixa yazilan bu dohsatli hadisalorin naticalari o qodar agir idi
ki, sahidi olan, yaxud onu arasdiran acnabilor do 6z sarsintilarin1 gizlods bilmadilor. Amerikali alim Leonard
Ramsden Hartill ermonilorin Bakida 25 min miisolmani gotlo yetirdiklorini yazdi. ABS tarixgilori Bogdan
Nahoylo vo Vinter Svoboda qeyd edirdilor ki, 20 min doylis¢iiniin istirak etdiyi bu toqqusma Bakida sovetlorin
golobasi ila naticalondi (Salamzads, 2016). ABS-nin Harbord missiyasinin hesabatinda yazilirdi ki, ermonilar
1918-ci ilin martinda Bakida 2 min azarbaycanlini gotlo yetirdilor. ABS tarixcilori C.Makkarti vo K.Makkarti do
1918-ci il martin 30-dan aprelin 1-dok Bakida ermanilorin 8 mindon 12 minadok miisolmani 6ldiirdiiyiinii vo
sohorin tiirk ohalisinin yarisinin gagdigini bildirirdilor. ABS-nin kosfiyyat monbalorine gors, Conubi Qafqazda
qirginlar zamani 60 min Azarbaycan tiirkii qagqina gevrilmis, 420 miisolman kondi dagidilmisdir. Ingilis miiollifi
Peter Hopkirk "Bitmayon oyun" adli asorinds bildirirdi ki, ingilislor almanlarin vo tiirklorin Hindistana gedon
yolunu kesmak, ermanilor sorqds vo qorbds zongin Azarbaycan torpaqlarina sahib olmagq, ruslar isa zongin Baki
neftino yiyalonmok istoyirdilor. Ingilis niimayandslorinin 1918-ci il aprelin 9-da Bakidan gondordiklori
teleqramda ermonilorin bolseviklorla birlosorak 6zloring irqi diismon hesab etdiklori azorbaycanlilara qarsi
qurginlar torotdiklori deyilirdi. Ingilis monbalorinde  bildirilirdi ki, mart aymda Bakida miisolman ohalinin
dorddabiri gatle yetirilib. Miistaqil acnabi todqiqat¢ilarindan biri mart qirginlart haqqinda yazirdi: "Ermanilor
miisalman ohalini iggoncalorls 6ldiiriir, somsirlarle pargalayir, slingii ilo dolik-desik edir, korps usaqlar slingiiyo
kecirir, cosadlorin burun, qulaq va baslarini kosir, evlors od vurub sakinlorqarisiq yandirir, gadinlari soyundurur
va saglarin bir-birina baglayaraq tiifongin qundag ilo 6liincoys gadar ddyiirdiilor". 31 mart soyqiriminin diinya

ictimaiyyatino catdirilmasi {i¢iin indiyadok goriilmiis islor daha da genislondirilmali, bu sahods virtual mokanin —
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Internetin hiidudsuz imkanlarindan genis istifads olunmalidir. Mart soyqirimi haqqinda adobiyyatin miitaliosini

tomin etmok {i¢iin niifuzlu saytlarin tinvanlart barods oxucularin molumatlandirilmasi, diinyaya miixtalif dillords
mesaj catdiran vo soyqirim hoaqigotlorini on go6zal sokildo ifado edon video carxlarin, sosial reklamlarin
hazirlanmasi, sosial sobokolords yerlosdirilmasi, molumat bazasinin hazirlanmasi da magsadouygundur. Yalniz
1993-cii ilds yenico qazanilmis dovlot miistoqilliyini itirilmoak tohliikesindon xilas etmis timummilli lider Heydor
Oliyev xalqin tolobi ilo hakimiyysts gotirilondon sonra ermoni xoyanotkarlarin 1905-ci vo 1918-ci illords
xalqimiza qars1 torodiklori soyqirimi vo deportasiya cinaystlori vo sonraki illordo davam etdirilmis diismongilik
aksiyalar1 barodo haqigotlorin sivil diinyaya toqdim edilmosine, genis miizakiro meydanina vo ciddi qinaq
hadofino ¢ixarilmasina yol agildi. Ulu ondorin 26 mart 1998-ci il tarixli formani ilo hor il martin 31-i
Azorbaycanlilarin Soyqirimi Giinii kimi 6lkomizds dovlet saviyyssinde qeyd olunur. Bu tarixi sonod ermoni
millatgilorinin xalqimiza qarst torotdiyi qirginlari bosori cinayast kimi diinyaya tanidir (Alisova, 2018). Bu
hadisalor sanadli sokildo, hamin dévriin matbuat sohifalorinds, ziyan ¢okmis soxslorin vo sahidlorin hekayatlori
osasinda yazilmis Mommad Said Ordubadinin “Qanli sonalor’romaninda, Cofor Cabbarlinin “Baki miiharibasi”,
“1905-ci ilde” dram asarlorinds 6z badii oksini tapmisdir. Holo 6ton asrin avvallorinde ermani vahsiliyinin canli
sahidi olmus Mommad Said Ordubadi tarixi faktlar vo dorin miisahidolor asasinda doyarli bir kitab yazmisdir.
1905-1906-c1 illordo Qafqazda bas veron ermoni-miisolman qirginlarin sahidi olmusdu. Ermenilorin
Azorbaycanin hor yerinds torotdiyi dohsotlor haqqinda otrafli xobardar olan Mommad Soaid Ordubadi miixtalif
bolgalordon {invanina golon 245 sahidin yazdigini toplayaraq sonadli bir asor — “Qanli illor”1 yaradib. Yazici bu
osarinda ermanilarin 300-don artiq kondds torotdiyi faciolori, aglagalmoz isgoncalori, talanlar: faktlarin dili ilo
goloma alib. Halo ¢ar senzurasinin hokm siirdiiyli bir dovrde ermoni dasnaklarinin onlara sdykenorak hayata
kegirdiyi soyqirimi barado fakt vo sahidlorin séylodiklori hadisslorin asasinda yazan Ordubadi bu osori 1908-ci
ildo tamamladi. “Qanl1 illor” car hokumatinin himayasi vo ermoni Dagnaksiityun partiyasinin fitnalori ilo téradilon
milli qirgmlari oldugu kimi toqdim etdi. Toassiif ki, fakt vo dolillor asasinda yazilan bu kitabin taleyi bad gatirdi.
Hogqigatleri agi1g-aydin dediyins vo bu milli cesaratine géra ermonilorin glidazina gedon Mommad Said Ordubadi
1914-cii ildo Culfada habs edilorok Rusiyanin Saritsin (indiki ad1 Volqoqrad) ssharins siirglin olundu. Homin
osordo Ordubadi faktlar osasinda azorbaycanlilarin onlara moxsus dodobaba ocaginda ermonilorin insanliga
sigmayan vohsiliklori barads iirok parcalayan molumatlar verib. Bu asaori soyuqqanliligla oxumaq qeyri-
miimkiindiir. Ermani xayanatini, dshsotini oldugu kimi oks etdiron “Qanl illor” aserinde namord qonsularimizin
neco hiylogor, bod omol, qganicon, tiirk qanmna susamis cani olduqlarini torotdiklori folakot vo bolalarla

saciyyalandirib. Mommad Said Ordubadinin bu asari ermoni vandallarinin vahsiliklorini giizgii kimi oks etdirib.
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4. SONUC, TARTISMA VE ONERILER

Aparilan todqiqat naticosindo miioyyan edilmisdir Ki, 1918-ci ilin mart hadisalari Azarbaycan xalqina qarsi planli
vo sistemli sokildo hoyata kecirilmis kiitlovi zorakiliq akti olmusdur. Bu hadisolor yalmiz bir regionla
mohdudlasmayaraq, Azarbaycanin miixtalif bolgalorini ohato etmis vo genis miqyash insan tolofatina, maddi vo

maodoani itkilara sabab olmusdur.

Aragdirma gostarir Ki, bu facia uzun miiddot siyasi vo ideoloji sabablardon beynoslxalq saviyyados lazimi qiymatini
almamisdir. Bununla yanasi, hadisalorin tariXi yaddasda qorunmasi vo muasir dévrds yenidon todqiq edilmasi

milli kimliyin formalasmasi baximindan mihim shomiyyat kasb edir.

Eyni zamanda, 1988-ci ildon etibaran bas veran hadisalar ilo 1918-ci il facislori arasinda ideoloji va siyasi bagliliq

miisahida olunur Ki, bu da zorakiliq siyasatinin davamli xarakter dasidigini gostarir.

Toadqigatin naticalori gostorir Ki, 31 Mart hadisalorinin yalniz tarixi fakt kimi 6yronilmasi kifayat etmir, bu
hadisalarin beynolxalq elmi va ictimai diskursda daha genis sokilds taqdim olunmasina ehtiyac vardir. Xiisusilo
geyd etmok lazimdir Ki, informasiya miiharibasi soraitinds tarixi haqigatlorin diizglin v asaslandirilmis sokilda

toqdim edilmasi strateji shamiyyat dasiyir.
Bu baximdan asagidaki tokliflor irali strlur:

e 31 Mart hadisolori ilo bagli materiallarin miixtolif dillordo hazirlanaraq beynolxalq elmi bazalarda

yayimlanmasi;

Roagomsal platformalarda (veb-saytlar, sosial media, virtual arxivler) molumat bazalarinin yaradilmast;

Tohsil sisteminds bu mévzunun daha sistemli vo metodik sokildo todris olunmast;

M.Ibrahimov folklor dedikda sifahi s6z yaradiciligini nozordo tutsa da, folklor onun {iciin yalmz adobiyyat
olmagdan fargli hadiss idi. O, folklora tokca ilkin adobiyyat kimi deyil, xalqin diisiincasi, milli yaddas, milli

varligimizin, milli kimliyimizin qorunub qaldigi manavi doyarlor Xozinasi kimi yanasirdi.

Azarbaycan folkloru gadim va zanginliyi ila secilir. Folklor bizim xalqimizin milli-manavi dayarlarinin,
milli kimliyinin , milli tarixinin, moadaniyyatinin  va s. qorunub saxlanildigi xozinadir. Akademik Mirzo
Ibrahimovun Azorbaycan adebiyyatinin miixtolif morhalolori, miixtalif sonatkarlar ilo bagli,eloco do folklorla

bagli maraqli elmi aragdirmalari vardir. Magaloda alimin folklorla bagli aragdirmalari tahlilo calb olunmusdur.

XX asr sovet filologiyasinin asas yanagmalarindan biri ondan ibarat idi ki, sovet filoloji diisiincasinds
folklor dedikdo mohz “sifahi odobiyyat” nazords tutulurdu. Bu cohotdon sovet folklorsiinasliginin predmetini
xalqin bilavasito badii s6z yaradiciligi toskil edirdi. Sovet, o cimlodon Azarbaycan sovet folklorsiinaslhiginda uzun
onilliklor arzinds (vo indi do) sifahi badii nimunalarin yazili adabiyyatda oldugu kimi epik, lirik vo dramatik
olmagla ti¢ n6vs ayrilmasi da bundan irali galirdi. Clnki folklor dedikds yalniz badii s6z yaradiciligi, masalon,
Azorbaycan folklorunda oldugu kimi, asatirlor, afsanolor, nagillar, dastanlar, qosmalar, goraylilar, xalq oyun va
tamasalar1 vo S. Kimi badii s6zlo yaranan motnlor nozords tutulurdu. Bu halda badii nimunslarin epik-lirik-

dramatik novlara bolinmasi, hagigatan do, 6ziinii dogruldur. Lakin burada bir masalani unutmag olmaz.

Istonilon folklor matni yalmz sozlii motndon ibarot deyil. Masalan, dastan mirakkab folklor hadisssidir.
As1q bir aktyor kimi onun yurd adlanan nasr hissasini danisir, dialoglart saslondirir, seirlorini musiqinin (sazin,
balabanin) miisayioti ilo oxuyur, oynayir. Lakin dastanlar1 gqeyds alan folklorsiinaslar onun yalniz s6z1i moatnini
yaziya alir, musiqi, ifagiliq kimi toraflorine toxunmurdular. Musigi-ifagiliq torofini etnograflar vo musigicilorin
Ohdoasino buraxirdilar. Oslinds, bununla vahid folklor matni muxtalif saho todgiqatgilar: torafindon struktur
saviyyalarina béllndr, hara matnin bir hissasins “sahiblik edir” vo bununla da vahid motn parcalanarag, heg bir
todgiqatcinin, o ciimlodon folklorsiinasin togdimatinda biitovloso bilmirdi. Praktikasi bir ¢ox hallarda indi do
davam edoan bu anona na hazirda, na do elo XX asrda 6ziinii dogrultmurdu. Bela ki, XX asr diinya humanitar

todgiqatlar tacriibasinds yanasmalar sovet yanasmasindan tamamila fargli idi.

Belo ki, Bencamin A. Botkin halo 1938-ci ildo yazirdi: “Folklor ticarat vo tohsil vasitesindon konarda
asason sifahi torzds visat alan ananavi inanc, adat va ifadadir. Har bir grup tohsilli vo ya tohsilsiz, sohorli vo ya
kondli olmasindan asili olmayaraq, imumi maraq vo magsadlarls bir-birina baglanir ki, bu da folklor adlanir. Bu
adot vo onanolara bir ¢ox seylor daxildir: fordi, moghur, hotta adobi. Amma bunlarin har biri tokrarlar va
dayisikliklar vasitasi ilo model halina salinmis va uygunlasdirilmisdir ki, bunun da grup G¢tin xdsusi dayari var”
(3, 17).

Jan Brunvand iss 1978-ci ilds ¢ap olunmus «Amerikan folklorunun tadqiqati» asarinds gostarir: «Folklor
insanlarin yazilmamis adat-onanaloridir; ...bu ononalorin forma vo mozmunu, onlarin torzi vo insandan insana

ke¢cmoasinin slags texnikasidir... Folklor madaniyyatin ananavi va geyri-rasmi hissasidir. O, anonavi érnaklar va
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sifahi sozlor vasitasi ilo, bitin biliklori, anlagsma doyarlarini, minasibatlori, hisslori, insanlar1 6ziinda birlogdirir»

(3, 18).

Bu yanagmalarin timumiloasdirildiyi Amerika Folklor Coamiyyatinin («AmericanFolkloreSociety»)
«AFSNet» vebsaytinda «What is folklore?» («Folklornadir?») basligi altindaki «giris» moalumatindadeyilir:
«Folklorgifahimiinasibatlorvadavranigniimunalarivasitasilogenisyayilananonaviincasoanat,odabiyyat,bilikvatacrib
adir.Harbirgruptzbanzarlikmibadilosi,hominbanzarliyinasashissasikimi,xalgananalori
insanlarinononavisokildainandiglar1 (akingiliktacriibasi, ailoadstlori, diinyagoriisiiniindigarelementlori), etdiklori
(rags, musigibastalomak, paltartikmok), yaratdiglar1 (memarliq, incesanat), soyladiklori (soxsihekayalor,
tapmacalar, lirikmahnilar) bukateqoriyalararasindanagiindslikhoyatda,

nodofolklorsiinaslaritogdimatindaqgativokaskinbdlguyoxdur»(3, 13).

Bu deyilonlori tmumilasdirdikds belo bir gonasts galmak olur Ki, qorb humanitar diisiincosindaki folklor
anlayis1 folkloru yalniz sifahi adabiyyat sayan sovet ideologiyasindan ¢ox forglidir. Qarb elmina gors “folklor”:
“ananavi inanc, adat va ifads”, “madaniyyatin ananavi va geyri-rasmi hissasi”, “insanlarin ananavi sakildabitin

inandiqlari, etdiklori, yaratdiqlari, sdyladikloridir”.

Butiin bu deyilonlor fonunda M.ibrahimovun folklorsiinasliq yaradiciligia nazor saldiqda onun da folklor
dedikdo sifahi xalq odobiyyatint nozords tutdugunu goriiriik. Belo hesab edirik ki, bu, basqa ciir ola da bilmozdi.
Dovriin 6zliniin elmsiinasliq norma vo prinsiplari var idi. Bu prinsiplora gors folklor — sifahi xalq adobiyyat1 idi
va har kos kimi M.Ibrahimov da folklora xalqin sifahi yaradiciligi kimi yanasirdi. Ancaq burada bir magami da

geyd etmak lazimdr.

Odibin folklorsiinasliq todgiqatlarinin dyronilmasi gostorir ki, M.Ibrahimov folklor dedikdo sifahi soz
yaradiciligini nozards tutsa da, folklor onun {igiin yalniz adabiyyat olmagdan forgli hadiss idi. O, folklora tokca
ilkin odobiyyat kimi deyil, xalqin diisiincasi, milli yaddas, milli varligimizin, milli kimliyimizin qorunub qaldig
monavi dayarlor Xazinasi kimi yanasirdi. S.Rzasoyun yazdigi kimi, folklor — xalqin yaddasidir: ford yaddasi, etnos
yaddasi, millot yaddas1 vo xalq yaddasi. Xalqin varligi s6z vo sonast kodlari ilo onun yaddasinda inikas
olunur.Yaddas «qalar-gopar» diinyada «galimli-gedimli» ritmlo 6z yasamin1 ger¢oklosdiron xalqin fiziki-manavi
moveudlugunun fovqiine galxir: yaddasi yaradan xalqin mévcudlugu yens do birbasa onun yaddasina miincar
olunur.Milli yaddasda millatin tarixi biitév xalqin taleyindon kec¢diyi kimi, har bir fordin taleyindon do kegib
golocaya gedir. Folklor xalqin taleyidir: har bir etnosun taleyi onun milli yaddasa no doracads bagliligindan
asilidir. Yaddasina qayida bilon xalg onu millatlor igindo millot edon zirvoys galxa bilir. Hor bir xalqin bir millat
kimi bltovliyu, 6lks kimi tamlig1 va tohlikasizliyi etnokosmik yaddasin onu hansi sokildo ayaqda saxlamasindan

birbasa asilidir (3, 3).
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S.Rzasoyun folklora bu yanasmasi miasir dovrin — XXI osrin baxiglarin1 oks etdirir. Ancaq

M.Ibrahimovun folklorsiinasliq tadqiqatlarina osaslanaraq geyd etmoayi miihiim hesab edirik ki, elo onun iigiin do
folklor ilk ndvbads xalqin yaddasi, xalqin varliginin, milli dayarlorinin, etnik kimliyinin inikas olundugu stz
Xazinasi idi. ©dib da belo hesab edirdi ki, xalqin taleyi onun 6z folklor yaddasina bagliligindan birbasa asilidir.
Sadaco, bitln hoyati kesmokeslor igarisinds ke¢mis, sovet epoxasiin moanavi repressiyalarini 6z hoyatinda
yasamis, bununla barabar vaton-millat-dil sevgisi va agidasindan heg vaxt donmamis M.ibrahimov biitiin digarlori
kimi bu mosalalordan agiq sokilds bohs eds bilmamis, 6z milli duygu vo kimliyini metaforik sokilds ifads etmays
calismisdir. Bu da 6z ndvbasinds gostarir ki, sovet dénami adiblorinin yaradiciligini arasdirarkon dovriin amansiz
ideoloji buxovlarimi va Kristal sartliyino malik ideoloji diisiinca galiblorini hamiso nazors almaq lazimdir. Bu
halda tadqiqatgidan diqqatlilik, hossasliq vo matnlarin sotiralti monalarina enmoak gabiliyyati talab olunur. Bu
kriteriyalardan yanasdigda M.Ibrahimovun folklorsiinasliq yazilar1 onu asl vatondas, milli insan vo 6zlinamaxsus

diistinco sistemi olan odobiyyatsiinas-folklorsiinas kimi toqdim edir.

Deyildiyi kimi, M.ibrahimovun folklorsiinasliq yaradiciligi miistagil monografik todgiqatin predmeti
olacaq dorocodo zongindir. ©dibin toxundugu masalalori Umumilosdirdikde onlari, asasen, (¢ istigamatdo

gruplasdirmaq miimkiindiir:
Birincisi, adibin gohromanliq dastanlar1 ilo bagl goriislori;
Ikincisi, adibin asiq yaradiciligina baxislari;
Uciincist, miollifin milli dil, o ctimladan folklor dili ilo bagh goriislori.

Tobii ki, bu tosnifat: genislondirmok da miimkiindiir. Ciinki M.Ibrahimov folklorun bir ¢ox masalalorindan
bohs etmisdir. Lakin biz belo hesab edirik ki, indiki halda bu (¢ istigamot M.Ibrahimovun folklorsiinasliq

goriislarini saciyyslondirmak G¢lin bizo optimal yanagma imkani taqdim eda bilir.

Bosor sivilizasiyasinin inkisafinda, diinya moadoani, ictimai-siyasi modelinin, o cimladan 6ziinamoaxsus
milli diisiinco Vo milli yanagsma torzinin formalagsmasinda tiirkiin boyiik rolu olmusdur. Tiirk madaniyyatinin
torkibi olan dastanlar ham tarixi oks etdirmok, ham da bu millatin tarixi koku, adeat-ononasi, psixologiyasi, diisiinco
torzi va s. barado fikir soylomok baximindan shamiyyatli yer tutur. Azorbaycanin xalq yazigisi, akademik Mirzo
Ibrahimov Azorbaycan xalqnin gohromanliq dastanlarindan damisarkon bilavasito tarixi proseslor daxilindon
thrkin kecdiyi zofor tarixini 6na ¢akir, tohlil prosesinds bu xalqin gohromanlari timsalinda milli-tarixi soxsiyyat
amilina 6nom verir. Akademik Mirzo Ibrahimov “Kitabi-Dada Qorqud”, “Koroglu” vo s. dastan nimunalorini
tohlil edarkon bu dastanlardaki xalq vo gohroman kontekstini daha ¢ox gabardir. Masoalan, estetik mikammaolliyi,

yuksok falsofi idrak torzi, forma olvanligi vo xususiyyatlori ilo diggsti calb edon “Kitabi Dado Qorqud”
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dastanlarina o, bir ne¢a baximdan miinasibat bildirir: vaton sevgisi, xalq seadati, diismana nifrat, vatons sadagat,

mordlik, cosarat vo s. M.Ibrahimov dastanda Qaraca ¢obanin simasinda oguz qohromanlarmin nahang, quvvatli,
dénmoaz iradali, casaratli obrazini tohlilo calb edir. Tohlil zamani imumi olaraq biz dastanda etnik-milli ideya
daxilinds har clr pisliklara, sara yer verilmadiyini, milli goshromanlarin miigavimati sayasinds sor qivvalarinin
moglubiyyatinin sahidi oluruq. Bu cohatin tohlil morkoazinds saxlanilmasi M.ibrahimovun mohz “Kitabi-Dado
Qorqud” dastanina milli-etnik diisiinconin genetik-funksional tipi kimi baxmasindan irali galir. Bu cohotdon onun
1941-ci ilds yazilmis “Azarbaycan gahromanliq dastanlar1” adli magalasi diqgsti calb edir (1, 206-213). Burada
mogalonin ¢ap olundugu ili xatirlatmagimiz tosadufi deyil. Homin dévrds artiq II Diinya miiharibasi baglanmisdi.
1941-ci ilin iyununda fasist Almaniyas1 SSR1 iizarine hilcuma kegdi. Demak, bu mogalo miiharibanin ilk aylarinda
(oktyabrda) yazilmisdir. Bu dovrde M.Ibrahimovun gohromanliq dastanlarma miiraciot etmosi, bu mévzuda
moqalo yazmasi, heg siibhasiz ki, insanlari, ilk n6vbada Azorbaycandilli oxuculari miiharibs ab-havasina soforbar

etmok, bunun {iglin 6z babalarinin gahromanliq tarixindon giic almaga ¢agirmaq magsadini gudurd.

odib els ilk abzasdan tarixe muraciot edir: “Azorbaycan xalqinin gahromanliglar, qanli facislor, ozabli
doyiislar, ehtirasli miibarizalorlo dolu tarixi vardir. Bu tarix xalqin azadliq vo seadat, istiglaliyyat vo sarbast dovlot
yaratmaq ugrundaki miibarizesindon dogmusdur. Bu tarixin bir sohifasi ziilm va zorakiligin dogurdugu qanli goz
yaslari, yadelli fatehlorin axitdigi glinahsiz qanlarla yazilmissa, bir sohifasi azadliq vo seadstin mijdasini veran

xalg gohromanliginin sénmoz gunosils isiglanmisdir” (1, 216).

Goriindiiyii kimi, M.Ibrahimov Azarbaycan xalqmin tarixini azadliq, soadet, mustoqillik vo dovlotcilik
ugrunda asrlor boyu donmodon, usanmadan, ayilmodon va azmkarliqla aparilmig miibarizatarixi kimi togdim edir.
Muollifa gora, Azorbaycan folkloru tokco gohromanliq dastanlarinin niimunosinds deyil, Umumiyyatlo,
biitovlikds mordlik, gehromanlq, déziimliiliik kimi keyfiyyatlorlo zongindir: “Oziindon gat-gat gtcli olan
amansiz fatehlorin ziilmi altina diismiis xalq heg bir zaman golocok Umidini, mubarizs va golobays olan Umidini
itirmamis, 6zilinii toplayaraq yenidon ganli doyiislora baglamigdir. Pis glinds, agir va falakotli dogigalards o, inilti
vo moyuslug vo Umidsizliya diismon olmusdur. Belo doagigelorinds o, butliin golbinin ehtirasilo ogullarini

Miallif “Hoyat™ pyesinda 30-cu illorde Azarbaycan kandi Ugiin xarakterik olan bir
moasaloya-tasarrifat masalalorine vo bununla bagli ayri-ayr1 adamlarin miixtalif hayati va ictimai-siyasi mévgeds
dayanmasina toxunmusdur.Osar boyu hadisalorin markozindo Hoyat dayanir. Hoyat dorin fikirlor vo ylksok
duygularla yasayir. O, yeni comiyyato Urokdon xidmot gOstorir. Yazigt onun har bir ¢atinliyini yeni comiyyato
xidmoat kimi golomo verir.Hayat sohnays atildigi ilk dogigadon miibariz obraza cevrilir. Secdiyi yolda gatinliklorlo

9sards
ispan xalqinin fagizma gars1 miibarizasi, Xalq hakimiyysti yaratmaq isi ugrunda ayaga qalxmasi pyesin ideya-
mozmununa ¢evrilir. Oslindo bunlar, xalglarin miistagillik vo milli dovlstgilik ideyalarina daha ¢ox sdykanir.
Demok lazimdir ki, Lope-de-Vegadan osara gotirilon epigraf dramin biitiin ideyasina baglana bilir : “O lanoto
galmislari har clr, hor yerda va har na ilo olursa — olsun azmali !..Xalq bir ruh kimi birlosacak , biz hamimiz bir

adam kimi qalxacagiq ... Zalimlarin siimiiklori ¢atlayacaqdir .
Tohqir olunmus xalq lisyan etdikds intigam almadan va gan tokmodan geri ¢okilmir .

“Madrid” draminda hadisalor Madriddo baglansa da , biitovliikdo diinya xalglarinin imperializmo qarsi
mibarizasi soklinds Umimilasir. Bu masalads dramaturq ayri-ayr1 obrazlari miiayyan arazi ilo yox , mahz soadot
, xosbaxtlik diinyasi va oksino , safalot , razilliklo baglayir. Dramaturq asar boyu suratlorin taleyina mudaxilo
etmadan , onlar1 genis, dorin mubarizs vo togqusma soraitinds taqdim edir. Bu mubarizods suratlorin buttin oxlaqi-

xarakterlorini miiayyan etmisdir.
